11   The  y2zfrf^  Hiftory   tells  us,  tha.t  in  this  j4rk   there  nvas  no- 
thi7igy  fanje  the  t^wo  Tables   of  Stone,  ivhich  Mofes  put   there  at 

Horeb,   I  Kings   viii.   g.  and  yet   the  Author  to  the  Hehre-zvs 
affirms,  th^t  in  this  Ark  'was  the  Golden  Pot,  that  had  Manna,  and 

Aaron'i  Rod  that  budded,  as  n.vell  as  the  Tables  of  the  Conjenanfj 
Ileb.  ix.  4,     Now,  to    reconcile   this,  fome  imagine,  that  be- 

fore the  Ark  had  any  fix'd  and  fettled   Place,  (which  is   the 
Time    the  Apoftle   refers  to)    all  thefe  Things  were  included 

in  it,    tho'   it   was    chiefly    intended    for    nothing,    but    the 

Tables  of  the    Covenant ;    but  that,    when   it  was   plac'd  in 
the    Temple,  nothing    was   left   in    it,  but  thefe  two  Tables  ; 
all    the  other   Things    were  depofited  in  the  Treafury   of  the 
Temple,  where  the   Book  of  the  Law   (as  we  read,  2  Chron. 
xxxiv.    14.)    was   found  in  the  Days  of  King  Jojias.     Others 

however    pretend,  that,  in    the  Time  of  the  Aportle,  ;.  e.  to- 
wards the   End   of  the  fcwijh  Commonwealth,  Aaron  s  Rod, 

and  the  Pot  of  Manna  were  really  kept  in  the  Ark,  though,  in  the 
Days  of  Solomon,  they  were  not.     But  this   Anfwer  would   be 
more  folid  and  fatisfadory,  if  we  knew  for  certain,  that,  in  the 

Time   of  the  Apollle,  the  Ark  of  the  Covenant  was   really   in 

the  SanSluary  of  the  Temple,  which  Herod  built,  whereas  Jo- 
fephiis  (de  Bello  Jud.  lib.  vi.  c.  6.)  tells  us  exprefsly,  that,  when 

the  Romans  deftroy'd  the  Temple,  there  was  nothing  found  in 
the  Holy  of  Holies,     Calmet^  Commentary. 

■j-  But  the  Quellion  is,  what  Tabernacle,  whether  that,  which 
M'fes  made,  and  was  then  at  Gibeon,  2  Chron.  i.  3.  or  that, 
which  was  made  by  Dai/id,  and  was  then  at  Jerufalem  ?  To 

end  this  Difpute,  fome  have  imagin'd,  that  both  thefe  Ta- 
bernacles were,  at  this  Time,  carry 'd  into  the  Temple,  and  laid 

up  there,  that  all  Danger  of  Superlfition  and  Idolatry  might 

thereby  be  avoided,  and  that  no  Worftiip  might  be  perform'd 
any  where,  but   onJy   at  the  Houfe  which  was   dedicated  to 

God's

God's  Service  :  But  it  is  obferv'd  by  others,  that  the  Conve-  \j^F^^^ 
nience  which  David  made  for  the  Reception  of  the  Ark,  was 
never  called  the  Tabernacle  of  the  Covenant ;  it  was  no  more 

than  a  plain  Tent,  fet  up  in  fome  large  Room  of  the  royal  Palace, 
until  a  more  proper  Receptacle  could  be  provided  for  it  :  Buc 

the  Tabernacle,  that  was  zX-Gibeon^  was  the  fame  that  fojourn'd  fo 
long  in  the  Wildernefs.  The  Tent  was  the  fame,  the  Curtains 
the  fame,  and  the  Altar  the  fame,  that  was  made  by  Mofts ; 

or,  at  leaft,  if  there  was  any  Alteration  in  it,  ̂ as  Things  of 
this  Nature  could  hardly  fubfift  fo  very  long  without  fome 

Repair)  the  Reparation  was  always  made  according  to  the  ori- 
ginal Model,  and  with  as  little  Deviation  as  poffible.  It  is  not 

to  be  doubted  then,  but  that  the  Mofaick  Tabernacle  is  the  Ta- 
bernacle here  intended,  which,  for  the  Prevention  of  Scfji/?n, 

and  to  make  the  Temple  the  Center  of  Devotion,  was  now 

taken  down,  and  repofited  in  the  Treafury,  or  Store-Houfe, 

where  it  continu'd  until  the  Time  that  Jerufalem  was  taken  by 
the  Chaldeans,  when  Jeremiah,  as  Jofephus  informs  us,  {je^mjfh 

Antiq.  lib.  viii.  c.  2.)  was  admonifh'd  by  God,  to  take  it,  and  ' 
the  Ark,  and  the  Altar  of  Incenfe,  and  hide  them  in  fome  fecret 

Places,  (from  whence,  it  is  doubted,  whether  they  have  ever 

yet  been  remov'd)  for  fear  of  Profanation.  Patrick''^  and 
Calmct''s  Commentaries. 

•f-  The  Number  of  Sacrifices,  which,  upon  this  Occafion, 

ire  faid  to  be  offer'd,  was  tivo  and  tiventy  thoufand  Oxen^ 
tend  an  hundred  and  taventy  thoufand  Sheep,  I  Kings  viii.  63. 

but  we  muft  not  fuppofe,  that  thefe  were  offer'd  all  on  one  Day^ 
much  lefs  on  one  Altar.  The  Continuance  of  this  Meeting  was 
for  fourteen  Days,  feven  in  the  Fea/l  of  Tabernacles,  and  feven 
in  that  of  the  Dedication  ;  and  becaufe  the  brazen  Altar,  before 

the  Door  of  the  Temple,  was  not  fufficient  to  receive  all  thefe 

Sacrifices,  Solomon,  by  a  fpecial  Licence  from  God,  order'd 
other  i^ltars  to  be  ercdled  in  the  Court  of  the  Priefts,  and  per- 

haps in  other  Places,  which  were  to  ferve  only  during  this  pre- 
fent  Solemnity,  when  fuch  a  vaft  Number  of  Sacrifices  were  to 

be  offer'd  :  For,  at  other  Times,  no  other  Altar  was  allovv'd 
but  this  brazen  one,  which  Mofes  had  made.  It  is  no  bad  Ob- 
fervation  however  of  Jofephus,  (lib.  viii.  c.  2.)  that,  during  the 

Oblation  of  fo  many  Sacrifices,  the.  Levites  took  Care  to  p:r' 
fume  the  Air  nxjith  the  Fragrancy  of  Incenfe,  andfaveet  Odours  to 

fuch  a  Degree,  that  the  People  n.'jere  fenfble  of  it  at  a  Diflance  ; 
otherwife  the  burning  of  fo  many  Beafts,  at  one  Time,  muli 

have  occafion'd  an  Qffenlive  Smell.    Patrick'^  Commentary.

Pfaifes  of  God,  the  Temple   was  fiU'd  with  a  *  miraculous 

From      Cloud,  infomuch,  that    the  Priefts   could  not  continue    to 

jj^|||5gj^"' officiate.      This   Solo?7ion    obferving   took    Occafion    from 
of  a  Chron.  thencc  to  infer,  that  the  Lord   had  taken   PofTeflion   of  the 

^•'Y'X.'  Place ;  and,   having   for  fome  Time  fallen    proftrate    with 

his  Face  to  the  Ground,  he  rais'd   himfelf  up,  and  turning 

towards  the  San^fuar^y  *  addrefs'd  his    Prayer  to   God, and 

*  When  Mo/es  had  finifh'd  the  Tabernacle,  according  to  the 
Pattern,  which  God  had  fliew'd  him,  and  fet  it  all  up,  it  i$ 
faid,  that  a  Cloud  conjered  the  Tent  of  the  CcngregatioK,  and  the 
Clary  of  the  Lord  filled  the  Tabernacle,  fo  that  Mofes  luas  not 

able  to  enter  into  the  Tent  of  the  Congregation,  becaufe  the  Cloud 
abode  thereon,  and  the  Glory  of  the  Lord  filled  the  Tabernacle^ 

Exod.  xl.  34,  35.  And  therefore,  when  the  Temple  was  finifn'd, 
and  the  Ark  brought  into  the  Sanduary,  God  gave  the  like  In- 

dication of  his  Prefence,  and  Refidence  there.  Hereby  he  telti- 

fy'd  his  Acceptance  of  the  Building,  and  furnifliing  of  the 
Temple,  as  a  Service  done  to  his  Name  ;  and  hereby  he  de- 

dar'd,  that,  as  the  Glory  of  the  Ark,  (that  facred  Symbol  of 

his  Prefence)  had  been  long  eclips'd  by  its  frequent  Removes, 
and  mean  Habitations ;  fo  now  his  Pleafure  was,  that  it  Ihould 

be  look'd  upon  with  the  fame  Elleem  and  Veneration,  as  when 
Mofes  conducted  it  into  the  Tabernacle.  For  this  Cloud,  we 

mull  know,  was  not  a  heavy,  thick,  opaque  Body,  fuch  as  is 

ingender'd  in  the  Air,  and  arifes  from  Vapours  and  Exhala- 
tions, but  a  Cloud,  that  was  dark  and  luminous  at  the  fame 

Time,  whofe  Darknefs  was  awful  and  majeftick,  and  whofe  in- 
ternal Part  was  bright  and  refulgent,  darting  its  Rays  upon 

Occafion,  and  exhibiting  its  Light  through  its  Obfcurity  :  So 
that,  according  to  its  different  Phnfis,  or  Pofition,  it  became  to 
the  Ifraelites  a  Pillar  of  a  Cloud  by  Day,  to  fcreen  them  from 

the  Heat,  and  at  Night  a  Pillar  of  Fire,  to  give  them  Light, 
Exod.  xiii.  2 1 .  Whatever  it  was  that  conftituted  this  ftrarge 

Appearance,  'tis  certain  this  Mixture  of  Light  and  Darknefs 
was  look'd  upon  as  a  Symbol  of  the  Divine  Prefence  ;  for  fo  the 
Scripture  has  inform'd  us,  that  He,  who  dvvelleth  in  Light,  that 
J5  inacceffible,  made  Darknefs  his  fecret  Place,  his  Pa-vilion  round 
about  him,  nvith  dark  Water,  and  thick  Clouds  to  co'uer  hi/n,

^arth,  and  the  Sea  ;  thou  thai  fiUeji  thetvholf,  and  e^very  Thing 
that  is  in  it,  and  art  thyfelf  unbounded,  and  incomprehenjihle  ; 
look  do'wn  gracioujly  upon  thy  Servants,  that  ha've  prejurnd  to 
ereSl  a  Temple  here  to  the  Honour  of  thy  great  Name.  Lord,  hear 
our  Prayers,  and  recei've  our  Sacrifices.  Thou  art  emery  'where, 
*vouchfafe  alfo  to  he  ixiith  us.  Thou  that  feeft  and  heareji  all 
Things,  look  donun  from  thy  Throne  in  Hea'ven,  and  gi've  ear  to 
our  Supplications  in  this  Plau.  Thou  that  ne'ver  failefi  to  afjifl 
thofe  that  call  upon  thee  Day  and  Nighty  and  love  andferve  thee 
as  they  ought  to  do,  have  Mercy  upon  us..  There  is  another 

Prayer,  in  the  fame  Hiftorian,  addrefs'd  to  God  on  this  fame 
Occafion,  wherein  Solomon  blefles  him  for  the  Exaltation  of  his 

j^amily,  and  implores  the  Continuance  of  his  Goodnefs  and  pe- 

culiar Prefence  in  the  Temple,  well  worth  the  Reader's  Pcrufal,^ 
though  too  long  to  be  inferted  here. 

-j-  It  is  the  lame  Thing,  no  doubt,  to  God,  wherever  we 
pray,  fo  long  as  we  pray  with  a  pious  Mind,  and  a  devout 
Heart,  and  make  the  Subjeft  of  our  Prayers  fuch  good  Things, 
as  he  has  permitted  us  to  afk  ;  but  it  was  not  confiftent  with  the 
Prefervation  of  the  Jevjijh  State  and  Religion,  that  he  fhould 

be  publickly  worfhipp'd  in  every  Place.  For,  fince  the  Jevos 
were  on  every  Side  furrounded  with  Idolaters,  led  away  with 

divers  Superftitions,  but  ignorant  «// of  the  true  God,  'twas 
highly  neceiTary,  that,  in  all  Divine  Matters,  there  ftiould  be  a 
ftrift  Union  between  them  all  both  in  Heart  and  Voice,  and 

confequently,  that  they  fhould  all  meet  together  in  one  Place  to 
worfhip  God,  left  they  fhould  run  into  Parties,  and  fall  into 

Idolatry,  as  it  happen'd  when  the  Kingdom  became  .divided  in- 
to two.  And  therefore,  tho'  Sojomon  knew  very  well,  that,  in 

every  Place,  God  was  ready  to  hear  the  Prayers  of  every  de- 
vout Supplicant,  yet,  for  the  Prefervation  of  Peace  and  Unity, 

he  was  minded  to  give  the  People  a  Notion,  that  God  would 

be  found  more  exorable  to  the  Prayers,  which  were  offer'd  in 
the  Temple  of  ferufalem,  and  thereby  excite  them  to  a  Fre- 
quentation  of  that,  rather  than  any  other  Place,  he  QUrc%

of  2  Chion.  God,  and  his  Exhortations  to  the  People,  a  Vi6tim  was  laid 
,C^V^upon  the  Altar,  and  God,    to  teftify  his  Acceptance  of  what 

was   doing,  fent  immediately  a    Fire  from  Heaven,  which 

confum'd  it,  and  all  the  other  Sacrifices,  that  were  about 
it ;  which,  when  the   People,  who  were  Witneffes  of  the 

Miracle,  perceiv'd,  they  fell   upon   their  Faces,  and   wor- 
fhipp'd  the  God  of  Ifrael :  And  it  was,  very  probably,  on 
the  X  Night  following,  that  he  appear'd  to  Solomon  again  in  a 
pream,  and  *  fignifyM  to  him,  "?  That  he  had  heard   his

^  J  'Tis  thus  that  we  have  plac'd  the  Time  of  God's  fecon4 
Appearance  to  Solomon,  but  feme  are  of  Opinion,  that  it  did 

not  happen  till  two  and  twenty  Years  after  God's  firft  Appea- 
rance, and  after  that  Solomon  had  accomplifh'd  all  his  Buildings, 

to  which  the  Connexion  of  the  Difcourfe  feems  to  give  fome 
Countenance  ;  and,  it  came  to  pafs,  nvhen  Solomon  had  finijhed 
the  Building  of  the  Houfe  of  the  Lord,  and  the  King  s  Houfe,  and 
nil  that  he  ivas  pleafed  to  do,  that  the  Lord  appeared  to  him  a 
■fecondTime,  I  Kings  ix.  i,  2.  It  feems  a  little  ftrange  how- 

ever, that  God  fhould  delay  anfwering  this  Prince's  Prayer  for 
thirteen  Years  together,  and  then,  when  he  appear'd  to  him, 
tell  him,  /  have  heard  thy  Prayer,  and  the  Supplication,  that 
thou  haji  made  before  me,  and  I  have  hallotved  this  Houfe,  ivhicb 
thou  hajl  built,  Ver.  3.  And  therefore,  to  folve  this  Difficulty, 

'tis  reafonable  to  think,  that  the  Divifion  of  this  ninth  Chapter 
is  wrong,  that  the  firft  Verfe  of  it  fhould  be  annex'd  to  the 
Conclufion  of  the  preceding  Chapter,  and  fo  terminate  the  Ac- 

count of  what  Solomon  had  done  ;  and  that  the  next  Chapter 
fliould  begin  with  the  fecond  Verfe,  where  the  Hiftorian  enters 

upon  a  frefh  Subjeft,  vix.  the  Anfwer  that  God  return'd  to  So- 
Jomons  Prayer,  which  he  continues  to  the  tenth  Verfe,  and  pre- 
fents  us  with  it  all  at  once,  that  he  might  not  break  the  Thread 
of  his  Narration.     Cal/nct\  Commentary  on  i  Kings  ix.  2. 

*  fofephus  has  made  a  very  handfome  Comment  upon  the 
Anfwer,  which  God  made  Solomon  in  his  Dream.  The  Voice 

told  him  farther,  fays  he,  "  That  in  cafe  of  fuch  an  Apoflacy, 
"  (as  he  had  before  mention'd)  his  new-erefted  Fabrick  fhould, 
*'  by  Divine  PermifTion,  come  to  be  fack'd,  and  burnt  by  the 
**  Hands  of  Barbarians,  and  Jerufalem  itfelf  laid  in  Rubbilh 
**  and  Afhes   by   a  mercilefs  Enemy;  infomuch,  that  People 

"  fhould 
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*^  Prayer  j  did  accept  of  the  Temple,  which    he  had  built    A.  M. 

**  for   him  i  and  would   not  fail  to  liften  to   the  Petitions,  V'^^'r.^^r 
*'  that  proceeded  from  thence  ;  that   if  he  perfever'd  in  his  ,003,  ̂ d 
*'  Obedience  to  him,  as    his  Father  David  had  done,  he     From 

**  would  eftablifh  his  Throne,  and   perpetuate   a  Race  oi'^^^^^^  ̂"'r 
*'  Succeflbrs  in  his  Family  j  but  that,  if  either  he,  or  hisofzchron. 

*'  Children  prevaricated  in  this  Matter,  he  would  cut  them  ■.yY'\J 
*'  off,  overturn  his  Kingdom,  and  deftroy  the  Temple.'* 
The  Feaft  of  the  Dedication,  in  Conjundtion  with  that 

of  Tabernacles,  lafted  for  fourteen  Days  ;  and  when  all 

Things  were  thus  perform'd  with  the  greateft  Order  and 
Solemnity,  on  the  Morrow  the  King  difmifs'd  the  People, 
who  return'd  to  thei*  refpeilive  Homes  with  glad  and  joyful Hearts. 

SOLOMON  (it  muft  be  obferved)  had  a  fmgular  Tafte H/s /.kWV* 

for  Building ;  therefore,  after  he  had  finifh'd  and  confecra  • '^-''""''•'"'^^' 

ted  the  Temple,  he  undertook  a  Palace  for  himfelf,  *  which  f^"'  I'^J' 
had  Jnagnijiccnt

^*  fhould  (land  amaz'd  at  the  very  Report  of  fo  uicredible  a*^'"^' 
*'  Mifery  and  Diftrefs,  and  be  wondering  one  to  another,  how 
<'  it  could  come  to  pafs,  that  a  Nation  which  was  butYefterday 
*'  the  Envy  of  Mankind  for  Riches,  external  Glory,  and  Re- 
*'  nown,  fhould  now,  all  on  a  fuddcn,  be  funk  and  loft  to  the 

"  laft  Degree  of  Wretchcdnefs  and  Contempt,  and  reduc'd  to 
^'  this  defpicable  State  too  by  the  fame  Hand  that  raised  them. 
*'  To  which  Quellions  their  own  guilty  Confciences  Ihall  make 
**  this  Anfwer  :  JVe  ha<veforfaken  our  God ;  ive  hwve  abandon  d

*  The  Defcription  of  this  Palace,  which  we  may  gather  from 
Jofephus,    Lamy,    and  others,    that   have   treated    of  Solomon  s 

Buildings,  is  in  this  Manner  related  :   "  Upon  feveral 
**  Rows  of  Pillars,  there  was  erefted  a  fpacious  Pile  of  Build- 
•'  ing,  in  the  Nature  of  a  common  Hall,  for  the  hearing  of 
"  Caufes.  It  was  an  hundred  Cubits  in  Length,  fifty  in  Breadth, 
'*  and  in  Depth  thirty,  fupported  by  fifteen  fquare  Columns, 
♦*  cover'd  with  Corinthian  Work  in  Cedar,  and  fortify'd  with 
^'  double  Doors,  curioufly  wrought,  that  ferv'd  both  for  the 
*^  Security  and  Ornament  of  the  Place,  In  the  Middle  of  this 
*•  Hall  was  another  Edifice  of  thirty  Cubits  fquare,  and  under- 

"  fet  with  ftrong  Pillars,  wherein  was  plac'd  a  Throne  of  State, 
**  on  which  the  King  himfelf  us'd  to  fit  perfonally  in  Judgment. 
"  On  the  Right  Hand  of  this  Court  of  Juflice  ftood  the  King's 
"  own  Palace,  and,  on  the  Left,  that  which  he  built  for  Pha- 

•*  Tfloh'^  Daughter,  both  fitted  up  with  Cedar,  and  built  with 

•'  huge 
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A,  M.  had  all  the  Magnificence  that  can  be  imagin'd,  another  for 
A°^' ch^T  ̂'^  Egyptian  Queen,  and  a  third,  that  was  called  f  the 

3003,  &c'.  Houfe  of  the  Foreji  of  Lebanon^    where  he  chiefly chofe  to From  refide.  Thefe  were  the  Works  of  thirteen  Years :  And  as 

'  ̂h"°F^d'  ■^■^'"^^  King  of  Tyre  was  very  kind  in  fupplying  him  with 
of  2  Chron.  Men,  Money,  and  Materials  to  carry  on  thefe,  and  many 

\^'^^r^  more  ftately  Structures ;  Solomon^  to  exprefs  his  Gratitude, 
or 

**  huge  Stones  of  ten  Cubits  fquare,  which  were  partly  plain, 
**  and  partly  overlaid  with  the  moft  precious  Marble.   
**  The  Rooms  were  hung  with  rich  Hangings,  and  beautified 
**  with  Images,  and  Sculptures  of  all  Kinds,  fo  exquifitely  fi- 
"  nilh'd,  that  they  feem'd  to  be  alive,  and  in  Motion.  It 
*•  would  be  an  endlefs  Work  (fays  Jofephus)  to  give  a  particu- 
"  lar  Survey  of  this  mighty  Mafs  of  Building  :  So  many  Courts 

*  *'  and  other  Contrivances,  fuch  a  Variety  of  Chambers  and 
*'  Offices,  great  and  little,  long  and  large  Galleries,  vaft  Rooms 
*'  of  State,  and  others  for  Feafiing  and  Entertainment,  fet  out 
*'  as  richly  as  could  be,  with  coftly  Furniture,  and  Gildings ; 
*'  befides  that,  all  the  Services  for  the  King's  Table  were  of 
"  pure  Gold.  In  a  Word,  the  whole  Houfe  was,  in  a  Man- 
"  ner,  made  up,  from  Top  to  Bottom,  of  while  Marble,  Ce- 
*'  dar,  Gold,  and  Silver,  with  precious  Stones,  here  and 
"  there  intermingled  upon  the  Walls,  and  Ceilings,  after  the 

'*  Manner  of  the  Adorning  of  the  Temple."  Je^wi/h  Antiq. lib,  viii.  c.  z. 

•\  Some  Commentators  are  of  Opinion,  that  this  Houfe  was 
the  fame  with  the  Palace,  which  Solomon  built  in  Jerufalenty 
and  that  rt  had  its  Name  from  the  tall  Pillars,  that  fupported  it, 

which  Icok'd  like  the  Cedars  in  the  Foreft  of  Lebanon  ;  but  the 
contrary  is  manifeft,  becaufe  the  holy  Scripture  fpeaks  of  it  as 

a  dillindt  Building,  tho'  perhaps  it  might  not  be  far  dillant  from 
the  other,  on  fome  cool  Ihady  Mountain,  which  made  it  refem- 

b!e  Mount  Lebanon.  For  'tis  an  Idle  Fancy  to  think,  that  this 
Houfe  was  really  built  on  Lebanon,  frnce  we  read  of  Solomons 
liaving  his  Throne,  i  Kings  vii.  7.  and  the  golden  Shields,  that 

he  made,  plac'd  in  it,  i  Kings  x.  17.  which  he  fcarce  would 
have  remov'd  to  the  very  Extremity  of  his  Kingdom  :  And  there- 

fore we  may  conclude,  (as  indeed  it  appears  from  i  Kings  vii.  2.) 
that  this  Houfe  was  near  Jerufaletn,  and  called  by  the  Name  of 
the  Forcfi  of  Lebanon,  (juft  as  many  pleafant  and  delightful 
Places  in  that  Country  were  called  Carmc/)  becaufe  it  was  in  a 
lofty  Place  like  Lebanon,  and  the  Trees,  which  grew  upon  it, 
made  it  very  Ihady  and  cool,  and  confequently,  proper  for  So- 

lomon to  dwell  there  in  Summer,  as  he  did  in  his  Palace  in

11  It  is  an  exprefsInjun£lion,'  which  God  gives  the  Ifraelites,^  '*^'"S*  p'''** 
that  the  Land,  wherein  the  People  had  a  Right  by  Divine  Lot,Q°-  ̂   chron 
and  himfelf  a  Right,  as  bting  the  fole  Proprietor  thereof,  was  .^"^'^'sj 
not  to  be  fold  or  alienated  for  ever,  Lenj.  xxv.  23.  How  then 
could  Solomon,  without  violating  this  Law,  pretend  to  give  Hi- 

ram tnventy  Cities  in  the  Land  of  Galilee  ?  Now  to  this  fome 

have  reply 'd,  that  Solomon  did  not  give  Hiram  a  Property,  and 
perpetual  Right  to  thofe  Cities,  but  only  affign'd  him  the  Pof- 
feffion  of  them  for  a  Time,  until  the  Debt,  which  he  had  con- 
traded  for  thefeveral  Supplies,  he  had  from  him,  while  he  was 

building  the  Temple,  was  fatisfy'd.  Others  think,  that  upon 
Suppofition,  that  thefe  Cities  were  inhabited  by  Ifraelites,  Solo- 

mon did  not  give  Hiram  (as  indeed  he  could  notj  their  particular 
Poffeffions,  but  only  his  own  Royalties  over  them,  {which  he 

might  juftly  do)  and  all  the  Profits,  he  receiv'd  from  them, 
which,  according  to  the  Taxes  then  impos'd,  i  Kings  xii.  4. were  not  inconfiderable.  But  there  is  no  Reafon  for  thefe  far- 

fetch'd  Solutions,  when  the  Scripture  exprefly  tells  us,  that 
thefe  Cities  were  not  in  the  Territories  of  Ifrael,  nor  inhabited 
at  that  Time  by  the  Ifraelites,  2  Chron.  viii.  2.  They  v/ere 

indeed  fome  of  them  conquer'd  by  the  King  of  Egypt,  who 
gave  them  to  Solomon  as  a  Portion  with  his  Daughter,  and  others 
by  Solomon  himfelf,  who,  as  Selden  obferves,  (de  Jure  Nat.  & 
Gent.  lib.  vi.  cap.  16.)  had  a  Right  to  difpofe  of  thofe  Lands^ 

rvohich  he  had  conquered  in  'voluntary  War,  nvithout  the  Confent 
ef  the  Senate :  And  this  may  be  one  Reafon,  why  he  gave  thefe, 
rather  than  other  Cities,  becaufe  thefe  were  certainly  in  his  own 
Power  to  give,  when  others  perhaps  were  not.  A  learned  Author, 
upon  this  Subject,  has  given  a  quite  difterent  Turn  to  the  Senfe 
of  the  PafTage :  For  his  Opinion  is,  that  Hiram  did  not  return 
thefe  Cities,  becaufe  he  thought  them  not  good  enough,  but 
becaufe  he  was  unwilling  to  receive  fo  large  a  Remuneration  for 
the  few  good  Offices,  he  had  done  Solomon,  and  was  minded  ra- 

ther, that  his  Favours  of  this  kind  fhould  be  z\\  gratuitous.  He 
therefore  makes  the  Word  Cabul  (which  is  the  Name,  that  Hi- 

ram gives  to  the  Country,  where  thefe  Cities  flood)  a  Title  of 

RifpeSl,  and  not  of  Contempt',  for  he  derives  it  from  the  He- 
breiu  Chebes,  which  fignifies  a  Bond,  or  Chain,  intimating, 
that  thefe  two  neighbouring  Kings  had  mutually  bound  them- 
felves  in  a  Bond  of  Friendfhip,  Solomon  by  giving,  and  Hiram 
by  returning  the  Cities,  now  under  Confideration.  This  is  ve- 

ry pretty  :  But  'tis  carrying  the  Point  of  Generality  in  the  King 
of  Tyre  a  little  too  high,  in  my  Opinion,  confidering  his  Ac- 

ceptance of,  if  not  exprefs  Stipulation  for,  fuch  a  Quantity  of

the  Syrians  of   Zokah,    who  had  formerly   been   conquer'd 
by  Davidy  and,  upon  their  Revolt,  but  lately  reduc'd  by Solomon. 

To  conclude  the  Account  of  Solomon  s  publick  Build- 

ings. He  built  the  Walls  of  "Jerufalem^  and  a  Senate- 
Houfe  in  the  fame  City,  called  Millo.  He  repair'd,  and 
fortify 'd  Hazor^  Megiddo^  the  two  Beth-Horons,  Baalahy 
•f  Tadmor  in  the  Wildcrnefs  of   Syrian  and  Gezer^  which

-}•  The  Reafon  is,  becaufe  the  Tyrians,  being  very  commo- 
dioufly  fitudted  for  that  Purpofe,  were,  in  a  Manner,  wholly 
addidled  to  Merchandize  ;  and  therefore  would  not  remove  from 

the  Sea  Coafls,  to  live  in  a  Soil,  which  was  fat  and  deep,  and 

confequently,  requir'd  a  great  deal  of  Labour  to  cultivate  it, 
which  was  a  Bufinefs  that  they  were  very  little  accullom'd  to. 
Bedford's  Scripture  Chronology,  lib.  vi.  c.  2. 

-f  Tadmor,  which,  by  the  Greeks,  is  call  d  Palmyra,  is  fitu- 
nted  in  the  Wildernefs  of  Syria,  upon  the  Borders  of  Arabia 
Dsferta,  inclining  towards  the  Euphrates.  Jofephus  places  it 

two  Days  Journey  from  the  Upper  Syria,  one  Day's  Journey 
from  tne  Euphrates,  and  fix  Days  Journey  from  Babylon :  And 

the  Reafon  he  gives,  why  Solomon  was  inclined  to  build  a  City 
in  this  Place,  was,  becaufe,  in  all  the  Country  round  about, 
there  was  no  fuch  Thing  as  a  Well,  or  Fountain,  but  in  this 
Spot  only,  to  be  found.  If  we  may  guefs  by  the  Ruins,  which 
later  Travellers  give  us  the  Defcription  of,  this  City  was  cer- 

tainly one  of  the  hneft  and  mofl  magnificent  in  the  Eaji,  and  'tis 
fomewhat  farprifmg,  that  Hiftory  fhould  give  us  no  Account, 

either  v.hen,  or  by  whom  it  was  reduc'd  to  the  fad  Condition, 
wherein  it  lies  at  this  Day,  But  the  true  Reafon  for  his  build- 

ing this  Town  in  fo  defolate  a  Place,  was  the  Commodioufnefs 
of  its  Situation,  to  cut  off  all  Commerce  between  the  Syrians 

and  Mtfopotamiatis,  and  to  prevent  their  caballing,  and  conl'pi- ring  together  againfi;  him,  as  they  had  done  againft  his  Father 

Da'uid.  Le  Clerc's  Commentary.  If  the  Reader  is  defirous 
to  know  the  prefent  State  of  this  ruinated  City,  he  may  find  it

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the  King  of  Egypt  took  from  the  Canaan'iteSy  and  gave  it    A.  M. 
in  Dower   with   his  Daughter.     He  fortify'd  all  the  Cities,  A°nV'ch^Ift 

which  he  made  his  Magazines  for  Corn,  Wine,  and  Oil,  and  1003,  &c.' 
thofe,  where  his  Chariots  and  Horfes  were  kept.  He  fubdu'd     From 

all  the Hittites^2iViA  Hivites,znd  J/norites^^nd  Perizzites,tha.tl^  the^ynd* 
any  where  remain'd  in  the  Land  of  Ifrael,  and  laid  on  them  of  2  Chron. 
all  the  Drudgery,  and  fervile  Labour :  But  *  as  for  his  own  L.^'Y^Of 
Subje6ls,   he  appointed  them  either  to  be  Surveyors  of  his 
Works,    or  Guards   to  his  Perfon,   or  Commanders  in  the 

Army,   or  Traders  and  Merchants,  that  fo  he  might  make 
his  Nation  as  famous,  and  as  rich  and  floiirifhing,  as  it  was 

poilible  to  be  effected  by  human  Policy. 
But  it  was  not  only  a  Multitude  of  Hands,  but  a  large 

Supply  of  Wealth  likewife,  that  was  neceffary  to  carry  on 
fo  many  expenfive  Buildings  ;  and  therefore  Solomon  took 
Care  to  cultivate  the  Trade  to  Ophir,  which  his  Father  had 

begun,  from  Elam  and  f  Ezion-Geber,  two  Ports  in  the 
Red-Sea,  whither  himfelf  went  in  Perfon  to  infpe6l  the 
Building  of  the  Ships,  and  to  provide  them  with  able  and 
experienced  Seamen,  which  his  good  Friend  and  Ally, 
Hiram,  was  never  backward  to  furnifli  him  with.  So  that 

by  this  Means  his  Subjects,  who  foon  attain'd  to  the  Art  of 
Navigation,    were  enabled  to   make   feveral  advantageous

related  in  the  P/ji/o/ophical  Tra?!/ac7Io»s,  iov  O^oher,  1695,  in  a 

Letter  from  Dr.  Hailifax,  to  Dr.  Bernard,  or  in  Wells's  Geo- 
graphy of  the  Old  Teftament,  Vol.  III.  who  has  borrow'd  it from  thence. 

*  Hiftory  indeed  takes  Notice  of  the  fame  Temper  in  Se- 
foflris.

ral Expeditions,  cook  it  in  his  Head  to  build  Temples  in  all  the 
Cities  of  Egypt,  but  would  fufFer  no  Egyptian  to  do  any  fervile

^yY"^  all  thele  Names)  was  fituate  upon  the  fame,  and  might  poffibly 
have  its  Name  from  thence.  When  Dwuid  conquer'd  Edam,  or 
Idumaa,  he  made  himfelf  Mafter  of  this  Port,  2  Sam.  viii.  14. 
His  Son,  we  fee,  built  Ships  here,  and  fent  them  from  hence  to 

Ophir  for  Gold,  2  Qhron.  viii.  1 7,  18.  It  continu'd  in  the  Pof- 
feiTion  of  the  Ifraelites  about  an  hundred  and  fifty  Years,  till,  in 

the  Time  of  Joram,  the  Edomites  recover'd  it,  2  Kings  viii.  20. 
but  it  was  again  taken  from  them  by  Azariah,  and  by  him  left 
to  his  Son,  2  Kings  XIV.  22.  His  Grandfon  Ahaz.  however  loft  it 
again  to  the  King  of  Syriot  2  Kings  xvi.  6.  and  the  Syrians  had 
it  in  their  Hands  a  long  while,  till,  after  many  Changes  under 
the  Ptolemies,  and  the  Seleuciday  it  came  at  length  into  the  Pof- 
fefTion  of  the  Romans.  It  was  formerly  a  fmall  Town,  with 
fruitful  Fields  about  it,  but  now  there  is  nothing  left  but  a 
Tower,  which  ferves  as  an  Habitation  for  the  Governor,  who 
is  fubjeft  to  the  Governor  of  Grand  Cairo,  and  no  Signs  of 
Fruitfulnefs  are  to  be  feen  in  any  Parts  adjoining  to  it.

II  In  z  Chron.  viii.  18.  the  Number  of  Talents,  brought 

home  to  Solomon,  are  faid  to  be  four  hundred  and  fifty :  But 

this  is  a  Matter  that  is  eafily  refolv'd,  if  we  will  but  fuppofe, 
that  the  Charges  of  the  Voyage  to  and  fro  coft  thirty  Talents; 

or  tha:  Solomon  gave  Hiram's  Servants,  for  conducing  his  Fleet, 
thirty  Talents  ;  or  that  in  refining  the  whole  Mafs  of  Gold,  the 

Walle  might  be  thirty  Talents :  So  that,  tho'  Solomon^  Fleet

•f-  We  never  read  of  I'vory,  till  about  Solomons  Days,  who 
perhaps  brought  Elephants  out  of  Indiay  or  at  leall  took  Care  to 
have  a  great  Deal  of  Ivory  imported  from  thence  ;  for,  in  After- 
Ages,  we  read  of  I'vory  Beds,  and  laiory  Palaces,  i5fc.  At  thi»  .^^ 
Time  however,  it  was  every  whit  as  precious  as  Gold  ;  And  .  '  -*" 
therefore  we  mull  not  fuppofe,  that  this  Throne  of  Solomon  i 
was  entirely  overlaid  with  Gold,  (for  then  it  might  as  well  have 
been  made  of  Wood)  but  only  in  particular  Places,  that  fo  the 
Mixture  of  Gold  and  Ivory,  which  gave  a  Luftre  to  each  other, 
might  make  the  Throne  look  more  beautiful.

and  that  the  Perjian  Kings  fat  in  Judgment  under  a  goldea 
Vine,  (and  other  Trees  of  Gold)  the  Bunches  of  whofe  Grapes

Sheba/<jyi  feveral  Enigmatical  Queftions.  But  when  (he  heard  his 

Um.  clear  and  fatisfadlory  Solutions,  (he  was  not  a  little  amaz'd 
at  the  Profoundnefs  of  his  Judgment ;    and  when  Ihe   had 

fecn  the  Beauty,    and  Worfhip  of  the  Temple^   the  Magni- 
ficence of  his  Court f    and  the  Sumptuoufnefs  of  *  his  TabU 

and  Attendants,  (he  was  quite  aftonifli'd,  and  frankly  own'd 
to  him,    that  what  herfelf  had   feen,  did  far  furpafs   any, 
ihe  moft  extravagant   Report,    (he  had  ever  yet  heard  of 

him  :    And  fo,   having  made  him   very  *  great  and  noble 
Prefents,    and    receiv'd   others   from   him,    that    were  not 
inconfiderable,   fhe  took  her  Leave,  and  return'd  to  her  own

*  Our  excellent  Commentator,  Bifliop  Patrick,  tells  us,  that

Order  of  fitting  at  Table,  and  the  Attendance  of  Solomon  s 

Servants,  and  Minifters,  were  juftly  admir'd  by  the  Queen  of

For,  entering  into  a  League  with  Pazotii  a  Fugitive  from  his 
Mafter  Hadadezer  King  oi Zohah,  but  who  had  now  made  him- 

felf King  of  fome  Part  of  Syria,  he,  by  his  Afliftance,  made  fo 
many  Inroads  upon  the  Land  of  Ifrael,  that  all  Things  were  in 

the  utmoft  Confulion,  even  before  Solomon  died.

•f-  When  Da'vid  made  War  againft  Hadadezer,  Rezoti,  one  of 

his  Generals,  efcap'd  from  the  Field  of  Battle,  with  the  Troops 
under  his  Command  j  and,  having  liv'd  for  a  little  while  by  Plun- 

der and  Robbery,  at  length  feiz'd  on  Damafcus,  and  reign'd 
there.  But  his  Reign  was  not  long  :  For  Da'vid  took  Damaf- 

cus, as  well  as  the  other  Parts  oi  Syria,  and  left  it  in  Subjeftion 

to  his  Son  Solomon,  till  God  was  pleas'd  to  fufFer  this  Rezon  to 
recover  Damafcus,  and  there  re-eftablilh  himfelf,  to  the  great 
Difturbance  of  the  latter  Part  of  Solomons  Reign.  Calmefi

■\  As  Solomon  was  engag'd  in  feveral  great  Buildings,  he  took 
care  to  fet  proper  Perfons  over  the  Works,  among  whom  Jero- 

boam was  one,  and  the  Workmen  under  his  Command  feem  to 

be  chiefly  of  the  Tribe  oi  Ephraim,     How  he  acquitted  himfelf 
in  this  Capacity,  we  are  not  told  ;  but  the  Pretence  of  his  being 
angry  with  Solomon,  and  fomenting  Jealoufies  among  the  People, 
was  the  Building  of  Millo.     Millo  was  a  deep  Valley,  between 
the  old  Jcrufalem,  and  the  City  of  David,  Part   of  which  Da- 

i-id fiU'd  up,  and  thereupon  made  both  a  Fortrefs,  and  a  Place 
for  the  People  to  aflemble.     Another  Part  of  it  Solomon  fill'd  up, 
to  build  a  Palace  for  his  Queen,  the  Daughter  o^ Pharaoh.  The 
prodigious  Expence,  which  this  Work  coft,  gave  yeroboam  an 
Opportunity  to  infufe  a  Spirit  of  Sedition   into  his  Brethren  of 
the  Tribe  of  Ephraim  ;  to  complain  heavily   of  hard   Labour, 

they  wereforc'd  to  fubmit  to,  and  the  Taxes  they  were  obhg'd 
10  pay  ;  and  to  reprefent  the  whole  Thing  as  a  Work  of  Va- 

nity, merely  to  gratify  a  proud  foreign  Woman,  and  a  filly  do- 
ting King  ;    and,  by  thefe   Infinuations,     he    wrought   in  the 

People  a  DifafFedion  to  Solomon,  and   his  Government.

•f  Ahijah  was  a  Native  of  Bhiloh,  and  one  of  thofe  who  wrote 
the  Annals  of  King  Solomon  s  Reign,  2  Chron.  ix.  29.  He  is 
thought  to  have  been  the  Perfon,  who  fpake  twice  to  Solomon 
from  God  ;  once,  while  he  was  building  fhe  Temple,  at  which 

Time  hepromis'd  him  his  Proteftion,  i  Kings  vi.  12.  and  at 
another  Time,  when  he  had  fallen  into  all  his  Irregularities,  and 

God  exprefs'd  his  Indignation  againft  him  in  bitter  Threats  and 
Reproaches,  i  Kings  xii.

W'ho 
this  Egyptian  Prince  was,  the  Learned  are  not  agreed.  The 

Opinion  is  pretty  general,  that  it  was  the  famous  Se/of.ris,  men- 

tion'd in  Herodotus,  and  of  whom  we  have  fpoke  before,  but  his 
Life  could  hardly  be  extended  to  this  Period.  Our  great  UJher 

fets  him  a  vaft  Way  backward,  even  to  the  Time  of  the  If- 
raelites  Peregrination,  and  fome  Chronolcgers  carry  it  farther  : 

But  be  that  as  it  will,  'tis  very  probable,  that  the  Prince  had 
taken  fome  Offence  at  Solomon,  otherwife  he  would  hardly  have 

harbour'd  fuch  feditious  Refugees,  as  Jtroboam  was.  Patyick''% 
and  he  Clcrc^s  Commentaries. 

■\- Jo/ephus  \udLecditQ\\s  us,  (Antiq.  lib.  viii.  c.  3.)  that  5o/(?- 

mon  liv'd  to  a  great  Age,  that  he  reign'd  eighty  Years,  and  died 
at  ninety  four  ;  but  this  is  a  manifeit  Error  in  that  Hiflorian, 
which  ouf  faying,  that  the  Scriptures  give  us  only  an  Account  of 

Solomon  while  he  continu'd  in  a  State  of  Piety,  but  that  Jofefhus^ 
Computation  takes  in  the  whole  of  his  Life,  is  a  poor  and  forc'd 
Way  of  reconciling.  The  Authority  oi  Jofepbus  mn^nevtr

left  an  eternal  Stain  upon  his  Memory  :  Orhervvife  the  Cha- 

rafter,  which  the  Author  of  Ecclejiajlicus  gives  of  this  Prince, 

is  very  beautiful :  ■'  '  — •  Solomon  reigned  in  a  peaceable  Time, 
and  'vjas  honoured  j  for  God  made  all  quiet  round  about  him,  that 

he  might  build  an  Houfe  in  his  "Name,  and  prepare  his  SanSluary 
for  e'ver.  Hoiu  'wife  ixiaji  thou  in  thy  Youth,  and  as  a.  Flood  fil- 

led <with  Vnderfianding  !  Thy  Soul  covered  the  nxjhole  Earth,  and 
thou  flledjl  it  nvith  dark  Parables.

and  could  not  nvithjiand  his  Enemies,  2  Chron.  xiii.  7.  and  there- 

fore fome  have  imagin'd,  that  his  Father  Solomon  had  him  in  his 
Thoughts,  when  hefaid,  in  his  Preacher,  I  hated  all  my  Labour, 

Kvhich  I  had  taken  under  the  Sun,  becaufe  I  ivas  to  league  it  to  a

falem,  that  this  City  was  made  choice  of  for  the  Place  of  a  ge- 

neral Convention,  becaufe  they  might  more  fecurely  propofe 

their  Grievances,  (which  they  were  refoiv'd  to  do)  and  ufe  a 
greater  Freedom  of  Speech,  than  they  could  at  Jerufalem, 

where  the  Family  of  Da^vid  \\a.s  more  powerful,  more  numerous, 

and  better  fupported.

\  What  the  particular  Grievances  were,  that  thefe  People 

dcfir'd  to  have  redrefs'd,  we  may  gather  from  i  Kings  iv,  7, 
t^c.  viz.  the  Tribute  Solomon  exadttd  for  his  Builaings.  the 

Expences  of  his  Family,  and  the  Maintenance  of  his  Chariots 

and 
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The  People  accordingly  prefentcd  their  j1ddrefs\  but, 

inftead  of  a  gracious  Anfwer,  (which  his  Father's  old  Coun- 

fellors  by  all  Means  advis'd,  as  the  only  Way  to  engage 
them  to  his  Intereft  for  ever)  fome  f  young  Politicians^ 

that  had  been  *  brought  up  with  him,  were  of  a  contrary 
Opinion,  viz.  that  fuch  Conccjjions  would  look  like  Fear  and 
Pufillanimity  y  that  hard  Words  would  frighten  them  into 

TkeRwolt  Obedience  ;  and  that,  inftead  of  redreffing,  his  Bufinefs  was 

%-ribei^'^tuho^^  tell  them,  that  he  inteiided  to  increafe  their  Grievances, 
make  jero-    This   Counfel    Rchoboam  had  the   Imprudence  to  follow 5 
ho^vci  their  ^^^^^ 

and  Horfes,  which,  being  for  the  Honour  of  the  Nation,  ought 
to  have  been  borne  more  contentedly  by  a  People  enjoying  fuch 
a  large  Share  of  Peace  and  Plenty,  and  from  a  Prince,  who  had 
brought  in  fuch  vaft  Riches  to  his  Subjeds,  as  made  Silver  to  be 
of  no  Value  at  all  in  his  Days,  Chap.  x.  2 1 .  But  People  are  more 
fenfible  of  their  PrefTures,  than  of  their  Enjoyments,  and  feel 
the  leaft  Burdens,  when  they  are  moft  at  Eafc.  It  is  obfer- 
vable,  however,  that,  among  all  their  Complaints,  they  take 
no  Notice  of  Solomons  Idolatry,  or  the  ftrange  Worfhip,  which 

he  had  introduc'd,  tho'  this,  one  would  think,  fhould  have  been 

reckoned  among  the  greateft  of  their  Grievances.  Patrick'z Commentary. 

•f  They  were  not  fo  young,  but  they  might  have  known  bet- 
ter ;  for  as  Rehoboam  was  one  and  forty  Years  old,  when  he  en- 

ter'd  upon  his  Kingdom,  fo  thefe  Gentlemen,  having  been 
brought  up  with  him,  muft  have  been  much  about  the  fame  Age; 

but  they  were  raw  and  unexperienc'd,  and  unacquainted  with  the 
Humours  of  the  People,  and  therefore  they  gave  the  King  fuch 

unfeafonable  Advice.

*  It  was  a  common  Cuftom  among  the  Kings  of  the  Eajl,  to 

have  their  Sons  educated  among  other  young  Lords,  that  were 
of  the  fame  Age,  which,  as  it  created  a  generous  Spirit  of  Emu- 

lation, and  both  endear'd  the  Prince  to  the  Nobles,  and  the 
Nobles  to  the  Prince,  could  not  but  tend  greatly  to  the  Benefit 
of  the  Publick.  Sejljiris,  the  moft  famous  Prince,  that  ever 
JVy/i/ produced,  is  faid  to  have  been  educated  this  Way  :  And, 
by  the  gallant  Youths,  that  were  his  Contemporaries  and  Fel- 

low-Pupils, it  was,  that  he  afterwards  did  fo  many  furprifing 
Adions.  The  fame  Cuftom  was  in  Ufc  among  the  Perfians,  as 
we  may  learn  from  the  Life  of  Cyrus  ;  and,  of  Jlexander  the 

Great  we  are  told,  that  his  Father  P^V;/ had  him  train'd  up,  in 
his  Youth,  among  thofe  young  Noblemen,  who  became  his 

great  Captains  in  the  Conqueft  of  all  JJia.  So  that  Solomon's 
Method  and  Defign,  in  the  Education  of  his  Son,  was  wife  and 

well  concerted,  tho'  it  faii'd  of  Sucgefs,  Calmet'$  Cotn- liientary. 
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which  fo  difgufted  the  People,  that  they  threw  off  all  Jllle-     A.  M. 

giance^  and  declar'd    for  another  King.     When  Rehohoam'^^'^^'^^' came  to  underftand  this,  he  f  fent  Adoram^  his  Colle£foy\  to  100^.  ̂ c. 

appeafe  them,    and    probably   to    aflure   them,   that   their ^rom  iKin. 

Taxes  fhould  be  abated  ;  but  this  Pacification  came  too  late  :^'":  'V''* 
Their  Paflions  were  fo  exafperatcd,  that  they  fell  upon  the  i  chion. 

Colle£ior^  and  fton'd   him   to  Death,  without  fo  much  as  v>^V%J 
once   hearing  what  he   had  to   fay.     Rchoboam  feeing  this 

thought  it  high  Time  to  confult  his   own  Safety,  by  f  ha- 
ftening  to  his  Chariot^  and  fleeing  to  ferufalem  j  by  which 

Means  he  fecur'd  the  two  Tribes  of  "Judah  and  Benjamin^ 
but  all  the  reft  of  the  Ifraelites  made  choice   of  "Jeroboajn. 
And  thus  was  this  great  and  goodly  Kingdom,   almoft  in  its 
Infancy.,  fplit  into  two   Parts ;    and,  for  ever  afterwards, 

went  under  different  Denominations,  the  Kingdo?n  c/' Judah, 
and  the  Kingdom  of  Ifrael,  tho'  the  latter  included  the  whole before. 

As  foon  as  Rehoboam  was  got  fafe  to  ferufalem^  he  be- 
gan to  meditate  Revenge  for  the  Affront  put  upon  himfelf  in 

the  Perfon  of  Adoram  his  Colle£ior ;  and  therefore  (to  reduce 

the  Rebel-Tribes  by  Force  of  Arms)  he  put  himfelf  at  the 
Head  of  an  hundred  and  eighty  Thoufand  chofen  Troops 

of  the  two  Tribes,  which  continu'd  faithful  to  him.  But, 
while  they  were  on  their  March,  the  f  Prophet  Shemaiahy 

by  the  Direition  of  God,  advis'd  them  to  defift,  and  return

•\  It  was  certainly  a  Piece  of  great  Imprudence  to  fend  any 
one  to  treat  with  them,  when  they  were  fo  highly  exafperated ;

Amidll  all  thcfe  Endeavours  to  fettle  himfelf  firm  on 

the  Throne,  there  was  one  Thing  he  thought  he  had  Rea- 
fon  to  apprehend,  vi%.  that  his  Subje£l:s  might  return  to  their 
Allegiance  to  the  Houfe  of  David^  in  cafe  they  were  per- 

mitted to  go  up,   thrice  every  Year,  (as  the  Law  directed) 

to  worfliip  at  "Jerufalem  ;    he  therefore  made  a  bold  Altera-

X  The  Hebrew  Words,  Miketzoth  Hctam,  do  properly  fignify 
iiiii  of  all  the  People,  and  not  the  loHJoeJl  of  the  People.  This  Ex- 

pofition  Bochart  has  juftify'd  by  a  great  many  Examples  of  the 
Ufes  of  thefe  Words  in  other  Places :  So  that  their  Meaning 

mud  be,  not  that  Jeroboam  employ'd  the  Rtfufe  of  the  People 
only,  but  that  he  employ'd  any,  though  they  were  not  of  the 
Tribe  of  Zt-w,  though  they  had  no  previous  Qualifications  to 
recommend  them,  to  officiate  as  Priefts  about  his  Idols.

f  As  the  Jeivs  had  their  FeaJ}  of  Tabernacles  on  the  fifteenth 

Day  of  the  fe'venth  PJonth,  fo  Jeroboam  had  a  Feaft  on  the  fif- 
teenth Day  of  the  eighth  Month,  which  he  inftituted  of  his  own 

Accord.  Some  fuppofe  indeed,  that  as  this  Feaft  was  appointed 

by  God  to  be  obferv'd  after  the  Gathering  in  of  the  Fruits, 
which  might  be  fooner  ripe  in  Jerufalem,  than  in  the  Northern 
Parts  of  the  Country ;  fo  Jeroboa/n.  might  pretend,  that  the 
eighth  JVIonth  would  be  a  better  Time  for  it,  than  the  feventh, 

becaufe  then  they  would  every  where  be  gathered.  Others  ima- 
gine, that  he  might  have  this  farther  Defign  in  the  Alteration  of

\  Who  this  Prophet  was.  Commentators  are  not  agreed. 

The  Je'ws  would  generally  have  it  to  have  hctvilddoi  but,  un- 
lefs  we  may  fuppofe  that  wiiat  is  here  related  fell  out  in  the  latter 
End  of  Jeroboam\  Reign,  Iddo  could  not  be  the  Perfon  ;  be- 

caufe Iddo  was  alive  in  the  Days  of  Ahijah,  Son  of  Reholoam, 
whereas  the  Prophet  here  fpoken  of  died,  in  a  Manner,  as  foon 

as  he  had  deliver'd  his  Prophecy.  Others  therefore  have 
thought,  that  this  Prophet,  who  came  to  rebuke  Jeroboam,  was 
Ahijah,  the  fame,  who  had  foretold  him  his  Exaltation  to  the 
Crown  of  Ifrael:  But,  befides  that  Ahijah  was  alive  after  the 
Time,  that  this  Prophet  was  flain,  Ahijah  was  certainly  a  Na- 

tive of  Shiloh,  and  liv'd  in  Shiloh,  which  is  in  the  Tribe  of 
Ephraim,  and  Part  of  Jeroboayns  Dominions ;  whereas  it  is  ex-

•f  Why  this  Prophet  was  forbid  to  eat  or  drink  with  the  Peo- 
ple of  Bethel,  the  Reafon  is  obvious,  becaufe  he  was  to  have  no 

Familiarity  with  Idolaters ;  but  why  he  fhould  not  return  by  the 
fame  Way  that  he  nvent,  is  not  fo  very  evident.  There  is  a  Paf- 
fage  in  Ifaiah  concerning  Sennacherib,  which  helps  (as  fome 
think)  to  elucidate  this  Matter,  where  God  tells  him,  that  he 
i/jould  turn  him  back  by  the  fame  Way  that  he  came,  Ifaiah 
xxxvii.  29,  34.  i.  e.  he  fliould  return  home  without  doing  any 
Thing:  All  his  Threats,  and  all  his  great  Projefts  fhould  have 
no  EfFcft  againft  Jcru/alem.  And,  in  like  Manner,  when  God 

commanded  the  Prophet  not  to  return  by  the  fame  Way,  'twas  as 
much  as  if  he  had  faid,  "  See  that  thou  be  conftant,  and  fted-

phet of  Bethel  h  faid  to  have  co/;zif //o/«  Samaria,  tho'  at  that 
Time  there  was  no  City  of  that  Name.

-j-  Jeroboam  might  be  for  having  his  Wife  go  to  confult  the 
Prophet  at  Shiloh,  becaufe  this  was  a  Secret  not  to  be  intrufted 
with  any  body  elfe;  a  Secret,  which,  had  it  been  divulged, 

might  have  endangered  his  Vv'hole  Government:  Becaufe,  if  once 
his  Subjscls  came  to  underftand,  that  he  himfelf  had  no  Confi- 

dence intheGi/ffj,  which  he  had  fet  up,  but,  in  any  Matter  of 

Importance,  had  Recourfe  to  the  true  Wor-fhippers  of  God,  'tis 
not  to  be  imagined,  what  an  Inducement  this  would  have  been 
for  them  to  forfake  thefe  fenfelefs  Idols,  and  to  return  to  the 

Worfhip  of  the  God  of  Ifraely  whom  they  imprudently  had  for- 
falien.  The  Queen  then  was  the  only  Perfon  he  could  have 
Confidence  in.  As  a  Mother,  he  knew,  that  Ihe  would  be  dili- 

gent in  her  Enquiry  ;  and  as  a  Wife,  faithful  in  her  Report  ;  but 
there  were  fundry  Reafons,  why  he  might  defire  her  to  dif- 

guife herfelf.  For,  tho'  Shiloh  lay  within  the  Confines  of 
Eforaitn,  yet  there  is  fufRcient  Ground  to  think,  that  it  was  fub- 
jed  to  the  Iloufe  of  David,  and  belonged  to  the  Kingdom  of 
Judab.     Ic  was  certainly  nearer  Jerufalem  than  Shechem,  which 

Rthoboam 
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then  deliver'd  the  Meffage,  which  God  had  directed  him  to    A,  M. 

do.     Therein    he  upbraided  'Jeroboam  with  Ingratitude  to  Ar?t''ch 'ft 
God,  who  had  made  him  King;  charg'd  him  with  hnplety  loo",,  &c.* 
and  Apojiacy^  in  fetting  up  Images  for  the  Obje£^iS  of  religi-     Jiom 

cus  Worfhip ;  foretold  the  Extirpation  of  hie  Race,  and  the  \^^^y2^ 
Death  of  the  Child  then  fick ;   threaten'd  fore  Judgments  of  2  chron. 
to  the  People  of  Ifrael^  for  their  conforming  to  the  Idolatry,  ̂ /VvJ 
which   he  had  begun;   and,  with  this  doleful  Meffage,  he 

fent  her  away,  who,  as  focn  as  fhe  enter'd  the  Palace-Door 
(according  to  the  Prophet's  Prediction)  found  the  Child  dy- 

ing.     But  all  thefe    Judgments,    and   miraculous  Events 
wrought  no  Reformation  in  wicked  Jeroboam. 

Nor  was  his  Rival,  Rehohoam  King  of  Judah^  much  ̂ r^f^T^c^ 
better.  He,  for  three  Years  indeed,  kept  up  the  true  Wor-  and  Death*. 
fliip  of  God  at  Jerufalem.)  but  it  was  more  out  of  a  Princi- 

ple of  State- Policy^  than  of  true  Religion.  For,  when  the 
Time  of  ferohoam\  Subjeils  coming  over  to  him  upon  that 
Account  was  at  an  end,  he  threw  ofF  the  Mafk^  and  difco- 

ver'd  his  Inclination  to  Idolatry  \  And,  as  his  Example  was 
follov/'d  by  his  Subjects,  they  foon  exceeded  all  that  went 
before  them.  For  they  not  only  fet  up  Images  and  Groves 
upon  every  Hill,  and  under  every  green  Tree,  but,  to  add  to 

their  grofs  Impiety,  introduc'd  the  deteftable  f  Sin  of  Sodomy and 

'Rehohoam  had  lately  fortified,  and  made  his  Place  of  RefJence: 
And  xherthtrQ  Jeroboam  thought  it  not  fafe  to  venture  his  Queen 
in  a  Place  that  was  under  his  RivaPs  Government,  without  her 

putting  on  feme  Difguife.  He  knew  too,  that  the  Prophet  Ahi- 
jah  was  greatly  offended  at  him  for  the  grofs  Idolatry  he  had  in- 

troduced, and  therefore  he  thought  (as  juflly  he  might)  that,  if 
the  Prophet  perceived  her  to  be  his  Wife,  he  would  either  tell 
hernothing,  or  make  Things  much  wor  fe  than  they  were.  The 
only  Way  therefore,  to  come  at  the  Truth,  was  (as  he  thought) 
to  do  what  he  did:  But  herein  appears  his //yrt/Ka/Zo^r,  that  he 
fhould  not  think  the  Perfon,  whom  he  held  capable  of  refolving 
him  in  the  Fate  of  his  Son,  able  to  fee  through  this  Guile  and 
Difguife.

Under  thefe  Provocations  it  was  not  long,  before  God 

fcnt  againft  them  Shljhak,  King  of  Egypt ̂   who,  in  the  fifth 

^  ̂L"^V'd  ̂ ^'^^  ̂ ^  Rehoboam,  f  invaded  his  Dominions  with   a  very 
•f  2  chron.  numerous  Army;  and,  having  ravag'd  the  Country,  taken 
i.^^  \.  moft  of  the  fortify 'd  Places,  and  enter'd  'Jerufalem  without 

Oppofition,  plunder'd  the  Temple,  and  Palace  of  their  rich 
Furniture  and  Moveables,  he    took  away  all  the  Money, 

that  was  found  in  the  King's  Treafure,  and  the  Treafure  of 
the  San£luary,    and,  at   the   fame   Time,  carry'd   off  the 
golden  Shields,  which  Solomon  had  made;  in  the  Room  of 

v/hich,  Rehoboam^  by  this  Depredation,  was  reduc'd  fo  low, 
that  he  f  was  forc'd  to  make  Brazen  ones,  for  the  Ufe  and 
Ornament  of  his  Guards.

of  this  Kind,  was  done  in  Devotion,  and  Honour  to  their  Gods, 

who,  as  they  imagined,  were  highly  delighted  with  fuch  Ob/ce- 
nities.

\  It  may  feem  fomething  ftrange,  that  ̂ hijhak^  who  was  fo 
nearly  allied  to  Rehobomn,  fhould  come  up  againft  him,  and  take 
his  royal  City  :  but  Rehohoam,  we  muft  remember,  was  not  the 
Son  of  PhdraoFs  Daughter,  and  therefore  no  Relation  to  Shi- 
Jhak.  But,  even  had  he  been  never  fo  nearly  related,  as  King- 

iloms,  we  know,  ne'ver  marry,  fo  'tis  likely,  that  Jeroboam,  who 
had  lived  long  in  Egypt,  ftirred  him  up  to  invade  his  Rl'val^ 
that  thereby  he  might  eflablifti  himfelf  in  his  new  Kingdom : 
And,  for  this  Reafon  it  was,  that,  when  the  Armies  of  Egypt 
bad  taken  the  fenced  Cities  of  Judah,  they  returned,  without 
giving  Jeroboam,  or  his  Dominions,  any  the  leaft  Difturbance.

-j-  This  fhews,  to  what  a  low  Condition  the  Kingdom  of 

Judah  was  reduced.  Thefe  Shields  were  a  Matter  of  State  and 
Grandeur;  and  therefore  it  concerned  them,  if  they  were  able, 
to  have  them  of  the  fame  Value  that  they  were  before:  And, 
as  they  were  carried  before  the  King  to  the  Houfe  of  the  Lord, 
it  feemedlikewife  to  be  a  Matter  of  Religion,  that  their  Value 
Ihould  not  be  diminiftied.  Now,  in  making  thefe  three  hundred 
Shields  we  are  told,  that  three  Pound  of  Gold  went  to  one 

Shield,  I  Kings  x.  17.  This,  at  four  Pounds  /^;- Ounce,  or 
forty  eight  Pounds  Sterling  to  the  Pound,  amounts  to  no  more 
than  43,200/.  and  therefore  it  was  a  miferable  Cafe,  that  they 
Were  reduced  fromfo  much  Wealth  to  fo  much  Poverty,  that  nei- 

ther Reafons  of  State,  nor  Religion  could  raife  fo  fmall  a  Sum

Which  when  the  Men  of  Judah  perceiv'd,  they  addrefs'd 
themfelves  to  God  in  Prayer  for  Succefs,  and,  while  the 
Prie/is  blew  the  Trumpets,  the  Soldiers  gave  a  great  Shout, 
and  charged  the  Ifraelites  fo  vigoroufly,  that  they  foon  gave 

Way,  and  ('as  the  Enemy  gave  no  Quarter)  loft,  in  the 
whole  Adtion,  no  lefs  thanyfw  hundred  ThoufandVlen,  the 
greateft  Slaughter  that  was  ever  heard  of. 

This  Vi(3:ory  Abi'jah  took  care  to  improve  by  purfuing 
Jeroboam,  and  taking  from  him  fo  many  ftrong  Cities,  (a- 
mong  which.  Bethel,  where  one  of  the  Golden  Calves  had 
lately  been  fet  up,  was  one)  that  he  was  never  thenceforward 
able  to  make  Head  againft  his  Adverfary,  who  by  this,  and 

fome  other  fuccefsful  Atchievements,  grew  great  and  power- 

ful. But  his  Reign  was  but  fhort :  He  reign'd  not  quite 
three  Years,  before  he  dy'd,  and  was  bury'd  in  the  City  of 
David',  and  the  Reafon,  that  fome  have  aflign'd,  for  God's 
thus  fhortening  of  his  Days,  was,  his  not  deftroying  Idola- 

try, when,  by  taking  of  Bethel,  he  had  it  in  his  Power. 
For,  however  he  might  plead  his  Pofleflion  of  the  Temple, 

and  Priefthood,  to  make  his  argument  good  againft  fero- 
hoam;  yet  the  Character,  which  the  facred  Hiftorian  gives 
him,  is,  (a)  that  he  walked  in  all  the  Sins  of  his  Father  ; 
nor  was  his  Heart  perfeSl  with  the  Lord  his  God,  as  the 
Heart  of  his  great  Grandfather  David. 
ASA  however,  who,  in  the  twentieth  Year  of  Jeroboam

This  Time  of  Peace  he  likewife  made  ufe  of,  to  fortify 
feveral  Cities  on  the  frontier  Parts  of  his  Kingdom,  and  to 
train  up  his  Subjects  in  the  Art  of  War ;  infomuch  that,  in 
a  fhort  Time,  he  had  an  Army  of  three  hundred  Thoufand Men

been  Places  of  Abode  for  the  Ark  of  the  Lord,  or  fuch,  as  fome 
Prophet,  or  Patriarch  of  old  had  been  accuflomM  to  pray  and 

facrifice  in  ;  and  therefore  they  were  look'd  upon  as  confecrated 
to  the  Service  of  God,  nor  was  there  Strength  enough  in  the 
Government,  to  overcome  this  inveterate  Prejudice,  till  Heze- 
kiah  arofe,  who  (to  prevent  the  Calamities,  that  were  coming 
upon  the  Nation)  had  the  Courage  to  effeift  a  thorough  refor-

^formlmn  /nL^^gus  with  them,  and  fo  return'd  in  Triumph  to  Jeru-

After  fo  fignal  a  Vidtory,  A  fa  continu'd  in  Peace  for 
the  Space  of  five  Years  more ;  in  which  Time  he  thought 

himfelf  oblig'd,  both  in  Gratitude  to  God,  and  in  Com- 
pliance to  the  Encouragement,  (h)  which  his  Prophet  A%a- 

riah  had  given  him,  to  fet  himfelf  about  a  thorough  Refor- 
mation in  Religion.  To  this  Purpofe  he  executed  all  that 

could  be  convifted  of  Sodomy  :  He  deftroyed  all  the  Idols, 
that  were  to  be  found,  not  only  in  Judah  and  Benjamin,  but 

in 

:|:  The  Scripture  takes  no  Notice  of  what  was  the  Caufe  of 
this  War  between  Zerah  and  Jfa,  nor  are  Interpreters  well 
agreed  what  the  Country  was,  from  whence  this  Enemy  came. 

The  Country,  in  the  Original,  is  called  Cu/h^  tho'  we  tranflate 
it  Ethiopia.  Now  there  are  three  Countries,  different  from  on6 
another,  all  called  by  the  Name  of  Cujh,  i .  the  Land  of  Cu/b 
upon  the  River  Gihon;  z.  CuJh  upon  the  Eajiern  Shore  of  the 
Hed-Sea  ;  and  3.  Cu//?  fituate  above  Thebais,  and  in  the  upper 
^gypt.  It  is  very  probable  then,  that  the  Country  here  fpoken 

of,  muft  not  be  Ethiopia,  properly  fo  call'd,  becaufe  we  caii 
hardly  imagine,  how  an  Army  of  a  Million  of  Men  fhould  be 
permitted  to  march  through  Egypt  (as  they  muft  have  done  to 
invade  Judea)  without  feme  Opposition  :  And  therefore  the 
Country  muft  be  the  Land  of  CuJh,  which  lay  in  Arabia  Pe- 
traa,  upon  the  Eaft  Shore  of  the  Red  Sea,  and,  at  the  Extre- 

mity to  the  Point  of  that  Sea,  inclining  towards  Egypt  and  jfu- 
dea.  And  whereas,  fome  have  made  it  a  Doubt,  how  fo  fmall 

a  Country  could  have  produced  fo  large  an  Army,  'tis  no 
hard  Matter  to  fuppofe,  that  a  great  Part  of  the  Army 

might  perhaps  have  been  Mercenaries.  Ca/met' sCommentzry,  on 
2  Chron.  xiv.

His  own  Mother  had  been  a  Patronefs  of  Idolatry  ;  and 
therefore,  to  fhew  his  Impartiality,  he  removed  her  from 
Court,  and  forbad  her  comiing  near  the  Queen  for  Fear  of 
infeding  her ;  and  underftanding  that  fbe  had  fet  up  an  Idol 
in  a  Grove  confecrated  to  an  ohfcene  Deity  f,  he  burnt  the

fembly  in  this  Grove,  and  that  her  Son  Afa  cut  down  all  the  clofe 

Arbours,  or  Places  of  Retreat;  as  the  Word  SucoS'of,  which  we 
Ttndi&TAJfembly,  may  have  a  more  carnal  Meaning,  and  the  other 
Kala^voti?  properly  fignifies  Hiding-places,  or  Places  of  Retire- 

ment for  wicked  and  obfcene  Purpofes  :  We  may  from  hence 
infer,  that  both  the  Latin  and  Greek  Tranflators  took  the  Mi- 
fheletfeth  of  Maachah  to  be  fome  lewd  and  lafcivious  Deity, 

which  lov'd  to  be  worlhipp'd  in  filthy  and  abominable  Aftions ; 
and  ttu:  this  could  be  no  other  than  the  Roman  Priapus  (whofe 

Worfliippers  were  chiefly  Women)  feems  to  be  imply'd  in  the 
very  Etymology  of  the  Word,  which  properly  figniiies  Terricu- 
lamentum^  or  a  De'vice  to  frighten  other  Things  aivay  j  for  this 
was  exadlly  the  Office  of  Priapus  in  all  Gardens.

But  then  the  Quellion  is,  who  the  Patriarch  was  (for  moft  Idols

vyyf^^  I  have  compiled  this  Note)  is  of  Opinion,  that  it  might  pro- 
perly enough  denote  Lot,  who  lay  with  his  two  Daughters  when 

he  was  drank,  and  of  the  former  begat  Ivloah,  the  Primogenitor 

of  that  Nation,  who  were  the  greateft  Worlhippers  of  this  ob- 

fcene  Deity  :  Tho'  for  fevcral  Rcafons,  that  he  there  enume- 
rates, (upon  Prefumption  that  Priapus  was  the  fame  with  Baal- 

Peo7-,  which  iignifics  a  naked  or  uncover  d  God)  he  is  more  in- 
clinable to  think  it  was  Noah,  of  whom  it  is  faid,  that  he  nvas 

an  Hujiandman,  and  planted  a  Vineyard^  and  that  he  drank  of 

the  Wine,  and  'was  drunken,  and  uncover'd  tvithin  his  Tent, 
Gen.  ix.  20,  21.  Jurieu  Hift.  des  Dogmes  &  Cult.  Part  iv.  c,  2. 
and  3.  Moll  of  the  Antients  are  of  Opinion,  that  AJioreth, 

which  all  allow  to  be  the  fame  with ' Afiarte,  was  the  Greek 
KiTT^tg,  and  the  Roman  Venus.  Tully,  in  his  third  Book  de  Na- 
tura  Deorutn,  tells  us  exprefly,  that  Aftarte,  among  the  Tyrians, 

luas  the  fourth  Venus,  'vjho  ivas  marry'' d  to  Adonis,  and  upofl 
his,  and  fome  other  Authorities,  many  Moderns  have  gone  into 
the  fame  Sentiment ;  but,  as  it  is  certain,  that  the  Tyrians  had 

their  Theology  from  the  Phoenicians,  the  Teftimony  of  St  Aiif- 
tin  cannot  but  have  fome  Weight  in  this  Cafe,  fince  he  affirms 

with  the  greatell  Affurance,  that  Juno,  ̂ without  all  Doubt,  i/oas^ 
by  the  Carthaginians,  called  Afiarte.  Qu^fl.  26.  in  Indices. 

That  Juiio  was  the  great  Deity  and  Patronefs  of"  Carthage  is 
the  receiv'd  Opinion  of  the  Gf»^/VV  World.

And  therefore  fince  we  find  Baal,  who  is  the  fame  with  Jupiter^ 

fo  frequently  in  Scripture  join'd  with  AJhtaroth,  which  is  the 
fame  with  Aftarte,  we  can  hardly  refrain  thinking,  that  fhe  mull 
be  the  Roman  Juno,  and  they  confequently  Hulband  and  Wife. 
How  extravagant  foever  therefore  the  Frolick  of  Helicgahalus 
(mentioned  by  Herodotus)  was,  in  fencing  for  the  Goddefs  of 

the  Carthaginians  to  be  marry 'd  to  his  God,  who  was  the  Jupi- 
ter of  the  Phoenicians ;  yet  from  this  Piece  of  Killory  we  may 

inform  ourfelve?,  that  the  Goddefs  of  the  Carthaginians  was  no 

other  than  Jimo,  the  fuppos'd  Wife  of  Baal,  or  Jupiter  ;  and 
therefore  we  find  her,  by  the  Phasnician  Hiflorian,  Sanchonia- 

tho,  caU'd  Baaltis,  which  is  a  Feminine  Subflantive,  form'd 
from  the  Word  Baal,  and  by  the  facred  Writers  the  S^uecn  of 

Hec'.'vat,  Jer.  vii.  iS.  and  xliv.  18.  We  have  fufncicnt  Grounds 
therefore  to  fuppofe,  that  this  Afiarte  was  Juno  j  but  then  what

tors  are  of  Opinion,  that  all  thefe  Spices  and  Perfumes  were 

burnt  along  with  Jfa^s  Body ;  and  they  remark,  that,  among 
his  other  Offences,  the  facred  Hiftory  takes  notice  of  this  Vani- 

ty of  his,  in  ordering  his  Body  to  be  difpofed  of  according  to 

the  Manner  of  the  Gentiles^  and  not  of  his  own  People.  Tho' 
therefore  they  fuppofe,  that  Afa  was  the  firft  who  introduced 
this  Cuftom;  yet,  in  After- Ages,  it  became  very  frequent,  and 
was  thought  the  more  honourable  Ceremony  of  the  two,  2  Chron.

But  to  this  may  be  reply 'd,  that  tho'  the  Manner  of  invading 
the  Kingdom  was  from  himfelf,  and  his  own  wicked  Heart ;  yet 
the  Tranflacion  of  the  Kingdom  from  Nadab  to  Baa/ha  (fimply 
Confidered)  was  from  God,  who,  by  his  Decree  and  Providence,

OAdRI-i  however,  found  it  not  fo  cafy  a  Matter  to  getOmd.

Tibni,  the  Son  of  Ginah,  which  occafion'd  a  Civil  War  for 

four  Years,  till  having  vanquifh'd  and  flain  his  Rival  Tibni, 
he  came  to  reign  without  a  Competitor.  But  his  Reign  mufl 

be  acknowledg'd  to  have  been  very  wicked,  when  we  find 
it  recorded  of  him,  that  he  not  only  walk'd  in  the  Way  of 
fcrohoam^  {e)  but  did  vjorfe  than  all  before  him.  He  very 
probably  began  to  introduce  other  and  more  abominable 
Idolatries,  than  were  then  in  Ufe,  v/hich  are  therefore  cal- 

led [f)  the  Works  of  the  Hoiife  of  Ahab.  He  compelled 
the  People  to  worfiiip  the  golden  Calves  ;  and,  by  fevere 

Laws  (which  are  called  (g)  the  Statutes  of  Omn)  reftrain'd 
them  from  going  up  to  ferufalein  :  And,  becaufe  the  royal 

Palace  at  TVrzfl/;  was  deftroy'd,  he  bought  of  one  <S/^^/«i?r  a 
Piece  of  rifmg  Ground,  whereon  he  built  a  Palace  for  his 
own  Habitation,  which,  in  a  fhort  Time,  increafing  to  a 

City,  was,  from  its  fir  ft  Owner  ̂   called   in  Hebrew,   Shs- merout

^*  and  the  Temple  of  yeriifak?n,  was  the  moft  fenfelefs  and 

^'  abfurd  Projeft,  that  ever  enter 'd  into  any  wife  Man's 

"  Head, 

*  It  is  fomewhat  wonderful,  that,  when  Omri  bought  this 
Place  of  Shemer,  whereon  he  intended  to  build  a  City,  he  did 
not  call  it  by  his  own  Name,  unlcfs  we  may  fuppofe,  that,  when 
Shemer  fold  it,  he  let  him  have  the  greater  Bargain  of  it,  upon 

Condition,  that  it  fhould  becontinu'd  in  its  firft  Owner's  Name. 
However,  this  be,  'tis  certain,  that  as  Samaria  was  fituated  in 
the  Midll  of  the  Tribe  of  Ephraim  on  a  fruitful  and  pleafant 
Hill,  itfoon  became  the  regal  nn^  capital  City  of  the  Kingdom 
oi  Ifrael;  nor  did  its  Kings  omit  any  Thing,  to  make  it  as 
ftrong,  as  fine,  and  as  rich  as  polTible.  What  Fate  it  underwent 
by  Benhadad  King  of  Syria  ;  by  Salmanajfar,  King  of  AJjTyria  ; 
and  by  one  of  the  Maccabean  Family  ;  by  Herod  the  Great,  who 

rebuilt  and  beautify 'd  it  ;  by  Augujlus  defar,  and  by  the  Em- 
peror Adrian,  under  whom  it  finally  fell,  we  Ihall  fee,  in  a 

great  Meafure,  in  theCourfe  of  this  Hiftory.  It  is  conjedlur'd 
by  Bochart  (who  trac'd  the  Ruins  of  it)  to  have  been  once  larg- 

er than  yerufalem,  but  now  it  confifts  of  nothing,  but  a  few

eametofet    and     made    the    beft  of  his  Way     to   Jerufalem,    "Jero- 
»/  Idolatry,  hoam  Called  a  Council  confifting  partly  of  pious  and  partly  of 

•vcicked  Men ;   that,  in  this   Council^    he  propos'd  whether 
they  would  agree,  and  fubfcribe  to  all  that  he  fhould  ap- 

point; that  to  this  they  declar'd  their  Aflent,  and  he  there- 
upon conflituted  himfelf  King  ;  that  when  he  propos'd  far-* 

ther,  whether,  if  he  fhould  eftablifh  Idolatry-^  they  would 

agree  and  confent  to  it,  the  pious  Party  were  fhock'd,   and 
began  to  exprefs  their  Indignation  ;  but    that   their  Wicked 

Neighbours    in    the    Council   pacify'd     them,    by    whif- 
pering  in  their  Ears,  *'  That  Jeroboam  had  no  Intention  to 

**  fet  up  Idolatry^  i)ut  only  mention'd  it  in  a  comparative 
"  Senfe,  and  with  a  Defign  to  try  the  Extent  of  their  Obe- 

**  dience :  "  So  that  by  this  Fraud,  the  pious  People  in  the 
Council  were  drawn  in,  and  even  Ahijah  himfelf  prevail'd 
on  to  fubfcribe  implicitly  to  whatever  Jeroboam  fhould  think 

fit  to  ena6t;  by  which  Means  he  took  anOccafion  (^as  the 
Iniquity  of  the  Times  favour'd  him  not  a  little)   to  eflablifh 
Idolatry  by  a  Law. 
SOLOMON^  we  all  agree,  was  a  Man  of  great  Fame 

for  his  Knowledge,  and  yet,  in  the  very  Maturity  of  his 

Age,  he  difcover'd  a  flrong  Inclination  to  Idolatry,  which 
could  not  but   make  a  bad  ImprefSon  upon  the  Minds  of

For,    in  his  Reign,  we  read,    that  (w)  the  People  built  them  <>>^YN^ 
High-Places.,  on    every    high  Hill^    and  under  every  green 
Tree,  and  did  according  to  all  the  Abominations  of  the  Na- 

tions,  which  the  Lord  cafl  out  before  the  Children  of  Ifrael  j 

which  they  durft  not  have  done,  had  the  King   difcoun- 

tenanc'd  them  by  his  own  Example. 
After  a  Succeffion  of  fuch  idolatrous  Princes,  in  the 

Reign  of  King  fojiah,  (0)  the  Book  of  the  Law  was  found 

in  the  Houfe  of  the  Lord,  at  which  Hilkiah,  the  High- 

Priejl,  feem'd  to  exprefs  an  uncommon  Joy  and  Wonder : 
And  tho'  this  might  poffibly  be  the  authentick  Copy,  (p) 
which,  by  God's  Command,  was  laid  up  in  the  SanSiuary^ 
yet  how  much  the  reading  of  it  in  any  Copy  was  at  any 

Time  difus'd,  we  may  gather  from  what  the  Hijiorian 
tells  us  of  the  King,  viz.  that  (q)  when  he  had  read  the 
Words  of  the  Book  of  the  Law,  he  rent  his  Cloaths  ;  and, 
by  Parity  of  Reafon,  we  may  infer,  that,  what  through  the 

bad  Example  of  their  Kings,  who  gave  Life  and  Encourage- 
ment to  idolatrous  Pra^ices,  and  what  through  the  Negli- 
gence of  the  People,  in  not  perufing  the  Books,  wherein  the 

Tranfa<Sions  of  former  Times  were  recorded,  the  Genera- 
tion, we  are  now  fpeaking  of,  might  have  forgot  the  Hiftory 

of  Aaron\  molten  Calf,  and  the  Punifliment  purfuant  there- 

upon, and  might  therefore  be  induc'd  to  worfliip  another, 
without  any  Dread,  or  Apprehenfions  of  Danger. 

How  the  Figure  of  a  Calf,  or  any  other  Animal,  czn^h ^f' ̂̂ H^' 

be  a  Symbol  of  a  Deity,  'tis   difficult   to  conceive.     But  ̂ %^{ffo^^f, certain  (r)  learned  Author,  who   feems  a  little  fmgular  in  idoh. 
his  Opinion,  will   needs  have  it,  that   the  Golden  Calves, 
which  Jeroboam  made,  were  in  Imitation  of  the  Cherubims, 

(in  his  Account  thefe  were  winged  Oxen)  Mofes  had  plac'd 
upon    the   Ark   of  *the  Covenant,  whereon  the  Glory  of  the 
Lord  fat  inthron'd.     Thefe  Cherubims  in  the  Tabernacle  of 

Mofcs,  and  afterwards  in  Solomon's  Temple,  were  plac'd  in 
the  Sanctuary,  and  fecreted  from  vulgar  Sight :    But  Jero- 

boam^

that  Jeroboam  had  either  fo  harmlefs,  or  fo  conformable  a 
Defign,  in  fetting  up  thefe  golden  Images.  Whatever  his 

Defign  was,  'tis  certain,  that  the  Scripture  all  along  repre- 
fents  him,  as,  of  all  others,  the /)r/«r7/'fl/ Perfon,  that  {s) 
made  Ifrael  to  fti  ;  that  [t)  drew  Ifrael  from  ferving  the 
Lord,  and  made  them  fin  a  great  Bin  :  And  therefore  we 
may  obferve,  that  whenever  it  dcfcribes  a  bad  Prince,  one 

Part  of  his  Chara6ler  is,  that  he  imitated  the  Sin  of  Jero- 
boam^i  the  Son  of  Nebat,  {it)  who  (as  the  Prophet  upbraids 
his  Wife)  zvent  and  rnade  him  other  Gods,  and  ?nolten  I- 
mages,  to  provoke  me  to  Anger^  and  to  cajl  me  behind  his 
Back,   faith  the  Lord. 

The  Truth  is,  'Jerohoam\\2A  liv'd  a  confiderable  Time 
in  the  Land  of  Egypt,  had  contra6ted  an  Acquaintance  with 

the  King  thereof,  and  form'd  an  Intereft  among  the  Peo- 
ple ;  and  therefore  finding  himfelf  under  a  Neceflity  of 

making  an  Alteration  in  the  eftablifh'd  Religion  of  his 
Country,  he  thought  it  the  wifeft  Method  to  do  it  upon 
the  Egyptian  Model,  that  thereby  he  might  indear  himfelf 
to  that  Nation,  and,  in  cafe  he  met  with  Oppofition  from 
his  Rival  Rehoboam,  might  hope  for  Afliftance  from  that 
Qi_!arter.  For,  as  the  Egyptians  had  two  Oxen,  which 

they  worfliipp'd,  one  called  Apis,  at  Memphis,  the  Metro- 
polis of  the  Upper  Egypt  ;  and  another  called  Mnevis,  at 

Hiernpolis,  a  principal  City  of  the  Lower  ;  fo  he  made  two 

Calves  of  Gold,  and  plac'd  one  of  them  in  Bethel,  which 
was  in  the  South  ;  .and  the  other  in  Dan,  which  was  in  the 

North  Part  of  the  Country  of  Ifrael. 
jn,lfetthem  There  Were  thcfc  farther  Reafons  likewife,  that  might 
*/■  .'-B-thel  determine  him  in  the  Choice  of  thefe  two  Places.  Dan  was

Advantage,  his  Rival  enjoy'd,  in  having  the  Temple  ̂ ^^  thf  End 
in  his  Pofleffion ;  and  might  many  Times  wifh  thatof  zChrcn. . 

he  had  been  able  to  have  built  one,  that  might  haveL/'V^^O 
flood  in  Competition  with  it ;  but  this  was  impoffible.  Se- 

ven Tears  and  an  half  had  Solomon  been,  in  compleating  the 
Temple  at  ferufalem^  notwithftanding  the  Multitude  of 

Hands  that  he  employ'd,  and  the  vaft  Preparations  of  Mo- 
ney and  Materials,  that  his  Father  had  left  him.  To  build 

one  lefs  magnificent^  had  been  inglorious  to  feroboam  j  and 
to  build  one  any  Ways  adequate,  was  more  than  he  could 
hope  to  fee  finiftied  in  his  Days.  The  People  were  grown 
weary  of  fuch  publick  expenfroe  Works  :  The  Tax  had 
been  heavy  and  burdenfome  to  them,  (z)  Thy  Father 
mads  our  Yoke  grievous,  was  the  Complaint  they  brought 

againft  Rehoboafn.  Upon  this  the  whole  Revolt  was  found- 

ed :  And  therefore,  in  the  prefent  Scate  of  'Jerohoani%  Af- 
fairs, a  new  Temple  was,  of  all  Projedls,  the  moft  unpo- 

pular,  and  the  likelieft  to  create  a  total  Defection  ;  fince  it 

was  running  directly  into  his  Rival's  Error,  and,  in  Ef- 
fect, declaring,  that  (a)  his  Little-Finger  (hould  be  found 

heavier,  than  Solof7ion''s  Loins  had  ever  been. 
In  the  mean  Time  his  Subje6ts  deferted  apace  ;  and,  for 

Want  of  a  Place  of  religious  Worfhip  to  refort  to,  were 
returning  to  ferufalem,  and  to  their  Allegiance  to  the  Houfe 
cf  David  at  once.  Something  therefore  was  neceflary  to  be 
done,  in  order  to  remedy  this  growing  Evil ;  and,  becaufe 
Jeroboam  readily  forefaw,  that,  to  fupport  himfelf  in  his 
Ufurpation,  he  might  poflibly  want  the  Afliftance  of  the 

Egyptians ;  the  beft  Policy  that  at  prefent  occurr'd  to  his 

7^houghts,  was,  to  do  a  Courtefy  to  them,  in  fetting  up  a 
Form  of  WorJJjip  much  like  theirs,  and,  at  the  fame  Time, 
to  gratify  his  own  Subjedls  in  the  Choice  of  fuch  Places  of 
Worfhip,  as  had  been  famous  in  the  Days  of  old,  and 

whofe  reputed  Sacrednefs,  *  as  well  as  Proximity,  might 
commute  for  the  Want  of  a  Temple. GEZERy

other  valuable  Emoluments.  Antiochus  the  Great  promis'd 
to  fettle  upon  his,  the  Kingdoms  of  fudea  and  Samaria^ 
as  a  Dower  to  Ptolemy  King  of  Egypt;  and  (to  name  no 

more)  Agamemnon,  in  Times  of  an  elder  Date,  tho'  not  fo 

great  Affluence,  ofFer'd  no  lefs,  than  *  feven  good  Towns 
with  his,  without  any  referv'd  Rent,  or  other  Deduction 
from  her  Hufband.  So  that  Pharaoh  did  no  more,  than 

conform  to  the  Practice  of  other  great  Princes,  in  endowing 

his  Daughter  with  the  Places,  he  had  taken  from  the  Phi- 
lijiiyies,  in  all  Probability,  for  that  very  Purpofe. 
How  he  came  to  fwerve  fo  foon  from   this  Alliance,  as^^vPha- 

to  give  Protedion  and  Countenance  to  his  Son-i?7-Lazus  a-''*':V,T'' 
vow'd  Enemies,  need  be  no  Wonder  at  all  to    him,  whoboam. 
confiders,  by  what  various  Springs  Kingdoms  are  govern'd  ; 
how  the  Intereft  of  Nations  (hifts  about,  according  to  the 
different  Situation  of  their  Affairs  ;  and  of  how  little  Weight 
and  Validity    all  Leagues  and    Treaties   are,    when  once 
national    Intereft  comes  to  be   thrown   into    the  Counter- 
balance.

Hiftory  is  plain,  that,  in  the  Time  of  Solomon,  there  reign'd 
in  Egypt  that  Pharaoh,  whofe  Daughter  he  marry'd,  and, 
in  his   Son  Rehoboani^   Time,    Shi/hak.     Whereas  he  tells 

us,  that  the  antient  Name  of  Merc'e,  before  the  Time    of 
Cambyfes,  was  Sheba  ;  for  this  he  feemsto  want  Authority, 
fince  (g)  Diodorus,    and   other  Hiftorians,    reprefent   this 

Cit)',  as  built  7tew  from  the   Ground,  and  not  repaired  by 
Cambyfes. 
The  more  probable  Opinion  therefore  is,  that  this  Queen 

of  Sheba  came  from  a  Country  fo  nam'd.  which  lay  not  in 
Ethiopia  nor  Africa,  but  in  the  Southern  Part  of  Arabia 

Fcelix ;  becaufe  it  is  generally  allow'd,  that  the  Sabcans 
liv'd  in  Arabia,  and  that  their  Country  was  ufually  called 
jby  the  Orientalijis  the  Kingdom  of  the  Souths  in  AUufion  to

his  own  Son  ;  that,  in  his  Education,  he  took  Care  to  provide 
the  ableft  Mafters  for  him,  and  then  fent  him  back  to  his  Mo- 

ther, whom  he  fucceeded  in  the  Kingdom  ;  that  the  Kings  of 
Ethiopia  were  defcended  from  Solomon  by  this  young  Prince, 
whom  they  call  Meilic,  or  Menilehec  ;  and  that  of  his  Family 
there  were  four  and  twenty  Emperors,  down  to  Bafilides,  who 

reign'd  about  the  Middle  of  the  feventeenth  Age.  Vid.  Lu- 
dolph\  Hifl.  of  Ethiopia.  The  Arabians,  who,  on  the  other 
Hand,  pretend  to  the  Honour  of  having  this  Woman  for  their 
Queen,  tell  us,  that  her  Name  was  Balkis,  the  Daughter  of 

Hadhad,  Son  of  Scharhabil,  the  twentieth  King  of  "Jemen,  or 
Arabia  Faslixy  and  that  fhe  reign'd  in  the  City  of  March,  the 
Capital  of  the  Province  of  Sheba.  Their  Hiftories  are  full  of 
fabulous  Stories  concerning  her  Journey  to  Solotnons  Court,  and 
her  Marriage  with  him,  but  more  particularly  concerning  the 
Bird  Hudhud  (in  Englijh  a  Lapiving)  which  Solomon  made  ufe  of 
t«  fend  into  Arabia  upon  Occafion,  and  to  bring  him  Difpatches 
from  thence.

•vealed  Religion,  by  Tradition  at  leall,  from  her  pious  An- ceftors.  To  this  Purpofe  tiie  Scripture  feems  to  intimate,

in  Life  to  exercife  their  Wits  in  this  Manner  ? 

(/>)  JOSEPHUS,  from  fome  Writers  of  the  Phoenician 

Hiftory,  tells  us,  that  Solomon  us'd  frequently  to  fend  to  his 
Friend  Hiram  Problems,  and  Riddles,  upon  the  Forfeiture 
of  a  great  Sum  of  Money,  if  he  could  not  expound  them  ; 

and  that  one  Abdemonus,  a  Tyrian,  not  only  unriddled  So- 
lomons Difficulties,  but  fent  back  fome  new  Propofitions  of 

his  own,  which,  if  Solomon  could  not  refolve,  he  was  to 

incur  the  like  Forfeiture.  Now  the  Scripture  remarks  of 
Solomon,  that  (q)  his  Wifdo7n  excelled  the  Wifdom  of  the 

Eafl-Country,  and  by  the  Eajl-Country  fome  do  under- 
hand, the  Seat  of  the  antient  Arabians,  who,  in  the  Days 

of  Pythagoras,  were  fo  renown'd  for  their  Wifdom,  that 
(r)  that  Philofopher  thought  it  worth  his  while  to  go, 
and  refide  among  them  for  fome  Time.  They  were  great 

Mafters  of  Wit  and  Ingenuity  ;  and  valu'd  themfelves  upon 
their  Sagacioufnefs  and  Dexterity,  both  in  propounding  and 
folving  Problems  ;  and  therefore  no  Wonder  that  this  Queen 
of  Sheba,  who  (as  fofephus  informs  us)  was  a  Woman  of 
exquifite  Underftanding  herfelf,  (hould  fall  in  with  the  Hu- 

mour of  the  Times,  and  carry  with  her  fome  Problems  of 

her  Arabian  Sages,  on  Purpofe  to  make  a  Tryal  of  Solo- 

mon's Parts :  Nor  can  v/e  imagine,  but  that,  in  Complai- 
fance  to  fo  royal  a  Vifiter,  as  well  as  Regard  to  his  own 
Reputation,  Solomon  v/ould  take  Care  to  anfwer  her  Que- 
ftions,  and  (as  the  Scripture  exprefles  it)  fatisfy  [s)  oil  her 
Defire,  whatfoever  Jhe  afked. 
Without  knowing  the  Cuftom  of  the  Princes  of  thesolomonV 

Eafi,  their  Pomp,  and  Sumptuoufnefsof  Living,  one  m\<^tg'<:at h'um- 

be  tempted  to  w-onder,  what  poflible  Ufe   Solomon    might  J'' '^^^''^"

F.  Le  Comptey 
in    his  Hiftory  of  China,  tells   us,  that   the  Eriiperor  there 

has  a  vafl  Number  of  Wives  chofcn  out  of  the  prime  Beau- 
ties of  the  Country,  many  of  which  he  never  fo   much  as 

faw  in  his  whole  Life :  And  therefore,  it  is  not  improbable, 
that  So/omon  (as  he  found  his  Riches  increafe)  might  enlarge 
his  Expcnces,  and  endeavour   to  furpafs  all  the  Princes  of 
his  Time  in  this,  as  well  as   all  other    Kinds  of  Poxnp  and

Notice  of  his  Recovery ;  that  without  the  Gr^ce  of  God  he 

could  not  repent,  and  yet  his  Actions  werefuch,  as  juftly  de- 

ferv'd  a  Forfeiture  of  that  Grace;  that  had  he  repented,  he 
would  have  pulled  down  the  idolatrous  Temples,  which  he 

had  ere61:ed,  whereas  we  find  them  (landing  many  Years  af-

in  the  Cafe  of  Sqid^  Samuel  had  apply'd   it,    to  denote  thechron. 
Alienation  of  his  Kingdom ;   (f)  'The    Lord   hath   rent  the  L/'VN^ 
Kingdom  of  Ifraeiyro/w  thee  this  Day,  and  hath  gi'ven  it  to  a 
Neighbour  of  thine^  that  is  better  than  thou :  And,  if  rent- 

ing the  Garment  was  no  infignificant  Symbol  upon  this  Oc- 
calion,  the  newer  the  Garment  was,  the  more  it  would   de- 

clare, that   what  the  Prophet  did,  was  by  a  Divine  Com' 
mand,  and  upon  mature  Deliberation. 

This  may,  in  fome  Meafure,  fuffice  to  xdcnc  Jhijah'l^^  ̂ ^"ff" 
^rom  the  Imputation  or  Madnejs^  in  tearmg  his  Lrarment  tOhisOffentt 
Pieces.  And  (to  come  now,  in  the  laft  Place,  to  the  C?Seftated, 
pf  the  other  Prophet,  who  came  from  fiidah  to  denounce 
Judgments  againft  the  Altar  of  Bethel^  and  was  flain  in  his 
Return,  for  difobeying  the  Divine  Injun6tion)  this  we  may 

think  was  a  fmall  Offence,  that  hardly  deferv'd  fo  fevere  a 
Fate;  but  then  we  fhould  do  well  to  confider,  that,  {g) 
whenever  God,  in  an  extraordinary  Manner,  djfcovers  his 

Will  to  a  Prophet,  he  always  makes  fuch  a  fenfible  Impref- 
iion  upon  his  Mind,  that  he  cannot  but  perceive  himfelf  actu- 

ated by  a  Divine  Spirit;  and,  confequently,  cannot  but  be 

afTur'd  of  the  Evidence  of  his  own  Revelation.  This  Evi- 
dence the  Prophet^  that  was  fent  to  Bethel,  had ;  for,  as  he 

Was  able,  by  the  Power  that  was  given  him,  to  work  Mira- 
cles, he  could  not  but  be  fenfible  of  his  Divine  Miflion,  and 

that  the  particular  Injundtion,  of  his  not  eating  or  drinking 
in  the  T^own  of  Bethel,  was  as  much  the  Will  of  God,  as 
any  other  Part  of  his  Commiffton. 
Now  the  Defign  of  God,  in  this  Prohibition^  was,  to 

exprefs  his  Abhorrence  of  that  idolatrous  Place;  and  there- 
fore  the  other  pretended  Revelation  of  the   f  old  Prophet,

«f  2  chroii.  llrances  againlt  it.     The  Conilderation  of  this  one  Circum- 

Ci/'W^  itance  ftiould  have  made  the  young  Prophet  diffident  of  what 
the  other  told  him,  at  leaft  till  he  had  ihewn  him  fome  Di- 

vine Teftimony  to  convince  him ;  for  it  argu'd  a  great  deal 
of  Levity,  if  not  Infidelity  of  his  own  Revelation,  to  liften 
to  that  of  another  Man,  in  Contradiction  to  what  he  had 
abundant  Rcafpn  to  believe  was  true. 

The  Short  of  the  Matter  is:  The  Prophet  from  Judah 
had  fufficient  Evidence  of  the  Truth  of  his  own  Revelation  j 

had  fufficient  Caufe  to  fufpedt  fome  corrupt  Ends  in  the  Pro- 
phet, that  came  to  re-call  him  ;  and  had  fufficient  Rcafon  to 

expert  an  |nterpofition  of  the  fame  Power,  that  gave  him 
the  Injunction,  to  repeal  it:  And  therefore  his  Crime  was 
an  cafy  Credulity,  or  complying  with  an  Offer,  (merely  to 
gratify  a  petulant  Appetite)  that  he  knew  was  repugnant  to 
a  Divine  Commai>d  J  and  the  LefTon  we  arp  to  learn,  frorn 

God's  Severity  in  this  Inftancc,  is,   Not  to  fuffer  our 
Faith  to  be  perverted  by  any  Suggcftions,  that  arc   made  a- 
gainft  a  Revelation^  that  is  of  uncontcfted  Divine  Authority, 

but, 

God  from  yudah  had  denounced  againfl  him,  he  undertook  to 
pcrfuadc  him,  that  that  Prophet  was  an  Impollor,  and   to  elude 
.the  Force  of  the  Miracle  he  had  wrought,  by  telling  him,  that 

there  was  nothing  extraordinary  in  his  Altar's  falling  down,  con- 
fidering  that  it  was  new-built,  not  thoroughly    fettled,  loaded 
with  Sacrifices,  and  heated   with  Fire.     And  aii  for  the  Matter 

of  his  Arm,  that  was  ocgafion'd    only    by  his   having  over- 
wrought himfcif  in  pulling  the  Sacrifices  along,  and  lifting  them 

up  upon  the  Altar,  which   might  make  his  Hand  mtmb  for    a 
while,  but,  upon   a  little  Rcll,  it  came  to  itfelf  again  ;  and  ib, 
withplaufible  Diftindions,  and  loofe  Infmuations,  he  faufBed  ofF 
the  Miracle,  and  made  the  King  more  obdurate   in  Wickednefs 
than  ever.     Others  think  more  favourably  of  the  old  Prophet, 

'vlz.  that  he  was  a  true  Prophet  of  God,  tho'   (fome  fay)  a 
ivickai oxwi,  not  unlike  the  famous /ja/.<?/7w,  who  facrific'd  every 
Thing  to    his  Profit :  Whilll    others  fay,  he  was  a  iveak  one, 
who    thought  he  might  innocently  employ  an  officious   Lye  to 

'  bring  the  Prophet  of  Judah  back,  who  was  under  a  Prohibitioa^ 
"indeed,  but  fuch  an  one,  as  (in  his  Opinion)  related  only  to  the 
'■Houfe  of  Jerolwam,  and   fuch  others  as  were  of  an  idolatrous

"Jeroboam,  and  tiiis  feducing  Prophet   go  unpiinifti'd,  while 
the  other,  who  might  mean  no  ill  perhaps  in  turning  back, 

is  flain  by  a  Lion,  and  his  Body  deprived  of  the  Sepulture  of 
his  Fathers.      We   muft  acknowledge    indeed,    that    the 
Depths  of  the   Judgments  of  God  are  an  Myfs,  that  our 
Underftandings  cannot  fathom:  But  nothing  certainly  can  be 
a  more  fenfible  Proof  of  the  Truth  of  another  Life,  and  of 

t\ft  eternal  Recompences,  or  Punifhments,  that  attend   it, 
than  to  fee  the  Righteous  fo  rigoroufly  treated  here  for   very 

flight  Offences;  Mofes   excluded   the   Land  of  Promifc  (/) 

for  a  diffident  Thought;  (k)  Zo^'s  Wife  chang'd  into  a  Sta- 
tue of  Salt  for  her  looking  back  ;  and  (I)  David,  for  a  vain 

Curiofity,  punifli'd   with  the  Death  of  no  lefs  l^\?Ln  feventy 
Thoufand  of  his  Subje<fls:  And  if  God  be  thus  fevere  to  his 
own  Servants;  {m)  if  Judgment  thus  begins  at  the  Houfe  of 

God,  where  fh  all  the  Ungodly  and  the  Sinner  appear?  As  Sen- 
tence againft  every  evil  Man  therefore  is  hot  fpeedily  executed, 

this  is  our  Proof,  this  is  our  AfTurance,  that  («)  God   will 
bring  every  Work  into   Judgmerit,  with  every  fecret  Thing, 

'whether  it  begood^  or  whether  it  be  evil. 

DISSERTATION    I. 

Of  Solomon'j  Riches,  and  his  Trade  to  Ophir. 

HE,  who  only  looks  into  the  Map,  and  there  obferves,  in  The  Riches 

how  fmall   a  Compafs  the  Land  of  C^w^ijw  is  com- w^'V'' David 

pris'd,  may  be  apt  to  think,  that  the  Kings  of  that  Country^'^''  •'"'"" 
were  petty  Princes,  ruling  over  an  indigent,  obfcure  People, 

unable  to  bear  any  great  Expcnce,  and  uncapable  of  making 

any

K>^Y'XJ     The  Scripture  informs  usj  that,  out  of  the  Revenues  of 
the  Crown,  David  left  Solomon^  merely  for  the   Purpofe  of 
Building    the  Temple,  {0)  an  hundred  Thoufand  Talents  of 
Gold,  and  a  Thoufand  Thoufand  Talents  of  Silver ;  out  of 

his  privy  Purfe,  (/>)  three  ThoifandTalents  of  Gold,  andfe- 

ven  Thoufand  Talents   of  Silver',  and   out  of  the  Benevo- 
lence   of  the  Princes,  {q)  five  Thoufand  Talents,   and  ten 

Thoufand  Drams  of  Gold,  and  ten  Thoufand  Talents  of  Sil- 
ver.    Now,  fince  it  is  generally  agreed,  that  a   Talent  of 

Silver  was   equivalent  to  three  hundred  forty  two  Pounds, 

three  Shillings,  and  nine  Pence;  and  a  Talent  of  Gold   a- 
mounted  to  no  lefs,  than  five  Thoufand  four  hundred  and 

twenty  five  Pounds  Sterling,  what  an  immenfe  Sum  muft  all 
thefe  Talents  of  Gold  and  Silver  amount  to  ?  Some  of  the 

beft  Authors  of  Weights  and  Meafures  have  computed,  that 
if  all  the   Walls>  Pavement,  Lining,  and  Covering  of  the 

Temple  had  been  made  of  maffy  Gold,  (even  with  the  Wa- 
ges of  the  Work-Men    and  VefTels  belonging  to  it)  they 

would  not  have  come  up  to  the  Value   here  fpecify'd ;  and 
therefore,  upon  this  Suppofition,  they  have  advanc'd  a  No- 

tion, that  the  Hebrews  had  two  Kinds  of  Talents,  a  larger^ 

which  was  call'd  the  Talent  of  the  SanSiuary,  and  zfmaller.^ 
which  was  the  co?nmon  Talent,  and  one  half  lefs   than  the 

other,  by  which  all  ?uch  exorbitant  Sums  (as  they  fay)  ought 

to  be  reckon'd.     But  what  Grounds  they  have  for  this  Di- 
ftindion  we  cannot  perceive,  (r)  fince  it  no  where  appears, 
either  in  the  Scriptures,  or  in  any  other  Hiftory,  that  the 
Jews  (efpecially    before  the  Captivity  of  Babylon)  had  any 
more  Talents  than  one ;  and  that  their  Talent,  whether  of 
Silver  or  Gold,  arofe  to  a  Sum  tantamount  to  what  we  hav& 
ftated  it  at^  there  are  feveral  Inftances,  in  the  Old  Teftament, 

that  may  convince  us. 
To  this  Purpofe  we  may  obfervc,  that  when  Ama^iah^ 

King  of  Judah,  hir'd  an  hundred  Thoufand  Alen  out  of  If 
rael,  to  fight   againft  the  Edomites,  he  gave  no  more  than

when  Omri,  King  of  Ifrael^  bought  the  A'lountain  whereon Ffomi Kings 

was  built  the  City  of  Samaria,  he  paid  for  it  no  more  than  g^" j  ̂°  ^^^ 
[t)  two  Talents  of  Silver  j  and  yet  thefe  two  Talents  werechron. 
ten  Thoufand  nine  hundred  and  fifty  Pounds,  a  proper  Sum  \.yy^^ 

for  fuch  a  Purpofe  :  That  when  Sennacherib,  King  of  y(l/y- 

ria,  had  oblig'd  Hezekiah  to  pay  him  (u)  three  hundred  Ta- 
lents of  Silver,  and  thirty  Talents  of  Gold,  that  good  King 

exhaufted,  not  only  his  own  Treafure,  and  the  Trcafure  of 

the  Houfe  of  the  Lord,  but  was  forc'd  likewife  to  cut  the 
Gold  off  from  the  Doors  and   Pillars  of  the  Temple  :  And 
(to  name  no  more)  that  when  Pharaoh  Nechoh  [x)  put  the 
Land  to   a  Tribute  of  an  hundred  Talents  of  Silver,  and  a 
Talent  of  Gold,  Jehoiakim  was  neceffitated  to  levy  a  Tax 
extraordinary  upon  all  his  Subjects,  that  every    one   might 
contribute  according  to  his  Power :  But  neither  of  thefe  Re- 

marks {vix.  that  thefe  two  Kings  were  thus  ftraiten'd  about 
the  Payment)  would  the  facred  Hiftorian  have    made,  had 
the  Talent,  in   his  Days,  been  of  confiderably   lefs  Value 
(y)  than  Mofes  is  known  to  rate  it  at.     So  that,  upon   the 

whole,  we   may  conclude,  that  the  Hebrew  Talent  conti- 

nu'd  always  the  fame,  and  amounted  to  a  much  greater  Sum, 
than  thofe,  who  are  for  debafmg  its  Value,  are  willing   to 
allow. 

"  But,  if  the  Talent  muft  be  reckon'd  at  fo  high  z^itObjeai* 
*'  Rate,  how  can  we  imagine,  that  David,  who  had  no""* 
*'  Eftate  from  his  Family,  and  whofe  Dominions  were  far 
**  from  being  extenfive,  could  ever  be  able  to  amafs  fuch  an 

**  immenfe  Quantity  of  Wealth?"  Now,  in  Anfwer  to Anftoer'd, 
this,  we  fhould  do  well  to  confider,  that,  even  before  the 
Death  of  Saul,  David  was  at  the  Head  of  fome  brave 

Troops,  with  whom  he  us'd  to  make  Inroads  into  the  Ene- 
mies Country,  and  frequently  bring  from  thence  large  Boo- 

ty ;  that,  after  Saul's  Death,  he  reign'd  forty  Years  in  all, 
and,  in  that  Space,  made  it  his  Bufmefs  to  heap  up  Riches, 

efpecially  when  he  came  to  underftand,  that  God  had  ap- 
pointed his  Son  and  Succeflbr  to  build  him  a  Temple  ;  that, 

in  the  Time  of  his  Reign,  he  had  Wars  with  the  Syrians, 
the  Philijlines,  the  Ammonites,  the  Moabites,  and  feveral 

other  Nations,  from   whom  he  return'd  always  vidorious, 
and

AnV'ciiriV ''^'^^>  by  this  Means,  he  enlarg'd  his  Dominions,  as  far  as 
aooj,  &c.  (z)  the  Promife  made  to  Abraham  extends,  even  from  the 
From  River  Euphrates^  to  the  Mediterranean-Sea^  on  the  one  Side, 

'  ̂k^^'/'^'and  to  the  Nile  on  the  other;  that  the  Countries  which  he to  the  hnd    ̂   ,    ,       ,  i  i         m  i  •  /• 

of  2  Chrort.  fubdu'd,  and  made  tributary  to  him,  fuch  as  Arabia^  Phce- 

\,y'\'>%j  nicia-i  Mefopotamia,  Jdumea^  he.  were  exceedingly  rich, and  productive  of  feveral  Mines  of  Gold  and  other  Metals; 
and  that  the  Tributes,  which  were  wont  to  be  exa£led  upon 
fuch  Occafions,  were  eithet  annual  Imports,  or  vaft  Sums  of 
Money  at  once  :  If  we  confider,  I  fay,  the  Spoils,  which 

he  took  from  conquer'd  Nations,  and  the  Tribute,  which  he 
rais'd  from  fuch  as  were  fubmitted  to  his  Empire,  we  fhall 
have  no  Caufe  to  wonder  at  his  leaving  fuch  immenfe  Trea- 

fures to  his  Son. 

But,  befides  thefe  Revenues  from  abroad,  he  had  a  large 
Income  from  the  Taxes,  which  his  own  Subjects  annually 
paid  him,  and  the  Improvements  he  made  of  his  own  EjJate, 
which,  in  thofe  Days,  were  accounted,  not  only  lawful  and 
allowable,  but  even  honourable  and  commendable  in  Princes, 

as  well  as  others.  The  facred  Hiftory  has  preferv'd  [a)  the 
Names  of  the  Officers  whom  he  employ 'd  in  this  Capacity  5 
and,  from  the  different  Provinces  wherein  they  a£ted,  we 
may,  in  fome  Meafure,  form  a  Judgment  of  the  Largenefa 
of  this  Branch  of  his  Income.  He  had  Officers  fet  over  the 

Labourers,  who  were  to  till  his  Ground  ;  Officers,  to  take 

care  of  the  Dreffing  of  his  Vines,  Olive,  and  Fig-Trees ; 
Officers,  to  infpe£t  the  Gathering  of  his  Fruits,  and  the  Ma- 
ragery  of  his  Wine  and  Oil-Cellars  ;  Officers,  to  look  to 
the  Feeding  of  his  Camels   and  Afle^,  his  Herds  of  Cattle, 

and 

f  Befides  the /)/?r/o«^?/ Ornaments  worn  by  thofe  who  went  to 
Battle,  in  the  Eaftern  Nations,  it  was  cuftomary  to  adorn  their 
Weapons  and  Uteniils  of  War  with  the  richeft  Metals.  We 
learn  from  the  Hiftory  of  David,  that  the  Syrians,  whom  he  fub- 

du'd and  flew  in  vaft  Multitudes,  wore  Shields  of  Gold,  and 
therefore  we  need  not  doubt,  but  that  their  Quivers,  the  Handles 
of  their  Swords,  ̂ c.  were  of  the  fame  Metal.  He  was  vic- 

torious in  about  twenty  Battles,  over  the  richeft  Enemies  in  the 
World  ;  and  therefore  their  perfonal  Spoils,  rich  Arms,  milita- 

ry Chefts,  and  Gods  of  Gold  and  Silver,  (always  carry'd  to  Bat- 
tle with  them)  could  not  but  amount  to  an  immenfe  Sum;  and, 

in  all  Probability,  the  Spoils  of  their  Cities  and  Countries  to  a 
much  greater.

took  off  his  Camels,  Afles,  Oxen,    Sheep,  Wine,  Corn,  Oil,  of  2  chron. 

FruitSj   and  other  Commodities,  in  large  Quantities,  and  at  ̂ ^/"Y"^^ 
very  advantageous  Prices :     All  Vf'hich,  being  put  together, 
will  make  the  Amount  of  what  David  left  his  Son  no  lefs, 
than  what  the  facred  Writer  has  recorded. 

(b)  And  indeed,  confidering  the  vaft  Expences  Solomon 
was  at,  in  his  Chariots,  in  his  Horfes,  in  his  Camels,  in  hi3 
Armies,  in  his  Shipping,  in  his  Buildings,  in  his  Furniture, 
in  his  Servants,  for  his  Table,  and  for  his  Women,  (which 
came  at  length  to  no  lefs  than  a  Thoufand,  and  all  to  be 

maintain'd  in  the  Port  of  Queens)  we  can  hardly  think, 
that  a  fmall  Revenue  would  ever  have  been  fufficient  to  an- 
fwer  all  thefe  Demands. 

The  Scripture  indeed  informs  us,  that  iS^/j/waw's  annual -^"w  Solo- 

Income  was   (c)  fix   hundred  three/core  and  fix  Talents  of^^^'dlohat 
Gold,  befdes   zvhat  he  had  of  the  Merchant- Men,    and  ofhh  Father 

the  Traffick  of  Spice- Merchants,  and  of  all  the  Kings  ofH^  *"»• 
Arabia,  and  of  all   the  Governours  of  the  Country  :     But 
thefe  fix  hundred  threefcore  and  fix  Talents  of  Gold  (d)  are 
thought,  by  moft  Interpreters,  to  be  no  more  than  what 

arofe  from  the  Tribute  which  he  impos'd  upon  conquer'd 
Nations  ;  over  and  above  which  he  had  a  yearly  Tax,  paid 
by  his  own  Subjedls ;    Duties  upon  the  Import  or  Export  of 
all   Merchandize ;    Mines  of  Gold  and  Silver,  and  other 
Metals  J  the   voluntary  Prefents   of  other  Princes  ;  and  a 
Trade  to  Ophir  and  Tarjhijh,  which  brought  him  in  Riches 
ineftimable. 

These  were  two  Branches  cf  Profit,  which  his  Father 

had  not,  at  leaft  not  in  the  fame  Extent.  Of  the  former  it 
is  faid,  that  [e)  every  Man,  that  came  to  hear  SolomonV 

Wifdom,  brought  his  Prefent,  Veffels  of  Silver,  and  Veffeh 
of  Gold,  and  Garments,  and  Armour,  and  Spices,  and 
Horfes,  and  Mules^  and  continued  to  do  the  fame  every 
Year  ;  and  of  the  latter,  that  he  fent  (f)  Veffels  to  Ophir, 
which,  in  one  Voyage,  brought  him  four  hundred  and  fifty

*rheLandof     Amidst   the  vaft   Variety  of  Opinions  concerning  the 

^f;^^'!'"'^!'- Situation  of  thcfe  two  famous  Places,  Ophir  and  Tarjkijh, e-ut,  (m)  ̂^^  learned  Grctius  has  fuggefted  a  good  Expedient,  one 

would  think,  how  to  find  them  out  j  namely,  by  confider- 
ing  what  Commodities  were  brought  from  thence,  and  then 
enquiring  of  Merchants,  who  have  been  in  the  remoter 
Parts  of  the  World,  where  not  only  Gold  and  precious 

Stones,  but  Ivory  likewife,  and  Almug-Trees,  and  what- 
ever elfe  we  read  of,  was  brought  from  thence,  is  now  to  be 

found.  But  this  Expedient  will  not  do  ;  not  only  becaufe 

the  Seats  of  Traffick  are  frequently  changing,  and  any  Coun- 
try may,  in  Time,  be  exhaufted  of  the  Commodities,  it  once 

abounded  with  ;  but  becaufe  it  is  no  eafy  Matter  to  tell  (by 
the  imperfe(5l  Defci  iption  we  have  of  them)  of  what  diftin6l 

Species  feme  of  thefe  Commodities  were,  (h)  The  Almug- 
Tree,  for  Inftance,  has  been  a  Puzzle  to  moft  Interpreters; 
nor  are  they  as  yet  agreed,  whether  it  was  the  Coral,  Ebony, 

Brazil,  Pine,  or  Citron-Wood ;  nay,  fome  will  have  it  to 
have  been  no  particular  Tree  at  all,  but  only  a  general 
Name  for  any  Wood  whatever,  that  was  excellent  in  its 
Kind  :  And  how  then  can  thofe  Commodities,  that  are  of 

fo  indefinite  a  Signification,  be  any  Charadleriftick  to  the  Si- 
tuation of  any  Country  ? 

Nor  is  there  much  more  Certainty  to  be  gather'd  from 
the  Names  of  the  Places  we  are  in  queft  of ;  for,  tho'  it  be 
allow'd,  that  Ophir  was  the  Country,  which  at  firft  was 
peopled  by  Ophir,  one  of  fohan's  Sons,  who  are  faid  (i)  to 
have  inhabited  the  Country  f-om  Media  to  Sephar,  a  Moun- 

tain in  the  Eaft  ;  yet,  where  Mefi^a  and  Sephar  are  to  be 

plac'd,  we  know  no  more,  than  we  do  where  Ophir  lies. 
And,  in  like  Manner,  tho'  Tarjlnjh  may  be  fuppos'd  by 
fome,  to  be  a  Town,  or  Country,  not  far  diftant  from 
Ophir ̂   yet  others  will  have  it  to  be  no  proper  Name  at  all,

but,  by  Ships  ofTarJ})iJh^  or  from  Tarfhifti,  underftand  no  A.  M. 

more,  than  Feffels  able  to  bear  a  long  Voyage^  i.  e.  large  A^°t!  ChnT. 
Merchant-Ships,  in  Oppofition  to  fmall  Crafty  intended  for  1003,  &c\ 
Home-Trade  iii  navigable  Rivers.  So  incompetent  are  the  From 

Marks  whereby  we  may  defcry  the  true  Situation  of  thefe  ̂ ^  the'^End"' 
unknown  Places  !  And  therefore  we  can  expect  no  other,  of  2  Chron. 

but  that  the  Conjecflures  of  learned  Men  about  them  fliould  '^/""'f'^J 
be  widely  diftant. 

In  Relation  to  the  Land  of  Oph'tr^  which  is  more  parti- D'fterent  0. 

cularly  under  our  Enquiry,  Jofephus  (and  from  him  many^^'"«;W/f. others)  places  it  in  the  Indies^  in  a  Country,  which  he  calls 

the  Golden-Coajl,  not  unlikely  the  Cherfonefus  Aurea^  known 
now  by  the  Name  of  Malacca^  and  is  a  Peninfula  oppofite 
to  Sumatra.  The  learned  Bochart  contends  hard  for  the  Ifle 

Taphrohane^  fo  famous  among  the  Antients,  which  is  now 
called  Ceylon.^  and  lies  in  the  Kingdom  of  Malabar .^  becaufe 
this  Place  (as  he  tells  us)  abounds  with  Gold,  Ivory,  and 
precious  Stones.  Arias  Montanus  will  needs  remove  it  into 

Armenia  ;  and,  when  Chrijlopher  Columbus  at  firft  difco- 

ver'd  the  Ifland  Hifpaniola  in  1492,  he  us'd  to  make  his 
Boaft,  that  he  had  found  the  Ophir  of  Solomon^  becaufe  he 

perceiv'd  deep  Caverns  in  the  Earth,  from  whence  he  fup- 
pos'd  that  Prince  might  have  dug  his  Gold.  F.  Calmet  is  no 
lefs  fingular  in  his  Opinion  :  He  places  Ophir  fomewhere  in 

Armenia.)  not  far  from  the  Sources  of  the  Tygris  and  Eu- 

phrates ;  (k)  and,  to  obviate  the  Obje6lion  of  the  Country's 
not  bordering  on  the  Sea,  and  not  being  at  Diftance  enough 

for  a  three  Tears  Voyage,  he  fuppofes,  that  Solomon's  Fleet 
made  a  trading  Voyage  of  it ;  that  in  no  one  Place  it  met 
with  all  the  Commodities,  it  brought  home ;  but,  on  the 
Coaft  of  Ethiopia,  took  in  Apes,  Ebony,  and  Parrots  ;  in 
Arabia,  Ivory,  and  Spices  ;  and  at  Ophir,  (or  the  Place  of 
Traffick,  where  the  People  of  Ophir  reforted)  Gold  :  And 

tho'  this  Ophir  might  be  no  maritime  Country,  yet  this  hin- 
ders not,  fays  he,  why  the  Gold,  which  it  produc'd,  might 

not  be  brought  by  Land-Carriage  to  fome  Part  of  the  Ty- 
gris, or  Euphrates,  which,  at  that  Time,  were  a  great  Way 

navigable.  Grotius,  as  well  as  Calmet,  is  of  Opinion,  that 
Solomon  did  not  fend  his  Fleet  to  any  Part,  either  of  the  Eajl 

or  IVeft-Indies,  but  only  to  a  Part  of  Arabia,  (by  Arrian 
called  Aphar,  by  Pliny,  Saphar,  and  by  Ptok?ny,  Sapphera) 
fituate  on  the  Main  Ocean  ;  and  that  the  Indians  brought 
down  their  Merchandizes  ti)ither,  to  be  bought  by  Solomon  s

From      Coaft    of  Jfr'ick,    and,  more  particularly,    was  that  fmall 

to^h?End '  Country,    which  is  called   Sophala ;    that    Solo/non's    Fleet 
of  z  chron.  Went  out  of  the  Red- Sea,  and,  from  the  Harbour  of  Ezlon' 

Ky^'W^^  Geber,  enter'd  into  the  Mediterranean^  by  a  Canal  of  Com- 
munication, v/hich  join'd  the   two  Seas  ;  and  that,  having 

doubled  the  Cape  of  Guadarfay^  and  coafted  along  the  Af- 
rican Shore,  it  came  at  length   to  Sophala,  and  there  met 

with  Plenty  of  all  the  Merchandize,  and  Curiofities,  that  the 
facred  Hiftory  fpecifies. 
Which  of  thefe  Conjeftures  (for  Conjeftures  they  are 

all)  make  the  neareft  Approaches  to  Truth,  'tis  hard  to  de- 
termine ;  only  we  may  adventure  to  fay,  (7)1)  that,  if  any 

Part  of  Arabia  did  furnifli  the  World,  in  thofe  Days,  with 
the  beft  Gold,  and  in  the  greateft  Quantity,  (as  fome  good 
Authors  feem  to  fay)  they,  who  would  have  the  Ophir  of 
the   Holy  Scriptures   to    be   there   fituated,     feem,  of  all 
others,  to  have  the  beft  Foundation  for  their  Conjecture  ; 

efpecially  confidering,  that  the  Ufe  of  the  Compafs  not  be- 
ing then    known,  the  Way  of  Navigation  was,    in  thofe 

Days,  by  coajiing,  which  would  carry  a    Ship    into  Africk 

much  better  than  either  into  the  Eaji  or  Weji-Indies. 
Uli  Trade,^       Before  the  Reign  of  King  David  (to  enquire  a  little 
how  carry    j^^.^  ̂ .j^j^   Hiftory    of  the  Ophir-Trade  among  the  Hebrews) 

the  Hebrews  did  not  much  apply  themfelves  to  maritime 
Affairs.     From  the  Time  oifojhua,  they  had  been  almoft 

perpetually  engag'd  in  Wars,  and  had  therefore  had  no  Lei- 
sure or  Opportunity  to  think  of  Navigation.     The   Tyrians 

and  Phcenicians  were  then  in  PofTeflion  ofall  the  Commerce 

of  the  Mediterranean ;   and  on  the    Main  Ocean  the  He- 

brews had  not  the  leaft  Footing,  until  David  made  a  Con- 
queft  of  Idmnea,  and  thereby  became  Mafter  of  two  Sea- 
Port   Towns   on    the  Red-Sea^    Elah^  and    Ezion-geber  j 
and,  feeing  the  Advantage  that  might  be   made  of  the  Si- 

tuation of  thefe  tvi^o  Places,  wifely  took  the  Benefit  of  it, 
and  there  began  this  Traffick. 

After  the  Death  of  his  Father,  Solomon   continu'd   the 
Trade   to  Ophir  from  thefe  two   Ports,    whither   himfelf 

went  in  Perfon ;    and,    having  order'd   more  Ships    to  be 
built,  and  the  Harbours  to  be  repair'd  and  fortified,  he  fet- 

tled

other  Parts,  to  which  the  Sea,  whereon  thofe  Ports  lay,  j^o^   ̂ [' 
open'd  him  a  Paflage.     But  his  chief  Care  was   to  plant  in     From 
thefe  two  Towns    fuch   Inhabitants,  as '  were  heft  qualified  ̂   ̂'"^s  vui. 
to  carry  on  his  Defign  ;  for  which  Reafon,  he  brought  thi-  q{  ̂   chron. 

ther,  from  the  Sca-coafts  of  Palejiine,   as  many  Sailors  as  '>VV'*\J 
he  could  get,  but  efpecially  of  the  Tyrians.,  with  whom  his 
good  Friend  and  Ally,  King  Hiram.,  fupplied  him  in  great 
Numbers  :     So  that,  in   a    fhort  Time,  he  drew  to  thefe 

two  Ports,  and  from  thence  to  Jerufalem^  all  the  Trade  of 
Jfrica,  Arabia^  Perfia^  and    India,  which    was  the  chief 
Fountain  of  the  immenfe  Riches,  for  which  his  Reign  was 

fo  renown'd. 
After  the  Divifion  of  the  Kingdom,  the  Kings  of  y«- 

dah,  who  kept  Pofleflion  of  thefe  Ports  in  Idumea,  ftill  car- 
ried on  the  Trade,  efpecially  from  Ezion-gebcr,  which  they 

chiefly  made  ufe  of,  until  the  Time  of  Jekcjhaphat ;  who, 

having  prepar'd  a  Fleet  to  go  to  Ophir,  in  Conjundlion  with 
Ahazlah,  King  of  Ifrael,  had  the  Misfortune  to  have  them 

deftroy'd,  and  dafli'd  to  Pieces  againft  a  Ridge  of  Rocks, 
which  lay  at  the  Mouth  of  the  Harbour,  before  they  could 
get  to  Sea,  which  gave  him  fuch  a  Diftafte  againft  the 
Place,  that,  from  thenceforward,  the  Station  of  bis  Ships  was 
at  Elah,  for  from  thence  we  read  of  his  fetting  out  a  Fleet 
next  Year  for  Ophir. 

(n)  When  JeboramiaccQtdiQdi  his  Father  'JehoJJ)aphaf.t 
God,  for  the  Punifhment  of  his  exceeding  great  Wickcd- 

nefs,  fufFer'd  the  Idumeam  to  revolt  from  him  ;  who,  hav- 
ing expelled  his  Viceroy^  chofe  them  a  King  of  their  own, 

and,  under  his  Conduct,  regaining  their  antient  Liberty, 

they  foon  recover'd  the  two  Ports  of  Elah,  and  E%:on- 
geber  :  But  even  while  they  had  them,  there  was  an  Inter- 

ruption in  the  Ophir-Trade,  until  Uzziah,  King  of  Judahy 
having  retaken  Eiah,  in  the  Beginning  of  his  Reign,  fortified 

it  a-new,  peopled  it  with  his  own  Subjedts,  and  reftor'd  the 
old  Traffick  to  Ophir,  which  continu'd  all  along,  until  the 
wicked  Reign  o^  Ahaz. 

In  the  Reign  of  hhaz,  Rezin,  King  of  Damafcus,  be- 
ing afllfted  by  Fekah,  King  of  Ifrael,  took  Elah  by  Sur- 

prize ;  and,  having  driven  out  the  Jews,  that  were  fettled 

there,  put  Syrians  in  their  Place,  and  was  thinking  of  car- 
rying on  this  Trade,  which  the  Kings  of  Judah  had  been

to^he^Vnd'  ̂ °  himfelf :  So  that  the  Jews,  from  thenceforward,  had 
of  2  chion.  never  any  Portion  in  it,  which  prov'd  a  great  Diminution  to 
^•VN*' their  Wealth. 

How  the  AJfyr'ians  manag'd  this  TrafEck,  while  it  coq- 
tinu'd  in  their  Hands,  or  where  they  fix'd  their  principal 
Mart  for  it,  we  are  no  where  told.  In  Procefs  of  Time, 

we  find  it  wholly  engrofs'd  by  th.e  Tyr'ianSy  who,  from  the 
fame  Port  of  Elah,  by  Way  of  a  (0)  Town,  on  the  Con- 

fines oi  Egypt  and  Palejiine,  made  it  all  center  in  Tyre,  and 

from  thence  furnifh'd  all  the  weftern  Part  of  the  World  with 
the  Wares  of  Perjia,  India,  Africa,  and  Arabia,  to  the 
great  enriching  of  themfelves,  as  long  as  ihz  Perfian  Empire 
fjjbfifted,  under  the  Favour  and  Protedlion  of  whofe  Kings 

they  enjoy'd  the  full  Poffeflion  of  this  Trade.  (/>)  But, 
V'hen  the  Ptolemies  prevail'd  in  Egypt,  by  building  fevcral 
Ports  on  the  Egyptian,  or  weftern,  Side  of  the  Red-Sea,  (for 
Elah  and  Ezion-geber  lay  on  the  Eajiern)  and,  by  fending 
from  thence  Fleets  to  all  thofe  Countries,  where  the  Tyrians 
traded  from  Elah,  they  foon  drew  all  this  Trade  into  their 

Kingdom,  and  there  fix'd  the  chief /W-ar/  of  it  at  Alcxandriay 
where  it  continu'd  for  a  great  many  Ages,  until  a  Way  was. 
found  out,  {q)  about  two  Centuries  and  an  Half  ago,  of 
failing  to  thofe  Parts  by  the  Way  of  the  Cape  of  Good  Hope  ; 

after  whic'i,  the  Portugiiefe,  for  fome  Time,  manag'd  this; 
Trade,  but  now  the  greateft  Share  of  it  is  fallen  into  the 
Hands  of  the  Englijh  and  Dutch.

From     ror  into  his  Enemies,  that,  inftead   of  invading  his  Domi-

were  in  Garrifons,  and  fuch  fortified  Places,  as  he  had  well 

furnifh'd  with  Plenty  of  all  military  Stores. 
In  fhort,  J ehojhaphat  was  rich  and  happy,  great  and  ho- 

nourable, belov'd  by  his  Subjects,  and  rever'd  by  b.is  Ene- 
mies ;  only  there  was  this  great  Blemifn  in  \v.s  Rtign,  that 

he  -f-  married  his  Son  Jehoratn  to  Athaliah,  Daughter  to  A- 

hab.  King  of  Ifracl,  which  both  difpleas'd  God,  and  in- 
vclv'd  him  and  his  Family  in  fundry  7  roubles :  But  of  thefe hereafter. 

A\i^\i'siv!ch.  This  Ahab  (as  we  faid j  was  one  of  the  wickedeft  Princes, 
ed  Reign,     and  the  moft  abominable  Idolater,  that  ever  iut  on  the  Throne

7yre  and  Sidon  were  from  the  Beginning  (ubjefl  to  the  fame 
King,  it  is  not  improbable,  that  their  Kings  refided  fometimes 
at  one,  and  fometimes  at  the  other.  City,  and  were  therefore 

call'd  the  Kings  of  T^yre  or  Sidon  promifcuoufly.  As  the  Cha- 
radler  of  King  and  Prieft  were  frequently  united  in  the  fame 

Pcrfon,  fo  is  he  fuppos'd  to  have  been  tlie  High-prieft  of  Ajiur- 
te  or  Aptarothy  the  Goddefs  of  the  SidoniaKs,  and  for  this  Rea-

*  Baal,  in  the  H:bre'w  Tongue,  fignifies  Lord,  and,  as  Sel-

After- Ages,  to  other  Stars  ;  and,  in  Procefs  of  Time,  to  any 
of  their  Kings,  whofe  Memory  was  dear  to  them.  The  fame 
Author  obferves,  that  the  Phcenician  Belus,  or  Baal,  was  the 

fame  with  the  European  Jupiter,  and,  as  Sidon  was  fituated  on 

the  Sea,  their  Baal  was  call'd,  by  the  Greeks,  the  Jupiter  of  the 
Sea.

That  the  JVord  of  the  Lord  came  to  Elijah  in  the  third  Year, 
I  Kin<Ts  xviii.  i.  For  we  muft  remember,  that,  as  Egypt  had 

no  Rain,  b:it  v/as  water 'd  by  the  River  'Nile;  fo  the  Land  of 
Canaan  had  generally  none,  except  twice  a  Year,  which  they 
called  the  early  and  latter  Rain.  The  former  of  thefe  was  in 
the  Month  Nifan,  which  aAfwers  to  our  March  ;  and  the  other 
in  the  Month  Marbejhi'an,  which  anfwers  to  our  Odooer. 

Now,  at  the  Beginning  of  the  Drought,  Jhab  might  very  pro- 
bably impute  the  Want  of  Rain  to  natural  Caufes  j  but  when, 

after  fix  Months,  neither  the  former  nor  the  latter  Rain  fell  in 

their  Seafon,  he  then    began  to  be  enrag'd   at  Elijah,    as  the  / 
Caufe  of  the  national  Judgment,  and  forc'd  him,  at  God's  Com- 

mand, to  fave  his  Life  by  Flight :  And  from  that  Time  the 

three  Years  in  the  Hiftorian  are  to  be  computed,  tho'  from  the 
firfl  Notice,  which  Elijah  gave  Ahab  of  this  approaching  Cala- 

mity, to  the  Expiration  of  it,  were  certainly  three  Years  and  an 

half.  This  Calamity  is  faid  to  have  been  procured  by  Elijah''^

Whatever  it  was  formerly,  the  fame 
Author  tells  us,  that  at  prefent  it  confifts  of  no  more  than  a

the  Prophet  requir'd  him   to  go,  and  acquaint  the  King  that 
he  was  there,  and  defir'd  to  fpeak  with  him,  Obadiab  at 
firft  excus'd  himfelf,  upon  Apprehcnfion  that  Elijab  might 

vanifti,  and  leave  him  the  Object  of  the  King's    Indigna- 
tion, who  had  taken  fuch  vaft  Pains  to  find  him  out ;  but 

when  the  other  aflur'd  him  that  he  would  not  ftir,  he  went 
and  brought  the  King  to  him.     The  King,  at  the  firft  In- 

terview^ began   to  upbraid    him  with   being  the    Caufe  of 

the  Calamity,   that  the  Nation  fufiier'd  ;  but  Elijah  boldly 
return'd  the  Charge,  and  having  taxed   him   with  the  Wor- 
lliip  oifalje  Gods^  (which  was  the  Source  of  all  their  Woe)  he 

under- 

us  who  he  v/as,  'viz.  a  Perfon  truly  religious,  who  worfhipp'd 
God  alone,  and  had  a  fingular  Affedion  for  his  Servants ;  enough, 
one  would  think,  ro  have  made^>6ij^dircard,  if  not  perfecute,him, 
had  he  not  found  him  fo  highly  ufeful  in  the  Management  of  his 
domejiick  A^?L\xs,  as  to  connive  at  his  not  worfhipping  Baal,  or 
the  Cal'ves ;  efpecially  as  we  read  nothing  of  his  going  up  to 
Jerufalem,  which  was  a  Defeft,  that  God  perhaps  might  think 

proper  to  difpenfe  with.  Calmfth  and  Patrick''^  Commentaries, 
•f  Elijah,  in  his  Appeal  to  the  People,  tells  them,  /,  e^uen  I 

enly  remain  a  Prophet  of  the  Lord,  1  Kings  xviii.  22.  and  there- 
fore we  can  hardly  imagine,  that  all  thefe  hundred,  whom  Oba^ 

diah  preferv'd,  were  iVIen  aftually  infpir'd  and  inverted  with  a 
■prophetick  Charafler,  but  fuch  only  as  were  the  Difciples  of 

the  Prophets,  and  Candidates  for  that  Office.  For,  'tis  not  un- 
likely, that,  even  to  JezebcTs  Time,  there  were  remaining  in 

Ifrael  Schools  of  the  Prophets,  which  Ihe  endeavour'd  to  de- 
ftroy,  as  well  as  thole  that  were  bred  up  in  them,  that  there 
might  none  be  left  to  inltruft  the  People  in  the  true  Religion. 

Thefe  (he  certainly  look'd  upon  as  Enemies  to  her  Idolatry, 
and  might  polTibly  perfuade  her  Hufband,  that  they  were  difaf- 
fefted  to  his  Government,  and  Favourers  of  the  Kings  of 

Judah,  becaufe  they  worfhipp'd  the  fame  God,  and  thought 
that  the  proper  Place  of  his  Worfhip  was  J erufalem  :  And 
therefore,  the  greater  was  the  Piety  and  Courage  of  Obadiab^ 
in  refcuing  fo  many  Victims  from  the  Hands  of  this  furious 

and  enrag'd  Woman.     Patrick's,  and  Le  Clirc^i  Commentaries. 
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undertook  to  prove  that  they  were  no  more  than  falfe  Gods,  if    A.  M. 

fo  be  the  King  would  be  pleas'd  to  fummon  all  the  People  to  ̂ Tt^'ch  i^ft 
meet  upon  Mount  Carmel,  and  to  bring  thither  the  four  hund-  100^,  &'c.' 
red  and  fifty  Priefts  of  Baal^  together  with  the  four  hundred      Fr^'^ 
Priefts  of  J/iarte,  who  were  fupported  at  Je%ebcr%  Table.    \^^f-l^ 

ELIJ  AH  had  told  Ahab,  that  {a)  there  jhotdd  be  nei-  of  2  chroi 

iker  Dew  nor  Rain  upon  the  Earthy  but  according  to  his  >''V*%, 
Word ;  and  therefore  the  King  being  perfuaded,  perhaps,  that  ̂ ''^cntcjl 

the  national  P'.cmtdy  was  in  his  Hands,  negleiSLcd  not  to  p,'./^,/J' ̂ ^- 
iiTue  out  Writs  for  the  Convention  of  the  People,  and  or-  Baal. 

der'd  the  Priefts  to  attend.  When  they  were  all  met  to- 
gether, Elijah,  having  firft  upbraided  them  with  their  vile 

Prevarication,  in  mixing  the  Worfliip  of  God  and  the 
Worfhip  of  Baal  together,  made  them  a  fair  Propofal  to 

this  hffedl.  *'  Since  there  can  be  no  more  than  one,  in- 
"  finite,  fupreme,  almighty,  and  independent  Being,  let 
"  us,  at  this  Time,  make  the  Experiment  who  this  Being 
*'  is.  You,  who  are  the  Worftaippers  of  Baal,  have  all 
*'  the  Advantages  on  your  Side,  the  Favour  and  Protec- 
*'  tion  of  the  Court,  four  hundred  and  fifty  Priefts  of  one 
*'  Kind,  and  four  hundred  of  another  ;  whereas  I,  who 

**  am  the  Manager  of  God's  Caufe,  am  but  one  poor,  ba- 
**  nifti'd  Man  J  and  yet  let  two  Oxen  be  brought  before 
*'  us.  Let  the  Priefts  of  Baal  chufe  their  Ox,  drefs  it, 
*'  cut  it  in  Pieces,  lay  it  on  the  Altar,  but  let  there  be 
"  no  Fire  thereon  ;  and  I,  in  like  Manner,  will  do  fo  to 

"  my  Ox.  Let  them  pray  unto  their  Gods,  and  I  likewife 
"  will  call  on  the  Name  of  fehovah  ;  and  then  let  the 
"  God,  who,  by  confuming  the  Sacrifice  f  with  a  fudden 
"  Flafti  of  Fire,  fhall  make  it  appear,  that  he  hath  heard 

*'  the  Prayers,  be  own'd  by  this  whole  Afi'embly  to  be  this 
*'  one,  this  true,  fupreme,  independent  Being." 

This  was  a  Propofal,  that  none  could  gainfay ;  and 
therefore   the    Priefts  of  Baal  prepared   their  Altar,  facri- 

fic'd

5001,  fefc.  call  upon  their  God :  But  Baal  continuing  deaf  to  their 

Ant.  Chiif.  Invocations,  they  betook  themfelvcs  to  odd  Gejliculationsi 

J.°°^' J  f/j'„  They  fometimes  jumped  over  the  Altar,  fometimes  danc'd 
viii  tothe  round  it,  and  (according  as  their  Cuftom  w^as)  began  *  to 
End  of  cut  themfelves  with  Knives  and  Lancets  j  but  all  to  no 

fS!i]^^!I;  Purpofe :  Whereupon  the  true  Prophet  *  fell  a  bantering 
and  ridiculing  them,  (as  juftly  he  might  j)  but  their  fenfelefs 
Idol  knew  nothing  of  the  Matter. 

This  Farce  of  Devotion  they  continu'd  till  the  Day 
was  above  half  fpent ;  when  Elijah^  defiring  the  People  to 
draw   near,  and  taking  twelve  Stones,    according  to  the Number 

*  A  ftrange  Method,  one  would  think,  to  obtain  the  Favour 
of  their  Gods  !  And  yet,  if  we  look  into  Antiquity,  we  fhall 
find,  that  nothing  was  more  common  in  the  religious  Rites  of  fe- 
veral  Nations,  than  this  barbarous  Cuftom.  To  this  Purpofe 
we  may  obferve,  that  (as  Plutarch,  de  Super Jlitione,  tells  us)  the 

Priefts  of  Bellonay  when  they  facrific'd  to  that  Goddefs,  were 
wont  to  befmear  the  Vi£lim  with  their  own  Blood  ;  that  the 

Pfr/f««  Mi?^/ (according  to //f;Wc/z/j,  lib.  vii,  c.  19I.)  us'd  to 
appeafe  Tempefts,  and  allay  the  Winds,  by  making  Incifions  in 

their  Flefli ;  that  they,  who  carry 'd  about  the  Syrian  Goddefs^ 
(as  Apuleius,  lib.  viii.  relates)  among  other  mad  Franks,  were, 
every  now  and  then,  cutting  and  flaftiing  themfelves  with  Knives, 

till  the  Blood  gufh'd  out ;  and  that  even  to  this  Day,  feme  mo- 
dern Travellers  tell  us,  that  in  Turkey,  Perjia,  and  feveral  Parts 

of  the  Indies,  there  are  a  Kind  of  Fanaticks,  who  think  they  do 
a  very  meritorious  Thing,  and  what  is  highly  acceptable  to  the 
Deity,  in  cutting  and  mangling  their  own  Flefh.  Dii  autem 
nulla  debcnt  coli  genere  (fays  Seneca,  as  he  is  quoted  by  St.  Au- 
Jiin  de  Ci'v.  Dei,  lib.  vi.  c.  \o.)  Jil^  hoc  rvolunt.  Tantus  ejl  per- 
turbata  mentis,  {^  fedibus  fuis  pulfa  furor,  ut  fie  Dii  fla- 
centur,  quemadmodum  ne  homines  quidem  fa^viunt  teterrimi,  ̂   in 

fabulas  tradita  crudelitatis.  See.   Calmet\  and   Le  Clerc^s  Com- mentaries.

Cry  aloud,  for  he  is  aGod  no  doubt,  tho'  he  may  befomewhat  deaf, 
or  a  great  Way  off,  fo  that  he  cannot  hear  unlefs  ye  cry  aloud  j  or 
either  he  is  talking  about  Bufinefs,  or  purfuing  his  Pleafures  ;  or 

perhaps  he  is  in  a  Journey,  and  not  at  home  ;  or  perad^venture 
he  fleepcth  and  muji  he  anxiakend.  The  two  laft  Notions,  of  be- 

ing ajleep,  and  not  at  home,  how  abfurd  foever  they  may  be, 

when  apply'd  to  the  Deity,  were  certainly  fuch,  as  feveral 
Idolaters  conceiv'd  of  their  Gods,  as  appears  from  thefe  Paf- 
fages  in  Homer.    In  the  former  of  thefe,  Thetis,  fays  he,  can-

*  The  Altar,  which  the  facred  Author  here  calls  the  Altar  of 
the  Lord,  was  certainly  one  of  thofe,  which  were  built  in  the 
Time  of  the  Judges,  and  firft  Kings  of  Ifrael ;  when,  for  Want 
of  a  fixt  Place  of  Worlhip,  fuchStruftures  were  permitted.  Both 
Tacitus,  lib.  ii.  c.  74.  and  Suetonius  fpeak  of  the  God  of  Car- 
mel,  whom  Vefpafian  went  to  confult  when  he  was  at  Judea. 

His  Prieft  Bajilides  promis'd  him  all  Manner  of  Profpcrity  and 
Succefs  in  his  Undertakings  ;  but  (as  the  two  Hiftorians  tell  us) 
there  was  neither  Temple,  nor  Statue  upon  the  Mountain,  but 
one  Altar  only,  plain,  but  very  venerable  for  its  Antiquity. 
Some  are  of  Opinion,  that  this  Bajilides  was  a  Jeiv,  and 
Prieft  of  the  Mod  High  God ;  but  it  feems  more  reafonable, 
that  he  was  a  Pagan  Prieji,  and  probably  the  fame,  who  met 
Vefpafian  in  the  Temple  of  Serapis  in  Egypt,  However  this  be, 
the  Altar  of  Carmel  feems  to  have  had  its  Original  from  this 
Altar  of  the  true  God,  which  the  antient  Hebreius  firft  eredted, 

and  Elijah  afterwards  repaired  ;  which  even  the  Heathens  held 
in  fuch  Veneration,  that,^  when  they  came  to  be  Matters  of  the 
Country,  they  would  not  place  fo  much  as  an  Image  by  it.

-j-  This  the  Prophet  did  to  make  the  Miracle  more  confpi- 
cuous  and  convincing,  to  fhew,  that  there  was  no  Fallacy  in

It  was  now  much  about  the 

A^^^'cti'^ft  Time  of  offering  the  Evening-Sacrijice,  when,  having  pre- 

1053,  &c. '  par'd  all  Things,  he  approach'd  the  Altar,  and  pray'd  in  this 
From      Manner :  "  Lord  God  of  Abraham,  Ifaac,  and  Jacob,  Jhetxi 

of  2  Chron.  Servant.,  and  that   it  is    by  thy   Comrnandtnent,  that  I  have 

V^>''"Y"%^  done  this  Thing.     -}■  Hear  w^,  O  Lord.,  hear  me.,  that  thefe 
*'  People  may  underjiqnd,  that  thou  art  the  Lord  God.,  and 
'*  that  their  Hearts  may  be  converted  from  their   Idol  unto 

*'  thee.'"     And   no  fooner  had  he  ended  this  {hort  Prayer, 
but  a  Fire  fell  from   Heaven,  and  confum'd    not  only   the 
Burnt-Offering,  but  the  Wood  and  Stones,  nay,  the  very 
Duft  of  the  Place,  and  the  Water  that  was  in  the  Trench  j 

infomuch,  that  when  the  People  faw  the  Miracle,  they  fell 
on    their  Faces,  and,  in  Admiration   and  Acknowledgment 

of  it,  own'd  that  the   God  of  Elijah   %uas    the  true  God : 
Whereupon  he  order'd  them  to  feize  on  the  Priefts  of  Baal.^ 
as  a  Pack  of  Cheats   and   Impojlors.,  to  carry   them   down 
from   the  Mountain,  and  to  flay  them  all  at  the  Brook 
Kijhon. 

After  this /z^  Execution  was  finifli'd,  the  Prophet  re- 
turned to  the  Top  of  the  Mountain,  from  whence  he  might 

view  the  Mediterranean-Sea ;  where,  having  pray'd  for 
Rain,  he  fent  his  Servant  feven  Times  to  fee  if  he  could 

perceive  any  Appearance  of  it :  And  he  at  laft  brought  him 
back  Word  that  he  faw  a  fmall  Cloud  rifing  out  of  the 

Sea,  no  bigger  (to  look  at)  than  a  Man's  Hand  ;  whereupon 
he  commanded  him  immediately  to  go  to  Ahab.,  and  to  ad- 
vife  him  to  haften  to  his  Chariot,  and  make  the  beft  of  his 

Way  Home,  left  the  Rain  ftiould  flop  him.  The  King 
^oolc  his  Advice,  and  the  Prophet,  having  f  girded  up  his 
Veil  about  him^  ran  all  the  Way  before  him  to  Jezreel.

walked  all  Day  :     But  in  the  Evening,   being  extremely  fa-{^  j^  ̂"^* 
tigu'd,  he  laid  himfelf  down  under  a  Juniper-Tree^  fickw^f..-,  and 
with  the  World,  and  defirous  to  leave  it.   He  had  not\\o^-"PP°'"''"S 

ever  flept  long,  before  an  Angel,  who  had  brought  him  Meatp|,'jJ|j°.f  *" 
and  Drink,  awoke  him,  and  bad  him  eat  heartily,  becaufeojyfiv. 
he  had  a  long  Journey  to  take.     The  Prophet  did  as  he  was 

order'd,  and,  in  the  Strength  of  that  Repaft,  walk'd  |1  forty 
Days 

come,  as  it  were,  the  King's  running  Footman  upon  this  Occa- 
iion,  was  to  Ihew  the  World,  that  his  extraordinary  Power, 

in  v/orking  Miracles,  and  the  Conqueft  he  had  thereby  gain'd 
over  his  Enemies,  had  not  made  him  proud  ;  and  to  fatisfy  the 
King  of  his  Readinefs  to  do  him  all  the  Honour  imaginable  j 
that  he  was  far  from  being  his  Enemy,  and  only  defirM  he 
would  become  the  true  Worfhipper  of  God,  who  was  (as  he 

could  not  but  fee)  the  Lord  God  of  Ifrael.  Patrick's  Com- 
mentary.

Fire  ;  and,  after  the  Fire,  a  fill fmall  Voice, \  Kings  xix.  1 1,  l^c. 
And  various  are  the  Speculations,  which  this  Appearance  of  the 
Divine  Majefty  hath  fuggefted  to  Interpreters.  The  Generality 

of  them  have  look'd  upon  this,  as  a  Figure  of  the  Gcfpel  Difpen- 
fation,  which  came,  not  in  fuch  a  terrible  Manner,  as  the  Laiu 
did,  with  Storms,  Thunders,  Lightnings,  and  Earthquakes, 
\Exod.  xix.  1 6.)  but  with  great  Lenity  and  Sweetnefs,  wherein 
God  fpeaks  to  us  by  his  Son,  who  makes  ufe  of  no  other,  but 
gentle  Arguments,  and  foft  Pcrfuafions.  But,  if  we  take  this  to 
be  ̂ .Jymbolical  Admonition  to  Elijah,  according  to  the  Circum- 

\  jftances  he  was  then  in,  we  may  reafonably  fuppofe,  that  herein 
God  intended  to  fhew  him,  that,  though  he  had  all  the  Elements 

ready  arm'd  at  his  Command  to  deftroy  Idolaters,  if  he  pleas'd 
to  make  Ufe  of  them,  yet  he  had  rather  attain  his  End  by  Pa- 

tience, and  Tendernefs,  and  Long-fufFering,  (fignify'd  by  that 
fmall Jlill  Voice,  wherein  the  Deity  exhibited  himfelf)  and  con- 
ftquently,  that  the  Prophet  fhould  hereby  be  incited  to  imitate 
hira,  bridling  that  paffionatc  Zeal,  to  which  his  natural  Com-

King    of  Syria',  Jehu^  King  oi  Tfrael;    and    to    appoint  of  2  Chroti. 

Elijha  his  SuccefTor  in   the  Prophetick  Office ;    intimating  <.y\^^*^ hereby,  that  thefe  Men  f  would  be  proper  Inftruments,  in 
his    Almighty  Hand,  whereby  to   punilli    the   Idolatry  of 
Jfrael,  and  to  affert  the  Righteoufnefs  of  his  own  Caufe.

f  The  Words  in  the  Text  are, '   And  it  pall  come  to

•'  it  is  a  general  Calamity ;  but,  as  Jezebel^  the  Children  of 
"  Ahab,  and  the  Priefts  oi  Baal,  went  not  X.ofght,  and  confe- 
**  quently,  could  not  fall  in  Battle,  he  ordain'd  fehu  to  cut  ofF 
*'  them,  and  all  the  Worfhippers  of  Baal,  in  the  Manner  that 
**  we  find  he  did  :  But  as  he  did  not  know  the  Difpofition  of 

"  little  Children,  he  left  them  to  be  punilh'd  by  Elijha,  who, 
*'  by  the  Spirit  of  Prophecy,  forefaw  that  they  would  become 
"  Idolaters."  But  in  this  there  feems  to  be  more  Subtilty  than 
needs,  fince  the  plain  Senfe  of  the  Words  is  no  more  than  this  :

*'  Perfons  to  punifh  the  Ifraelites  according  to  their  Deferts ;

The  only  Difficulty  is,  how  the 
Prophet  Elijha  can  be  faid  to  flay,  when,  by  Profeffion  he  was  a 

But  when  we  confi- 
der  the  two  and  forty  Children  which  he  deftroy 'd,  befides 
others,  whom,  upon  the  like  Occafion,  he  might  deftroy  ;  the 

fore  Famine,  which,  by  God's  Appointment,  he  fent  upon  the 
Ifraelites,  2  Kings  vi.  2,.  and  the  many  cutting  Prophecies  and 

Comminations  (called  in  Scripture  the  ̂ -aw^  o/"//^f  M(j«/"/7,  Ifa. 
xlix.  2.  and  Renj.'i.  16.)  which  he  denounc'd  againftthem,  and 
were  fulfiU'd,  we  fliall  find  Reafon  enough  to  juftify  the  Expref- 
fion.     /'Ws  Annotations.

*  So  far  was  fbis  from  being  any  Argument  of  his   Poverty, 
that  it  was  in  Reality  a  Token  of  his  Wealth  and  great  Riches : 
For  he,  who  could  keep  twelve  Yoke  of  Oxen  at  Plow,  was  in 
this  Refpefl  no  inconfiderable  Man,  and  yet,  (according  to  the 

Manner  of  thefe  early  Times)  he  look'd  after  his   own  Bufmefs 
himfelf ;  for  nothing  was  of  greater  Efteem,  not  only  among 
the  Hehreitj,  but  among  the  antient  Greeks  and  Romans  like- 
wife,  than  Agriculture ;  and  fuch  Perfons  as   were   of  the  beft 
Quality,  were  called  uvTu^yo),  Men,  ivho  did  their  Work  them- 
fel-ves,  and  left  not  the  Care  of  it  to  others.

their  Lavv  (they  might  have  heard)  was  given  on  the  Top  of  a 
Mountain ;  their  Temple  flood  upon  a  famous  Eminence,  as 

did  Samaria,  where  they  had  fo  lately  receiv'd  a  fignal  Defeat. For  their  farther  Notion  was,  that  the  Gods  of  the  Mountains 

had  a  Power  to  injedl  a  panick  Fear  into  an  Army,  whenever  they 

pleas'd.  Nay,  that  they  did  not  only  aflift  with  their  Influence, 
but  aftually  engage  themfelves  in  Battle,  in  Behalf  of  their  Fa- 
rvourites,  is  a  Sentiment  as  old  as  Homer,  and  what  Virgil  has  not 
forgot  to  imitate.

-f-  As  it  is  natural  to  all  Men  to  love  and  value  the  antient 
Pofleflions,  that  have  been  in  their  Family ;  fo  the  Law  of  Mo- 
y^j  prohibited  the  Alienation  of  Lands  from  one  Tribe  or  Fami- 

ly to  another,  unlefs  a  Man  was  reduc'd  to  Poverty,  in  which 
Cafe  he  might  fell  it  to  the  Jubilee,  but  then  it  was  to  revert  to 
him  again,  Lev.  xxv.  15,  25,  28.  Now  as  iV^^o/^  was  in  no

f  It  was  always  a  cuftomary  Thing,  upon  the  Approach  of 

any  great  Calamity,  or  the  Apprehenfion  of  any  national  Judg- 

ment, to  proclaim  a  Faft;  and  Jezebel  order'd  fuch  a  Faft  to  be 
obferv'd  in  Jezreel,  the  better  to  conceal  her  Defign  againft  Na- 
both.  For,  by  this  Means,  fhe  intimated  to  the  Jezreelites,  that 

they  had  fome  accursed  Thing  among  them,  which  was  ready  to 
draw  down  the  Vengeance  of  God  upon  their  City ;  and  that 
therefore  it  was  their  Bufinefs  to  enquire  into  all  thofe  Sins,

•f-  Jofephui  is  of  Opinion,  that,  as  "Naboth  was  of  an  illuf- 
tiious  Houfe,  he  was  order'd  to  be  fet  in  an  honourable  Place  a- 
mong  the  Elders  and  chief  Rulers  of  the  City;  that  fo  it  might 
be  thought,  that  they  did  not  condemn  him  out  of  Hatred  or

terrify'd  at  his  Denunciations,  Jhab  rent  his  Cloathes,  put 
on  Sack-Cloth,  and  gave  other  Indications  of  his  Sorrow  and 
Humiliation :  But,  as  his  Repentance  was  neither  fincere,  or 

perfevering,  God  (who  might  otherwife  have  revok'd  the 
whole  Sentence)  infli<Sled  Part  of  it  upon  his  Perfon  ;  but 
the  utter  Extirpation  of  his  Family  did  not  happen,  till  the 
Reign  of  his  Son  Jehoraniy  as  we  fhall  fee  in  its  proper 
Place.

Day  to  Samaria  to  vifit  Ahab,  who  entertain'd  him  and  hisle^d,  ivhcre 

Attendants   very  fplendidly  ;  but,   taking  the  Advantage  oi^'^f^  " this  Opportunity,  invited  him  to  go  along  with  him  to  the 

Siege  of  Ramoth-Gilead,  a  Town    in  the  Tribe   of  Gad^ 

which  the    King  of  Syria  unjuftly  detain'd  from  him.     Je- 
hojhaphat agreed  to  attend  him  ;  but  being  loth  to  do  any 

Thing  of  this  Kind  without  a  Divine  Approbation,  he  de- 

fir'd  of  Ahab  to  enquire  of  the  Prophets  concerning  the  E- 
vent  of  this  Expedition.     To  this  Purpofe  Ahab  fummon'd 
together  four  hundred  Priefts  of  the  Goddefs  Ajiarte,  who 
unanimoufly  agreed,  that  the  Expedition  would   prove  fuc- 

cefsful ;  but,  as  Jehofljaphat's  Purpofe    was,  not  to  enquire

V,^W>  taking  Jehojhaphat  with  him,  march'd  with  all  his  Forces  to 

the  Siege  :  But  when  he  came  within  Sight  of  the  Enemy's 
Army,  his  Courage  began  to  cool,  and  thinking  to  evade  the 

Force  of  Micaiah's  Prophecy  by  a  Stratagem  of  his  own,  he 
put  himfelf  in  the  Garb  of  a  common  Officer,  and  advis'd 
fehojhaphat  to  fight  in  his  royal  Robes*  The  King  of  Sy- 

ria had  given  particular  Command  to  his  Generals  f  to 
fingle  out  ̂ Ahab^  and,  if  poffible,  to  kill  him,  as  the  chief 
Author  of  the  War.  At  firft  they  miftook  Jehojhaphat  for 
the  King  of  IfraeU  and  therefore  fell  upon  him  with  great 
Impetuofity  ;  but  perceiving  at  length,  that  he  was  not  the 
Perfon  they  wanted,  they  defifted  from  their  Purfuit  of  him, 
and,  in  Queft  of  Ahab^  bended  their  Courfe  another  Way.

which  does  not  at  all  contradidl  the  other  f  rophets,  had  it  been 
fpoken  in  Earneft  j  but  we  have  good  Reafon  to  believe,  that 
the  Words  were  fpoken  ironically ,  and  in  Mockery  to  the  Pro- 
mifes,  which  the  other  Prophets  made  y^^tf^.

gard to  all  the  Prayers,  that  Ihould  be  ofFer'd  there,  jind  they 
d'welt  therein^  and  ha^ve  built  thee  a  SanSiuary  therein/or  thy 
NamSi  faying,  If^  •when  E'vil  cometh  upon  us,  as  the  Snuord^ 
Judgment,  or  PeJ}ilence,  or  Famine,  nve  Jiand  before  this  Houfe, 
and  in  thy  Prefence  (for  thy  Name  is  in  this  Houfe)  and  cry  unto 
thee  in  our  AfiiElion,  then  thou  ixilt  hear  and  help.  In  the  next 
Place  he  reprefents  the  foul  Ingratitude  of  their  Enemies  in  in- 

vading a  Country,  to  which  they  had  no  Manner  of  Title,  even 

the'  the  Ifraelites  did  them  not  the  leafl;  Harm  when  they  came 
to  take  Pofleffion  of  it,  but  took  the  Pains  to  march  a  long  Way 
about,  to  get  to  it,  rather  than  give  any  Moleftationj  and,  in 
Aggravation  of  their  Wickednefs  in  this  Refpeft,  he  fuggefts, 
that  by  this  Invafion  they  made  an  Attempt,  not  only  upon  the 
Rights  of  the  Ifraelites,  but  upon  God  himfelf,  who  was  the 
great  Lord  and  Proprietor,  from  whom  they  held  the  Land: 
j^ndnoiv  behold  the  Children  of  Ammon,  and  Moab,  and  Mount 

Seir,  ivhom  thou  nuouldji  not  let  Ilrael  in'vade,  ̂ when  they  came 
out  of  the  Land  of  Egypt,  but  they  turned  from  them,  and  de- 

firoyed  them  not ',  behold,  I  fay,  honu  they  reivard  us,  to  come  to 
cajl  us  out  of  thy  PoJJeJJion,  'which  thou  ga'veji  us  to  inherit. 
Then  he  appeals  to  the  Juftice  of  God,  the  righteous  Judge, 
who  helps  thofe  that  fuffer  Wrong,  efpecially  when  they  have 
no  other  Helper :  For  this  is  the  laft  Argument  he  makes  Ufe 
of,  to  conciliate  the  Divine  Affiftance,  even  the  weak  Condition 
wherein  he  and  his  People  were,  which  made  them  the  Objefts 

of  the  Divine  Pity,  efpecially  fince  they  plac'd  their  Hope  and 
Confidence  in  him  alone.  O  Lord,  our  God,  'vjilt  thou  not  judge 
them?  For  I'je  ha've  no  Might  againji  this  great  Company,  that 

cometh  again/}  us,  neither  kno'VJ  ive  ivhat  to  do,  but  cur  Eyes  are

\^>r\J  Thanks  to  God  for   this  l)eli\'erarce  ;  and,  not   long  after, 

y^ho/haphaty  with  his  vidlorious  Troops,  entering  ̂ fcriifalem 
in  Triumph,  was  rcceiv'd  with  the  joyful  Acclamations  of 
his  People,  and  ftruck  fuch  Terror  into  all  the  neighbouring 
Nations,  that,  for  the  Remainder  of  his  Rtign,  hem.et  witfi 
no  Molcftation. 

One  Lofs  however  he  had,  towards  the  Conclufion  of 

his  Reign,  f  in  joining  with  Ahaziab^  King  of  IfraeU  to 

equip  out  a  Fleet  in  the  Port  of  E-zion-  Geber,  in  order  to  go 

to  Tarjhijh ;  for  the  whole  Fleet  was  dafh'd  in  Pieces  upon  a 
Ridge  of  Rocks,  that  lay  in  the  Mouth  of  the  Harbour, 

before  they  ever  got  to  Sea.  But,  as  Jehojhaphot  was  af- 

terwards convinc'd,  that  this  was  a  Judgment  of  God  upon 
him  for  entering  into  Partnerjhip  with  an  impious  Prince, 
(as  Jhaziah  certainly  was)  the  next  Fleet  he  fet   out  was 

from 

fuppos'd  to  have  happened:    Either,    tft.  By  the  Miniflry  of 
-^  God's  Angels,  who  might  appear  in  the  Shape  of  Men,    and, 

putting  on  the  Appearance  of  Moabites  or  Ammonites,  might 
fmite  fome  Part  of  the  Army  privately,  and  they,  fuppofing 
this  to  be  done  by  their  Neighbours,  might  turn  about,  and  fall 
upon  them  like  Enemies,  and  fo  break  forth  into  mutual  Slaugh- 

ters :  Or,  2d.  By  fome  Jealoufies  and  Animofities  among  them- 
felves, which,  by  Degrees,  brake  forth,  firft  into  fecret  Am- 

bufhments,  which  one  Party  laid  for  another,  and  then  into  open 
Hoftilities  and  Outrages  to  their  total  Deflrudlion.  So  eafy  a 
Thing  it  is  for  God  to  defeat  his  Enemies,  who  can,  when  he 
pleafe?,  infatuate  their  Defigns,  or  arm  their  own  Paffions 

and  Miftakes  againil  them  !  /'oc/'s  Annotations  on  2  Chron.  xx.

/y,  and  reign'd  twenty-five  ̂    Years;  was  bury'd  in  the  City  of  2  chron. 
of  David,  and  fucceeded  by  his  Son  'Jehoram.  -•■         »_/ 

His  Father  Jehojhaphat  had   fix  other   Sons;     but,  ̂ ^^[J'/l"^',- 
give  no  Umbrage   for  Sufpicion,  he  had,  in  his  Life-Time, /^"^'t^Jio.  '* 
remov'd  them  from   all  publick  Bufinefs,  made   them  Go- ram,  -who 

vernors  of  fenc'd  Cities,  and  given  them   feparate  Fortunes^'""^'^* 
of  their  own.       But,    notwithftanding  all  this   Precaution,  purines  li-v'd 
as  foon  as  "Jehoram  was  fettled  on  the  Throne,  he  murther'd  ivickedly, 
all   his  Brothers,  and  feveral  chief  Men  in  Ijrad,  who  (as^"^  '^'^'^  j 

he  fufpedled)  either  adher'd  to  their  Party,  or  were  likely  [q""'^'"'"  ̂  
revenge  their  Deaths. 

During   thefe  cruel  Proceedings  in  the  very  Beginning 
©f  his  Reign^  he  had  a   f  Letter  fent  him  from  Elijah^ 

G  2  where- 

■f-  Now  fince  it  is  plain,  from  2  Kings  ii.  11,  l^c.  that  Eli- 
jah was  taken  up  into  Heaven,  in  the  Time  of  Jehojhaphat, 

the  Queftion  is,  How  could  Elijah  fend  his  Son  a  Letter?  For 
Rcfolution  to  this,  Joftphui  and  others  imagine,  that  this  Wri- 

ting was  indited  in  Heaven,  where  Elijah  now  is,  and  fent  to 
Jehoram  by  the  Miniftry  of  Angels,  But  there  is  no  Reafon  to 
iuppofe,  that  fo  Angular  a  Miracle  was  wrought  in  Favour  of  aa 
idolatrous  Prince,  ̂ jnho  had  Mofes  and  the  Prophets,  which  (in 
our  Sanjiour^  Opinion)  were  fufhcient  to  inltrudl  him  in  all 
Points  neceffary  to  Salvation,  and  needed  not  any  additional 
Writing  to  be  fent  him  from  the  other  World.  Others  therefore 

are  of  Opinion,  that  this  Letter  was  written  before  Elijah"* 
Afcenfion  into  Heaven  ;  that,  forefeeing  by  the  Spirit  of  Pro- 

phecy the  great  Wickednefs  Jehoram  would  fall  into,  he  dicta- 
ted the  Contents  hereof  to  one  of  the  Prophets,  charging  him 

to  put  them  down  in  Writing,  to  fend  them  in  a  Leuer  to  Je- 
horam, when  he  grew  as  impious  as  is  here  related,  and  to  let 

him  know  withal,  that  Eljah  commanded  this  Writing  to  be 

deliver'd  to  him,  upon  Prelumption  that  it  would  afFett  him  the 
more,  as  it  came  from  a  Perfon  that  was  tranflated  into  Heaven. 
But  this  Notion  has  no  better  Foundation  than  the  other :  For 

Prophets  were  fent  to  thofe,  who  liv'd  in  their  own  Age,  to 
declare  unto  them  the  Will  of  God,  not  to  write  Letters,  fit 

to  be  deliver'd  only  when  they  had  departed  out  of  this  Life. 
God  never  left  himfelf  without  a  Witnefs ;  and  at  this  Time, 
more  efpecially,  there  were  Prophets  in  Abundance  :  And  there- 

fore, others  have  fuppos'd,  that  there  has  been  aMiftake  in  the 

Traa- 
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too^"  ©•'.    ̂'^^'■^^"  ̂ ^  upbraided  him  with  the  Murther  of  his  Brothers, 
An°t.  Chrif!  ̂ "'^  ̂ 's  Departure  from  the  Religion  of  his  Ancejiors ;  and 
loo^,  £ff.  wherein  f   he  threaten'd  him  with   a  fore  Difeafe  in   his 
I  KinTviii  ̂°'^^^5'    ̂ "'^   ̂ 's  Wives,  his  Children,   and    People,    with 

to  th?End'' J"^g'^e"ts  of  feveral  Kinds,  which  God    would  fend  upon of  7.  Chron.  them  :  Nor  was  it  long  before  thefe  Threats  began  to  ope- 
U^OTv^  rate.     The  Edomites,    who  had  all  along  been  fubjeft  to 

the  Houfe   of  David^    rebelled  ;    and  having  expell'd    his 
Deputy,  made  themfelves  a  King  of  their  own,  and  were 
never  again  fubjea  to  the  Jewijh  Yoke.     Libnah,  a  City  in 
his  own  Dominions,  fhook  off  its  Allegiance,  and  refus'd  to 
acknowledge  him  any  longer  for  its  Sovereign.     The  Phi- 
lijlines  and  Arabians  made  Inroads   upon   his  Territories^ 

ravag'd   the  Country,  plunder'd   his  Palace,  and  carry'd  a- way  his  very  Wives  and  Children,  fo  that  they  left  none, 
except  Jehoahaz  the  youngeft  ;  and  (to  compleat  his  Mife- 
ry)  after  God  had  afflided   him  with   a   cruel   Dyfentery, 
which  for  two  Years  grievoufly  tormented  him,  and  brought 
him  at  laft  to  his  Grave,  he  died,  without  being  fo  much 
as  lamented  by  his  Subjeds ;  and,  after  a  Life  of  forty,  and 
a  Reign  of  eight.  Years,  being  bury'd  indeed  in  the  City  of 
David,  (but  not  in   any  of  the  royal  Sepulchres)  was  fuc- 
ceeded  by  his  Son  Jehoahaz.     But  to  return  to  the  Hiftory 
of  King  Ahaziah. 

t^cifld  .    ̂fi^ZIAH,  as  we  faid,  fucceeded  his  Father  Ahah 
inglorious     in  the  Kmgdom  of  Ifraely  in  the  feventeenth  Year  of  Je-

Tranfcriber,  and  the  Name  of  Elijah  put  for  that  of  Elijha ;  or 
that  the  E/iJah,  by  whom  this  Letter  was  fent,  was  not  the  Pro- 

phet, who  was  taken  up  into  Heaven,  but  another  of  that 
Name,  who  liv'd  in  the  fubfequent  Age,  and  was  contemporarT' with  Jehoram.  Which  of  thefe  Conjeaures  (for  ConjeaurcB 
they  are  all)  feems  moft  feafible,  we  are  at  Liberty  to  chufe, fmceany  of  them  is  fufHcient  to  folve  theabove-mention'd  Dif-

f  There  was  no  Calamity  that  could  be  thought  of  (as  feveral 

have  obferv'd)  which  did  not  bcfalJ  this  wicked  Prince.  His 
Kmgdom  wasdellroy'd,  and  depopulated  by  the  fierceft  Nations  i 
his  Treafures  ranfack'd  ;  his  Wives  carry'd  into  Captivity  j  his Children  flain J  himfelf  afflifted  with  afore  Difeafe  for  two 
Years;  and,  when  he  was  dead,  deny'd  the  Honour  of  a  Royal Sepulture,  fuch  as  his  Father  had.  All  which  Calamities  were

But,  as  his  Reign  was  but  fhort,  A°nT  c^ff 
(in  the  whole,  not  above  the  Space  of  two  Yearsj  (o   was  1003,  &ff*~ 
it  inglorious  and  full  of  Trouble.     For,  in  the  firft  Year  of     Ffof"  .._ 

his  Reign,  the  Moabites,  who  had  always  been  obedient  to  [^  th"^End'* 
the  Kings   of  Ifrael  from  the  firft   Separation  of  the   two  of  a  Chvca. 
Kingdoms,  took  now  an  Opportunity  to  revolt,  nor  had  VVNJ 
he  Power  to  reduce  them  to  their  Subjedtion  :  For,  in   the 

fecond  Year  of  his  Reign,  he  receiv'd  fuch  a  Hurt  by  a  Fall 
from   t  the  Terras  of  his  Houfe,  as  reduc'd  him  to  a  very 
bad  State  of  Health.     In  this  Condition  he  fent  to  *  Baal-

■f-  In  the  Eafern  Countries  the  Roofs  of  the  Houfes  were  flat, 
and  furrounded  with  a  Battlement  to  prevent  falling  from  them, 
becaufe  it  was  a  cuftomary  Thing  for  People  to  walk  upon  them, 
in  order  to  take  the  Air.  Now,  in  this  Battkment  we  may  fup- 
pofe  that  there  were  fome  wooden  Lattices  for  People  to  look 

through,  of  equal  Height  with  the  Parapet  Wall,  and  that  A- 
haziah  negligently  leaning  on  it  (as  it  was  rotten  and  infirm)  it 
broke  down,  and  let  him  fall  into  the  Court,  or  Garden,  be- 

longing to  his  Houfe.  Or  there  is  another  Way  whereby  h« 
might  fall.  In  thefe  flat  Roofs,  there  was  generally  an  Open- 

ing, which  ferv'd  inftead  of  a  Sky-light  to  the  Houfe  below, 
and  this  Opening  might  be  done  over  with  Lattice-nuork,  which 
the  King,  as  he  was  carclefly  walking,  might  chance  to  Hep  up- 

on, and  flip  through.  Nor  is  there  any  Abfurdity  in  fuppofing 

fuch  Latticenuork  in  a  King's  Palace,  when  the  World  was  not 
arriv'd  to  that  Height  of  Art  and  Curiofuy,  that  we  find  it  ia 
now.  PooVi  Annotations,  and  Calmet's  Diflert.  fur  les  Edifices des  anciens  Hehreus. 

*  The  Word  fignifies,  the  God  of  Flies  ;  but  how  this  Idol 
came  to  obtain  that  Name,  it  is  not  fo  eafy  a  Matter  to  difco- 
ver.  Several  are  of  Opinion,  that  this  God  was  called  Baal- 
fcmin,  the  Lord  of  Hea<ven,  but  that  the  ̂ ^auj,  by  Way  of  Con- 

tempt, gave  it  the  Name  of  Baal  Zebub,  or  the  Lord  of  a  Fly, 

a  God  that  was  nothing  worth,  or  (as  others  fay)  whole  Tem- 
ple was  filled  with  Flies  ;  whereas  the  Temple  of  Jerufalem 

(notwithflanding  all  the  Sacrifices  that  were  there  daily  ofFer'd) 
never  once  had  a  Fly  in  it,  as  their  Dodors  relate.  The  facred 
Writings  indeed,  when  they  fpeak  of  the  Gods  of  the  Heathens^ 
very  frequently  call  them  in  general.  Idols,  Vanity,  Abomina- 

tions, Sec.  but  they  never  change  their  proper  Names  into  fuch, 
as  are  of  an  opprobrious  Import ;  neither  can  we  think  it  likely, 
that  the  King  of  Ifrael  would  have  called  the  God  of  Ekton, 
for  whom  he  had  fo  high  a  Veneration,  as  to  confult  him  in  his

of  2  Chron.  ̂ omc  hot  Creatures)  Flies  are  known  to  be  ;  in  whac  vail  Swarms 

they  fomecinies  fetde,  and  not  only  devour  all  tlie  Fruits  of  the 
Earth,  but  in  many  Phices  occafion  a  noifom  Peltilence  ;  may 
realonably  fappofe,  that  the  Heathins  had  a  proper  Deity,  to 
whom  they  made  their  Addrelles,  either  for  the  Prevention,  or 
Removal,  of  this  fore  Plague.  And  accordingly  we  are  told  by 

Pliny,  (lib.  xxix.  c.  6.)  that,  when  there  was  a  Plague  in  y^6-;V^, 
occafion'd  by  vaft  Quantities  of  FJies,  aficr  that  the  People  had 
facrific'd  to  the  God  Achore  (he  fhould  have  faid  the  God  of  E- 
kron,  for  there  is  a  plain  Affinity  between  their  Names)  the  Flies 

all  died,  and  the  Dillemper  was  excinguiih'd.  Now  it  was  a 
known  Maxim  of  the  Heathen  Theology,  that,  as  all  Plagues 
were  inflicted  by  fome  evil  Daemon  or  other,  fo  all  evil  Daemons 
were  under  the  Reftraint  of  fome  fuperior  one,  who  is  their 
Prince  and  Ruler.  As  therefore  Pluto  was  known  to  be  the  God 

of  Helly  and  to  have  all  the  mifchievous  Band  of  Spirits  under 

his  Controul ;  to  him  the  Heathens  us'd  to  pray,  and  offer  Sa- 
crifices, that  he  might  not  fufFer  any  of  his  inferior  Agents  to 

jnflift  this  heavy  Judgment  upon  them.  They  worfhipp-d  him, 
I  fay,  not  to  engage  him  to  do  them  any  Good,  but  to  prevail 
with  him  to  do  them  no  Harm  ;  and  accordingly  we  may  ob- 
ferve,  that  every  Thing  in  their  Service  was  dark  and  gloomy. 
Their  Offerings  were  in  the  Night.

were  to  pafs  over  the  fordan,  Elijah  f  with  his  Mantlq 
ftruck  the  Waters,  which  inftantly  divided  into  two  Parts, 
fo  that  they  went  over  on  dry  Ground.

ploy'd  in  the  fame  Capacity,  as  the  Apoftles  did  the  EvangehJIs, 
•piz.  to  publifh  their  Prophecies  and  Inftruftions  to  the  People, 
m  the  Places  where  they  themfelves  could  not  go.  Nor  is  it 

any  fmall  Teftimony  of  God's  Love  to  an  JpofatePeoTple,  that, 
in  theie  corrupt  Times,  and  in  that  very  Place,  where  the  golden 

Calves  were  worfhipp'd,  he  ftiil  continu'd  the  Schools  of  the 
Prophets,  in  order  to  recover  them  from  Idolatry.  Nay,  (what

Jency  for  their  Miracles  in  Ifracl,  than  were  in  fudah,  becaufe 
they  needed  them  more,  both  to  turn  their  hard  Hearts  from 
the  Worfliip  of  Idols,  and  to  prelerve  the  pious  Perfoiis,  that

The  Author^ 
we  may  obferve,  (to  gratify  the  Pagans)  reprefents  Elijha  in  the 
Form  of  a  Magician^  who,  by  Invocations,  Oblations,  and  other 

myfterious  Operations,  chang'd  the  bad  Quality  of  the  Waters, 
and  thereby  made  the  Valley  of  yericho  fruitful ;  whereas  thia 
was  done  in  a  Manner  altogether  fupernatural  and  miraculous. 
Nay,  to  this  very  Day,  there  is  a  Fountain  towards  the  Weft 
of  Jericho,  which  rifes  about  three  Quarters  of  a  League  above 
the  Town,  in  the  Way  to  Jerufalem,  which  yielding  a  great 
deal  of  Water  (and  that  very  good  in  its  Kind)  runs  along,  and 
fruftifies  the  Plain.

diu  hoc  folum  metiigal  fuerut.  Nat.  Hifc  lib.  xviii.  c.  3.  It  is 

obferv'd  by  others  likewife,  that  this  great  Number  of  Cattle 
was  not  a  Tribute,  which  the  Moabites  were  oblig'd  to  pay  to 
the  Ifraelites  every  Year,  but  on  fome  fpecial  Occafion  only ; 
upon  the  Acceflion  of  every  new  King,  for  Inftance,  when  they 

were  oblig'd  to  exprefs  their  Homage  in  this  Manner,  or  to 
make  Satisfaftion  for  fome  Damages,  that  the  Ifraelites  Ihould 
at  any  Time  fuffer  from  their  Invafions,  or  Revolts.  Patricks

Kindnefs  and  Hofpitality  to  him,  he  prevail'd,  in  his  Prayers 
with  God,  that  his  Wife  might  have  a  Child,  and  afterwards,

At  this  Time  there 'T^"'^^''/"^''- 
feems  to  have  been  no  good  Underftanding  between  the  ̂ y^Ocialh!

with  the  People  of  ̂ «^/ in  the  true  Worlhip,  and  conftantly 
put  himfelf  in  Mind  of  his  great  Obligation  to  that  God,  from 
whofe  Land  this  Earth  was  taken.

^-/nr^  *'  carries  the  Compliment  a  little  too  far,  if  not  in  refufmg 

*'  his  Prefent,  at  leaft  in  giving  him  Toleration  to  continue 
*'  in  Idolatry.  He  had  now  the  faireft  Opportunity  ima- 
*'  ginable  to  make  him  a  thorough  Convert^  and,  by  work- 

*'  ing  fo  great  a  Miracle  upon  him,  had  acquir'd  a  proper 
*'  Authority  to  prefcribe  to  him  what  he  pleas'd  :  But  when,

"  (how  formal  foever  it  might  appear)  was,  at  the  Bottom, 
**  but  falfe  and  fictitious.  This  it  does,  when  it  makes  the 

**  Difpofer  of  all  Events  (t')  fend  a  Lion  to  flay  a  Man, 
*'  merely  for  refufing  to  wound  one.  of  the  Sons  of  the  Pro- 
'*  phets^  tho'  he  does  not  declare,  for  what  Reafon  he  re- 
*'  quefted  that  inhuman  Favour  of  him.  This  it  does,  when 
"  it  makes  the  great  Difpenfer  of  all  Juftice  punifh  the 
"  Children  of  Hiel,  for  their  Father's  Profanenefs'  in  re- 
*'  building  fericho^  tho'  it  be  contrary  to  his  own  Decla- 
*'  rations,  that  Children  Ihall  not  fuffer  for  the  Wicked- 

**  nefs  of  their  Parents,  («)  hut  every  one  die  for  his  own 
*'  Iniquity.  This  it  does,  laftly,  when  it  makes  the  Foun- 
'*  tain  of  all  Purity  and  Truth  (x)  hold  Conference  with 
"  an  evil  and  deceitful  Spirit,  and  enter  into  its  Meafures  of 
*'  deluding  Ahah^  to  go  to  the  Siege  of  Ramoth-Gikad, 
"  which  was  to  his  Bane.

thought  proper  to  with-hold  any  further  Iriftru6tion  from

(as  Balaam  put  the  Cafe)  to  go  beyond  the  Word  of  the  Lord, 
to  do  more,  or  lefs.

worfhip  Rimmon   any   more,  and  was  thereupon  difmifs'd 
from  being  General  of  the  King's  Forces.

Averfion  to  EUJha,    as  being  the  Servant  and  SuccefTor  of 

one,    who    had  been  a    profefs'd  Enemy  to   their  wicked 
Worfhip,  and  himfelf  no  lefs  an  Oppofer  of  it.     'Tis  rea- 
fonable  to  fuppofe  therefore,  that  the  Children,  (if  they  were 
Children,  for  the  Word  Naarim  may  fignify  groxvn  Youths 

as  well)  who  mock'd  Eli/Ioa,  were  excited  and   encourag'd 
thereunto  by  their  Parents  ;    and  therefore,  the  Judgment 

was  juft,  in  God's  punifhing  the  Wickednefs   of  thefe  Pa- 
rents by  the  Death  of  their  Children,  who,    tho'  they  fuf- 

fer'd  in  this  Life,  had  the  Happinefs  to  be  refcu'd  from  the 
Danger  of  an  idolatrous  Education,  which  might  have  been 
of  fatal  Tendency  both  to  thdr  prefent  znd  future  State. In

Reverence,  but  a  Prophet  likewife,  whofe  CharaSier^  in  all^'"'^°/^^ 
Ages,  was  accounted  facred,    nay,    and  even  God  himfelf,  2  chron. 

whofe  Honour  was  ftruck  at,  in  the  Reproaches  caft  upon  \.y*fS^ 
his  Servant ;  and   that  too  in  one  of  his   moft  glorious  and 
wonderful  Works,  his  AfTumption  of  Elijah  into  Heaven. 

For,  Go  up,  thou  Bald-head,  go  up,  thou  Bald-Head,  (be- 

fides  the  Bitternefs  of  the  Contempt,  exprefs'd  in  the  Repe- 
tition of  the  Words)  fhews,  that  they  made  a  mere  Jeft  of 

any  fuch  Tranjlation  ;    and  therefore,    in  mere  Banter,  bid 
Elifim  go  up,    whither,    as  he  pretended,    his  Friend   and 
Mafter  was  gone  before. 

These  Provocations,  one  would  think,  were  enough  to 

draw  an  Imprecation  from  the  Prophet ;  but  this  Impreca- 
tion did  not  proceed  from  any  Paflion,  or  private  Refent- 

ment  of  his  own,  but  merely  from  the  Command  and  Com- 
miflion  of  his  God  ;  who,  for  the  Terror  and  Caution  of 

other  profane  Perfons  and  Idolaters,  as  well  as  for  the  Main- 
tenance of  the  Honour  and  Authority  of  his  Prophets, 

confirtned  the  JVord  which  had  gone  out  of  his  Servant's Mouth. 

The  like  is   to  be  faid  of  the  Deflruftion  which  Elijah ^^ndiAuzh^s 
called  down  from   Heaven,  upon  the  two   Captains,  znAj^^yingthe 

their  Companies,  who  came  to  apprehend  him  :    That  he  9'^''''''^'""^ j-ji-  r  iriTirt-  T>  1  tb^tr  Lotnpn- 

did  tnis,  not  out  or  any  halty  raflionor  Revenge,  but  pure-„,„. 
ly  in  Obedience  to  the  holy  Spirit,  wherewith  he  was  ani- 

mated, and  in  Zeal  for  the   Honour   and  Glory   of  God, 

which,  in  the  Perfon  of  his  Prophet,  were  grofsly  abus'd. 
The  Officers,  that  were  fent  to  him,  call  him  indeed  a 

Man  of  God;  but,  by  the  Anfwer  which  the  Prophet  re- 

turn'd,  we  may  learn,  that  they  called  him  fo  only  by  Way 
of  Contempt  and  Derifion.  (;/2)  As  they  could  not  be  ig- 

norant however,  that  Jhaziah  was  highly  ofFended  at  Eli- 
jah,  and  had  fent  them  for  no  other  Purpofe,  but  to  bring 

him  to  Punifhment  («)  for  having  denounc'd  his  Death ;  if 
they  thought  proper  to  obey  the  King  in  fuch  unrighteous 
Proceedings,  rather  than  the  Laws  of  Nature  and  Religion, 
which  forbid  us  to  be  Inftruments  in  Cruelty  and  Wrong, 

they  deferv'd  the  Fate  they  met   with :    And  our  blefled Saviour

Difpenfation  of  the  Rain  and  Dew  of  Heaven,  for  fuch  a 
determinate  Time,  had  been  entirely  at  his  Difpofal :  But  we 
miftake  the  Matter  widely,  if  we  fuppofe,  that  the  Prophet 

had  any  Part  (farther  than  he  was  God's  Minijier,  and  Mef- 
fenger  to  declare  the  Thing)  in  bringing  this  Famine  upon 
the  Land.  All  Judgments  of  this  Kind  are  the  immediate 
Work  of  God  :  And,  as  {y)  he  does  not  affile  willingly, 
nor  grieve  the  Children  of  Men  ;  fo,  if  we  will  but  turn  to

of  Ifrael  to  Anger,  than  all  the  Kings  of  Ifrael  that  were  be-  '*>''V"Nirf ifore  him. 

We  own  indeed,  that  Elijah  did  not,  in  every  Thing,^^  .^f"' 
aft  a  confident  Part :  He,  who  but  lately  was  fo  bold  andbei," 
intrepid,  as  to  prefent  himfelf  before  Jhab,  who  had  been 
long  in  queft  of  him,  in  order  to  make  him  fufFer  (b)  as  the 

Dijlurher  of  the  publick  Peace,  is  now  frighten'd  at  the 
Menaces  of  a  filly  Woman  ;  and  thereupon  quits  his  Coun- 

try, and  flies yir  his  Life,  notwithftanding  the  late  fignal 
Interpofition  of  Providence  in  his  Favour.  But  what  Ihall 
we  fay  to  this  ?  (c)  Elias  was  a  Man  fubjeSf  to  the  like 

PaJJions  as  we  are  \  and  'twas  probably,  in  Refpeft  to  this 
his  Infirmity,  that  the  Apoftle  made  this  Refledion  upon 
him.  (d)  He  knew  Jezebel,  and  that  fhe  had  all  the  Faults 
incident  to  her  Sex  in  a  fuperlative  Degree  ;  that  fhe  was 
fierce,  cruel,  vindictive,  and  implacable  ;  that,  in  flaying 

the  Prieils  of  Baal,  he  had  incurr'd  her  Difpleafure,  and 
that,  to  revenge  herfelf,  fhe  had  all  the  Power  of  the  King- 

dom under  her  Command.  Thefe  Notions  ran  in  his  Head, 

and  made  fuch  an  ImprefTion  upon  his  Spirits,  as  depriv'd 
him  of  that  Refolution  and  manly  Courage,  for  which  he 

was  heretofore  fo  remarkable ;  nor  was  there  vi^anting  a 
wife  Defign  of  Providence,  in  fufFering  this  Timidity  to 
fall  upon  his  Servant.

pofe  to  fhew  him  his  natural  Imbecillity,  and  the  Neceflity

forty  Days    he  happcn'd   to  find  any    Suftenance  in  the   Wildernefs ; 
and  Nights,  whereas  Mofes  had  nothing  to  fupporthim,  but  only  the  mi- 

raculous Power  of  God.     The  Text  however  is  far  from  in- 

timating that  Elijah  ate  any  Thing,  but  what   the  Angel  at 
firft  brought  him  J    for  {h)  he  went,   in  the  Strength  of  that 
Meat,   forty    Days,  and  forty  Nights,     unto    Horeb,  th^ 
Mount  of  God  ;  whereas  had  he  taken  any  Nourifhment  by 
the  Way,  it  had  not  been  by  the  Strength  of  that  Food  that 

he  perform'd  his  Journey. 
What  that  Food  was,  the  Scripture  has  taken  Care  to 

inform  us,  v\z.  that  it  v^Ti?,  ftmple  Bread  and  Water,  (to 
make  the  Miracle  more  remarkable)  but  fuch,  as  was  of  far 
greater  and  more  durable  Virtue  than  ordinary ;  and  fuch, 
as  gave  a  Life  and  Vigour,  far  furpafling  the  Effects  of  any 
other  Nourifhment.  Whether  Angels,  in  the  celefiial  State, 

are  ̂ \xxt\y  fpiritual,  or  cloath'd  with  fome  material  Form, 
but  much  more  fubtile  and  refin'd,  than  any  we  know  of 
here  belov/,  is  a  Queftion  much  agitated  among  the  Schools  : 
But  if,  for  the  prefent,  we  fhould  allow  the  Affirmative,  the 
Food  of  Angels,  and  what  may  be  called  the  Suftcnance  of 

their  glorious,  buty?«//^.  Beings,  need  not  be  accounted  alto-

Water  ;  yet  who  can  doubt,  but  that  God,  either  by  re- 
tarding the  Faculties  of  Conco6lion  and  Perfpiration,  or  by 

preferving  the  Spirits  and  Juices  from  Diflipation,  might 

make  its  Strength  and  Nouriftimentfubfift  for  the"Time  \\ic~ 
cify'd?  'Tis  but  God's  fpeaking  the  Word  in  this  Cafe,  and 
the  Thing  is  done.  The  lealt  Beck  of  his  Will  can  make 
the  fame  Meal,  that  ufually  ferves  us  for  four  and  twenty 
Hours,  fupport  us  for  forty  Days^  and  much  longer,  if  he 
pleafes.  That  Meat  of  any  Kind  fhould  fuftain  us  for  four 

and  twenty  Hours.,  (if  rightly  confider'd)  is  a  Miracle;  and 
that  the  like  Proportion  Ihould  do  it  for  the  Space  oi  forty 
Days  is  flill  but  a  Miracle,  and  with  the  fame  Facility  that 
God  does  the  one,  he  can  do  the  other :  So  true  is  that  Ob- 

fervation,  which  our  blefled  Saviour  borrows  from  A'lofes, 
(m)  Adan  doth  not  live  by  Bread  alone.,  but  by  every  JVord 
that  proceedeth  out  of  the  Mouth  of  God. 

And  indeed,  ro  Perfon  ever  had  fo    large  Experience  of  Elijah  feJ^ 

the  Truth  of  this  Obfervation,  zs  had  the  Prophet  now  be-""'"^^  '''^^''- 

fore  us,  who  was  fo  long  fuftain'd,  not  only  by  the  wonder- ^^^^j^j^j'^g"'^ 
fullncreafe  of  the  Widow's  0/7  and  Meal,  but  by  the  daily 
Miniftry  likewife,  and  Attendance,  of  Ravens.     For,  what- 

ever  fome  may  dream    of  Merchants,  or   Arabians,  who 
might  take  Pity  of  Elijah  in  his  Retirement,  and  fend  him 
Provifions  every  Day;  befides  that    the  original  Word   (as

Soldiers  of  Jefus  Chrijl^   (as  (r)  he  words  it);  but,   whence 

it  had  this,  as  well  as  whence  Elijah's  Ravens  had  their  Sup- 
ply, we  pretend  not  to  tell;  and  had  rather  acknowledge  our 

Ignorance  in  fuch  like  Speculations,  than   take  up  with  un- 
certain and  fometimes  abfurd  Conjectures. 

There  are  two  Exceptions  more,  which  are  generally  ̂ ^.yEJ'j*!* 

made  to  Elijah's  Conduit,  viz.  his  OmiJJion^  in  not  anoint- t'^j^^"^^ J'"' 
ing  Hazael  to  be  King  of  Syria,  and  fehu  King  of  Ifrael;Hdtza.e\, 
and  his  Cruelty,  in  deftroying  the  Priefts  of  5^2^/ without  a 
proper  Authority.  Now,  in  Anfwer  to  the  former  of  thefe, 

it  fhould  be  obferv'd,  that  the  Words,  Go,  and  anoint,  may 
not  be  a  pofitive  Command,  but  only  a  difcretionary  Per- 
miffion  fo  to  do.  The  Prophet  had  been  forely  complaining 
to  God  of  the  Wickednefs  and  Idolatry  of  the  Ifraelitesy 
and  of  the  bloody  Perfecutions  of  their  Rulers,  (j)  /  have 
been  very  zealous  for  the  Lord  God  of  Hojis,  fays  he ;  for 
the  Children  of  Ifrael  have  forfaken  thy  Covenant,  and 
thrown  down  thine  Altars,  and  fain  thy  Prophets  with 
the  Sword,  and  I,  even  I  only,  am  left,  and  they  feek  my 
Life  to  take  it  away :  Whereupon,  God  ( after  having 
(hewn  him,  (t)  by  fome  fymbolical  Reprefentation,  how 
able  he  was  to  avenge  him  of  his  Adverfariei)  bids  him 
go,  and  anoint  fuch  and  fuch  Perfons  to  be  Kings;  as  if  he 

had  faid,  («)  "  Thou  defirefl  of  me,  that  I  ftiould  deftroy 
*'  the  Idolaters  of  Ifrael,  and  fuch  as  have  a  Defign  upon  thy 

*'  Life ;  but,  in  order  to'that,  thou  haft  nothing  to  do,  but 
**  to  go,  and  appoint  two  other  Perfons,  to  be  Kings  over 
*'  Ifrael,  and  Syria,  and  they  will  avenge  both  thy  ̂ af" 
'*  rel  and  mine."

Their  Jirong  Holds 
wilt  thou  fet   on  Fire,  and  their   young    Men  wilt  thou  flay 
with  the  Sword,  and  wilt  dajh   their  Children^  and   rip  up 
their  Wojnen  with  Child :  And    from  this  Paffage  we    have 
fome  Grounds  to  think,  that  Elijah,  upon  the  like  Profpedl 

of  his  Nation's  Calamity,  might  defire  of  God,  if  not  a  Re- 
vocation of  his  Command,  at  leaft  a  Delay  in  the  Executi- 

on of  it,  and  that  this  was  the  Reafon,  why  neither  of  thefe 
Kings  were  anointed  by  him.

defcendcd  to  them  concerning  the  Exploits  of  their  Baal  in 
particular,  (a)  who,  as  he  was  thought  to  be  the  Sun,  and 
to  exceed  all  heavenly  Bodies  in  Heat,  might,  upon  this

Amidft  this  Confultation,  fome  fug- 
geft    one   Expedient,  and   fome   another;  but  none  takes 
with  God,  until   a  lying  Spirit  fteps   out,  and    offers   his 
Service,  which  God,  after  fome  Examination  into  his  Abi- 

lities, accepts. 
But  now,  no  Man,  I  think,  can  have  fuch  a  crude 

Conception  of  the  Divine  Providence^  as  to  think,  that  this 

is  the  Method  of  God's  governing  the  World  ;  that  he, 
who  is  the  Fountain  of  all  Power  and  Wifdom,  needs  to

The  Princes  of  the  Eajl  were  very  difficult  of  Accefs  j 
and  in  the  Court  of  Ahaby  in  particular,  the  Chara6ler  ot  a 

Prophet  was  held  in  fo  great  Deteftation,  that  feme  Expe- 
dient was  to  be  found  out,  to  gain  him  Admittance  to  the 

King's  Prefence  J  and  an  Opportunity  to  fpeak  to  him  in 
the  Manner  he  defign'd.  After  fo  great  a  Vidlory,  as 
Ahab  had  lately  won  by  the  Valour  of  his  Men,  it  may  be 

prefum'd,  that  the  Name  of  a  Soldier  was  become  in  high 
Efteem,  and  therefore  to  perfonate  a  Soldier,  and  a  wound- 

ed Soldier  likewife,  who  might  more  engage  the  King's 
Pity  and  Attention,  the  Prophet  intreats  his  Fellow-Colle- 

giate (having  firft  told  him  his  Intent)  to  give  him  a  flighty 
Cut  with  a  Sword,  or  fome  other  Inftrument,  that  thereby 
he  might  be  enabled  to  ail  his  Part  better. 

To  defire  to  have  his  own  Flefli  flafti'd  and  cut,  was, 

in  Appearance,  a  Rcqueft  iofrantlck,  that  juftly  might  his' 
Brother-Prophet  have  deny'd  him  that  Courtefy,  had  he 
not  been  fatisfy'd  that  the  Requeft  came  from  God :  But 
herein  lay  the  great  Fault  of  the  Recufant ;  tho'  he  knew 
the  Authority  of  God's  Commands,  and  that  this  was  the 
very  Thing  which  he  injoin'd,  yet,  out  of  an  indifcreet.

in  the  Name  of  Idols,  or  prophefied  Fallhoods    in    God's  ̂ .^'V^J 
Name,  were  put  to  Death  by  the  Judges  j  but  thofe,   who 

either  conceal'd,  or   rejected,   a   true  Prophecy,    were  to 
die  by  the  Hand  of  God.     And  in  the  Cafe  now  before  us, 

the  Divine  Juftice  might  be  more  difpos'd    to  mark   what

to  teach   the  Cities    ij/"  Judah,  and  with  them  fent  Levites.,'^"'''  ""'^ 
who  had  the  Book  of  the  Law  with  them^  and  went  through^ J^.   ̂̂ ^ 
all  the  Cities  of  Judah,  teaching  the  People  :  But  what  the 
proper  Bufmefs  of  thefe  Princes,  in  their  Circuit    round  the 

Kingdom,  was,  is   a  Matter  of   fome  Difpute  among   the 
Learned.     Grotius    (u)    is    of   Opinion,    that   their  Com- 
miffien  extended  to  the  Inftruclion   of  the   People,  which, 
in  Cafes  extraordinary,  is  every    ones  Bufinefs,  and    could. 

ne\'er  be  done   with  more  Probability  of  Succefs,  than    by 

Perfons  who  were  of  the  King's  Council,  and  inverted  with 
his  Authority.     There   is  Reafon  to   think,    however,  that 
they  did  not  act  in  the  very  fame  Capacity  with  the  Priejis 

and   Levites  that  attended   them  ;  but  that,  [x)  as  fudges ̂   * 
and  fuftices  of  Peace,  among  us,  teach  and  inftrucl  the 
People  in  the  Laws  of  the  Land,  when  they  deliver  their 

Charges  from  the  Bench  ;  fo  thefe  great  Men,  in  the  King's 
Name,  did  only  admonifh,  and  require,  the  People,  to  ob- 
ferve  the  Laws  of  God,  which  were  the  municipal  Laws  of

the  Lord.     There  were  thennofuch  publick  Synagogues  and 

publick  Teachers,  as  were  afterwards  inflitutedin  the  King- 
dom, for  the  Inftru6tion  of  the  People  in  the  Senfe  of  the 

Law  J  for  then,  there   would  have    been  no  Occafion    for 

thefe  Commijftoners  and  Levites,  to  have  gone  about  through- 
out all  the  Cities  of  Judah  ;  and  into  fuch  a  wretched   State 

of  Ignorance  was  the  Generality  of  the  People  fallen,  that 
there  was   fcarce    one  Copy  of  the  Law  to  be  found  in  the 
whole  Country  ;  for  which  Reafon  it  was  thought  advifable, 

and  neceflary  indeed,  to  carry  one  with  them.        ■        ■       ■> 
The  Truth  is,  the  Synagogues,    whereof    we  read    fo 

much  in  the  ASfs  of  our  Saviour,  and  his  Afojlles,  as  Places 
appointed  for   the  publick  Inftrudtion  of  the  People,  were: 
not  of  fo   early  an  Inftitution,  as   the  Times  we   are  now 
ipeaking  of.     (z)  They  did  not  obtain  univerfally,  till  after 

the  Time    of  the   Maccabees  ;    and    'tis  to  no  later  Date, 

than  this,  that  the  Words   of  St.    "James  allude,  {a)  Mofes 
of  old  Time  hath  in   every  City  them  that  preach  him,  being 
read   in    the    Synagogues    every   Sabbath-Day.     Upon  the 
Whole  therefore  we  may  infer,   That  if  proper  Places 
for  religious  Inftruftion  were  not  as  yet  inftituted  ;  if  the  Le- 
vites  and  others,  whofe  ftated  Bufmefs  it  was  to  inflruil  the 

People,  were  become  grofsly  negligent  in  their  Duty  ;  and 

the  People  withal  were  grown  fo  obftinate  in  their  Igno- 
rance, as  to  want  a  proper  Authority  to  compel  them  to 

liften  to  their  Inftru6lors  ;  then  was  this  Commiflion,  which 

^  fehajhaphat  gave  to  Perfons,  duly  qualify'd   to  execute   it, 
far  from  being  needlefs  or  fupererogant,  but  fuch  only  as 
became  a  pious  Prince,  whofe  chief  Ambition  was,  that

Benjamin   only,  but  {e)  reach'd    into   the  Tribes  of  Dan,"y>J'J'l^^^^^' 
Ephraiyn^  atid  Simeon ;  into  Arabia,  and    the    Country  of  "^ : 
the  Philijiines  ;  in  a  Word,  from  Beerfheha  to  the  Moun- 

tains of  Ephraim,  one  Way,  and  from  Jordan  to  the  Me- 

diterranean-Sea, the  other  ;  when  it  is  confider'd  that    this 

Kingdom  receiv'd  a  vaft  Acceflion,  when  yeroboarn   thruft 
out  the  Priefts  and  Levites,  from  officiating  in  the  Service 

of  the  Lord,  and  Multitudes  of  other  pioufly  difpos'd  Per- 
fons  foUow'd   them  from    all  Parts  of  Ifrael,  when    they 
found  that  they  might    be  encourag'd  in  worfhipping  God 
at  Jerufalem  ;  when  it  is  confider'd,  that  this  Country  was 
exceedingly    well  cultivated,  flourifhing    in  Commerce,  a- 
bounding  with  Foreigners,  and   what  a  vaft  Increafe  of  In- 

habitants in  any  Nation  may  be  produc'd  in  the  Space  of 
an  hundred  Years,  vvhich  was  the  very  Period  from  Da- 

vid ;  and  when  it  is  confider'd  farther,  that  Soldiers  in  thefe 
Days  were  not  kept,   like  our  ftanding  Armies,  in  conflant 
Pay  and  Duty  ;  but  only  had  their  Names  fet  down  in  the 

King's  Mufler-Rolls,  in   order  to  be  fummon'd   to  Arms 
whenever    there   was  Occafion,    and  fo  return'd  to    their 

Families,  and  follow'd  their  ufual  Occupations  :  When  all 
this  is  confider'd,   and  put  together,  I  fay,  we  fhall  not  find 
the  Number  of  twelve  hundr£d  Thoufand  fighting  Men  (even 

tho'  they   may   include  y/x  Millions  of  Perfons  of  all  Ages 
and  Conditions)  to  be  fo  very  extravagant ;  efpecially,  when 

it  is  remember'd,  that  the  City  of  Thebes  alone  (as  it  is  re- 
ported by  (f)  Tacitus)  furnifli'd  no  lefs  than  feven  hundred 

Thoufand  Soldiers  j  that,  in  antient  Rome,  there  were  once 
between  three  and  four    Millions  of  Souls  ;  and   that,  in 

Grand-Cairo,  (as  fome  Travellers  report)  there  is  now  al- 
mofl  twice  that  Number.

How  the  main  Body  of  thefe  feven  and  twenty  Thoufand,  and  that 

v^tV.faiiin'^^  killed  fome,  and  maim'd  others,  (for  the  Scripture  does might  kill  not  fay,,  that  it  killed  all)  as  is  ufual  in  fuch  Cafes.  Let 

and  maim  Jo  \x%  fuppofe  then,  that  thefe  Syrians,  after  their  Defeat  from 

'"'^''J:  the  Plains  of  Aphek^  betook  themfelves  to  this  fenc'd  City, 
and,  defpairing  of  any  Quarter,  mounted  the  Walls,  or  re- 

tir'd  into  fome  Caftle,  with  a  Refolution  to  defend  them- 
felves to  the  laft  ;  and  that  the  Ifraelitijh  Army,  coming 

upon  them,  plied  the  Walls,  or  the  Caftle,  on  every  Side, 
fo  warmly  with  their  Batteries,  that  down  they  came  at 
once,  and  killing  fome,  wounding  others,  and  making  the 
reft  difperfe  for  Fear,  did  all  the  Execution  that  the  Text 
intends. 

TFius  we  may  account  for  this  Event  in  a  natural  Way  i 
but  it  is  more  reafonable  to  think,  that  God,  upon  this  Oc- 
cafion,  wrought  a  Miracle  ;  and,  either  by  fome  fudden 

Earthquake,  or  violent  Storm  of  Wind,  overturn'd  thefe 
Walls,  or  this  Fortrefs,  upon  the  Syrians.  And  indeed, 

if  any  Time  was  proper  for  his  Almighty  Arm  to  inter- 
pofe,  (/)  it  was  at  fuch  a  Time  as  this,  when  thefe  blafphe- 

mous  People  had  deny'd  his  fovereign  Power  and  Autho- 
rity in  the  Government  of  the  World,  and  thereby,  in 

fome  Meafure,  oblig'd  him,  in  Vindication  of  his  own  Ho- 
nour, to  give  them  a  full  Demonftration  of  it,  and  to 

(hew,  that  he  was  the  {k)  God  of  the  Plains,  as  well  as 
of  the  Mountains ;  that  he  could  as  effedually  deftroy 

them  in  Strong-Holds,  as  in  the  open  Field,  and  make  the 
very  Walls,  wherein  they  trufted  for  Defence,  the  Inftru- 
ments  of  their  Ruin.

OF  all  the  Events  recorded  in  Scripture,  we  meet  withT-^^R^alit^ 
none,  that  requires  our  Attention  more,  than  the  Tran-of  Enoch'* 

Jlation  oi  \he.  Patriarch  ̂ wr^,  in  the  Times  before  the  Flood, '^'''"'^''"*''- 
andthe  Aflumption  of  the  Ftophet  Elijah^  under  theDifpen- 
fation  of  the  Law  :  For,  whether  Jldofes,  the  great  Minifter 
of  that  Difpenfation,  was  in  like  Manner  exempted  from  the 
common  Fate  of  Mortals,  is  a  Matter  wherein  Commeiitators 

are  not  fo  well  agreed.  The  Account  of  Elijah's  Tranfla- 
tion  is  fo  exprefs,  and  circumftantiated,  that  no  Queflion 
can  be  made  of  its  Reality  :  But  the  Ambiguity  of  the 
Words,  wherein  the  facred  Hiftorian  has  related  the  Aflump- 

iiionoi  Enochs  has  induc'd  feveral  to  think,  that,  tho'  this 
antediluvian  Patriarch  was  highly  in  Favour  with  God,  and 

for  that  Reafon  remov'd  from  the  contagious  Wickednefs, 
which  was  then  overfpreading  the  Earth  ;  yet  that  this 
Removal  was  efFc(Sted,  not  by  any  miraculous  Operation 
of  God,  but  merely  by  his  undergoing  a  natural  Death. 
The  Words,  wherein  Mefes  has  recorded   this  Tranf- ^r^a«f„^s 

a£lion,  are  very  few,  and  thefe  of  uncertain  Signification.  ̂ ^^'V^  ̂ ^ 
(/)  Enoch  walked  with  God^  and  he  was  not,  for   God  took 
him.     Now  it  is  plain  from  feveral  Paflages   in    Scripture 
not  only  that  the  Word,  which  we  render    God  took  him 

is  fet  to  fignify  our  common  Death,  as  in  the  Cafe  of  Elijah 
himfejf,  when,  under  the  Juniper-Tree,  he  prays,  that  God 
would  {m)  take  away  his  Life,  becaufe  he    was  not  better 

than  his  Fathers ;  and  in  that  of  holy  Job,  when  he  tells  us  ~ 
that  he  did  not  know  how  foon  [n)  his  Maker  might  take 
him  away  j  but  that  the  other  Expreffion,  he  was  not,  is 

frequently  us'd  in  the  fame  Senfe,  as  is  evident  from  the 
Lamentation  which  both  Jacob,  and  his  Son  Reuben,  made 

for  the  fuppos'd  Lofs  of  Jofeph :  (o)  Jofeph  is  not,  and 
Simeon  is  not,  fays  the  oid  iVIan  :  And  (/>)  the  Child  is 
not  ;  and  I,  whither  Jhall  I  go  ?  fays  his  Son.  So  that  no 
Argument  can  be  drawn  from  the  Terms  in  the  Text   to countenance

to'th^^End'  pofitively  for  the  Death  of  this  Patriarch,  v/hen  he  tells  us, 
©f  2  Chron.  [q)   that  he  pleafed  God^  and  was  beloved  of  hi?n,  fo  that, 

^y\r'sj  living  among  Sinners^  he  was  tranflated ;  yea^  fpeedily  was 
he  taken  avjay,  Icjl  Wickednefs  jhould  alter  his  Underjiand- 
ingy  and  Deceit  beguile  his  Soul.     Being  made  perfeil  in  a 
jhort  Time^  he  fulfilled  a  long   Ti?ne  ;  for  his  Soul  pleafed 
the  Lord,  therefore  hajled  he  to  take  him  away  from  among 

the  Wicked.     Where  every  Line    in  the  Defcn'ption    (as 
fome  imagine)  fuits  exadlly  with  Enoch,  and  yet  the  Author 
all  along  fuppofes,  that  the  Perfon,  he  is  here  fpeaking  of, 

dy'd  in  the  fame  Manner,  as  other  Men  do. 

Ar^umenu        ̂ ^.'^  ̂ ^  acknowledge  indeed,  that  the  Author  of  the  Book 
of  Wifdom,  fpeaking  of  the   hafty  and  premature  Death  of 
the  Righteous,  might  properly  enough  allude  to  what  Mofes 

relates  concerning  the  Tranflation  of  Enoch,  who,  in  Com- 

parifon  of  his   contemporary  Patriarchs,  liv'd  but  a  fhort 
Time ;  but  we  have  no  Reafon  at  all  to  fuppofe,  that  he  is 

here  directly  treating  of  the  Death  of  Enoch :     On  the  con- 
trary, that  he  is  here  difcourfmg  of  the  Righteous  in  general, 

and  vindicating  the  Wifdom  and  Goodnefs   of  Providence, 
in  taking  them  fometimes  fooner  than  ordinary  out  of  this 
wicked  World,  is  evident  from  the  Inference,  wherewith 
he  concludes  his  Difcourfe :     [s)  Thus  the  Righteous,  that  is 
dead,  /hall  condemn  the  Ungodly,  that  is  living,   and  Touth, 
that  is  foon  perfected,  the  old  Age  of  the  Unrighteous  :     For 
they  /hall  fee  the  Age  of  the  wife,  and  /hall  not  under/land, 
what  God,  in  his  Council,  hath  decreed  of  him,  and  to  what 
End  the  Lord  hath  fet  him  in  Safety. 
We  acknowledge  again,  that,  according  to  the  Light 

which  the  Gofpel  has  introduc'd,  for  a  good  Man  to  die  at 
any  Time  (t)  is  Gain,  and  to  be  remov'd  from  the  Mi- 
feries  of  this  Life  is  much  better  than  the  longeft  Conti- 

nuance in  it  :  («)  But  ftill  it  muft  be  confefs'd,  that,  in  the 
firft  Ages  of  the  World,  and  under  a  lefs  perfect  Difpenfa- 
tion.  Length  of  Days  was  generally  accounted  the  Recom- 
pence  of  Virtue  :  And  therefore,  if  there  were  nothing 
extraordinary  in  the  Manner  of  Enoch\  Departure,  the  other Patriarchs,

We  acknowledge,  once  more,  that  the  Words  of  Mbfes  vy'^VNJ' 
do  not  necefiarily  imply  any  miraculous  AJfumption  of  a  liv- 

ing Man  into  Heaven,  or  any  other  Place  unknown,  and 
iinacceflible  to  Mortals :  But  flill,  if  we  will  but  cortipare 
what  he  fays  of  Enoch  with  what  he  relates  of  the  other 
Patriarchs,  we  fhall  foon  perceive,  that  his  Purpofe  was  to 
diftinguifh  between  their  Manner  of  leaving  the  World,  and 
his.  For  whereas  it  is  faid  of  all  the  preceding  Patriarchs, 

that  they  liv'd  to  fuch  and  fuch  a  Number  of  Years,  and 
{y)  begai  Sons  and  Daughters^  and  fo  died  ;  of  Enoch  it  is 
faid,  that  (z)  he  lived  fixty  and  five  Tears,  and  begat  Afe- 
thufelah  5  that,  after  he  begat  Methufelah,  he  lived  three 
hundred  Tears,  and  begat  Sons  and  Daughters  ;  but  then, 

inftead  of  he  died,  the  Author's  Words  are,  he  walked  with 
God,  and  was  not,  for  God  took  him  :  Where  he  firft  takes 
Notice  of  his  good  and  pious  Life,  vv^hich  made  him  fo  ac- 

ceptable to  God,  and  then  of  his  Tranllation,  God  took  him  ; 
but,  left  there  fhould  be  any  Ambiguity  in  that  Expreflion, 

he  adds,  and  he  was  not,  or  appear'd  no  more  in  the  World  ; 
whereby  he  intimates,  that  he  ftill  lives,  and  fubfifts  in  fome 
other  Place. 

The  Truth  is,  thefe  Expreffions  in  the  Text  (when 
rightly  underftood)  do  confirm,  rather  than  invalidate,  the 

Doftrine  of  Enoch's  Tranflation :  But,  to  put  the  Matter 
beyond  all  Difpute,  we  have  the  Authority  of  an  Apoftle, 
enumerating  the  Adions  of  the  Worthies  of  old,  and  telling 
us  of  this  Patriarch  in  particular,  that  (a)  by  Faith  he  was 
iranflated,  that  he  Jhould  not  fee  Death,  and  was  not  founds 

becaufe  God  had  tranflated  him  :  For,  before  his  'Trariflationy 
he  had  this  Tejiimony,  that  he  pleafed  God :  Where  the  Au- 

thor to  the  Hebrews  takes  care,  by  repeating  the  Word  three 
Times,  to  prevent  our  miftaking  his  Meaning ;  and,  by 

telling  us,  that  the  Patriarch  was  not  found,  he  plainly  al- 
ludes to  what  the  Sons  of  the  Prophets  did,  when  Elijah 

v/as  taken  away,  /'.  e.  fent  [b]  fifty  Men  in  Queft  of  him, 
hut  found  him  not  j  and  confequently  not  obfcurely  intimates, that

is  very  peremptory  in  this,   That   Enoch  and  Elijah 
were  tranflated  into  that  \  terrejlrial  Paradife,  where  Adam 

and  Eve  liv'd,  in  their  State  of  Innocence ;  that  there  they 
are  nourifh'd  by  the  Fruit  of  the  Tree  of  Life,  which  gives 
them  a  Power  of  fubfifting  for  ever,  without  fubmitting  to 
the  Neceflity  of  Death  ;  that  there  they  enjoy  all  the  Blef- 
fings  and  Privileges,  that  our  firft  Parents  had  before  their 
Tranfgreflion  j  and,  among  other  Things,  an  Exemption 
from  finning,  by  the  fupernatural  Grace  of  God.  But 
then  the  Queftion  is,  where  we  are  to  place  this  terrejlrial 
Paradife,  fince  there  is  fcarce  ofte  Region  in  the  World, 
that  one  Author  or  other  has  not  made  choice  of  for  its  Si- 

tuation ;  and  fince,  by  the  violent  ConcuJJions,  which  hap- 

pen'd at  Noah's  Flood,  the  Face  of  Nature  had  been  fo 
changed,  that  thofe  very  Places,  which,  according  to  their 
Defcription  in  Scripture,  feem  onde  to  bid  faireft  for  it,  are 

now  debas'd  to  fuch  a  Degree,  as  little  to  deferve  the  Ap- 
pellation of  the  Gardens  of  Pleafure,  much  lefs  the  Abodes 

of  the  Bleffed.

fore  (if  we  might  be  indulg'd  a  farther  Conjedlure)  (/)  we  of  2  cinom 
fhould  rather  chufe  to  place  them  beyond   the  Circumfe-  uZ-V^J 
rence  of  the  Solar  Syjiem,  where  there  are  immenfe  Spaces^ 

neither  obftruded  by  the  Motion  of  any  Planets^  nor  ob- 
noxious to  the  Changes   of  their  Atmofpheres^  becaufe  no- 

thing is  thefe  but  pure  Mther.     But  how  our  corporeal  Part 
fhall  be  enabled  to  live  here,  and  to  live  to  all  Eternity,  we 
(hall  then  come  to  underftand,  when  by  Experience  we  (hall 
know,    what  that  Change  is,  which  the  Body  undergoes^ 
when  it  puts  on  Immortality.     In  the  mean  Time,  as  God 
is  Omnipotent,  nothing  can  hinder  him  from  making  what 
Changes  he  plcafes  in  our  Bodies,  and  from  preferving  them 
eternally  in  that  State. 

This  we  may  call  the  celcflial  Paradife,  into  which  our 

blefTed  Saviour  promis'd  the  penitent  Thief  upon  the  Crofs 
a  joyful  Admittance  ;  and  having  taken  him  with  him,  and 
repofited  his  Soul  in  this  Manfjon  of  Reft  and  Happinefs, 
proceeded  in  his  Afcent  beyond  the  Orbits  of  the  moft  dif- 
tant  Stars,  and  made  his  Entrance  into  the  highejl  Heavens^ 
which  are  the  Refidence  of  God  iiimfelf ;  and  into  which 

(as  others  imagine)  this  Patriarch  and  Prophet  were,  upon 

their  Tranflation,  carry'd.

The  probable  Defign  of  God's  vouchfafing 
the  Apojlle  this  Vifion  of  Heaven,  was  to  fhew  him  what 
his  final  Reward  would  be,  and  confequently,  for  the  Crotvn 
of  Joy  that  was  fet  before  him,  to  make   him  [h)  glory  in the

At  our  Saviour's  Transfiguration  upon  the  Motint,  we 
find  one  of  thefe  fent  to  him  (as  we  may  prefumej  upon 
fome  important  Meflage,  appearing  in  a  bright  and  glorious 
Form,  and  fas  if  he  were  admitted  to  the  Counfels  of 
Heaven)  (/)  talking  with  him  of  his  Deceafe,  which  he 
was  to  accofnplijh  at  Jerufalem  :  And  therefore  we  can  hard- 

ly think,  that  his  Abode  could  be  at  any  wide  Diftance  front 

the  Throne  of  God's  Prcfence^  who,  in  Conjunction  with 
his  faithful  Servant,  and  Law-Giver,  Mofes,  was  deputed  to 

•  go  on  an  EmbafTy  to  his  {m)  beloved  Son.  But,  in  this 
Point,  we  ought  to  reprefs  our  Curiofity,  and,  in  the  Senfe 
of  {n)  Theodoret,  content  ourfelves  with  what  God  has  been 

pleas'd  to  reveal  in  Scripture,  without  enquiring  too  curioufly 
into  what  he  hath  thought  fit  to  conceal. 

'The Manner,  jjj  -^Y^zx  Manner  Enoch  was  tranflated  into  Heaven,  we 
WTwere  ̂ ^^^  "°^  ̂ ^^  ̂ ^^^  Intimation,  nor  is  the  Account  of  Elijah's, 
iranjlated.  Afccnfion  to  be  taken  in  a  literal  Senfe  ;  Tince  2,  fiery  Cha- 

riot and  Horfes  would  not  have  been  a  Vehicle  fo  proper  for 
a  Nature,  as  yet  not  impregnated  with  Immortality.  The 
Notion  of  thofe,  who,  upon  this  Occafion,  make  Angels 
afiume  the  Form  of  the  Chariot  and  Horfes,  is  not  fo  in- 

congruous, becaufe  we  need  not  doubt,  but  that,  by  the 
Divine  Permiffion,  they  can  transform  themfelves  into  any 

Shape.  They  are  fuppos'd  to  have  frequently  appear'd  in 
the  Figure  oi  fiying  Oxen,  for  which  Reafon  they  have  ob- 

tain'd  the  Name  of  Cherub,  or  Cherubim :  And,  with  the 
fame  Facility,  they  might  at  this  Time  have  put  on  the  Ap- 

pearance of  Horfes ;  but,  in  Points  not  fo  clearly  exprefs'd, 
we  are  to  refolve  God's  Method  of  ailing  by  thofe  that  are 
analogous,  and  yet  more  plain. 
Now  the  only  Afcenfton  that  we  read  of,  befides  thefe,  is 

that  of  our  blefled  Saviour ;  and  the  Manner,  in  which  he 

is  faid  to  have  been  carry'd  up,  was,  by  the  Subvention  of  a 

Cloud,

of  the  Blefjed.     Only  we  muft  obferve,  that  Chrift's  Body 
was  at  this  Time  inverted  with  the  Powers  of  Spirituality^ 
and   therefore    capable  of  afcending  without  any    Vehicle  ; 
whereas,    theirs  were  retarded    with  a  Load  of   Matter : 

And  therefore   it   is  reafonable  to  think,  that,    by  the  Mi- 
niftry   of  Angels,  or  rather    by  the  Power   of  God,    the 

Cloud,  which   carry'd    them  up,  was  condens'd  to  a  more 
than  common  Confiftency,  and  that  the /;^/V/- w?,W,  which 

might  be  rais'd  for  this  Purpofe,  help'd  to  accelerate  its  Mo- 
tion, and  expedite  their  Afcent. 

"  But  fince  (p)  Flejh  and  Blood  cannot  inherit  ̂ he-^^^J^^'''' 
*'  Kingdom  of  God,  neither  doth  Cor?uption  inherit  Incor^ 
*'  ruption  ;  the  Queftion  is,  how  thefe  Perfons  were  all  on 
*'  a  Hidden,  (q)  made  meet  to  be  Partakers  of  the  Inheri- 

**  tance  of  the  Saints  in  Light  f"  Behold,  I  Jhew  you  a  Myf 
tery,  fays  St.  Paul,  fpcaking  of  thofe,  who  ftiall  be  alive 

at  our  Saviour's  fecond  Ad'vent ;  wejhall  not  all  fleep,  but 
we  /hall  all  be  changed,  in  a  Moment,  in  the  Twinkling  of 
an  Eye,  at  the  laft  Trump  \  and  therefore  the  fame  Almighty 
Power,  which,  at  the  Sounding  of  the  laft  Trump,  will 
make  our  corruptible  Natures  put  on  Incorruption,  and  our 
Mortal  put  on  Immortality,  did,  no  doubt,  in  their  Pafiage, 
change  their  terrejlrial  into  celefiial  Bodies,  and  thereby 
convey  into  them  fuch  Faculties,  as  were  requifite  for  the 
Enjoyment  of  the  Place,  whereunto  it  was  conduiling 
them. 

What  particular   Services   Enoch  had  done  God,  iox Fo^  "u-'hat

And,  in  like  Manner,  'tis  very  evident,  that  Elijah  was 
a  zealous  Advocate  for  God,  and  a  flrenuous  Oppofer  of 

Idolatry,  an  implacable  Enemy  to  Baal's  Priefhs,  an  un- 
daunted Reprover  of  the  Wickednefs  of  Pfirices,  and  a  fe- 

vere  Inflidter  of  the  Divine  Vengeance  upon  all  the  Chil- 
dren of  Difobedience  :  And  therefore,  we  may  prefume, 

that  God  defign'd  his  Exaltation,  not  only  as  a  Recompence 
for  his  paft  Services,  which  were  great,  but,  as  an  Encou- 

ragement likewife  to  other  remaining  Prophets,  to  heflrong 
in  the  Lord ;  to  bear  witnefs  boldly  againfi  the  Corruption  of 

the  Age,  wherein  they  liv'd  ;  and,  in  the  Execution  of 
their  Office,  to  fear  the  Face  of  no  Man. 

The  Corruption  of  the  Age  indeed,  both  in  the  Times 
of  Enoch  and  Elijah,  was  become  fo  great  and  general,  that 
the  Belief  of  a  future  State  fwe  may  well  fuppofe)  was  in  a 
Manner  quite  extinft  among  them  ;  and  therefore  God 
might  think  it  expedient,  at  thefe  two  Periods  of  Time,  to 
give  the  V/orld  a  fenfible  Proof  of  it,  if  not  to  convince  the 
unbelieving  Part,  at  leaft,  to  excite  in  the  Hearts  of  the 
Faithful,  under  all  their  Afflictions  and  Perfecutions  for 
Rightcoufnefs  Sake,  refrefhing  Hopes  and  Expectations  of  a 
Recompence  to  be  made  them  in  due  Time.  Nor  can  we 

think,  but  that,  in  thefe  Inftances,  God  might  have  a  Pro- 
fpe£l  to  a  greater  Event,  and,  by  the  Aflumption  of  his  two 
faithful  Servants,  intend  to  typify  the  Afcenfion  of  his  Son, 
Vvho  was  to  defray  Death,  and  open  the  Kingdom  of  Heaven 
to  all  Believers  ;  that  thereby  he  might  make  the  Teftimony 
of  his  Jpofles  concerning  this  Fa6t  a  Thing  more  credible; 
and  give  all  good  Chriftians    a  more  folid  Comfort  and

his  Threats  and  Cruelties  ;  but  that,  by  the  Management  of 

this  their  Advsrfary,  they  fhall   be  put  to   Death,  tho'    in 
a  fliort  Time  rais'd  again    to   everlafting   Life  and  Glory. 
The  whole  of  this  Notion  is  founded  upon  a  very  abjirufe 

Paflage,  in  St.  Johns  Revelation,  concerning  the  tzvo  Wit- 
nejfes,    which   are   varioufly  interpreted.     For,  befides   E- 
noch  and  Elijah,  (as  we  faid  before)    fome  apply  them   to 

the  Law  and  the  Prophets,  others  to  the  Old  and  New  Tef- 
tament,  and  others  again  Cefpecially  thofej  who  favour  the 

millenary  Scheme)  to  our  Saviour  Chrifl,  and  his  Forerun- 
ner fohn  the  Baptiji.     But  as  every    one  is   left  to  his  Li- 

berty to   chufe    what   Part  he  pleafes  in  fuch  Problems    as 
thefe,  we  (hall  (without  pretending  to  determine  any  Thing 
curfelves)  leave  the  Paflage  (which,  in  a  great  Meafure,  we

^ing  of  y.  ̂Qj^£j.j^^j^j  Leprofy,  he  Hill  continu'd  his  Enmity  againft  If- 

raels  Having  rais'd  an  Army,  vi'ith  a  Purpofe  to  befiege 
«.  Samaria,  he  open'd  the  Campaign  With  Stratagems  of  War  ; 

and, 

And,  3.  That  whatever  Liberty  the  Church  may  allow  Inter- 
preters, of  putting  a  Senfe  on  the  Paffage  quoted  out  of  the 

Rt'vdations,  v.'hich  fpeaks  of  the  Coming  of  tnjjo  Wttnejfes  that 
are  to  appear  in  the  latter  Ages ;  it  mull  be  agreed,  that  the 
Opinion,  which  explains  it  of  the  Return  of  Enoch  and  Elijah 
upon  the  Earth,  is  much  preferable  to  any  other,  on  Account 
of  its  Antiquity,  its  intrinfick  Juftnefs,  and  ihe  Number  of 
Authors  who  maintain  it. 
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and,  in  Hopes  of  furprizing   Jehoram's   Troops,  laid    here    A.  M. 

and  there   fome  Ambufcades,  which  Elijha,    by  his   Spirit 2^,° 'ch^f.*

II  Several  Heathens  have  obferv'd,  th^t  Injuries  are  more  g/o-

laft  long :  For  no  fooner  do  we  read  of  the  kind  Treatment, 

which  the  Syrians  receiv'd,  z  Kings  vi.  23.  but  it  immediately 
follows,  that  the  King  of  Syria  gathered  all  his  Hojl,  and  'went 
up  and  bejieged  Samaria  j  which  does  not  fo  well  agree  with 
what  is  faid  in  the  preceding  Verfe,  -viz.  that  the  Bands  ef  the 
Syrians  came  no  more  into  the  Land  of  Ifrael.  But  now,  as  we 
can  hardly  think,  that  any  Author  whatever  would  contradift 
himfelf  in  the  fame  Breath,  fo  we  muft  fuppofe,  either  that  the 
Syrians  quite  retreated  for  this  Time,  and  laid  afide  all 

Thoughts  of  War,  though  afterwards  they  alter'd  their  Minds, 
and  broke  out  again  into  Hoftilities ;  or  (what  feems  more  plain) 
that  their  Bands  made  no  more  Incurfions  and  Inroads,  but  that 

they  were  refolv'd  to  fall  upon  the  Ifraelites  at  once,  with  a  re- 
gular and  formed  Army,  and  to  befiege  Samaria.  For  in  this 

Senfe  Jofephus  takes  it,  when  he  tells  us,  that,  after  this  Time, 

Adad  (for  fo  he  calls  Benhadad)  nenjer  enter'' d  into  any  under-

City  fo  pinch'd  with  Famine  ;  that  Doves  fhould  be  fo  docile^ 
and  well  train'd  up,  as  to  bring  to  their  Mafters  whatever  they 
had  rang'd  for  ;  or,  that  in  a  Country,  in  a  Manner  cover'd  with 

the  Enemy,  who  had  altogether  forag'd  and  laid  it  wafte,  there 
fliould    be  found  any  Nourilhment  at   all?     The  learned  Bo-

and  all  Manner  of  Neceflaries,  but  the  Men   were  gone : 
For,  having  been  affrighted  with  a  Noife  in  the  Air,  as  of 
an  Army  in  full  March,  and  ready  to  fall  upon  them,  they 

fuppos'd,  that  the  King  of  Ifrael  had  called  to  his  Affiftance 
feme   foreign  Powers,  ( f  the    Hittites  or  Egyptians)  and 
thereupon  leaving   the  Camp,  without   ever   ftriking  their 
Tents,  betook  themfelves  to  their  Heels  as  fall  as  they  could. 

The  poor  Lepers,  having  firft  fatisfy'd  their  Hunger,  and 
fecur'd  fome  Riches  to  themfelves,  began  to  refledf,  that, 
while  they  were  thus  regaling    themfelves,  and   plundering 

the  Camp,  their  Country-Men  were  in  Danger  of  ftarving 
in  the  Town ;  and  therefore,  with  all  poflible   Hafte,  re- 

turning  to    the  Gate,  they  gave  the  Porter  Notice  of  the 

Enemies  Flight,  who  went  immediately,  and  fent  an  Ac- 
count of  it  in  to  the  King.     The  King,  imagining  at  firft 

that  this  had  been  a  Stratagem  of  the  Syrians  to   draw  his 
People  out  of  the  Town,  and  fo  fall  upon  them,  fent  out fome 

per,  as  becaufe  they  were  ufelefs  Hands.  They  could  neither 
fight,  nor  work  in  Communion  with  others  :  They  were  only 
Fruges  confumere  nati,  and  were  therefore  no  proper  Perfons  in  a

ple were  deftroy'd,  yet  fome  of  them  were  fpar'd,  and  many  of 
them  (upon  Jojhua's  coming)  fled  away,  fome  to  remote  Parts, 
(as  that  famous  and  antient  Pillar,  in  the  Coafts  of  Africk,  tefti- 
iies)  and  others  to  the  Countries  bordering  upon  Canaan ; 
where,  by  Reafon  of  the  Scarcity  of  Inhabitants  in  thofe  Days, 
finding  Room  enough,  they  feated  themfelves,  and,  in  Procefs  of 
Time,  growing  numerous  and  powerful,  appointed  (according  ^ 
to  their  antient  Manner  of  Government)  Kings  to  rule  over 
them.

Crowd  prefs'd  fo  vehemently  upon  him,  that  they  trampled 
him  under  Foot,  and  killed  him,  before  he  had  an  Opportu- 

nity to  tafte  any  Part  of  that  great  Store,  which  he  faw  was 
brought  to  the  Market.

King  of  Sy-  Benhadad -was  deterr'd  from  making  any  farther  Attempts  up- 
na,  upon     ̂ j^  JJrael :  Nor  do  we  hear  any  more  of  him  in  the  facred  Hif- 
his  Maftcr   tory,  until  Eli/ha  went  to  Damajcus^  the  Capital  of  Syria^ 
Benhadad.    to  execute  the  Order  of  declaring  Hazael  King,  which  was 

originally  given  to  Elijah  his  Predecejfor.     The  King  hear- 
ing of  his  Arrival,  and   being  no  Stranger   to  his  Abilities, 

fent  this  fame  Hazaely  (who  was  then  become  one  of  his 

prime  Minifters)    to  wait  upon  him  with  a  very  noble  Pre- 
fent,  and  to  enquire  of  him,  whether  he  (hould  f  recover 

of  the  Sicknefs,  which  he  then  labour'd  under.     The  Pro-

Fame,  the  Grecians,  when  they  became  Mailers  of  Troy,  were 
fo  cruel,  as  to  throw  Ajiyanax,  He£tor%  Son,  a   Child  in   his 

Mother's  Arms,  (as  Homer  reprefents  him)  headlong  from  one  of 
the  Towers  of  the  City.     The  ripping  up  Women  njoith  Child  is 
the  higheft  Degree  of  brutal  Cruelty  ;  and  a  Cruelty,  for  which

of  that  Order.  The  rigid  and  obfcure  Courfe  of  Life,  which 
the  Prophets  led,  their  Negled  of  themfelves,  and  of  the  Things 
of  this  World,  might  pafs  with  them  for  a  Kind  of  Infatuation  j 
and  the  holy  Exercifes,  to  which  they  devoted  themfelves,  for 
no  more  than  a  religious  Frenzy.  Befides  this,  the  falfe  Prophets, 
which  they  had  feen  in  the  Court  of  Jhab,  had  given  juft  Of- 

fence ;  and,  by  their  aiFedted  Gejiures,  and  fludy'd  ContorJionSf 
(whereby  they  thought  to  recommend  their  crude  Enthujiafms) 
made  themfelves  juftly  ridiculous  and  contemptible.  And  there- 

fore, it  is  no  Wonder,  that  thefe  Officers,  at  firft  Sight,  fhould 
cenfure  a  true,  as  they  thought  they  had  Reafon  to  judge  of  the 
falfe  Prophet,  with  whom  they  had  been  acquainted ;  efpecially, 
when  we  find  forae  leading  Men,  in  the  Tribe  oi  Judah,  treat-

And  he  upbraids  Jehoram  with 
his  Mother's  Sins,  and  not  with  his  own,  becaufe  her^i  were 
more  notorious  and  infamous,  and  what,  by  his  Connivance,  he 

had  made  his  onxin  ;  becaufe  they  were  the  principal  Reafon  why 
God  did  inflidl,  and  he  was  come  to  execute,  thefe  Judgments  j 

and  becaufe  he  could  find  no  odious  Accufations  againft  him,  ex- 

cept about  the  golden  Cal'ves,  which  he  purpofely  declin'd  men- 
tioning, becaufe  he  himfclf  intended  to  keep  them  up.  PWs

2  Kings  ix.  26.  It  is  to  be  obferv'd  however,  that  in  all  the 

Yi'x'^oxy  oi  Naboth,  (which  is  recorded  in  i  Kings  yix\.)  we  find no  Mention  made  of  the  Death  of  his  Sons  ;  but  it  is  no  unufual 

Thing  for  the  Scripture  to  fupply,  in  one  Place,  that  which  has 

been  omitted  in  another.  'Tis  not  improbable  therefore,  thatj 

as  Naboth  was  accus'd  of  Hi gh-T reafon,  all  his  Family  was  in- 
volv'd  in  his  Ruin,   and  all  his  Eftate  confifcatcd  to  the  King's 
Exchequer  :     And  what  feems  to  confirm  this  Opinion,  is,   
Tha:  we  find  Elijah  never  once  putting  the  King  in  Mind  to 

reftore  the  Vineyard  to  Naboth's  Children,  nor  the  King,  in  the 
Time  of  his  Repentance,  ever  once  thinking  to  do  it,  be- 

cauf.',  in  all  human  Appearance,  there  were  no  Heirs  left.  Not° 
withftanding  this,  Grotius,  and  other  learned  Men  have  ob- 

ferv'd, that  thefe  Words  may  fignify  no  more  than  the  extream

Triefii  ard  the  Unhappy  Fate  of  Zirnri,  who  ilew  his  King  and  Mafter,

^hron,        Jonadab,  the  Son  of  Rechab,  is  allow'd  to  be  a  good  Man,  yet 
M''*'  it  does   not  therefore  follow,  that  he  reviv'd  the  antient  Rules 

of  the  Rechabites,  (as  fome  are   apt  to  think)  upon  a  religious 
Account,  but  purely  as  a  Matter  of  Policy.     The  Story  is  this  ; 
The  Rechabites  were  of  the  Race  of  Hobab,  or  Jcthro  the  Ke- 
tiite,  Prieft  of  Midiati,  and  Father-in-Law  to  Mofes,   i  Chron, 
ii.  55.   fo   that  the  Kenites  were  Midianites,  and  the  Midiamfej 
were  Divel/ers  in  Tents  from  the  Beginning  :  For,  in  this  Man- 

ner Abraham  liv'd,  while   he  fojourn'd  in  the  Land  of  Canaan, 
and,  in  Imitation  of  him,  the  Midianites,  who  were  of  his  Pof- 
terity,  might  do  the  fame.     Now,  when  the  Children  of  Hobab, 
who  were  all  Kenites,  were  invited  by  Mofes  to  go  along  with 
the  People  of  God  into  Canaan,  they  might  retain  this  Pajloral 
Manner  of  Life,  not  only  as  a  Badge   of  the  Nation,  from 
whence  they  were  defcended,  but  as  a  Means  likewife  to  make 
their  Habitation  more  quiet  and  fecure  (in  a  Land  where  they 
were  Strangers)  both  from  the  Envy  of  the  Jenvs  at  Home,  and 
the  Danger  of  Enemies  Abroad.     For,  having  neither  Houfes 
nor  Lands,  but  Tents  and  Cattle  only,  which  they  could  move, 
upon  Qccafion,  from  Place  to  Place,  they  could  not  be  fo  fubjeft 
to  hojlile  Inyafions.     But  as,  in  Length  of  Time,  thefe  Kenites 
were  tempted,  by  the  more  pleafant  Living  of  the  Ifraelites,  to 
think  of  changing  this  Cuftom  of  their  Anceftors ;  this  Jonadab, 
the  Son  oi  Rechab,  a  famous  Kenite,  and  of  much  Efteem  and  Au- 

thority among  them,  took  Occafion  to  renenjo  it  again,    and  to 
bind  his  Pofterity  to  obferve  it :  For  which  End  he  forbad  the 
drinking  of  Wine,  left  the  Defire  of  fo  delicious  a  Liquor  might 
tempt  them  to  plant  Vineyards,  and  build  Houfes,  as  the  Jeijos 
did.  V^hat  Authority  he  had  to  enforce  thefe  arbitrary  Injundli- 

qns,  we  cannot  learn.  'Tis  plain,  that  he  laid  his  Pofterity  under 
no  Curfe,  in   Cafe  of  Difobedience ;  on  the  contrary,  we  find 
that  the  Prophet  Jere?niah,  Chap.  xxxv.  2,  iffc.  was  diredled  by 
God  to    bring  them  to   an  Apartment  in  the  Temple,  to  fet 
Wine  before  them,  and  invite  them  to  drink  }  which  would  have 

been  an  unworthy  Adtion,  if  they  had  been  under  an  indifpen- 
f:ble  Obligation  of  abftaining  from  it:  And,  on  the  other  Hand, 

the  Rechabites  refus'd  it,  not  becaufe  their  Father  had  laid  them 
ynder  any  Curfe,  if  they  difobey'd  him,  but  becaufe  he  promis'd, 
^hat   they  fiiould  li've  many  Days  in  the  Land  <wherein  they  ivere 

Strangers,  if  they  obey 'd  his  Voice.  Jer.  xxxv.  7.  which  Pro- 
mife,  being  alfo   made   to  thofe,  who  honoured  their  Parents, 

Ijxod.  XX.  12.  might  the  more  incline  tta  to  th^t  ftri<^  Obedi- 
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crifice  unto  Baal,  he  ifTu'd  out  a  Proclamation,  command-     A.  M. 

ingall  his  Priefts,  Prophets,  and  Worfhippers,  upon  Pain  of  A^u'ct'rm. Death,  to  be  prefent  at  this  great  Solemnity.  They  all  came  ;   1003,  &c. 

and  when  they,  and   they  only  (for  Care  was  taken,  that  FromiKings 

none  of  the  Servants  of  the  Lord  fhould  be  among  them)  ̂ "^  *°  ̂^^ 
were  met  together  in  Baal's  Temple,  and  the  *  Priefts  in  chron. 
their  proper  Veftments,  he  commanded  his  Guards  to  go  in,  .^ VSJ 
and  fall  upon  them,  and  kill  them  all.     After  this,  they  ran 
to  the  Temple  of  Baal  ;  brake  down  his  Image,  and  the  f 
other  Images  of  the  like  Nature,  and  burnt  them  publickly. 
They  demoliftied   the  Temple  quite,  laid  it  flat  with  the 
Ground  ;  and,  that  the  Place,  whereon  it  flood,  might  in 

all  future  Ages  be  look'd  upon  as  defpicable,  they  made  it  a 
*  common  fakes.

cnce,  for  which  they  are  fo  highly  commended  by  God  in  the 
Place  above-cited.  Upon  the  whole  therefore  it  appears,  that 

Jonadab  only  renenrid  what  his  Anceftors  had  obferv'd  long  be- 
fore he  was  born ;  and  that  his  Authority  prevailed  among  his 

Brethren  to  continue  this  Form  of  Abjlinence  for  two  hundred 
Years  after  he  was  dead,  not  as  a  Matter  oi  Religion,  but  as  a

*  It  was  the  Cuftom  of  almoft  all  Idolaters  to  be  very  curious* 
about  the  external  Pomp  of  their  Ceremonies,  wherein  indeed  the 
chief  Part  of  their  Worfhip  does  confift.  All  the  Priefts  of  Baal 

were  cloath'd  ixxjine  Linen,  and  their  Chief-Priefts,  no  doubt,had 
fome  particular  Ornaments  to  diftinguilh  them.  Baal  and  Ajiarte 
were  Phcenician  Deities :  And  therefore,  as  Silius  Italicus,  in  his 

Defcription  of  the  Priefts  of  i/i?/-a^/fj,  has  given  us  an  Account, 
in  what  Manner  the  Phcenician  Priefts  (when  in  their  Office)  were 
habited,  we  have  Reafon  from  thence  to  fuppofe,  that  the  Drefs 
of  the  Priefts  of  5<3<2/ were  much  of  the  fame  Kind.

^Jnd  Death    P^'"'  ̂ '^^  '  ̂"^  therefore  God,  to  make  him  fenfible  of  his 
Difpleafure,  ftirred  up  Ha-zael  King  of  Syria,  to  invade  his 
Country  ;  who,  having  taken  feveral  of  his  Frontier-TovfnSj 
did  thereby  open  a  Way  to  make  great  Ravages  in  feveral 

other  Places  of  his  Kingdom,  efpecially  in  the  Country  be- 
yond  Jordan,  where    the   Tribes  of  Manajfeh,  Gad,  and 

Reuben  fufFer'd  much.     In  a  Word,  we  may  fay  ofjehu^ 
that,  as  his  Condudl  was  of  a  mixt  Nature,  God  rewarded 

his  Obedience,  but  punifh'd  his  Idolatry  ;  who,  after  he  had 
reign'd  eight  and  twenty  Years,  died,  and  was  bury'd  in  6V- 
naria^  and  (withouj  any  Oppofition)  was  fucceeded  by  his 

Son  Jehoaha-z. 
JEHOAHAZ,  to  preferve  the  Crown  of  Ifrael  from  u- 

Jehoshaz  ,6m  niting  with  that  oijudah,  purfued  the  fame  Method,  that 

Sonfuccfeds  -^^^^^  Prcdeceflors had  done  in  Relation  to  the  ̂ <?//ViV^/ Worfhip 

vrihappv'^'^'  of  the  Golden  Calves  ;  fo  that,  during  his  whole  Reign,  God Reign,  and  forcly  afflJiSled  both  him  and  his  People,  by  delivering  him 

l>eath,         jnto  the  Hands  of  Hazael ,  and  his  Son  Benhadad,  the  third 

Syrian  King  of  that  Name,    who  reduc'd  him  to   that  low 
Ebb,  that  he  had  no  morethan  fifty  Horfemen,  ten  Chariots, 
and  ten  Thoufand  Foot  Soldiers  left.    At  length,  through  the 

many  Defeats  he  had  receiv'd,  and  the  grievous  Oppreflion, 
under  which  he   labour'd,  grown  weary  of  Life,  as  well  as 
Government,  after  a  very  troublefome    Reign  oi  f event e en 

Years,  he  dy'd,  and   was  fucceeded   by  his  Son  Joajh,  a 
Prince   more  fortunate,  and  not  altogether  fo  irreligious  as 
his  Father.     But,  to  enquire  a  little  now  into  the  Affairs  of 
the  Kingdom  of  Judah. When 

of  Princes  infli£ling  this  Kind  of  Punifliment  upon  fuch,  as  were 

found  guilty  oi High-Trea/on,  or  of  coutrat'ening  the  King'sCom-

Throne  without  any  Oppofition.       Jehojhaba,  the  Sifter  of  v'~V"Nj

•j-  The  Confideration  of  the  Fate,  that  attended  thefe  Royal 
Families,  is  enough  to  make  any  one  blefs  Pronjidence,  for  hav- 

ing been  born  of  a  meaner  Parentage,  The  whole  Offspring  of 
Jeroboam,  Baajha,  and  Ahab,  Kings  of  I/rael,  was  cut  off  for 
their  Idolatry,  fo  that  there  was  not  one  left ;  and  the  Kings  of 
Judahf  having  contrafted  an  Affinity  with  the  Houfe  of  Ahab^ 

and  being  by  them  feduc'd  into  the  fame  Crime,  were  fo 
deftroy'd  by  three  fucceffive  Majfacres,  that  there  was  but  one 
left.  For,  firft,  Jehoram  flew  all  his  Brethren  ;  then  Jehu  flew 

all  h  s  Brother's  Children  ;  and  now  Athaliah  deftroys  all  the 
reft,  that  her  Executioners  could  meet  with.  Enrag'd  flie  was 
to  fee  Ahab's  Family  cut  off;  and  therefore,  fhe  refolv'd  to  do 
as  much  by  the  Houfe  oi  Da^vid.  As  fhe  was  one  oi  Ahab''s 
Family,  flie  had  Reafon  to  apprehend,  that  Jehu,  who  had  a 
Commiffion  to  extirpate  all,  would  not  be  long  before  he  called 
upon  her  :  Her  only  Way  therefore,  to  fecure  herfelf  againft 
him,  was  to  ufurp  the  Throne  ;  but  this,  flie  knew,  flie  could 
not  do  without  deftroving  all  the  Royal  Progeny,  who  were 
no  Well-wiftiers  to  the  Worfliip  of  Baal,  which  flie  had  abetted,

-}-  Some  Interpreters  are  of  Opinion,  that  Joaj^  was  not  the 
real  Son  of  Ahaziah,  (in  whom  the  Race  of  Solomon,  in  a  direft 
Line,  was  extindt)  but  properly  the  Son  of  Nathan,  and  only 

caWed Ahaziah's,  becaufe  he  fucceeded  him  in  the  Throne:  For, 
had  he  been  Ahaziah's  true  Son,  and  Athaliah's  Grandfon,  why 
might  not  flie  have  declar'd  him  King,  and,  during  his  Minority at  leaft,  taken  the  Adminillration  into  her  own  Hands  ?

lies,  to  cloathe,  put  on,  or  adorn,  fuppofe  that  it  was  fome  royal 
Ornament,  which  the  High-Prieft  put  upon  the  King,  as  a  Mark 

cf  regal  Dignity,  at  the  fame  Time  that  he  plac'd  the  Crown 
upon  his  Head  ;  and  this  Ornament  they  conceive  to  have  been 
a  Bracelet,  becaufe,  in  the  Story  of  the  Amalekite,  we  read, 

that  he  brought  to  Da'vid  the  Bracelet  that  was  upon  Sau/'s 
Arm,  ̂ s  well  as  the  Crown  that  was  upon  his  Head.  But  fince, 
in  the  xviith  Chapter  of  Deuteronomy,  which  treats  exprefsly  of 
the  Eledlion  and  Duty  of  a  King,  there  is  this  Injundion  given, 
—   That  he  Jhould  iJurite  him  a  Copy  of  the  La^uu  in  a  Book, 
out  of  that  ivhich  is  before  the  Priefts,  the  Le'vites,  Ver.  1 8. 
Others,  (with  more  Probability)  have  thought,  that,  at  his  Co- 

ronation, a  Roll,  containing  a  Copy  of  the  Law,  (which  is  fre- 

quently called  a  Tepmony,  as  being  a  Witnefs  of  God's  Will, 
and  Men's  Duty)  was  put  in  his  Hands,  which  he  held,  for  that 
Time,  in  the  Way  of  2.  Sceptre  ox  zTruncheon;  tho'  others  will 
have  it,  that  when  Jehoiada  crown'd  Joajh,  he  laid  the  Book  of 
the  hz^upon  his  Head,  to  which  Cuftom  holy  fob  (Chap.  xxxi. 
35,  36.)  as  they  think,  feems  to  allude,  when  he  wifhes,  O  that 

mine  Ad'verfary  had  ̂ written  a  Book  !  Surely  I  nvould  take  it  upon 
my  Shoulder,  and  bind  it  as  a  Crotvn  to  me  :  For  the  Manner  a-

*  This  the  Hiftorian  takes  notice  of,  as  a  Life  remarkably 

long  in  thofeDays ;  and  yet  our  learned C7/^^r  has  obferv'd,  that, 

in  an  Age  not  far  remote  from  our  Time,  feveral  Men  out-liv'd 
this  Period.  The  Words  of  Jofeph  Scaliger,  which  he  quotes, 

are  to  this  Effedf,  "  Several  Perfons  we  con  Id  mention,  that 

*'  have  liv'd  izo.  125,  and  130  Years,  whom  we  knew,  have 
*'  feen,  and  well  remember  :  But,  in  the  Year  1584,  there  was 
"  at  Paris  a  Miracle  of  an  old  Man,  who  bore  Arms  under 

"  LeavisX^,  and,  at  the  Age  of  an  140  Years  and  upwards,  had 

"  the  Ufe  of  his  Limbs  and  Faculties  entire  :"  But  not  a  greater  - 
Miracle  was  he,  than  our  Thomas  Parr,  the  Son  of  yohu  Parr, 

of  Winnington,  in  the  County  of  Salop,  who  abode  with  his  Fa- 

ther as  long  as  he  liv'd,  but,  after  his  Deceafe,  marry 'd  his  firft 
Wife  at  the  Age  of  80.  With  her  he  liv'd  for  the  Space  of  two 
and  thirty  Years,  in  which  Time,  being  convidted  of  Adultery 

with  another  Woman,  he  di'xA  put  lick  Penance  in  the  Church  of 
Alderbury,  when  he  was  105.  In  his  i22dYear,  he  marry'd 
his  fecond  Wife,  who  abode  with  him  as  long  as  he  liv'd  :  But 
at  length  he  was  brought  up  to  London  by  the  Earl  of  Arundel 

and  Surrey,  in  the  Year  163J,  and  fhewn  to  the  King  of  Great- 
Britain^  when  he  was  fome  Months  more  than  152  Years  old.

from  the  King  for  their  Idol-Worfhip,  it  would  have  been  high- 
ly abfurd  for  them  to  go  about  to  perfuade  him,  that  himfelf  was 

a  God,  fince  they  that  have  the  Folly  to  eftablifh  their  own  Ado- ration, 
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ons,  firft  obtain'd  a  Licence  for  themfelves  to  worfhip  fuch 
Idols,  as  they  fhould  think  fit,  and  then  proceeded  to  de- 

lude him  into  the  like  Apojiacy. 

In  the  Beginning  of  his  Reign,  he  was  very  foUicitous  a- 
bout  the  Houfe  of  God,  wherein  he  had,  fo  long^ 
and  fo  happily,  been  concealed ;  and,  as  it  was  greatly 
gone  to  Decay,  through  the  Negligence  of  former  Princes, 

and  the  Depredation  of  Athaliah's  Children,  he  took  no 
fmall  Pains  to  fettle  Revenues,  and  procure  Contributions 
for  its  Reparation,  f  But  now,  by  his  Connivance  at  leaft, 
if  not  by  his  own  Example,  Men  began  to  forfake  the  Tem-^ 
pie  of  the  Lord,  and  to  addidt  themfelves  to  the  Worfhip  of 
Idols,  and  Groves,  confecrated  to  falfe  Gods ;  infomuch> 

that  the  Divine  Vengeance  was  kindled  both  againft  the  King 
and  People  of  yudah,  whereof  they  had  Notice  by  feveral 
Prophets,  but  all  to  no  Purpofe.  At  length,  the  Spirit  of 

God  ftirr'd  up  Xachariah,  the  Son  of  ychoiada  the  High- 
Prieft,  to  remonftrate  againft  the  general  Impiety ;  which 
he  did  in  fuch  ftrong  Terms,  that  the  King  was  oifFended  at 
his  Freedom,  and,  f  little  remembering  the  Kindnefs  of  his Father 

l-aticn,  are  always  very  jealous  of  the  Wordiip  of  any  othen 
Their  making  Obeifance  therefore  to  the  King,  denotes  the  hum- 

ble Pofture  wherein  they  reprefented  their  Petition,  that  they 

might  not  be  confin'd  to  unnecefTary  and  troublefome  Journies, 
in  coming  to  jcrufalem  to  worfhip,  but  be  indujg'd  the  Liberty 
(which  their  Forefathers  had)  of  wordiipping  God  in  High" 

flaxes  \  which  when  they  had  once  obtain'd,  they  knew  they 
might  then  worfhip  Idols,  without  Obfervation  or  Difturbance.

J  O  A  S  H  was  in  no  Condition  to  make  any  Refiftance : 
And  therefore,  to  redeem  himfelf  from  the  Miferies  of  a 

Siege,  took  all  the  rich  Veflels,  which  his  Anceftors  had  de- 
voted to  the  Service  of  God,  and  all  the  Gold,  that  was  laid 

up  in  the  Treafures  of  the  Temple,  (befides  what  was  found 
in  the  Royal  Treafury)  and  fent  it  as  a  Prefent  to  Hazael, 
to  prevail  with  him  to  withdraw  his  Troops.  Hazatl,  for 
the  prefent,  might  withdraw  them  :  But,  f  the  next  Year, 

they  march'd  again  into  the  Territories  of  Judah},  and,  tho' Hazael 

Father  in  his  Unftion,  as  fome  think  ;  becaufe  it  is  faid,  that 
Jehoiada  and  his  Sons  anointed  him,  2  Chron.  xxiii.  1 1.  But  if 

"Jehoiada  was  High  Prieft,  this  Son  is  not  reckon'd  among  the 
Succeflbrs  oi  Aaron,  i  Chron.  vi.  and  therefore,  it  is  likely  that 

he  was  a  joa»|^^r  Son  of  that  Family ;  for,  had  he  been  the 
eldefl,  he  would  have  had  fufEcient  Authority,  without  the  Spirit 

of  Prophecy,  to  have  reprov'd  Joojh  for  his  Idolatry.  Ludo'vi- 
cus  Capelius  therefore  thinks  it  probable,  that  his  Brother,  the 

High  Prieft,  conniv'd  at  the  King's  Apoftacy,  and  that  this 
younger  Brother  was  infpir'd  by  God  to  reprove  it ;  which 
Boldnefs  Joajh  and  his  Courtiers  thought  they  might  punifti 

with  fome  Colour,  by  alledging,  that  he  was  not  mov'd  to  it 
by  the  Spirit  of  God,  but  by  a  ra(h,  pragmatical  Temper  of  his

But  this  was  not  all  j  for  no  fooner  was 
the  Syrian  Army  departed,  but  the  Diftemper,  or  rather 
that  Complication  of  Diftempers,  wherewith,  fome  Time 
before,  God  had  affli6led  Joajh^  grew  worfe  and  worfe  j  fo 

that  being  confin'd  to  his  Bed,  two  of  his  own  Servants,  Ta- 
badiind  Jebo-zabad,  confpir'd  againft  him,  and  f  flew  him  j 
who,  after  a  Reign  of  forty  Tears^  was  fucceeded  by  his  Son 

Jmaziah^  and  bury'd  in  the  City  of  David^  but  f  not  in 
the  royal  Sepulchres. 

A  M  A  L  I A  H  was  five  and  twenty  Years  old,  when 

he  began  to  reign,  and,  for  fome  Time,  behav'd  tolerably 
well,  tho'  he  follow'd  the  Example  of  his  Ancejlors  in  let- 

ting the  High-Places  ftand,  and  in  fuffering  the  People  to 
offer  Sacrifice,  and  burn  Incenfe  there,  f  As  foon  as  he 

found  himfelf  fettled  in  the  Throne,  he  very  juftly  took 

Revenge  of  the  two  Traitors,  that  had  murder'd  his  Father; 
but  t  their  Children  he  did  not  touch  i  becaufe  it  was  con- 

trary 

f  Thefe  two  Murderers  (mongrel  Fellows,  whofe  Fathers 
were  Jenvs,  but  their  Mothers  Alitns)  perhaps  were  of  his  Bed- 

chamber ;  and,  having  conftant  Acccfs  to  the  King,  might 
more  eafily  accomplifh  their  Defign  :  However,  he  was  fo  weak 
and  feeble,  that  he  could  make  no  Refinance,  and  had  fallen  in^

*  Idolatry,  at  the  beft,  can  no  Ways  be  apologiz'd  for  ;  biit 
no  Reafon  can  be  invented,  why  any  Perfoa  fhould  make  the 
Objedts  of  his  Adoration,  fuch  Gods  as  could  not  deli-ver  their 
orvn  People  out  of  the  Enemies  Hands,  as  the  Prophet  very  jullly

c^'V>te'  routed  his  Army,  took  him  Prifoner,  and  carry'd  him  *  to his 

lenge,  as  both  the  King  and  General  (who  were  not  unacquaint- 
ed with  military  Language)  did  certainly  underfland  them.     So 

that  the  Truth  of  the  Matter  feems  to  be  this :   Jmaziah^ 

being  encourag'd  by  his  late  Viftory,  determin'd  to  be  reveng'd 
for  the  Slaughter  of  his  Anceftors  by  Jehu,  z  Kings  ix.  and 
for  the  late  Spoil  which  the  Ifraelites  had  made  in  his  Country  ; 
and  thereupon  refolving  to  have  Satisfadion,  (but  in  a  fair  and 
honourable  Way)  he  fent  them  this  open  Declaration  of  War, 

but  conceiv'd  in  as  mild  Terms,  as  any  Thing  of  that  harjh 
Nature  could  be.     Calmet\  and  Patrick's  Commentaries. 

*  It  was  a  Cuftom  among  the  Oriental  People  to  deliver  their 
Sentiments  in  Parables,  fn  which  they  made  a  great  Part  of 
their  Wifdom  to  confift  :  And,  confidering  the  Circumftances  of 

the  Perfonheaddreffed  to,  who  was  a  petty  Prince,  flulh'd  with 
a  little  good  Succefs,  and  thereupon  impatient  to  enlarge  his 
Kingdom,  no  Similitude  could  be  better  adapted,  than  that  of 
a  Thijile,  a  low  contemptible  Shrub,  but,  upon  its  having  drawn 
Blood  of  fome  Traveller,  growing  proud,  and  afFefting  an  E- 
quality  with  the  Cedar,  (a  tall,  ftately  Tree,  that  is  the  Pride 
and  Ornament  of  the  Wood)  till,  in  the  Midft  of  all  its  Arro- 

gance and  Prefumption,  it  is  unhappily  trodden  down  by  the 
Beafts  of  the  Forefts,  2  Kings  xiv.  9.  which  Joajh  intimates 

would  be  Amdziah^  Fate,  if  he  continu'd  to  provoke  a  Prince 
of  his  fuperior  Power  and  Strength.

f  He  never  intended  to  make  a  thorough  Conqueft  of  the 
Kingdom  of  Judahy  nor  did  he  leave  a  Garifon  in  Jerufulem  ;

all  convenient  hafte  Home,  becaufe  he  had  Work  enough,  at 
this  Time,  upon  his  Hands,  to  defend  his  Territories  againft 
the  daily  Invafions  of  the  Syrians.

■f  The  Synarchies,  or  joint  Reigns  of  Father  and  Son,  in  thefe 
Times,  have  render'd  the  Chronology  a  little  difficult,  as  it  is  in 
this  Cafe  :  For  in  2  Kings  xiii.  i .  it  is  faid,  that  Jehoahaz^ 

King  of  Ifraelf  began  to  reign  in  the  twenty  third  Year  o/"  Joaflx

ment,  a  Company  of  Ifraelites,  as  they  were  going  to  bury  wTY^w 
a  dead  Perfon,  perceiving    a   Band  of  Moabites  f  making 

towards  them,  *   put  the  Cbrpfe   for  Hafte  into  Elijha's 
M  4  Tomb,    . 

f  Thefe  Moabites  were  not  fuch  a  Gang  of  Robbers,  as 
fometimes  infeft  our  Roads,  but  a  regular  Body  of  Men,  well 
appointed,  and  under  proper  Officers,  to  the  Number  of  a  fmall 
Army,  who  made  incurfions  into  the  Territories  of  Judah  and 
Ifrael,  generally  at  the  Beginning  of  the  Year,  which  is  the 
Seafon  proper  for  Armies  to  take  the  Field  ;  and  therefore  fome 

have  obferv'd  that  the  Month  Nifan,  which,  with  the  Jenvs,  is 
the  firft  in  their  Year,  had  its  Name  from  Nijim,  which  fignifies 

the  Engines  of  iVat-y  which  were  ufually  fet  up  in  that  Month  ; 
in  like  Manner,  as  the  Month,  which  we  call  March  (and,  in

*  The  common  Places  of  burying  among  the  Hebrews,  were 
in  the  Fields,  in  Ca-verns  dug  into  a  Rock,  with  Niches  for  the 

Corpfes  to  be  plac'd  in,  and,  at  the  Entrance  of  the  Sepulchre, 
there  was  an  hewn  Stone,  which  might  be  remov'd  or  replac'd 
without  any  Damage  to  the  Tomb.  The  yeijus  (as  Jofephus  in- 

forms us)  gave  Elijha  a  pompous  and  honourable  Interment, 
anfwerable  to  the  Dignity  and  Merit  of  fo  great  a  Prophet  ; 
but  he  does  not  tell  us  where  the  Place  of  his  Sepulture  was.

fame  Spot  where  old  Nine'veh  flood.  But  the  moft  prevailing 
Opinion,  founded  upon  a  conftant  Tradition,  is,  that  be  was  bu- 

ried fomewhere  in  the  Neighbourhood  of  5«»7ar/«,  becaufe  there, 

in  all  Appearance,  he  dy'd.  TheTomb  however,  that  is  ufually 
fhewn  for  his  in  that  City,  can  be  nothing  more  than  the  Repofe- 
tory  of  his  Remains,  fmce  his  original  Burying-place  was  certainly 
at  fome  Diftance  from  it.

•f-  Jofephus,  in  his  Account  of  this  Tranfaftion,  varies  a  little 
from  the  /acred  Hiftory :  For,  '*  it  happen'd,  after  Eli/bo's 
•'  Burial,  fays  he,  that  a  Traveller  was  killed  upon  the  Way  by 
**  fome  Thieves,  and  his  Body  thrown  into  Elijhas  Monument^ 
*'  which,  upon  the  bare  Touch  of  the  Prophet's  Corpfe,  inftant- 
**  ly  reviv'd."  The  Jevjijh  Dodlors,  who  love  to  improve 
upon  every  Miracle,  tell  us,  that  this  Perfon  (whom  they  pre- 

tend to  call  Sellum)  after  he  was  reviv'd,  did  prefently  die  again,, 
becaufe  he  was  a  njuicked  Man,  and  did  not  deierve  to  live  long  ;' never  confidering  that  his  hajiy  Death  afterwards  was  the  ready 
Way  to  impair  the  Credit  of  the  Miracle,  and  make  it  indeed 

of  no  Effeft.  However  this  rnay  be,  'tis  certain,  that  by  this 
Miracle,  (as  we  find  it  related  in  Scripture)  God  did  the  highefl 

Honour  to  his  Prophet,  and  confirm'd  the  Truth  of  what  he 
had  promis'd  to  the  King  of  Ifrael,  as  well  as  the  Certainty  of 
a  future  Life ;  in  which  Senfe  fome  Part  of  the  CharaSler^ 
which  the  Author  of  Ecclejiajiicus,  Chap..xlviii.  12,  iffc.  gives 

him,  may  not  improperly  be  underflood.  'EAi^3.  tvas  Jilled  ivith 
Elijah's  Spirit  ;  ivhiiji  he  ivas  not  moved  ivith  the  Prefence  of 
any  Prince,  neither  could  any  bring  hitn  into  SubjeSion  :  No  JVord 

could  o'vercome  him  ;  andy  after  his  Death,  his  Body  prophejied  : 
He  did  Wonders  in  his  Lifcy  and  at  his  Death  ivere  his  Works 

mar-vellous,  Jewifh  Antiq.  lib.  ix.  c.  9.  and  Calmef^  Com- 
mentary. 

f  We  have  no  Particulars  of  the  War  between  Jehoajh^  and 
the  Syrians,  nor  can  we  tell  where  thefe  three  Battles  were 
fought  ;  but  the  fuccefs  of  them  was  fo  great,  that  the  King  of 
Ifrael  not  only  retook  all  the  Places,  that  had  been  loft  in  his 

own  Dominions,  but  repuls'd  the  Enemy  into  their  own  Coun- 
try, and  there  obtain'd  a  fignal  Viiflory  over  them.

Elijah  rais'd  from  the  Dead,  but  without  any  Foundation  of 
Reafon)  is  in  this  Paffage,  and  the  Account  of  his  famous  Mif- 
lion  to  Nineveh.  What  the  Prophecies  were,  whereby  he  en-,

■\  Some  are  of  Opinion,  that,  when  Jeroboam  re-conquer'd 
theie  two  chief  Cities  of  Syria,  he  reftor'd  them  to  the  Kingdom 
of  Judah,  becaufe  they  belong'd  to  it  of  Right,  and  rcferv'd  to 
himfelf  only  a  fmall  Tribute  to  be  paid  him  by  Way  of  Acknow- 

ledgment. This  is  what  the  original  Hebreiv,  as  well  as  the 
Cbaldee  and  Septuagint  Verfions  feem  to  favour  :  But  the  Sy- 
riack  and  Arabick  Tranflators  have  omitted  the  Word  Judah^ 

and  may  therefore  be  fuppos'd  to  think,  (as  feveral  others  do)

*  It  is  a  very  common  Opinion  among  the  fe'ws,  (as  we  faid) 

that  Jonah  was  the  Widoiv  of  Zarephthah\  Son ;  and  this  Opi- 
nion they  found  upon  the  Words  of  the  Mother,  when  fhe  re- 

ceiv'd  her  Son  alive  from  the  Prophet's  Hand  :  By  this  I  knoixj, 
that  the  Word  of  the  Lord  in  thy  Mouth  is  Truth,  1  Kings  xvii. 
24.  for  therefore,  fay  they,  was  the  Child  called  the  Son  of 
Amittai,  becaufe  Amittai  fignifies  Truth  :  A  weak  Reafon  God

former  of  thefe  two  Princes  did  not  begin  to  reign  t'lW  Jixty  Tears 
after  the  Tranflation  of  Elijah.

Son  to  the  Shunamite  Woman,  whom  the  Prophet  Elifja  rais'd 
from  the  Dead  ;  but  Shunem  and  Gath-hepher  (where  we  are 
certain  Jonah  was  born)  were  two  quite  different  Places,  the 
former  in  the  Tribe  oi  Iffachar,  the  other  in  that  of  Zebulun  ; 
and  therefore,  we  may  conclude,  that  Amittai  was  the  pro-

Sea,  an  unaccountable  Storm  arofe,  which  gave  the  Mariners  of  2  chron, 

a  Sufpicion,  that  fome   great  MalefaSlor  was  got  on  board,  .^V'V> 

upon  whofe  Account  the  Heavens  feem'd  fo  very  angry  f ; that 

*  Joppa  is  a  Sea-Port  Town  in  Paleftinet  upon  the  IsAediter' 
ranean,  and  was  formerly  the  only  Port,  which  the  Jewus  had 
upon  that  Coaft,  whither  all  the  Materials,  that  were  fent  from 

Tyre,  towards  the  Building  of  5o/(7w?o«'s  Temple,  were  brought, 
and  landed.  The  Town  itfelf  is  very  antient,  for  profane  Au- 

thors reckon  it  was  built  before  the  Flood,  and  derive  the  Name 

of  it  from  Joppa,  the  Daughter  of  Elolus,  and  the  Wife  of 

Cepbeus,  who  was  the  Founder  of  it.  Others  are  rather  inclin'd 
to  believe,  that  it  was  built  by  Japhet,  and  from  him  had  the 
Name  of  Japho,  which  was  afterwards  moulded  into  Joppa, 
but  is  now  generally  called  Jaffa,  which  comes  nearer  to  the 
firft  Appellation.  The  Town  is  fituated  in  a  fine  Plain,  be- 

tween Jamnia,  tO  the  South  ;  Cafarea  of  Palejline,  to  the 
North  ;  and  Rama,  or  Ramula,  to  the  Eaji  j  but,  at  prefent, 
is  in  a  poor  and  mean  Condition  ;  nor  is  its  Port,  by  any 
Means,  good,  by  Reafon  of  the  Rocks,  which  projedl  into  the 
Sea.  The  chief  Thing,  for  which  this  Place  was  famous,  in 
antient  Pagan  Hiftory,  is,  the  Expofttion  of  Andromeda,  the 

Daughter  of  Cepheus,  King  of  Egypt,  who,  for  her  Mother's 
Pride,  was  bound  to  a  Rock,  in  order  to  be  devour'd  by  a  Sea- 
Monjier,  but  was  deliver'd  by  the  Valour  and  Bravery  of  Per- 
fcus,  who  afterwards  marry 'd  her  :  For,  in  the  Times  of  Mela 
and  Pliny,  there  were  fome  Marks  remaining  (as  they  them- 
felves  teftify,  nempe  Mela,  lib.  i.  c.  il.  Pliny,  lib.  v,  c.  13. 
Jofeph.  de  Bello  Jud.  lib.  iii.  c.  15.)  of  the  Chains,  wherewitli 
this  royal  Virgin  was  bound  to  the  Rock,  which  projefts  into  the 
Sea.  But  all  this  is  mere  Fiilion,  firft  founded  upon  the  Ad- 

venture of  Jonah,  who  fet  fail  from  this  Port,  and  then  improv'd 

with  the  AccefTion  of  fome  particular  Circumflances.  Calmet''s

•  The  Hiftory  tells  us,  that,  hy  a  Decree  from  the  King,  and  y'-y~'\l 
hii  Nobles,  neither  Man  nor  BeaJ},  neither  Herd  nor  Flock  ivere 

alloiued  to  tajie  any  Thing,  hut  nvere  kept  up  from  feeding  and 

drinking  Water,  Jonah  iii.  7.  This  was  carrying  their  Abfii- 

nence  to  a  greater  Severity,  than  what  we  find  pradis'd  among 
the  feivs.  For,  tho'  in  Times  of  publick  Calamity,  and  on 
the  Day  oi  folemn  Expiation,  we  find  that  they  made  their  Chil- 
dxtnfaji,  as  we  may  gather  from  Joel  ii.  16.  yet  we  no  where 

read  of  their  extending  that  Rigour  to  their  Cattle.  Virgil  in- 
deed, in  one  of  his  Eclogues,  brings  in  a  Shepherd,  telling  his 

Companion,  that,  for  the  Death  of  Julius  Cafar,  the  Mourn- 
ing was  fo  general,  that  even  the  Sheep,  and  other  Creatures, 

were  not  driven  to  Water.

But  then  the  Queftion  is,  whether  this  may  not  be  look'd  upon 
as  a ̂ o^//V^/ Exaggeration.  From  Homer,  and  fome  other  an- 
tient  Authors,  we  learn,  that  when  any  Hero,  or  great  Warrior 
died,  the  Cuftom  was  to  make  his  Horfes  faft  for  fome  Time, 

and  to  cut  ofFPart  of  their  Hairj  nor  may  we  forget  mention- 
ing, what  fome  Hijforians  tell  us,  of  the  People  inhabiting  the 

Canaries,  and  Peru,  viz.  that  in  Times  of  great  Drought,  they 

fhut  up  their  Sheep  and  Goats,  without  giving  them  any  Thing 
to  eat,  upon  Prefumption,  that  their  loud  Cries  and  Bleating 
will  reach  Heaven,  and  prevail  with  God  to  give  them  Rain.

•f-  The  Text  tells  us  of  the  King  of  Nineveh,  that  upon  the 
Preaching  of  Jonah,  he  laid  his  Robe  from  him,  and  covered  him 
ivith  Sackcloth,  and  fat  in  A/hcs,  Jonah  iii.  6.  and  (what 

is  pretty  flrange)  fome  have  thought,  that  the  King,  thus  pe- 
nitent upon  this  Occafion,  was  Sardanapalus,  a  Man  famous 

among  Heathen  Authors  for  his  Luxury  and  Riches,  and  in 

whofe  Reign,  the  famous  City  of  Nineveh  was  taken  by  Ar- 
baces  and  Belefis,  But  others,  with  more  Probability,  fuppofe, 
that  it  was  Pul,  the  Father  of  this  Sardanapalus,  whom  fome 
Heathen  Authors  call  Anabaxarus,  and  others  Anacyndaraxus.

to  render  it  I'vy.  St.  Jerom,  however,  acknowledges,  that  the 
Word  I'vy  does  not  anfwer  the  Signification  of  the  Hebre<vo  Ki- 

kajon,  tho'  he  thinks  it  much  better  in  this  Place  than  a  Gourdi 
which,  growing  clofe  to  the  Earth,  could  not  have  fhaded  Jonah 
from  the  Heat  of  the  Sun  :  For  the  Kikajon,  according  to  him, 
is  a  Shrub,  which,  grows  in  the  fandy  Places  of  Palejiine,  and 
increafes  fo  fuddenly,  that,  in  a  few  Days,  it  comes  to  a  confi- 
derable  Height.

Miniftrations,  was  capital,  we  fee  ;  and  therefore  God  fmote 
Uzzitih  with  fuch  a  Difeafe,  as  was  a  Kind  of  Death  ;  becaufe 

it  feparatcd  the  Perfon,  that  was  afHiclcd  with  it,  from  the  Com- 
merce and  Society  of  Men,  even  as  if  he  were  departed  this 

World,  and  (as  the  Pfalmift  exprcfles  it)  become /rf^  among  the 
Dead,  Pfal,   Ixxxviii.  5.  But,  bcfidcs  the  Inflifticn  of  this  Dif- 

eafe, Jqfephus  tells  us,  "  That,  the  very  Moment,  that  Uzziah 
*'  was  going  to  burn  Incenfe,  there  happen'd  a  terrible  Earth- 
"  quake,  and,  as  the  Roof  of  the  Temple  opcn'd  with  the  Shock 
*'  of  it,  there  pafs'd  a  Beam  of  the  Sun   tlwoogh  the  Cleft, 
"  which  ftruck  diieftly  upon  the  Face  of  this  facrilcgious  Prince, 
"  whereupon  he  inilantly  became  a  Leper  :  Nay,  that  this  Earth- 
*'  quake  was  fo  very  violent,  that  it  tore  afunder  a  great  Moun- 
•'  tain,  towards  the  Weji  of  Jerufalem,  and  rolled  one  Half  of 
•'  it  over  and  over  a  matter  of  four  Furlongs,  till  at  length  it 

•'  was  ftopp'd  by  another  Mountain,  which  flood  over  againft  it, 
•*'  but  choak'd  up  the  Highway,  and  cover'd  the  King's  Gar- 
"  dens  all  over  with  Duft."     But  all  this  may  be  juftly  fufpec- 
ted.     That  there  was  a  great  Earthquake  in  the  Reign  of  Uz- 
ziah,  is  evident  from  the  Tefumony  of  two  Prophets,  Amos  i. 

I.  and  Zechar'ioh  xiv.   5.  but,  that  it  happen'd  exaflly  when 
Uzziah  attempted  this  Invafion  of  the  Fricfihood,  is   far  from 

being  clear  :  On  the  contrary,  if  we  will  abide  by  Bifhop  UJher'i 
Computation,  the  !/^trLt73<^  Hiftorian  muft  be  fadly  miftaken.  For, 
fince  the  Prophet  Jmos  tells  us,  that  he  began  to  prophefy  two 

Years  before  this  Earthquake  happen'd,  in  the  Reigns  ofUzzi- 
ah.  King  oijudeh,  zn&  J ercboam  ihsW,  King  oi  I/rae/ ;  and 
fince  we  may  gather  from  the  facred  Hiltory,  that  Jeroboam  di- 

ed two  Years  before  the  Birth  of  Jotham,  the  Son  of  Uzziah  ; 
that  Jeroboam  died  in  the  fix  and  twentieth  Year    of  the  faid 
Uzzhih,  and  Jotham  his  Son  was  born  in  the  three  and  twen- 

tieth Year  thereof,  and  yet  was  of  Age  fufhcient  to  be  made 
Regent  of  ti.e  Kingdom,  when  his  Fafhcr  was  thus  flruck  with 
a  Leprofy,  (uiiich  mult  have  been  fcveral  Years  after  J erohocm\ 
Death)  it  r.v>:ft  needs  follow,  that  this  Earthquake  could  not  hap- 

pen at  the  Time,  wli'ch  Jofphus  afflgns,  but  muft  have  been

God  rais'd  up  to  give  them  InftrucStions  and  Exhortations, 
and  to  denounce  his  Threatnings  and  Judgments  againft 
them,  upon  their  perfifting  in  their  Impieties :  And  thefe  he 
appointed,  not  only  to  W2irn  them  by  fVord  of  Mouth,  (as 
his  former  Prophets  had  done)  but  to  commit  their  Admo- 

nitions to  writing,  that  Poftcrity  might  fee  tlie  Ingratitude 
of  his  People,  and  all  other  Nations,  from  their  Backflidings 

and  Punifhments,  might  learn  not  to  do  fo  v.'ickcdiy. 
The  firft  of  thefe  Prophets  was  Hcfea,  the  Son  of  Beeri, 

who,  according  to  the  Introduiiion  to  his  Book,  prophefy'd 
in  the  Reigns  of  Uzziah,  fotham,  Ahaz,  and  Hezekiahi 

Kings  of  Judah,  and  in  the  Days  of  'Jeroboam  the  Ild^ 
King  of  Ifrael ;  and  confequently,  continu'd  to  be  a  Prophet^ 
at  leaft  feventy  Years,  unlefs  we  may  fuppofe,  (as  (f)  feme 
have  done)  that  this  is  a  fpurious  Title  of  fome  antieiit 

Tranfcriber's,  and  that  the  true  Beginning  of  bis  Work  is  at 
the  fecond  Verfe,  The  Beginning  of  the  Word  of  the  Lord 
by  Hofea.  However  this  be,  we  may  obferve,  that  he  fpeaks 
pofitively  of  the  Captivity  of  the  ten  Tribes,  and  inveighs 
flrongly  againft  their  Difoiders ;  that  he  foretells,  that  the 
Kingdom  oifudah  fhould  for  fome  Time  fubfift  after  themj 

but  that  at  length  they  too  fiiould  be  carry 'd  away  captive, 
beyond  the  Euphrates  j  and,  through  the  v.  hole,  lays  open 

the  Sins,  and  declares  the  Judgments  of  God  againft  a  Peo* 

pie,  harden'd,  and  irreclaimable.

The  next  Prophet  is  Jmos ;  for  he  liv'd  in  the  Days  of 
Uzxiahy  King  of  Judah^  and  of  Jeroboam  the  Ud^  King 
of  Ifrael,  He  begins  his  Prophecies  with  Threatnings  againft 
the  neighbouring  Nations,  that  were  Enemies  to  Jfrael ; 

then  reproves  the  People  of  Ifrael  and  Judah  for  their  Ido- 
latry, Effeminacy,  and  other  Sins  ;  exhorts  them  to  Repen- 

tance, without  which  their  hypocritical  Services  will  do  them 

no  Good  ;  foretells  their  Captivity,  and  other  heavy  Judg- 
ments of  God  3  and,  at  lall,  fpeaks  of  the  Reftoration  of  the 

Church  among  the  Jewsj  and  the  happy  Acceffion  of  the 
Gentiles. 

The  next  Prophet  is  Obadiah  ;  for  be  was  contemporary 

with  Hofea,  Joel,  and  Amos.  He  denounces  God's  Judg- 
ments againft  the  Edomites  for  the  Mifchiefs,  they  had  done 

tojudah  ixAJerufalcm,  whom  he  promifes,  that  they  fhould 
be  victorious  over  thefe  Edomites,  and  their  other  Enemies  ; 

and,  at  laft,  foretells  their  Reformation  and  ReJioration,  and 
that  the  Kingdom  of  the  Meffiah  fhould  be  fet  up  by  the 
bringing  in  of  a  great  Salvation. 

The  Book  of  Jonah  is  an  Hiftory  rather  than  a  Prophecy  j 

and,  if  it  was  written  by  himfelf,  it  is  a  frank  Acknow- 
ledgment of  his  own  Faults  and  Failings,  and  a  plain  Evi- 

dence, that,  in  this  Work,  he  defign'd  God's  Glory,  and 
not  his  own.  Por  it  contains  remarkable  Inftances  of  hu- 

man Frailties  in  the  Prophet,  of  God's  CompalTion  and 

CondefcenHon  to  him,  and  a  noble  Type  of  our  Saviour's Burial  and  K-efurrecStion. 

The  other  Prophet,  that  liv'd  in  thefeTimes,  was  Jfaiah, 
the  Son  of  Amos,  whofe  Prophecies  may  be  divided  into 

three  Parts,  T'he  fu  ft  Part  includes  fix  Ciiaptcrs  relating  to 
the  P,.cign  of  Jotham,  the  fix  following  Chapters  relate  to 
the  Reign  of  Aha%,  r.nd  all  the  reft  to  the  Reign  of  Hezekiah. 

The  great  Defign  of  what  he  does,  is,  to  foretell  the  Capti- 

vity of  Babylon,  the  Return  of  the  People  from  that  Cap-

U  T  how  highly  foever  we  may  think  fit  to  commend 
the  Prophet  Ifaiah^  others  there  are,  that  appear

*'  than  Elijha,  telling  the  Soldiers  {g),  who  were  fent  to

**  and,  with  a  large  Prcfent,  even  tempted  him  to  tell  him 
**  the  Truth,  concerning  the  Event  of  his  Sicknefs,  we  find 
**  him  ftill  prevaricating ;  returning  a  fallacious  Anfwer  to 
*'  the  King,  and  at  the  fame  Time,  telling  Hazael  another 
*'  Story,  which  might  probably  at  this  Time,  put  him  in 
*'  the  Thoughts  of  afcending  the  Throne  o^  Syria  (to  (i) 
**  which  he  had  been  anointed  before  by  the  Prophet  Elijah)

And  then  proceeding  to  fpeak  of  himfelf ;  (x)  And  I,  Bre- 
thren, fays  he,  vjhen  I  came  to  you,  came  not  with  Excellen- 

cy of  Speech,  or  of  Wifdcm,  declaring  unto  you  the  Tejiimo- 
ny  of  God;  but  was  with  you  in  Weaknefs,  and  Fear,  and 
in  ?nuch  Trembling ;  and  my  Speech  and  my  Preaching  was  not 

with  enticing  Words  of  Man's  Wifdom,  but  in  Demonjlra- 
tion  of  the   Spirit,  and  of  Power  ;    that  your  Faith  Jhould 
notjland  in  the  Wifdom  of  Men,  but  in  the  Power  of  God.

But  the  Prophet's  generous  Treatment  of  the  Enemy,  when 
he  had  them  at  his  Mercy,  (hews,  that  he  had  no  Maligni- 

ty in  his  Intention,  no  Defign  to  make  an  Advantage  of  their 
Deception,  but,  on  the  contrary,  took  the  moft  efFedtual 

Means,  both  to  cure  their  inveterate  Hatred  againft  the  If- 
raelites,  and  to  reconcile  them  to  the  Worfhip  and  Service  of 
the  true  God,  who  had  wrought  fuch  a  Miracle  for  their 
Conviction,  as  well  as  the  Prefervation  of  his  Prophet.

was  a  confiderable  while  after  the  Prophet  Elijah's  Tranfla- 
tion)  we  find,  by  the  whole  Interview,  that  he  was  entirely 
ignorant  of  his  own  Defignation  for  the  Throne  of  Syria, 
which  he  could  not  have  been,  had  he  been  anointed  before 

this  Time.  Either  therefore  we  muft  take  the  Word  in  z.  fi- 

gurative Senfe,  to  denote  no  more  than   God's  Purpofe,  or 
Determination,  that  Hazael  fhould  fucceed  in  the  Throne  of 
Syria,  to  execute  the  Defigns  of  his  Providence    upon  the 
People   of  Ifrael,  even  as  Cyrus,  for  the  fame  Reafon,  is 

called  (?)  the  Lord's  Anointed,  tho'  he  was  never  properly 
anointed  by  God ;  or,  if  we  take  it  in  a  literal  Senfe,  we 

muft  fuppofe  fome  Reafon,  why  Elijah  wav'd  the  Executi- 
on of  that  Command,  even  becaufe  he  forefaw  the  manv 

fore  Calamities,    which    Hazael,    when  advanc'd    to   the 
Crown  of  Syria,  would  bring  upon  Ifrael,  and  thereupon 

prevail'd  with  God,  that  he  might  be  excus'd  from  that  un- 
grateful Office,  and  that,  in  his  Time  at  leaft,  a  Succeffion, 

which  would  be  attended  with  fuch  direful  Confequences, 
might  not  commence. 

Hh  Mtjrage      ̂ T  niay  poffibly  be  thought  indeed,  that  Elijha's  foretell- to  Benhadad  ing  his  Advancement  to  the  Throne  might  be  a  Spur,  and

tal^  but  that,  if  no  Violence  interven'd,  he  might  eafily  get  \^„^y\J 
over  that  Indifpofition,  (for  that  is  the  Senfe  of  (k)  he  may 
certainly  recover)  and  at  the  fame  Time,  was  told  by  the 
Prophet,  that  he  would  not  however  recover,  becaufe  he 

forefaw  that  Violence  would  be  us'd  to  take  av/ay  his  Life, 
(as  this  is  the  Senfe  of  he  Jhall  furely  die)  Hazael  went  his 

Way,  and,  not  willing  to  truft 'Providence  with  his  Matter's 
Kecovery,  took  care,  the  next  Morning,  to  have  him  dif- 

patch'd. There  is  however  another,  and  (as  feme  think)  a  much 

plainer  Interpretation  of  the  Prophet's  Words :  For,  fince 
this  is  a  Paflage,  which  admits  of  a  various  Le6tion,  the  Ad- 

verb lo  (as  it  is  in  the  Textual  Reading)  fignifies  «c/,  but  in 
our  Tranflation  (which  in  this  Place  follows  the  Marginal) 

it  is  render'd  to  him  :  So  that,  if  the  Hehrexv  Text  be  right, 
(as  fome  learned  Men,  upon  Examination,  have  given  it  the 
Preference)  the  plain  Reading  of  the  Words  will  be,  Ga 
fay,  thou /halt  furely  not  live ;  for  the  Lord  hath  Jheived  mc, 

that  thou  Jhalt  furely  die.  This  was  the  Senfe  of  the  Pro- 

phet's Anfwer  to  Benhadad  j  but  Hazael,  who  was  a 
wicked  Man,  went,  and  told  him  a  quite  contrary  Thing, 
on  Purpofc  to  lull  him  into  a  State  of  Security,  that  thereby 

he  might  have  a  fairer  Opportunity  of  accomplifliing  his  De- 
fign  upon  him. 

Thus,  whether  the  Marginal  or  Textual  Reading  be 

right,  and  confequently,  whether  the  Prophet's  Meflage  to 
Benhadad  be  taken  in  an  affirmative,  or  negative,  Senfe,  he 

cannot  juftly  be  charg'd  with  Bafenefs  and  Ingratitude^ 
fince,  whether  he  accepted  of  his  Prefent,  or  no,  'tis  ma- 
nifeft,  that  he  could  not  return  him  any  falfe  and  delufive 
Anfwer :  And  yet  the  more  probable  Opinion  is,  that,  in 

Conformity  to  his  Pradice,  in  the  Cafe  of  Naaman  tiie  Le- 
per, he  did,  upon  this  Occafion,  reject  the  good  Things  of 

Damafcus,  which  Benhadad  fcnt,  becaufe  the  fame  Reafons, 

which  induc'd  him  to  refufe  them  from  the  Hand  of  Naa- 
man, were  ftill  in  Force,  and  might  equally  prevail  with 

him  not  to  accept  them  from  the  Hand  of  Hazad

tain i  that  this  was  the   Decree  of  Heaven,  and  that  thus, 
in  fome  Meafure,  his  Succefs  in  War  was  put  in  his  own 

Power  J  the   King's  Condudl   was    utterly  inexcufable,    if 
diffident  of  the  Prophet's  Promife,  and,  conriderii^;g  the  vaft 
Strength  of  the  Kings  of  Syria,  more   than   the  Power   of 

God  that  was  engag'd  on  his   Side,  he  flopp'd  his  Hand, 
after  he  had  fmote  thrice ;  fuppofmg  indeed,  that  the  Pre- 

diction would  never  have  been   fulfilled,  had  he  gone  on, 

,and  fmote  upon  the  Earth  oftner.     Upon  the   v/hole  there- 
fore, the   Prophet    had  juft  Reafon  to  be  offended  at  the 

King,  for  not  believing  God,  who  had  done  fo  many  fignal 
Miracles  in  Favour  of  the  Ifraelites ;  for  not  believing  him, 
v/ho  (according  to  his  own  Acknowledgment)  had  been   a 
conftant  Defender  of  the  State,  («)  the  Chariot   of  Ifrael, 

and  the  Plorfemen  thereof,  and  now,  in  his  dj'ing  Hours,  was 
full  of  good  Wifhes  and   Intentions  for  his  Countrv  ;  and, 
by  this  Unbelief  of  his,  for  eclipfing  the  Glory  of  his  own

Names  of  great  Authority  have  inferr'd,  that  the  Zecha- 

riah, Son  of  the  High-Prieft,  whom  'Joa(h,  King  of  Judah, commanded  to  be   flain,  was   the   fame  with  the  Perfon, 

whom    our   Saviour   here  mentions  ;  for,   tho'  he  calls  his 

Father  by  a  different  Name,  Barachiah,  and  not  ̂ fehoiada, 
yet  this  he  might  do,  fay  they,  to  denote  the  Divine  Graces, 
which  were  fo  confpicuous  in  him  ;  for  io  the  Word    Ba- 

rachiah means. 

It  muft  be  obferv'd  however,  that  as  there  is  a  Diffe- 
rence in  thefe  two  Perfons,  not  only  in  Regard  to  their  Fa- 

ther's Names,  but  to  the  Place  likewife,  where  they  fuffer'd, 
the  one  [q)  between  the  Temple  and  the  Akar,  i.  e.  in  the 
Court  of  the  Priejls,  and  the  other  (r)  in  the  Court  of  the 
Houfe  of  the  Lord,  i.  e.  in  the  Court  of  the  Ifraelites,  where 
he  was  mounted  on  high,  and  inveighing  againft  their  Ido- 

latry, there  are  fome  Grounds  jto  believe,  that  the  Zecharias 
in  the  Gofpel  is  not  the  fame  with  him,  wbofe  Death  we 
find  recorded  in  the  Chronicles  of  the  Kings  of  Judah. 

Our  bleffed  Saviour,  it  muft  be  own'd,  net  only  fore- 
told the  utter  Excifion  of  the  Jeivs,  but  defcrib'd  likewife 

feveral  preceding  Calamities,  almoft  in  the  very  Manner, 
wherein  their  own  Hijiorian  has  related  them.  Now,  in 
the  Times  of  the  Jewi/h  War,  Jofephus  {s)  makes  mention 

of  one  Zacharias,  and  gives  us  thefe  Circumfl:ances  con- 
cerning his  Murther  ;  ■  That  he  was  the  Son  of  one 

Baruch,  a  Man  of  the  firfl  Rank,  and  of  great  Authority, 

Virtue,  and  Wealth,  a  Friend  to  all  good  Men,  and  a  con-

Injirument  to  be  entploy'd  ;  and  fo  far  is  it  from  tending 
to  the  Reproach,  that  it  is  infinitely  to  the  Glory^  of  God, 
that  he  can  make  life  of  fuch  boifterous  and  unruly  Paflions 
of  Mankind  for  the  Accomplilhment  of  his  juft  Defigns, 
according  to  the  Obfervation  of  the  royal  Pfalmiji^  (h) 

Surely  the  tVralh  of  Alan  jhall  praife  thee,  and  the  Re- 
mainder of  his  Wrath  Jhalt  thou  reflrain.  This  he  plainly 

did  in  the  Cafe  of  fehu  :  For,  after  he  had  fettled  him  in

Family,  that  tho'  his  primary  Intent  in  doing  it  was  to  fe-

From  the  many  Miracles,  ,33'    ̂ ), ' 
which  Elijha  did,  the  King  very  likely  might  be  convinc'd,       From 
that  the  fame  Spirit,  which  once  refided  in  Elijah,  was  now  '  ̂'j'^^t^'I'' 
defcended  upon  him  ;  and,  therefore,  as  Elijah  had  Power,  of  3  cbron. 

by  his  Prayers,   either  to  fhut,  or  open,   the  Windows  of  v>''"V"Nj 
Heaven,  either  to  caufe,  or  remove  a  Famine,  as  he  pleas'd, 
(r)  he  might  poflibly  imagine,  that  God   had  conferr'd  the 
fame  Privilege  upon  Elijha,  and  might  therefore  be  highly 

incens'd  againft  him,  becaufe  he  would  not  make  ufe  it  in 
the  Prefervation  of  a  City,  reduc'd  to  the  utmoft  Diftreft. 
But  we  can  hardly   imagine,   that  a  wicked  and  idolatrous 
Prince  (as  fehoram  certainly  was)  would  ever  entertain  fo 

high  a  Conception    of  any  of  the  Lord's  Prophets :     And 
therefore  we  muft  endeavour  to  find  out  fome  other  Reafon, 
for  the  Violence  of  his  Rage  and  Indignation  againft  him. 

When  the  Prophet  Elijha  carry 'd  the  Detachment  of 
the  Syrian  Army,  which  was  fent  to  apprehend  him  at  Do- 
than,  hood-winked  (as  it  were)  into  the  City  of  Samaria, 
Jehoram,  we  find,  would  have  gladly  taken  this  Advantage, 
and  fallen  upon  them  with  the  Sword  ;  {s)  JWy  Father, 
/hall  I  f mite,  Jhall  I  f mite  them  ?  So  eager  was  he  to  have 

them  deftroy'd,  as  we  may  learn  from  the  Repetition  of  his 
Words  !  But  by  no  Means  would  the  Prophet  permit  him  ; 

on  the  contrary,  he  order'd  them  to  be  treated  with  much 
Civility,  and  difmifs'd  in  Peace.  An  Ufage  this,  which  de- 
ferv'd  a  better  Return,  than  what  they  made  the  Ifraeliies 
the  Year  following,  when  they  came,  and  befieg'd  Samaria, 
and  forely  diftrefs'd  it.  The  King  of  Ifrael,  therefore,  re- 
flefting  on  the  Opportunity,  which,  had  he  employ'd  as  he 
defir'd,  would  have  difabled  the  Army  from  making  any 
frefh  Invafions,  but  was  unhappily  loft,  by  liftening  to  an 

old  doting  Prophet,  (as  he  might  call  him)  was  griev'd  be- 
yond Meafure,  and  hereupon  vow'd  to  make  his  Life  pay 

for  the  Lives  of  thofe,  who,  by  his  Counfel,  had  efcap'd, 
and  were  now  return'd  to  repeat  their  Hojiilities.  It  may 
be  fuppos'd  likewife,  that,  upon  the  Return  of  the  Syria?! 
Army,  the  King  of  Ifrael,  knowing  himfelf  in  no  Condi- 

tion to  oppofe  them,  might  poflibly  be  for  purchafing  a  Peace 
at  any  Rate;  which  Elijha  might  endeavour  to  difluade  him 
from,  by  giving  him  all  along  Aflurance,  that  the  Enemy 
fliould  at  length  be  defeated.

adhering  to  the  Idolatry  of  the  Calves,  (u)  and  the  Whore- 
doms, and  Witchcrafts  of   his   Mother  yezebel,  were    the 

true  and  proper  Caufes  of  all  his  Calamities. 

w^"ih^^ -'"      JEHU  (as  we  faid  before)  was  a  wicked  and  ambitious 
«/ Baal        Man,  and,  it  is  much  to  be  queftion'd,  whether  he   would 
might  be      have  executed    the  Divine  Will  io  punctually,  had   it  not 

bro-jght  to    f^]jgj^  jj^  ̂ jj{^  j^jg  Q^j^  Intereft  and    Dcfigns.     He  had  now 
ji,er,  "'      extirpated  the  Houfe  of  Jhab  ;  and,  as   Jhab  had  been  the 

firft  Introducer  of  the  Idolatry  of  Baal  into  the  Kingdom  of 

Ifraely  he  could  not  but  think,  that    the  Priefts  and    Pro- 

phets, and  fuch,  as  ad  her 'd  to   the  Worlhip  of  that   falfe 
God,  were  of  yezebel's  Fadtion,  and  might,  at  one  Time 
or  other,  take  Occafion  to  revenge  her  Death.     Something 
or  other  was  therefore  neceflary  to  be  done,  in  order  to  gee 
rid    of  this   dangerous  Set  of  Men,  and,  that  the  BufmefSi 
might  be  done  efFe(E^ually,  to  get  rid  of  them   all  a^  once. 
(x)  He  was  a  Perfon  of  a  known  Indifference  in  Matters  of 

Religion,  who,   in  this  Regard,  always  conform'd  to  the 
Humours  of  the  Court,  and,  in  the  Reign  of  King  Ahaby 
had  been  as  ftrenuous  a  Worfhipper  of  Baal,  as  any  ;    and 
therefore,  how  could  the  People  tell,  when  they  read  his 
Proclamation  for  a  great  Feaft,  and  a  folemn  Sacrifice  to  be 

ofFcr'd  unto  Baal,  but  that,  in  good  Earneft,  he  had  return'd 
to  his  former  Love  to  the  Religion,  which  he  once  embrac'd, 
and  only  deferred  for  a  while,  in  Complacency  to  others  ?

Thus,    we  may   fuppofe,  the   Baalites  reafon'd,  upon     -''     -^  "''^ 
reading  the  King's  Proclamation  fo  apparently  in  Favour  of 
their  Idolatry ;    and  God,  in   his  Judgment,  fuffer'd  their 
{%)  foolijh  Hearts  to  he  thus  darkened^  and,  becaufe  they  re- 

ceived not  the  Love  of  the  Truths  that  they  jnight  be  faved^ 
for  this  Caufe  he  fent  upon  thetn  a  firong  Delnfion^  that  they 
might  believe  a  Lye.     But,  whether  they  deluded  themfelves 
into  this  Perfuafion,  or  not,  this  they  knew  by  Experience, 
that  fchu  was  a  Man  of  a  fierce  and  bloody  Temper,  who 
would  not  fail  to  put  his  Threats  in  Execution,  and  there- 

fore reading  in  the  fame  Proclamation,  that,  {a)  whofoever 
/hall  be  wanting^  he  Jljall  not  live,  they  found  themfelves  re- 

duc'd  to  this  fad  Dilemma,  either  to  go,  or  die  :  And  there- 
fore they  thought  it  the  wifeft  Way  to  run  the  Hazard,  and

«f  2  Chron  Were  the  great  Support  of  the  prefent  Idolatry,  and   there- 

V^'Y'S*  (ore  Jehu  concluded  very  juftly,  that,  if  he  did  but  once  de- 
flroy  them,  all  the  common  Worftiippers  would  fall  away 
of  courfe. 

But,  even  if  we  take  the  Words  Servants  and  IPor- 
fhippers  in  their  utmoft  Latitude,  we  need  not  doubt,  but 
that  the  Temple  of  Baal  (d)^  which  was  built  in  the  Ca- 

pital City,  and  near  the  royal  Palace,  and,  being  the  chief  in 

its  Kind,  wasdefign'd  for  theUfe  of  the  King  and  Queen, 
and  particularly  perhaps  for  fuch  great  and  high  Solemnities, 
was  large  and  capacious  enough  to  hold  them  all.  For, 
befides  this  principal  Building,  (e)  there  might  be  feveral 

outward  Courts^  (as  there  were  in  the  Temple  at  'Jerufalem) 
where  the  People  flood,  while  they  worfhipp'd  (as  they  did 
in  the  Temple-Service )  and  thefe,  together  with  the 
Temple  itfelf,  would  afFord  Space  fufficient  for  all  the 
Idolaters  of  that  Kind,  both  Minifters  and  People,  that  were 
then  in  the  whole  Kingdom.  For,  fmce  the  Days  of  Ahaby 
by  the  Miniftry  of  Elijah^  Elijha,  and  the  refl  of  the  Pro-- 
phets,  as  well  as  by  the  Slaughter,  which  Hazaely  in  his 
Wars  againft  Ifraely  has  made  among  many  of  them,  the 

Number  of  Baal's  Worfhippers  had  been  greatly  diminilh'd. 
"Jehoram  himfelf,  as  we  read,  {f)  put  away  the  Image  of 
Baal,  that  his  Father  had  made^  and,  when  the  King 
withdrew  his  Prefence  and  ̂ Encouragement,  his  Subjedts, 

■without  Doubt,  for  the  Generality,  follow'd  his  Example ; 
for  it  cannot  be  fuppos'd,  that  the  Worfliip  of  fuch  fenfelefs 
Idols  could  ever  be  kept  up  (efpecially  among  a  People,  that 

had  the  Or^r/^j  o/"  Go^  in  their  Cuftody)  without  the  In- 
fluence of  fome  great  Authority,  or  the  Confideration  of 

fon^e  wicked  and  worldly  Ends.

♦*  narrow,  and  gloomy  Prifon,  he  fhould  be  able  to  breathe, 
*'  and  live,  and  be  nourifhed  ;  thence  fend  up  his  Prayers  to 
"  God,  and  thence  promife  himfelf  a  Deliverance  in  due 

Time ;  this  is  an  Account  of  Things  fo  very  abfurd,  that 
there  is  no  Poffibility  of  believing  it.  For  admitting  that 

Jonah  got  fafe  and  found  down  the  Whale's  Throat,  yet 
*'  how  could  he  fubfift  there  without  Air,  or  continue  any 

Time  without  being  par-boiled  ?  The  Stomach,  we 
"  know,  would  do  its  Office;  and  therefore  we  cannot  but 

"  think,  that,  in  a  few  Hours,  much  more  in  three  Days, 
"  the  Man  muft,  of  courfe,  have  been  totally  diflblved, 
*'  and  his  Body  converted  into  the  Body  of  the  Fifh  j  or, 
*'  if  its  Digeftion  was  not  fo  quick,  he  muft,  at  leaft, 
**  when  caft  upon  the  Shore,  have  been  fadly  fadden,  and 
**  unfit  to  be  fent  upon  another  Expedition. 

**  What  God  can  do,  we  muft  not  difpute;  but  then 
*'  great  Care  fhould  be  taken,  not  to  magnify  his  Power, 
**  to  the  Diminution  of  his  Wifdom,  or  to  think,  that  he 
<*  is  fo  lavifh  of  his  Miracles,  as  to  fave  a  rebellious  Pro- 

♦'  phet,  that  was  difobeying  his  Orders,  and  fleeing,  if 
**  poflible,  from  his  Piefencej  that  deferv'd  indeed  to  be left 
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A.  M.  <«  left  to  the  Mercy  of  the  Waves,  and  made  Food  for  the 

Ant!  chrlft.  **  Fifties  of  the  Sea,  rather  than  vouchfafed  fo  flupendous  a 
1003,  ©■<:.**  Prefervation  :  And  all  this,  for  what  ?  Even  to  com- 

Fiom  «  pel  him  to  go,  againft  his  Will,  to  a  wicked  City,  with 

to  the^End'  *'  ̂"  Unwelcome  Meflage  ;  as  if  there  had  been  no  Prophet 
of  2  chron. "  in  Ifrad^  but  this  fullen  and  refradory  Man,  to  be  fent 
V>''V'"Vw>  **  upon  this  Errand." 

'^^AccatJ?     ̂ INEFEH,  at  the  Time  when  Jonah  was  fent  thl- 
«/■  Nineveh   *'^^''»  ̂ s^s  the  Metropolis  of  the  yfj/ynan  Empire,  and  one 
end  -why     of  the  largeft  and  moft  antient  Cities  in  the  World.     Ac- 

-J°"*^  1"^^  cording  to  the  beft  Chronologersy  it  was  built  not  long  after  the 
*iz.  to  conl  Ploody  and  very  foon  after  the  Tower  of  Babel.,  by  Nimrod  j 

vert  its  iH.but  being  afterwards  greatly  enlarg'd  by  Ninus,  from  him  it 
bttbuants,    yeceiv'd  its  Name.     It  was  fituated  upon  the  Banks  of  the 

Tigris,  and  (as  Diodorus  {g)  has  given  us  the  Defpription  of 
it)  was,  in  Length,  an  hundred  and  fifty  Stadia  ;  in  Breadth 
fourfcore  and  ten ;  and  in  Circumference,  four  hundred  and 

feventy ;  which,  being   reduc'd    to   our   Meafure,  make  it 
about  one  and  twenty  Miles  long,  nine  broad,  and  four  and 
fifty  round.  How  ftately  its  Walls,  and  how  lofty  its  Towers 
were,  the  fame  Hijlorian  has  taken  care  to  inform  us  ;  and 
how  great  the  Number  of  its  Inhabitants  was,  we  may  learn 

from  [h)  the  fix  Score  Xhoufand  Children^  who  could  not  dif- 
cern   between  their    Right- Hands,  and  their  Left :     For, 
according  to  z proportionate  Computation,    there  muft  have 
been  in  the  whole  above  Jix  hundred  thoufand  Perfons. 
Now  we  have  wrong  Conceptions  of  God,  if  we  think, 

that,  becaufe  he  made  the  Children  of  Ifrael  his  peculiar 
People,  he  therefore  negledled  all  the  World  befides.  O, 

the  contrary,  (i)  Tho"  he  Jhewed  his  IVord  unto  ]2icdb,  an, 
his  Statutes  and  Ordinances  unto  Ifrael,  in  a  particular  Man 
ner,  yet  he  did  not  leave  himfelf  without  a  Witnefs  in  other 
Nations ;  but  whenever  they  were  drawing  Deftruftion  upon 
themfelves,  took  care  to  acquaint  ffiem  with  their  impending 
Doom.  To  thisPurpofe,  we  mayobferve,  that  not  ox\\y  Ifaiah^ 
Ezekiel,  and  Daniel,  but  almoft  all  the  other  Prophets,  do 
foretell  the  Deftru£lion  of  Babylon,  and  publifh  the  Divine 
Threats  againft  Egypt,  Edom,  and  the  other  Kingdoms 

neighbouring  upon  Canaan  ;  that  (i)  Jeremiah,  in  parti- 

cular, was  order'd  by  God  to  make  himfelf  Bonds  and 
Yokes,  and  fend  them  to  the  Kings  of  the  Ammonites,  of 
T.yre,  and  Sidon^  and  other  Princes,  by  the  Hand   of  their Minijiersy

Nothing  is  rnore  common  in  Scripture,  than  to  find

Men  of^'mvJQhJhallrife  in  Judgment  with  this  Generati- 
on, and  ft) all  condemn  it,  hecaufe  they  repented  at  the  Preach- 

ing of  Jonah,  and  behold  a  greater  than  Jonah  is  here. 

Why  Tonah      ̂ ^^  indeed,  fome  have  imagin'd,  that  one  great  Caufe 
rtfuidtogc.oi  Jonah's  declining  the  Order  at  firft,  and  of  his  going  at 

laft  with  fo  much  ReluSiancy  to  Nineveh ,  might  be  fome 
Sufpicion,  that,  in  Cafe   thefe  Gentiles  fhould  liften  to  his 
Preaching,  it  might  be,  not  only  a  lafting  Reproach,  but  a 
Means  of  Reprobation  likewife,  to  his  Countrymen,  who, 
under  the  conftant  Minijiration  of  fo  many  Prophets,  were 
only  become  more  obdurate  in  Sin  :  And  therefore,  jealous 
of  the  Honour  of  his  Nation,    and  too  follicitous  for   their 

Prefervation,  he  could   not  prevail  with  himfelf  to  accept 

of  a  Commiflion,  that  feem'd  to  interfere  with  this  ;  left 
ready  Compliance  with  the  Divine  Commands  at  Nine' 
{hould  prove,  the  Difparagement  at  leaft,  if  not  the 
Rejedlion  cf   (j)    his    Brethren,    his  Kinftnen    after 
Fleft). 
The  Prophet  himfelf,  however,  ̂ as  fuggefted  another 

Reafon  for  his  Unwillingnefs  to  go  to  Nineveh,  and  that  is, 
the  fuperabundant  Mercy  of  God,  which,  he  forefaw,  would 

be  mov'd  to  Pity,  at  the  Prayers,  and  Tears  of  the  People, 
a'nd  therefore  he  remonftrates  thus ;  {t)  I  pray  thee,  O  Lord, 
was  not  this  my  Saying,  when  I  was  yet  in  my  Country  ?

And,  /  am  the  leajl  in  my  Father  %  Houfe,  fays  the  o- 
ther,  and  how  then  fl:) all  I  fave  Ifrael  ?  So  might  Jonah  fay 

within  himfelf,  "  /  am   lefs  than  the  leajl  of  the  Prophets^ 
**  and  how  then  can  I  expedl  that  the  People  of  fo  great 

*'  and  opulent  a  City  will  give  any  Attention  to  my  Preach - 
*'  ing  ;  that  they   will  not  rather  take  the  Alarm,  and  fall 
*'  upon  me,  and  flay  me,  when  I  come  to  tell  them  that 

*'  their   Ruin  and  Deflrudion  is  fo  near  approaching  ?  I'll 
*'  get  quit  of  this  dangerous  Affair  therefore,  as   well  as  I 
**  can,  and,  becaufe  I  conceive,  that  the  Spirit  of  Prophecy,

know  of,  that  fwims  in  the  Sea^     The  Antients  indeed  fcem 

to  have  enlarg'd  too  much  in  their  Account  of  this  AnimaL 
(z)  Pliny  talks  of  fome  that  were  fix  hundred  Feet  long  ; 
and  above  half  as  much  broad.       Solinus  {a)  makes  others 
no  lefs  than  eight  hundred  Feet ;  and  Dionyjius  [b)  feems  to 
affirm  of  others,  that  they  had  a  Throat  wide   enough  to 

fwallow  up  a  Ship  with  all  its  Rigging.      But  tho*  thefe  may 
pafs  for  extravagant  Exaggerations,   (c)  an  Author,  who

■   "  That,  in  the  Northern  Seas,  there  are  Whales  of

one  allows)  is  capable  of  containing  feveral  Men  at  once. 
We  are  told  [d)  of  one,  caft  upon  the  Coaft  of  Tujcany^  irt 
the  Year  1624,  whofe  Jaws  were  fo  wide,  that  a  Man  on 
Horfeback  might  have  rode  into  them  with  Eafe  :  And  we 
have  not  much  Reafon  to  doubt,  but  that  their  Throat  and 

Belly  are  anfwerable  to  {e)  fo  fpacious  an  Opening.  dfc 
It  cannot  be  thought  indeed,  but  the  OEfophagus,  iti^ 

Creatures  that  are  dead,  muft  be  contracted  to  a  great  De- 
gree, in  Comparifon  to  what  it  is  when  they  are  alivcy 

and  efpecially  when  they  are  eating ;  in  which  Cafe  it  is 

capable  of  fo  great  Dilatation,  (as  is  evident  from  a  Pikers 
fometimes  fwaliowing  another  Filh  almoft  of  his  own  Mag- 

nitude)

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nitude)  that  we  need  not  much  fear,  but  that  the  Fid,  A.  m. 

which  God  had  provided  for  that  Purpofe,  was  able  to  ̂^'J^'^.^jj.' 

gulp  Jonah  down  at  once,  without  ever  hurting  him.  1005,  &ff.' 
For  the  Whale,  as  we  are  told,  has  neither  Teeth  nor  From 

Turtles,  (whereas  the  Se<i-Dog  has  four  or  five  Rows  of  J^*;;"/^;^ 
Teeth  in  each  Jaw)  and  is  therefore  the  much  properer  of  2  Chron. 
of  the  two  to  receive  into  its  Stomach  any  Thing  alive,  v^VSj 
without  the  Danger  of  Contufion. 

Thus  we  have  convey 'd  Jonah  fafe  and  found  Into 

the  Whale's  Belly  j  let  us,  in  the  next  Place,  fee  how  hefj^,j^,;^ 
is  to  live  there  for  the  Space  of  three  Days.  The  Scrip-  the  Whalii 

ture  indeed  fpeaks  precifely  of  (/)  three  Days  and  three  ̂ """'*'^' 
Nights  ;  but  as  Jonah  was  a  Type  of  our  Saviour,  and  his 
Abode  in  the  Belly  of  the  Whale  a  Prefiguration  of  our 

Lord's  Continuance  {g)  in  the  Heart  of  the  Earthy  there 
is  fome  Reafon  to  think,  that  the  Type,  and  the  Jntitype,  in 
this  Refpeft,  were  both  alike  ;  and  that,  as  our  Lord  was 
but  one  whole  Day,  and  Part  of  two  more,  in  the  Grave, 
fo  Jonah  might  continue  no  longer  in  the  Deep  ;  and  yet, 
according  to  the  Hebrew  Way  of  Computatton,  both  be 
truly  faid  to  have  been  three  Days  and  three  Nights,  in  their 
refpe£live  Confinements.  But  not  to  infift  on  this  Jbbrevi" 
ation  of  Time,  what  fome  Naturalijis  tell  us  of  the  Food 
of  the  IVhale,  viz.  That  it  does  not  live  on  Flefli,  but  on 
Weeds,  on  the  Froth  of  the  Sea,  on  Infers,  and  fuch  fmall 

Fifh  as  are  eafy  of  Digeftion,  and  that,  confequently,  as 
having  a  colder  Stomach  it  was  a  fitter  Receptacle  for  the 
Prophet,  than  any  other  Fifh,  that  was  carnivorous  ;  this 
might  be  of  fome  Confideration  perhaps,  were  we  not  dif- 

pos'd  to  call  in  the  miraculous  Power  of  God,  which  alone 
could  preferve  him  in  thefe  Circumftances.  But  then,  we 
cannot  but  allow,  that,  as  he  fufpended  the  Violence  of  the 
Fire  from  hurting  the  three  young  Men,  that  were  caft  into 
the  Furnace ;  that  as  he  made  St.  Peter  %  Body  either  fo  lights 
as  to  walk  upon  the  Waters,  or  the  Waters  fo  folid,  as  to 
fupport  it  ;  fo,  with  the  fame  Facility,  he  might  controul 

the  acid  Humours  in  any  Creature's  Stomach,  and  make  it 
ffor  fuch  a  determinate  Time)  lofe  its  Faculty  of  Digejiion  : 
For  in  all  this,  there  is  nothing  that  furpafles  the  Power  of 
the  great  Author  of  Nature  ,who  gives,  or  fufpends, 
the  Activity  of  all  Bodies,  who  flops,  or  controuls,  who 
changes,  or  modifies  (as  he  thinks  fit)  all  the  Motion  which 

he

Thing,  if  it  be  but  agreeable  to  his  Will,  we  cannot  fee  any 
Reafon  why  it  may  not  be  done. 

B  ATSy  and  Swallows,  and  other  Birds,  which  in  the 
cold  Seafon  of  the  Year  creep  into  ClifFs  of  Rocks,  and 
hollow  Treeps,  (h)  Creatures,  that  live  under  Ground, 
and  feveral  others,  that  abide  at  the  Bottom  of  deep  Waters, 
fubfitt  in  a  Manner  without  breathing.  They  live,  as  it 
were,  in  a  Deliquium  of  Life,  and  the  Blood  in  their  Veins 
feems  to  move  very  flowly,  if  at  all ;  and  yet  we  find  them 
revive  again,  upon  the  Approach  of  the  ̂ ^«;^/ Heat  of  the 
Sun,  to  give  their  Blood  and  Juices  a  brilker  Fermentation  j 
and  why  might  not  God  then,  during  thefe  chree  Days  and 

Nights,  put  'Jonah  into  the  very  fame  State  of  Repofe  and 
Tranquillity,  that  either  the  Element  they  live  in,  or  the 
colder  Seafon  of  the  Year  do  naturally  bring  upon  thefe  Ani- 

mals, by  correcting  the  Fluidity,  and  retarding  the  Circula- 
tion of  his  Blood,  fo  as  to  make  frequent  Refpiration  not  fo 

neceffary  ? 
The  antient  Phyficians  were  of  Opinion,  that,  while  the 

Child  continu'd  in  its  Mother's  Womb,  it  liv'd  without 
breathing,  fo  that  there  was  no  Employment  for  the  Lungs, 
until  it  came  into  the  open  Air ;  but  later  Anatomijls  will 
perfuade  us,  that,  without  fome  Circulation  of  Blood  in  the 
Bodyj  no  Animal  can  live ;  and  therefore  they  pretend  to 
have  found  out  in  the  Foetus  a  confiderable  Artery,  which 
conveys  the  Blood  from  the  Vena  Cava  (without  its  pafling 
into  the  right  Fentricle  of  the  Heart  j  into  the  Lungs  ;  from 

whence,  by  another  fmaller  Artery  (which  they  call  the  Bo- 

tal)  it  is  carry'd  into  the  Aorta,  and  fo  continues  in  a  per- 
petual Circulation,  without  entering  the  Lobes  of  the  Lungs ̂  

which  are  not  replete  with  Blood,  nor  begin  to  move,  until 
the  Child  is  born  and  fucks  in  the  frcfli  Air.  For  then,  fay 

they,  the  Blood,  being  forc'd  by  the  Motion  of  the  Heart 
into  the  Artery,  whofe  Orifice  lies  in  its  right  Fentricl^t 
goes  diredly  into  the  Lungs,  and  is  thence  brought  back  by

We  pretend  not  however  to  advance,  that  fonah  was 

one  of  this  fort  of  Men ;  but  ftill  we  may  affirm,  that 

it  was  in  God's  Power,  during  his  Continuance  in  the 
Fijh\  Belly,  to  put  him  in  fuch  a  State  of  Acquiefceiice, 
and  his  Blood  into  fuch  a  Form  of  Circulation,  as  would 

require  no  more  Refpiration,  than  the  Pectus  has  in  the 

Womb.  In  this  there  is  nothing  impoffible,  nothing  in- 

compatible with  the  Laws  of  Nature  ;  tho'  it  muft  be 
acknowledged,  that,  ftricStly  fpeaking,  the  Thing  is  a- 
bove  the  ordinary  and  known  Laws  of  Nature,  and 
therefore  miraculous  :  But  then,  if  we  believe  not  this 

Miraclcj  why  fliould  we  believe  any  other^  or  why  Ihould 

it  be  thought  a  more  incredible  Thing,  that  "Jonah  ftiould 
live  three  Days  in  the  Belly  of  a  large  Filti,  than  that 

La'zarus  {i)  fhould  be  re-called  to  Life  againj  after  he 

had  been  four  Days  bury'd  in  the  Grave  ;  that  the  Prophet 
fliould  return  from  this  Sea-Monjier's  Stomach,  fafe  and 
found,  than  that  the  (k)  three  Jews  in  Babylon  fhould  ef- 
cape  from  the  flaming  Furnace,  without  having  fo  much 
as  the  fmell  of  the  Fire  pajs  upon  them  P 

*'  But    other  Miracles,  it  -may  be  faid^  were  done  ̂ ot  AnOh}eaMi

Way,  not   without  fome  vain   Hopes  of  evading  by  that 
Means  the  Divine  Prefence  :    And  therefore,  as  God  fent  a 

Lion  to  flay  the  Prophet  of  Judah,  for  his  too  much  Credu- 

lity ;  fo  fome  have  imagin'd,  that  he  not  only    purfu'd  this 
prophet  of  Ifrael  with  a  dreadful  Storm,  but  even  had  him 

thrown  over- board,  and  fvvallow'd  up  by  this  Sea-Monjier^ in  Punifbment  for  his  Perverfenefs  and  Prevarication.     God 

indeed,  by   bis  over-ruling  Power,  made  the  Belly  cf  this 
Monfler  a  Place  of  Security  to  him  ;  but  what  Notions  the 
Prophet  himfelf  had    of  this  ftrange  Habitation,  {m)  where 
the  Floods  compojfed  hi?n  about,  and  the  Billows  and  TVaves 
pnjjed  over  him,  we  may  learn  from  his  Meditations  in  the 
Deep,  («)  when  he  cried,  by  Reafon  of  his  Affii£iion,  to  the 
Lord,  and  he  heard  him  :  So  that,  upon   the  Prefumption, 
that  God  intended  not  to  deftroy  him,  the  primary  Reafon, 
we  may  imagine,  for  his  appointing  this  Fifh  to  fwallow  him 

up,  was  to  flop  this  fagiti've  Prophet,  as  he  was  endeavour- 
ing to  make  his  Efcape :  But  then,  in  the  Midji  of  Judg- 

j  ?nent    thinking  upon   Mercy,  after  a  Confinement   of  three 
Nights   and    three   Days   in  the  Deep,    whereby   he  both 

taught  him  better  Obedience  for  the  future,  and  reftity'd  his 
Notions  concerning  the  Divine  Omniprefence,  he  order'd  his 
'Jailor  (if  we  may   fo  fpeak)  to  give  him  his  Liberty,  and deliver  him  fafe  on  Shore. 

To  convert        The  Oriental  Traditions  do  vaftly  differ  as  to  the  Place, 

*fitrs    "''''    where  Jonah  was  caft  upon  the   Land.     (0)  Jofephus  muft needs  be  under  a  grofs  A^iftake,  when,  to  throw  him  upon 
fome  Coaft  of  the  Euxine  Sea,  he  makes  the  Whale  (which 
could    hardly   be  any   quick    Mover)    run    eight    hundred 
Leagues,  at  leaft,  in  three  Days    and  Nights :  Neither  are 
others,  who,  from  the  upper  Part    of  the  Mediterranean, 

carry  him  into  the  Ocean,  and  thence  into  the  Red-Sea,  or 
the  Pcrfian  Gulph,  in  the  like  Space  of  Time,  any  happier 
in  their  Conjedtures.

Shore,  had  arriv'd  at  their  Port,  when  they  heard  the  ftrangCof  2  Chron* 
Account  of  his  Deliverance,  muft  have  become  Convert i  to  ̂ ^\'\J 
the  Worfhip  of  that  God  only,  who,  in  this  Inftance,  had 
Ihewn  hilnfelf  able  (^)  to  do  whatever  he  pleafed  in  Heaven^ 
and  in  the  Earth,  in  the  Sea,  and  in  all  the  deep  Places. 

In  the  Storm  which  St.  Paul,  in  his  Voyage  from  Crete 
to  Rome,  underwent,  an  Angel  flood  by  him  one  Night, 
and  faid  unto  liim,  (r)  Lo,  God  hath  given  thee  all  them 

that  fail  with  thee :  And  if,  by  the  Expreflion,  we  may  un- 
derftand  the  Salvation  of  their  Souls,  as  well  as  their  Bodies, 

a  fufficient  Reafon  it  was,  for  God's  permitting  this  Diftrefs  1 
to  fall  upon  them,  fince  eventually  it  provM  the  Occafion  of 
their  Converfion.  And,  in  like  Manner,  if  the  fudden 

Ceafmg  of  the  Storm  upon  Jonah's  being  cajl  forth  itito  the 
Sea  (s),  made  fo  ftrong  an  Impreflion  upon  the  Mariners, 
that  failed  with  him ;  how  can  we  think,  but  that  his  mira- 
tulous  Efcape  out  of  that  mercilefs  Element  (efpecially 
when  he  came  to  recount  the  Particulars  of  it)  would  make 

them  all  Profelytes  to  his  Religion  ?  And,  if  may  we  fuppofe 

farther,  that  fome  of  the  Ship's  Crew  accompany'd  him  to 
Nineveh,  as  knowing  the  Purpofe  of  his  Errand  thither,  to 
teftify  to  the  People,  that  he  was  the  fame  Man,  who  was 

in  this  Manner  deliver'd  from  the  Jaws  of  the  Deep,  or 
that  the  Ninevites  came  by  their  Intelligence  of  this  Miracle 
by  fome  other  Means ;  we  have  here  a  good  Reafon  why 
they  attended  to  his  Meflage,  and  repented  at  his  Preaching, 
and  confequently,  why  God  wrought  this  wonderful  Work 
upon  him,  in  order  to  give  his  PrediSiions  more  Weight 
and  Authority. 

Nay  farther,  we  may  fuppofe,  that,  when  the  People  ofra  maghifi 
Nineveh  heard   Jonah    preaching  about    their  Streets,  and  '^'>  oivn 

threatening   their  City  with  fo  fudden   a  DeftruiStion,  their ^^'"^* 
Curiofity   would  naturally  lead  them  to   enquire   who  that 
Perfon  was,  and  by  whofe  Authority  it  was,  that  he  took  fo 

much  upon  him  ?  And  being  inform'd,  that  he  was  of  a  Na- 
tion [t)  which  had  God  more  nigh  unto  them  in  all  Things^

Nor  is  it  only  in  the  facred  Records  that  we  meet  with  of  2  Chron. 

this  Hiftory  of  Jonah,  but  in  the  Fables,  related  by  feveral  L/'V%J 
Heathen  Authors  both  in  Verfe  and  Profe,  we  find  evident  "^j"  Hijiory 
Footfteps  and  Memorials  of  it.  Hercules  was  the  g^&^^  alluded  to  ir 
Champion  of  the  Grecians,  and  his  Fame  they  were  wont  to  Heathen 

adorn  with  all  the  remarkable  Exploits,  that  they  could  in  ̂'^*^"- 

any  Nation  hear  of.  'Tis  not  improbable  therefore,  {a) 
that  the  Adventure  of  his  jumping  down  the  Throat  of  the 

Sea-Dog,  which  iV^/'/««^  had  fent  to  devour  him,  and  there 
concealing  himfelf  for  three  Days,  v^ithout  any  Manner  of 
Hurt,  fave  the  Lofs  of  a  few  Hairs,  which  came  ofF  by  the 

Heat  of  the  Creature's  Stomach,  was  founded  upon  fome 
blind  Tradition,  which  thefe  People  might  have  of  what  hap- 

pen'd  "to  Jonah.  Nor  can  the  known  Story  of  Ar'on^ 
thrown  over-board  by  the  Seamen,  but  taken  up  by  a  x  '  ̂- 
fhin,  and  carry'd  fafe  to  Corinth,  be  juftly  referr'd  to  any 
other  Original y  fmce,  {b)  befides  fome  Refemblance  in 
their  Names,  and  no  great  Difparity  in  the  Times  wherein 

they  liv'd,  (which  are  both  Circumftances  that  make  for  this 
Hypothefis)  the  fuppos'd  Difference  in  their  refpedl:ive  Call- 

ings can  be  no  manner  of  Objedion  to  it,  {c)  becaufe  the 
fame  Word  in  the  Hebrew  Tongue  fignifies  both  a  Prophet 
and  a  Mufician.  And  therefore  it  is  remarkable,  that,  as 

Arion  play'd  the  Tune,  wherewith  he  charm'd  and  allur'd 
the  Fi{h  to  fave  him,  before  he  jump'd  over-board  \  fo  Jo- 

nah, when  he  found  himfelf  fafely  landed,  utter'd,  what  is 
called  (d)  a  Prayer  indeed,  but  is,  in  Reality,  a  lofty  Hymn^ 
in  Commemoration  of  his  great  Deliverance,  as  appears  by 
this  Specimen :  (^)  The  Waters  compaffed  me  about,  even  to 
the  Soul  J  the  Depth  clofed  me  round  about,  and  IPeeds  were 
wrapped  about  my  Head.  I  went  doiun  to  the  Bottoms  of  the 
Mountains ;  the  Earth,  with  her  Bars,  was  about  me  for 

ever;  yet  hafi  thou  brought  up  my  Life  from  the  Pit,  O 
Lord  my  God.

Zechariah,    '  |  ""HE  Interregnumf,  or  Vacancy  in  the  Throne  of  i/rfl^/, 
madcKiagef   X     which  laftcd  for  two  and  twenty  Years  and  upwards, 
viufther^d  by  Gccafioned  fo  general  a  Confufion,  that  the  People,  at  length, 
Shallum,      came  to  a  Refolution  to  place  Zechariah^  the  Son  of  Jero- 

T^M^'^^^'"  ̂ °^^^    ̂ "^   *^^  fourth  t  and  lafl  of  Jehu's  line,   upon   the 
licm/"^"     Throne.     This  happen'd   in  the  eight  and  thirtieth  Year  of 

Uzziah  King  of  fudah  ;  but  as  he  prov'd  a  wicked  Prince, 
and  follow'd  the  Steps  of  his  Ancejlors^  he  did  not  live  long; . 
to  enjoy  the  Government :  For,  at  the  End  of  fix  Months, 

he  was  murther'd  by  Shallum,  who  ufurp'd   the  Throne, 
but  enjoy'd   it  no  longer  than  one  Month.     For  Menahem, 
General  of  the  King's  Forces,    which  were  then  befieging 
Tir%ah,  hearing  of  what  Shallum   had   done,    immediately 

rais'd  the  Siege,  and,  marching  dire6lly  to  Samaria^  defeat- 
ed and  flew  Shallum  ;  and,    by  the  Power  and  Authority  of 

the  Army,  plac'd  himfelf  upon  the  Throne.     Not  long  after 

this, 

-fThis  Interregnum  feme  Chromlogers  make  longer,  and  fon\e 
ihorter,  according  as  they  fu.ppofe  that  Zechariah  reign'd  more 
©rlefs,  in  Conjundion  with  his  Father  :  But,  that  there  wasma- 

nifeftly  a  Vacancy  in  the  Throne  of  Ifracl  for  the  Time  affign'd, 
is  evident  from  hence  :   That  Jeroboam  the  lid,  who  be- 

gan to  reign  in  the  fifteenth  Year  of  Ama%iah  King  of  Judah, 

dy'd  in  the  fif;eentli  Year  of  Uzziah;  and  that  his  Son  Zecha- 
riah began  not  to  reign,  till  the  eight  and  thirtieth  Year  of  the 

faid  Uzzii.J;  ',  fo  that  there  was  plainly  all  this  Interregnum,  but

f  This  is  a  Place  we  find  frequent  Mention  of  in  the  facrcd 
Records,  becaufe  it  was  a  long  Time  the  Regal  City  of  the 
Kingdom  of  Ifrael,  after  that  the  ten  Tribes  had  revolted  from 

the  Houfe  of  David.  'Jerohoa7ny  who  was  the  firft  King  of  If- 
rael,  (though  he  dwelt  for  fome  Time  in  Shechem)  in  his  latter 
Days,  at  leaft,  refided  here,  as  did  all  the  other  Kings  of  If- 

rael; until  Omri,  having  reign'd  fix  Years  in  Tirzah,  hmltSa- 
maria,  and  remov'd  the  Royal  Seat  thither,  where  it  continued 
until  a  final  Period  was  put  to  that  Kingdom.  Now  the  Reafon, 

which  induc'd  the  firft  Kings  of  Ifrael  to  make  Tirzah  the  Place 
of  their  Refidence,  may  be  gather'd  from  that  Expreffion  in 
Canticles,  Thou  art  beautiful,  O  my  Love,  as  Tirzah,  Chap.  vi. 
4.  which  certainly  implies,  that  Tirzah  was  a  beautiful  and  plea- 
fant  City  to  dwell  in.  But  how  famous  and  beautiful  a  Place 
foever  this  City  was,  we  have  no  certain  Account  of  its  Situati- 

on ;  only  it  is  fuppos'd  by  moft,  that  as  "Jeroboam  was  of  the 
Tribe  of  Ephraim,  he  would  be  naturally  inclin'd  to  make 
Choice  of  a  Place,  within  the  Compafs  of  his  Tribe,  for  his 
Royal  City  :  And  this  Opinion  is  thought  to  receive  fome  Con- 

firmation from  the  Word  Ephraim^  being  frequently  us'd  to  de- 
note the  <vjhole  Kingdom  of  Ifrael,  even  becaufe  its  capital  City 

was  fituated  in  that  Tribe.  However  this  be,  'tis  pretty  plain, 
from  the  Circumftances  of  the  Story,  that  the  Tiphzah,  where 

Menahem  exercis'd  fo  much  Cruelty,  was  not  the  Town  of  that 
Name  which  lay  upon  the  Euphrates,  mention'd  in  i  Kings  iv. 
2 1 .  as  one  of  the  Boundaries  of  Solomons  Dominion,  but  fome 

Place  not  far  from  Tirzah,  and  confequently,  very  probably,  in

■firft  Monarch  of  that  Nation,  who  invaded  Ij'rael ,  and   began 
their  Tranfportation  out  of  their  Country.     Some  ar»:\  o     Opi- 

nion, that  he  was  the  fame  with  Bdrfs,  the  Governoi*  d  Ba- 
hylon,  who,  together  with  Arbaces  the  Mede,  flew  Sardatiapalus, 
the  laft  of  the  JJfyrtan  Monarchs,  ana  tranflated  the  Empire  to 

the  Chaldeans.     Our  excellent  Patrick  feems  to   be   confident ' 
in  this  :  But,  according  to  our  learned  Prideauxy  Belefis  was  one 

Generation  later,  and  therefore  it  is  fuppos'd,  that  this  Pulwats 
the  Father  of  Sardanapalus,  who   was  called  Sardon    with  the 

Annexion  of  his  Father's  Name  Pul,  in  the  fame  Manner  as 
Merodacl't  King  of  Babylon,  was  called  Merodach  baladan,    be- 
caufe  he  was  the  Son  of  Baladan.     This  Pul  therefore  was  the 

fame  King  of  Ajj'yri-i,  v^ho,  when  Jonah  preach'd   againft  i\V- ftenjeh,  gave  great  Tokens  of  his  Humiliation  and  Repentance. 

The  only  Difficult}'  is,  that  he  feems  to  have  march'd  his  Arjny 
from  Babylon,  and  not  from  Nineveh,  and  yet  his  Son  and  Suc- 

ceflor,  we  find,  Jiv'd  at  Nine'veh  :  But  then  it  is  fuggefted,  that, 
as  the  Kings  pf  AJJyria  refided  fometimes  at  Babylon,  and  fome- 

tinies  at  Nine'veh,  'tis  not  improbable,  that    Pul,  to  avoid    the 
Judgments,  which  Jonah  threatened  againft  the  latter,  might 
remove  to  Babylon,  where  he  refided  the  remaining  Part  of  his

Cruelty,  he   left   the    Kingdom  in  his  own    Family,  which  his^^^^^^. 
two  Predeceffors  could  not  do.  It  is  manifeft  however,  that  \!i\zx&ftrofdhy 

was  a  fmall  Interregnum   of  about  a  Year's   Continuance,  be- Salmanefer. 
twcen  his  Death  and  his  Son's  Acceffion  :  For  his    Son  did  not 
begin  to  reign  till    the  fiftieth  Year    of  Uzziah,   and  yet  he 
muft  have  been  dead  the  Year  before,  becaufe  it  is  faid  of  him, 

2  Kings  XV.  that  he  began  to  reignin  the  thirty-ninth  of  Uzziah, 

and  reign'dbut  ten  Years.  There  was  therefore  apparently  an  In- 
terregnum ;  but  what  the  Occafion   of  it  was,  it  is  not   fo  well

\  He  is  fuppos'd  by  fome  to  have  been  the  Son  and  Suc-

SALMJNESERy  who,  in  the  fourteenth  Year  of

ing fubdu'd  Samaria,  made  him  promife  to  become  his 
Vajfal,  and  to  pay  him  an  annual  Tribute.

Time  Hojhea  fent  his  Prefents,  and  his  Tribute- Money, 

very  punctually ;  but,  having  enter'd  into  a  Confederacy 
with  So  t.  King  of  Egypt,  by  his  AfTiftance  he  hop'd  to  be 
able  to  {hake  off  the  AJfyrian  Yoke,  and  therefore  with- drew 

vern'd  his  new-ere£led  Empire  for  nineteen  Years.  Trideaux'i

-j-  After  he  had  murder'd  his  PredecefTor  Pekah,  the  Elders 
of  the  Land  feem  to  have  taken  the  Government  into  their  own 

Hands ;  for  he  had  not  the  Pofleffion  of  the  Kingdom,  till  the 
latter  End  of  the  twelfth  Year  of  Ahaz,  \.  e.  about  nine  Years 
after  he  had  committed  the  Faft.  He  came  to  the  Crown  (it 

muft  be  own'd)  in  a  very  wicked  Manner,  and  yet  his  Charadler 
in  Scripture  is  not  fo  vile,  as  many  of  his  Predeceffors,  2  Kings 
xvii.  2.  For,  whereas  the  Kings  of  IJrael  had  hitherto  main-

invited  all  Ifrael  to  come  to  his  PaJ/o'ver,  this  Prince  permitted 
all  that  would  to  go  ;  and  when,  upon  their  Return  from  that 

Tefiival,  they  deftroy'd  all  the  Monuments  of  Idolatry,  that 
were  found  in  the  Kingdom  of  Samaria,  inftead  of  forbidding 
them,  in  all  Probabihty,  he  gave  his  Confent  to  it  ;  becaufe, 
without  fome  tacit  Encouragement  at  leaft,  they  durft  not  have

might  be  convey'd  to  them  ;  whereas  thefe  nenju  Comers  belicv'd 
the  Idols  that  they  worfhipp'd  to  be  true  Gods,  and  had  no 
Conceptions  higher.  They  had  no  Notion  of  one  eternal,  al- 

mighty, and  independent  Being.  The  God  of  Ifrael  they  took 
to  be  fuch  an  one  as  their  own,  a  topical  God,  whofe  Power 
and  Care  extended  no  farther  than  to  one  particular  Nation,  or 
People ;  and  therefore,  to  refliify  their  Sentiments,  in  this 
Particular,  he  took  this  Method  to  let  them  know,  that  all 

the  Beajis  of  the  Forefl  -were  his,  and  that,  whenever  he  is  in- 

cens'd  with  a  People,  he  wants  no  Inftruments  to  execute  his 
Wrath  ;  the  Air,  the  Earth,  the  Elements,  and  Creatures  of 

any  Kind,  can  avenge  him,  and  punifn  them.

•f  Among  the  great  Variety  of  Conjedures,  it  is  difficult  to 

tell,  what  we  are  properly  to  underftand  by  thefe  abflrufe  Words. 
The  Je<vjijh  Doftors  will  have  them  to  fignify  an  Hen  and 

Chickens,  but  for  what  Reafon,  'tis  hardly  conceivable.  Others 
rather  think  them  that  celeftial  Conflellation  called  Pleiades,  which 
the  Babylonians,  who  were  greatly  addided  to  Aftronomy, 
might  poffibly  worfhip.  Some  think  them  the  Name  of  a  Ci- 

ty, which  the  Babylonians  hmlt'm  Samaria  ;  and  others  a  par- 
ticular Deity  whom  they  ador'd  :  But  fmce  the  Words  plainly 

import  the  Tabernacle  of  Daughters,  or  young  Maidens,  they 

may  be  moft  properly  referr'd  to  thofe  infamous  Places,  where 
all  the  young  Women  were  oblig'd,  once  in  their  Lives,  to  pro- 
ftitute  thcmfelves  to  any  that  aik'd  the  Favour,  in  Honour  of 
the  Goddefs  Mylitta,  who,  in  other  Nations,  is  called  Venus.

by  the  Generality  of  Chrijiian  Fathers,  to  be  a  true  Hiftory  of 
this   particular  Family,  a  good  Exemplar  of  Charity  and  Bene- 

ficence, and  an  excellent  Pattern    of  paternal  Care,  and  filial 

Obedience.  The  Book  itfelf  is  fuppos'd  to  have  been  wrote,  the 
former  Pr.t  of  it,  by  'Tobit,  and  the  latter,  by  his  Son  ;  at  leaft  it 
is  thought,  that  they  left  behind  them  Memoirs  of  their  Family, 

and  fuch  Materials,  as    a  later  Author,  who  liv'd    very  likely 
either  in,  or  after,  the  Capti-vitj,  (becaufe  the  Words  Raphae/, 

Gabriel,  and  Michael  are  allow'd  to  be  Bahylonijh)  might  com- 
pile, and  digeft  into  proper  Order.     It  is  not  doubted,  but  that 

the  Original  of   this   Book  was  either  in  Hebre^i,  or  Chaldee. 
St.  Jerom,  having  met  with  a  Chaldee  Copy  of  it,  did  not  quef- 
tion  but  that  he    had  got  the  Original,  and  accordingly,  em- 

ploy'd  a  Man,   that  was  perfedtly  well  (killed  in  that  Language, 
to  render  it  into  Hebreiv,  whilft  himfeif  tranflated  it  into  Latin  ; 
and  this  is  the  Verfion  that  the  Church  of  Rome  chiefly  efteems. 

Before  this  Verfion,  there  was  another  (which   is  reckon'd  the 
moft  antient)  done  into  Greek  ;  but  who  the  Author  ef  it  was, 
or  from  what   Language  he    tranflated  it,  we   have  but  fmall 
Foundation  for  Conje£ture  ;  though  fome  have  been  apt  to  think, 
that  it  came  from  the  fame  Fountain  from  whence  St.  Jerom  had 
his,  but  that  the  Tranjlator  had  taken  fuch  Freedoms  with  the 

Text,  as  oblig'd  him  to  re-tranflate  it.     The  Latin  Tranflation, 
which  was  in   Ufe  before    St.  Jerom  appear'd,  feems   to   have 
been  taken  from  the  Greek,  though  in  many  Places  it  varies  from 
it,  by  abridging  fometimes,  and  fometimes  amplifying,  the  Nar- 

ration.    The  Hebreiv  Copies,  publiflied  by  Fagiiis  and  Munjier,

mitted into  that  of  the  antient  Chrijlian  Authors,  who  coiifin'd 

themfelves  to  thofe  Books,  which  the  J^ms  acknowledg'd  to  be 
tanonical.  'Tis  certain,  that  neither  Jofcphus,  nor  Philoi  nor 
any  of  the  antient  Jeivi/b  Writers  make  any  Mention  of  that 
Copy,  which  St.  Jerom  took  fo  much  Pains  about,  nor  do  they 
regiiler  it  among  theiryizcr^^5oo/(.r.  Fi7^//«  pretends,  that  this 

Book  of  'Jobit  does  not  contain  a  true  Hiftory,  but  apious  FiBion 

only,  wherein,  under  borrow'd  Names,  the  Charadlers  of  a 
Father  and  a  Son,  truly  pious,  are  fet  forth  ;  and  our  learned 

Prideaiix  feems  to  go  farthei  when  he  tells  us  "  That  there  are 
"  fome  Matters  in  it,  which  are  not  fo  recoiicileable  to  a  rational 

*'  Credibility,  which  look  indeed  more  like  the  Fiftions  of  Ho- 

"  mery  than  the  Writings  of  a  facred  Hifiorinn,  and  gives  fuch 
*'  an  Objedliion  againft  the  Book,  as  does  not  lie  againft  any 

"  other."  But,  notwithftanding  thefe  Allegations,  we  may  be 

affur'd,  that  the  Jews  had  all  along  a  great  Regard  for  this 
Book.  Origen,  in  his  Epiftie  to  Africanus,  tells  us,  that  the  an- 

tient Chrifitam  read  it,  though  they  plac'd  it  among  their  Apo- 
cryphal Writings.  St.  Jerom  acknowledges,  that  though  they 

did  not  receive  it  into  their  Cano7i,  yet  they  admitted  it  among 

their  Hagiographa.  Grotius  owns,  that  they  read  this  Book,  and 

look'd  upon  it  as  a  true  iliftory  ;  and  our  own  Prideaux  con- 
feffes,  that  //  is  of  great  TJJe  to  reprcfent  to  us  the  Duties  of  Cha- 

rity  and  Patience,  in  the  Example  ij/'TobitV  ready  helping  his 
Brethren  in  their  Dijlrefs,  to  the  utmojl  of  his  Powoer  ;  and  his 
hearing,  n.vith  a  pious  SubmiJ/iou,  the  Calamities  of  his  Captivity  j 

Poverty,  and  Blindnefs,  as  long  as  they  'were  inflidcd  on  him,

the  Banks  of  the  Tigris,  Tobias  went  into  the  River  to  wafh 

his  Feet,  when  a  large  Fifli  made  at  him  j  as  tho'  it  would 
devour  him  ;  but  the  Angel  encourag'd  him  to  lay  hold  on 
it,  and  draw  it  to  the  Shore,  and  then  bad  him  open  it,  and 
take  out  the  Heart,   the  Ga//,  and    the   Liver  ;  for   that 
the  Heart    and   Livery  when    burnt,    would  drive  away 
evil    Spirits,    and    the    Gall  was   an    excellent  Remedy 
for  all  Impediments  in  the  Sight :     That,  when  they  came 
to  Ecbatana^  they  went  to  one  Ragiiel,  a  near  Relation  of 

Tobit'sy  who  had  an  only  Daughter,  nam'd  Sara^  but  her 
Misfortune  was  to  be  haunted  by  a  Damon,  who  had  flain 
her  feven  Hufbands  fueceffively^  the  very  firfl:  Night   they 
went  to  Bed  to  her  :     That,  notwithftanding  this,  by  the 

Perfuafion  of  the  Angela  Tobias  was  induc'd  to  marry  her, 
and,  by  following  his  Advice  how  he  and  his  Wife  were  to 
conduct  themfelves  after  Marriage,  and    in  what  Manner 
they  were  to  fumigate  the  Room  by    burning  the  Liver  of 

the  Fifh,  came  off  fafej  to  the  gteat  Joy  of  the  whole  Fa- 

mily :     That,  having  receiv'd  the  Money  at  Rages,  he  re- 
turn'd  with  his  Wife,  to  his  Parents  at  Nineveh  j  and,  upon 
his  Return,  cur'd   his  Father  of  his  Blindnefs,  by  rubbing 
his  Eyes  with  the  Fifh's  Gall^  which  brought  away  a  Kind 
of  white  Film,  that  obftru6ted  his  Sight :     That,  after  this 

Recovery  of  his  Sight,  Tobit  liv'd  about   forty  Years;  but 
having  all  along  charg'd  his  Son  (as  foon    as  he  and   his 
Wife  were  dead)  to  leave  Nineveh,  becaufe    the  Wicked- 
nefs  of  the  People,  he  was  fure,  would  bring  upon  it  the 

Judgment,  which  Jonah  had  denounc'd,  Tobias  (as  foon  as 
he  had  done  his  Jaft  Duty  to  his  Parents)  left  the  Place,  and, 

with  his  Wife  and  Family,  return'd  to  Ecbatana,  where  he 
found    his  Father  and    Mother-in-law  healthy,  tho'   now 
grown  old.  Upon  their  Death  he  fucceeded  to  their  Eftate ; 

and,  after  he  had  liv'd  to  the  Age  of  fourfcoreand  nineteen, 

dy'd  in  Peace,    and  was   bury'd   by  his  Children.     But  it  is 
Time  now  to  look  back  upon  the  Affairs  of  the  Kingdom 
of  Judah.

He  took 
care,  notwithflanding,  to  repair  the  Temple;  to  rebuild  the 

High-Gate,  which    led    from    his  Palace ;    and  (to  fecure 

hinifelf  againft  hoftile  Incurfions)  rais'd  feveral  Structures, 
both  in   the  Mountains   and  Forefts,  for   the    Service   and 

Strength  of  the  Kingdom. 

The  Moabites  however,  tho'  they  had  been  formerly 
conquer'd  by  David,  and  made  tributary  to  the  Crown  of 
Judah,  were  now  become  fo  powerful,  that  they  invaded 
Jotham ;  but  he,  with  a  good  Body  of  Men,  foon  drove 

them  out  of  his  Country,  and  impos'd  on  them  a  Tribute 
of  an  hundred  Talents  of  Silver,  ten  thoufand  Meafures  of 

Wheat,  and  as  many  of  Barley,  to  be  paid  him  yearly.  For 

three  Years  they  continu'd  to  pay  it  ;  but  when  Rezin  King 
of  Syria,  and  Pekah  King  of  Ifrael,  enter 'd  into  a  Confe- 

deracy againft  Judah,  they  took  this  Opportunity  of  revolt- 
ing ;  and  Jotham  indeed  had  his  Hands  too  full  ever  to  at- 

tempt to  reduce  them.  He  however  dy'd  in  Peace,  before 
the  Preparations  for  War,  that  were  making  againft  him,

The 

he  fent  the  Prophet  Ifaiah  to  encourage  him  in  the  Defence  ''=^<'  %« 

of -the  City,  and  (to  afiure  him,  that  they  fhould  not  fucceedj^^'^^-^"-^"' in  their  Attempt)  he  gave  him  two  Signs,  the  one  to  be 

accomplifti'd  fpeedily,  and  the  other  at  fome  Diftance  of 
Time.

happen,  until  the  MeJJiah  fhould  be  born,  in  this  miraculous

*  Interpreters  are  agreed,  that  fhh  fa£tng  through  the  Fire 

was  perform'd,  either  by  caufing  the  Child  to  pafs  between  two 
Fires  made  near  one  another,  by  Way  of  its  Confecration  to  the 
Service  of  Moloch,  or  by  putting  it  in  the  Body  of  the  Idol  made 
of  Brafs,  and  heated  extremely  hot,  fo  that  ii  was  immediately 
burnt  to  Death.     But  then,  to  abate  the  Horror  of  the  Crime, 
feme  are  of  Opinion,  that  j^hax  made  his  Sons  pafs  through  the 
Fire,  in  the  former  Senfe  only,  and  that,  becaufe  we  find  He- 
xektah  furvive,  and  fucceed  him  in  the  Throne,  and  another  of 

his  Sons,  miz.  Maafeiahy  flain  by  Zichri,  at  his  Taking  of  "Je- 
rufalem  ;  but  this  does  not  hinder  Aha%  from  having  other  Sons, 

not  mention'd  in  the  Hiftory,  whom  he  might  make  Sacrifices 
to  Moloch.     The  Scripture  fays  exprefsJy,  that  he  made  his  Sons 
to  pafs  through  the  Fire,  according  to  the  Abominations  of  the 

heathen,  nx:hom  the  Lord  cafi   out  before   the  Children  ©/"Ifrael, 
a  Kings  xvi.  3.     Now,  it  is  inconteftably  true,  that  the  antient 
Inhabitants  of  the  Land  of  Ifrael  did  frequently  imitate  the 

Heathens  in  thefe  Barbarities  :     The-^  offered  their  Sons  and  their 
Daughters     unto  Devils,   and  defied  the   Land  ivith     innocent 

Blood,  ixhichthey  offered  unto  the  Idols  0/" Canaan,  Pfal.  cvi.  36. 
Vid.  £z^^.  xvi.  20,  21.  andxxiii.  37,39.     And  therefore  it  is 
reafonable  to  think,  that  he  did  the  fame,  and  that  this  is  re- 

corded againfl  him,  as  an  Aggravation  of  his  other  Crimes.

•f-  Hinnom,  in  all  Probability,  was  fome  eminent  Perfon  in

Purpofe,  there  was  a  perpetual  Fire  kept,  which  made  it  a 

Kind  of  Image,  or  Reprefentation,  of  Htll.  Patrick's  Com- 
mcntary  on  ycj^.  xv.

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RE2IN  took  Elah  f,  out  of  which  he  drove  the  JewSf     A.  M. 

and  fettled  the  Edomites  in  it ;  and,  having  loaded  his  Army  T'^^ vf 'r 

with  Spoils,  and  taken  a  vaft  Number  of  Captives,  return'd  ̂ ^"g^'  gf "  * 
to  Damafcus.     Pekah,  with  his   Army,  march'd   direcSlly      From 
againft  Maz^  and  gave  him  a  terrible  Overthrow,  wherein  '  ̂l"^yl'* 
he  deftroy'd  no  lefs  than  an  hundred  and  twenty  Thoufand  of  2  chron, 
of  his  Men  :  And  Zichriy  taking  Advantage  of  this  Victory,  ̂ •Y*^ 

march'd  to  ferufalem ;  and,  having  taken  the  royal  Cityy 
flew  Maafeiak   the  King's  Son,  and  all  the  great  Men  of 
the   Kingdom,  whom   he  found   there.     After   this,  both 

thefe  Armies  Cf  Ifrael,  in  their  Return,  carry'd  with  them 
vaft  Spoils,  and  above   two  hundred  Thoufand  Captives, 
whom  they  intended  to  have  fold  for  Slaves  :     But,  as  they 

approach'd  Samaria^  the  Prophet  Oded,  with  the  principal 
Inhabitants  of  the  City,  came  out  to  meet  them,  and,  after 
proper   Remonftrances  of  their  Cruelty  to  their  Brethren, 

prevail'd  with  them,  not  only  to  releafe  the  Prifoners,  but 
to  let  them  likewife   be  cloath'd,  and   reliev'd  out  of  the 
Spoils  they  had    taken,  and  fo    fent  back  to   their  own 
Houfes, 

The  Kingdom  of  Judah  was  no  fooner  deliver 'd  from 
thefe  Enemies,  but  it  was  invaded  by  others,  who  treated 
it  with  the  fame  Cruelty  :  For  the  Edomites  to  the  Souths 

and  the  Philijiines  to  the  Wejl,  feiz'd  on  thofe  Parts, 
which  lay  contiguous  to  them,  and,  by  Ravages  and  In- 

roads, did  all  the  Mifchief  they  could  to  the  reft.

■f-  Elah,  or  Elam,  (as  we  took  Notice  before)  was  a  famous 
Port  on  the  Red-Sea,  which  David,  in  his  Conqueft  of  the 

Kingdom  of  Edom,  took,  and  there  eftablifti'd  a  great  Trade  to 
divers  Parts  of  the  World.  In  the  Reign  of  Jehoram,  the  Son 

oi  fehojhaphat,  the  Edomites  recover'd  their  Liberty,  and  be- 
came fole  Mafters  of  this  City,  until  the  Time,  that  Uzziah 

recover'd  it  to  the  Dominion  oi  Judah,  z  Kings  xiv.  Z2.  but, 
in  the  Jkti^n  oi  Jhaz,  the  Syrians  retook  it,  and  rellor'd  ic  t« 
the  Edomites :  And  why  they  chofe  to  do  this,  rather  than  keep 
fo  advantageous  a  Place  in  their  own  PolTeffion,  we  may  learn 
from  what  we  read  of  the  £</(?«(//^j,  2  Chron.  xxviii.  ij. 'viz. 
that  they  invaded  Judah,  as  Auxiliaries  to  the  King  of  Syria, 

much  about  the  Time,  that  he  was  engag'd  in  War  with  that 
Kingdom,  and  therefore  it  is  no  Wonder,  that  he  (hould  give 
up  a  Place,  which  lay  attoof[reat  a  Diftance  for  him  to  keep,  to 
the  Edomites,  whofe  originally  it  was,  and  who  made  perhaps 
the  Reftitution  of  it  one  Article  of  their  Confederacy  with  hira.

^i„/         under  his  Dominion,  tranfplanted  the  People  to  Kir^  a  Place 

in  the  Upper-Media,  and  fo  put  an  End  to  the  Kingdom  of 

Syria  in  Damafcus  *,  after  it  had  continu'd  for  nine  or  ten fenerations. 

After  this,  he  march'd  againft  Pekah  ;  feiz'd  all  that 
belong'd  to  Ifracl  beyond  Jordan  ;  and,  having  plunder'd 
the  Land  of  Galilee,  proceeded  towards  "Jerufalem^  with 
an  Intent  to  y^w^fz^  more  Money  out  o'i  Aha%,  which  when 
he  had  done,  (by  making  him  cut  the  Veflels  of  the  Temple 
to  Pieces,   and  melt  them  down,  to  fatisfy  his  Avarice)  he 

march'd *  In  the  Time  of  Abraham^    Damafcus  was  in  being  ;  and 
feme  of  the   Antients  inform  us,   that  this  Patriarch   reign'd 
there  immediately  after  Damafcus  its  Founder.     Thus  much  is 
certain,   that   one,    whom  he   had  made  free,    and   appointed 
Steivard  oi  his  Hqufe,   was   of  Da7nafcus,    Gen.  xv.    2.  at  the 

Time  that  he  purfu'd  Chedorlaomtr,   and  the  five  confederated 
Kings,  as  far  as  Hobah,  which  lies  northward  of  Damafcus,  Gen.

'ycii  Kings  xvi.9.  it  is  faid,  that  he  did  help  him;  and  how 
then  can  he  be  faid  to  have  dijirefs'd  hitn  ?  Very  well  j  for,  as 
he  came  to  his  Afliftance  againlv  the  King  oi  Syria,  fo  he  took 

Damafcus,  carry'd  the  People  captive,  and  deliver'd  Ahaz  from 
the  Power  of  the  Syrians ;  but  this  did  Jhaz  little  good,  for  he 

help'd  him  not  to  recover  the  Cities,  which  the  Philifiines  had 
taken  from  him.  He  lent  him  no  Forces,  nor  enabled  hirh  to 

recruit  his  own  ;  on  the  contrary,  he  rather  nueakend  him,  by 

exhaufting  his  Treafures,  and  deiiroying  Samaria,  which  open'd 
a  Way  for  the  Invafion  of  his  Country  with  more  Facihty,  as

deny'd,  becaufe  of  his  Iniquities)  he   was  fucceeded  by  his 
Son  Hezekiah^  who  was  a  worthy  and  religious  Prince.

began  to  reign  j  apd,  after  he  had  got  the  full  Poffeflion  oi  fff^^Jlf"* the  matloK  of 

Religion, 

(I  Qf  Ahaz,  Jt  is  recorded,  that  he  was  but  tnuenty  Tears  old^ 
nuhen  he  began  to  reign,  and  that  he  reigned  fixtecn,  before  he 

dy'd,  fo  that  in  the  whole  he  liv'd  fix  and  thirty  Years,  2  Kings 
xvi.  2.     Now  his  Son  Hezekiah  is  faid  to  have  been  fve  and 
t<weniy  Tears  old,   nvhen  he  began  to  reign,  2  Kings  xviii.   2.   and 
confequently,    his  Father  muft  have  begot  him,  when  he  was 
eleven  Years  old,  which  feems  a  little  incredible :  And,  to  folve 
this  Difficulty,    Commentators  have  taken  feveral  Ways,     Some 

have  imagin'd,  that  Hezekiah  was  not  the  real,  but  adopted  Son 
only  of  Ahaz,  and  might  therefore  fucceed  his  Fojier-Father,  at 
this,  or  any  other.  Age  :  Put  this  Hypothejis  (as  Bochart  obferves) 

fpoils  the  Defcent  of  our  Saviour  from  Da'vid.     Others  fuppofe, 
(that  there  was  an  Interregnum  for  fome  Years,  occafioned  by  a 

Sedition,  that  happen'd  in  "Jerufalem :  But  there  is  no  Founda- 
tion for  this  Hypothejts  jn  Hiftory ;  on  the  contrary,   it  is  much 

more  likely,  that,  as  Hezekiah  was  a  Man  grown,  and  greatly 

beloved  by  the  People,  he  fhould  immediately  fucceed  upon  his 
Father's  Demife.     Others  again  imagine,  that,  in  Deteftation  of 
jihaz's  Wickednefs,   his  Reign  is  omiited  on  this  Account,  and 
that  therefore  thePaffagefhould  be  thus  render'' d:  Ahaznvas  twen- 

ty Tears  old  nvhen  his  Father  began  to  reign  :  But  this  is  reverling 
the  Order  of  Words  in  the  Text,  and  turning  them  into  a  Senfe 

that  is  far  from  bejng  natural.     Others,  not  fatisfy'd  with  any 
of  thefe  Solutions,  will  needs  have  it,   that  there  is  an  Error 

crept  into  the  Text  itfelf  by  the  Negligence  of  fome  Tranfcri- 
ber,  who,  inftead  of  tiventv,  made  Hezekiah  five  and  twenty 

Years  old,  when  his  Reign  commenc'd,  merely  by  miftaking  the numerical  Letters  :  But  it  is  not  fo  well,   even  in  numerical  Mat- 
ters (which  are  moft  liable  to  Variation)   to  find  any  Fault  with 

the  Text,  except  where  there  is  no  other  tolerable  Solution, 
which  is  not  the  Cafe  here.     In   thefe  Days,   and  long  before, 
it  was  no  unufual  Thing  (upon  feveral  Confiderations)  for  Kings 
to  take  the  Son,    who  was  to  fucceed  them,  into  Partiierfliip 

with  them  before  they  dy'd.     Now  J/:^az,  by  his  Mifmanage- 
ment. 
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A.  M.     the  Kingdom,  (for  during  his  Father's  Ulnefs  he  a£led  only 
'^^^'cMft  ̂ ^  Vice- Roy  under  him)  he  began,  in  good  Earneft,  to  \{tt 
"  g   ̂ c.  ̂ bout  a  thorough  Reformation  of  Religion.     To  this  pur- 
From      pofe  he  caus'd  the  Doors  of  the  Temple,  which  his  Father 

iKintsviii.  .  .  ^^^ to  the  End 

i^-Y^-Vj  rnent,  had  brought  hjmfelf  into  fo  many  Intanglements,  (2  Chron, 
xxviii.  16,  ̂ c.  and  xxix.  7,  i^c.)  as  to  want  an  Affiftant  in  the 
Government,  and,  accordingly,  it  appears  that  he  admitted  his 
Son   in   that  Capacity.     For,   whereas,   it  is  faid  of  Hezekiah^ 
that  he   began   to  reign  in  the  third  Year  of  Ho/hea  Son  of 
Elah,  z  Kings  xviii.  i.  and  of  Hojhea,  that  he  began  to  reign  in 
the  twelfth  Year  of  Jhaz,   2  Kings  xvii.   i.  it  is  evident,  that 
Htzekiah  began    to  reign    in  the  fourteenth  Year  of  Ahaz,  his 

Father,  and  fo  reign'd  two  or  three  Years  before  his  Father's 
Death.     So  that,   at   the  fiift  Date  of  his  Reign  (which  was  ia 
Conjunftion  with  his  Father)  he  might  be  but  two  or  three  and 
twenty,  and  his  Father,  confequently,  when  he  begot  him,  two 
or  three  Years  older  than  the  common  Computation.     But  there 
is  another  Way  of  folving  this  Difficulty.     It  is   a  common 
Thing,  both  Infacred  and  prophane  Authors,  in  the  Computation 
of  Time,  to  take  no  Notice,  whether  the  Year  they  mention, 

be  perfeft  or  imperfeft,  whether  linifh'd  or  but  newly  begun. 
Upon  this  Account  Aha%  might  be  near  one  and  twenty  Years 
old,   when   he  began  to  reign,  and  near  feventeen  Years  older, 
when  he  died  :  And,  on  the  other  Hand,  Hezekiah,  when  he 
began  to  reign,   might  be  but  juil  entering  into  his   five  and 
twentieth  Year,  and,  by  this  Means,    Jhaz  might  be  near  four- 

teen Years  old,  when  he  begat  Hezekiah,   which  is  no  extraor- 
dinary Thing  at  all.     Nay,    even  upon  the  loweft  Suppofition, 

that  he  was  but  eleven  or  twelve  Years   old,  yet  Inllances  are 
innumerable  (fuch  as  Bochart  and  others  have  given)  of  Perfons, 
that  have  procreated  Children  at  that  Age  :  For  it  is  not  fo 
much  the  Number  of  Years,   as  the  Nature  of  the  Climate,  the 
Conjlitution  of  the  Body,  the  Stature  of  the  Perfon,  the  Quality 

of  the  Diet,    &c.   that  ought  to   be    confider'd  in  this  Affair, 
Bochart^s  Phaleg.  p.  920.

towards  God,  that  he  began  fo  foon  to  reform  the  Corruption 

of  Religion,  and  did  not  Itay  till  he  had  eftabliHi'd  himfelf  in 
his  Throne  !  He  might  think  however,  that  the  fureft  Way  toi

Now  the  Offering,  which  the  Law  prefcrib'd  for  the  Tranfgref- 
fions  of  the  People,  was  a  young  Bullock  ;  and  for  the  Offences 
of  the  Prince,  was  ̂ Goat,  Lpv.  iv.  23,  i^c.  but  good  Hezekiah, 
we  find,  was  willing  to  do  more,  than  the  Law  commanded. 
He  was  fcnfible,  that  both  Prince  and  People  had  been  guilty, 
not  only  of  Sins  of  Ignorance,  (for  which  thefe  Sacrifices  were 

inftituted)  but  of  wilful  and  prefumptuous  Crimes,  of  grofs 
Idolatry,  a  Profanation  of  the  Temple,  and  an  utter  Extindion 

of  the  Worfhip  of  God  ;  and  therefore  he  appointed  fcven 

Bullocks  for  a  Burnt-Offering,  and  as  many  Goats  for  a  Sin^ 
Offering,  upon  Prefumption,  that  thefe  numerous  Sacrifices  were, 
if  not  neceffary,  at  leaft  highly  fit  and  becoming,  upon  the 
Account  of  the  great  and  long  Negledl  of  Divine  Service,  and 
the  Multitude,  and  long  Continuance,  of  their  other  Offences 

againft  God,  for  which  they  were  now  to  beg  Forgivenefs.

f  Mofes,  in  the  Service  of  the  Tabernacle,  did  not  appoint

Advice  of  the  Prophets,  Gad  and  Nathan,  introduced  ftveral 
Kinds  of  Mufick  into  the  Service  of  the  Temple,  as  a  Tiling 
highly  conducive  to  infpire  People  with  Refped,  with  Joy,  and

5.  and  xxv.  i.  and  'tis  farther  obfcrvable,  that 
the  Inftitution  of  Mufick,  in  religious  Alfemblies,  is  not  a  iVlat- 

ter  of  human  Invention,  but  what  was  ordain'd  by  God,  and 
has  the  Sandioij  and  Authority  of  his  Prophets  to  confirm  it, 

for  fo  ivas  the  Commandment  of  the  Lord  by  his  ProphetSy  2

but  all  other  Ijraeliiesy  of  whatever  Tribe  they  were,  to 
come  to  this  Solemnity. It

might  therefore  modulate,  and  compofe,  his  o\vn  Hymns  i  but, 

whether  the  Mufick  of  them  might  not  be  alter'd  or  improv'd 
in  After  Ages  (becaufe  the  Words  only  are  here  taken  Notice 
of)  is  a  Matter  of  feme  Uncertainty.  The  Afaph,  here  men- 

tion'd,  was  the  Perfon  who  liv'd  in  Da'vids  Days,  fo  famous

the  Pfalms ;  but  others  will  needs  have  it  (but  for  what  Reafon  I 

cannot  tell)  that  the  Author  of  the  Pfalms,  afcrib'd  to  Afaph, 
was  another  Perfon,  who  liv'd  in  After-Times,  tho'  perhaps  of 
the  fame  Family,  as  well  as  Name,  with  this  famous  Afaphy  who

Pajovers,  that  had  been  folemniz'd  from  the  Days  of  King 
Solomon.     The  Time,  which  the  Law  directs  for  the  Con- 

tinuance of  this  Feaft,  is  /even  Days  ;  but,  forafmuch  as  it 
had  been  long  neglected,  they  now  doubled  the  Time,  and 
kept  it  for  fourteen,  with  great  Joy  and  Gladnefs  of  Heart : 

And  as  foon  as  the  Solemnity  was  ended,  thofe,  that  belong'd 
to  the  Tribes  of  Judab  and  Benjamin  f,  went,  and  brake  the 

Images  in  Pieces,  cut  down  theGroves,  threw  down  the  High- 
Places,  and  Altars  belonging  to  ftrange  Gods,  and  abfolute- 

ly  deftroy'd  all  the  Monuments  of  Idolatry,  which  were  a- 
ny  where  to  be  found,  either  in  Jerufalem,  fudea,  or  any 
of  the   Coafts    belonging  to  them ;    as    thofe  of  the  other 
Tribes,  in  their  Return  home,  did  the  fame  in  all  the  reft 

of  Ifrael ;  fo  that  Idolatry  was  quite  abolifh'd,  and  the  true 
Worfhip  of  God  again  univerfally  reftor'd. 

Nay, 

vtr }  yet,  for  the  doing  of  this,  we  may  well  prefume,  that  he 
had  Encouragement  from  Hojhea  himfelf,  who,  as  to  the  Mat- 

ter of  Religion,  (as  we  faid  before)  has  a  better  Charafter  in 
Scripture,  than  any  of  hisPredeceffors  from  the  Divifion  of  the 
two  Kingdoms.  But  the  Truth  of  the  Matter  was,  that  both 
the  Golden-Calves  (which  had  made  this /o/zV/Va/ Separation) 
were  now  taken  away,  that  of  Dan  by  Tiglath-pile/er,  and  the 
other  of  Bethel,  by  his  Son  Salmanefer  ;  and  therefore  the  Apo- 

fiate  Jenjus,  being  thus  depriv'd  of  their  Idols,  began  to  return 
to  the  Lord,  and  to  go  up  to  Jerufalem  to  Worlhip  for  fome 
Time,  before  HeKekiah  made  them  this  Invitation  to  his  PaJJo-

f  The  Reafon,  which  the  Scripture  afligns  for  HizekiaFs  de- 

flroying  this  Brazen  Serpent,  is,    becau/e,  unto  this  Day, 

the  Children  o/'Ifrael  had  burnt  Incenfe  to  it,    2  Kings  xviii,  4. 
We  are  not  however  to  fuppofe,  that,  all  along  from  the  Days 
oi  Mofes,  this  Brazen  Serpent  was  made  an  Objeft  of  religious 
Worlhip  :  This  is  what  neither  David,  nor  Solomon,  in  the  Be- 

ginning of  his  Reign,  would  have  allow'd  of;  nor  can  we  think, 
but  that  either  Jfa  or  Jehojhaphat,  when  they  rooted  out  Idola- 

try, would  have  made  an  End  of  this,  had  they  perceiv'd,  that 
the  People,  at  that  Time,  either  paid  Worfhip,  or  burnt  Incenfe, 
to  it.     The  Commencement  of  this  Superfticion  therefore  mull 
be  of  a  later  Date,  and  fince  the  Time,  that  Ahab\  Family,  by 

being  ally'd  to  the  Crown  of  Judah  by  Marriage,  introduc'd  all 
Kinds  oi  Idolatry.     Now   one  falfe  Inducement  to  the  Worfliip 
of  this  Image  might  be  a  Miftake  of  the  Words  oi  Mofes.  For^ 
whereas  it  is  faid,  that  n.vhofoe'ver  looketh  upon  it,  Jhall  live. 
Numb,  xxi,  8.  fome  might  thence  fancy,  that,  by  its  Mediati- 

on, they  might  obtain  a  Bleffing,  and  fo  make  it  the  Objeft  of 
their  Superllicion  at  firft.     However,  we  may  imagine  that  their 

burning  Incenfe,  of  any  other  Perfumes,  before  it,  was  defign'd 
only  in  Honour  to  the  true  God,  by   whofe  Diredlion  Mofes 
made  it  ;  but  then,  in  Procefs  of  their  Superftition,  they  either 

worfhipp'd  the  God  of  Ifrael  wn^tx  that  Image,  or  (what  is  worfe) 
fubftituted  an  Heathen  God  in  his  Room,  and  worfhipp'd  the  Bra- 

zen Serpent,  as  his  Image  ;  which  they  might  more  eafily  be  in- 

duc'd   to  do,  becaufe  the  Pradlice  of  fome  neighbouring  Nati- 
ons   was  to  worfhip   their  Gods  under  the  Form  of  a  Serpent. 

Upon  this  Account  Hezekiah  wifely  chofe  rather  to  lofe  this  Me- 

morial of  God's  wonderful  Mercy  to  his  People  in  the  Wilder- 
nefs,  than  to  fuffer  it  any  longer  to  be  abus'd  to  Idolatry,  and 
therefore  he  brake  it  in  Pieces,  i.e.  as  the  Talmudifis  explain  it, 

he  ground  it  to  Powder,  and  then   fcatter'd  it  in  the  Air,  that 
there  might  not  be  the  leall;  Remains  of  it.     And  yet,  notwith- 
flanding  all  the  Care,  which  he  took  to  deflroy  it,  ̂ igonius,  in 
his  Hiftory  oi  Italy,  tells  us,  that,  in  the  Church  of  St.  Atnbrofe, 
in  Milan,  they  fhevv  a  Brazen  Serpent  entire,  which  they  pretend 
to   be  the  very  fame,  which  Mofes  creded   in   the  Wildernefs ; 

tho'  it  muft  be  own'd,  that,  among  their  learned  Men,  there  are 
fome,  who  acknowledge  the  Cheats  and  difclaim  it.     Le  Clerct

took  Care,  in  the  next  Place,  to  reftore  the  Temple-Worjhip   vorv* 

to  its  antient  Splendor  and  Purity.     To  this  Purpofe  he  put  ̂{"/'"'^-^f ' 

tlie  Priefts  and  Levites  in  their  Courfes,  and  appointed  every  ̂ empkw'r- 
one  his  proper  Miniftration.     The  Tithes  and  Firjl- Fruits^  fhip,  and 

which  idolatrous  Princes  had  detain'd,  on  Purpofe  to  bring/|^''^/^  '" the  Priefthood  into  Poverty,  and  thence  into  Contempt,  he 

return'd  to  the  Church  ;  and,  f  out  of  his  own  privy  Purfe^ 
(as  we  fay)  order'd  the  Expence  of  the  daily  Oblations,  as 
well  as  of  the  larger  Offerings  on  the  great  Feftivals  of  the 

Year,  to  be  defray 'd. 
Upon  thefe,  and  feveral  other  Accounts,  Hezekiah  de- 

ferv'd  the  Title  of  one  of  the  beft  of  Kings,  ||  that  ever 

reign'd f  After  that  D^Whad  brought  the  Ark  of  the  Lord  into  the 

Tent,  which  he  had  pitch'd  for  it,  near  his  own  Palace,  the 
Scripture  feems  to  intimate,  i  Chron.  xvi.  i .  that  he  divided  the 
Priefis  and  Le'vites  into  two  Bodies  j  one  of  which  he  left  at 
Gibeah,  to  attend  in  the  'Tabernacle,  which  Mo/es  made ;  and 
the  other  he  took  with  him  to  Jerujalem.  And,  from  this  Time 

it  is  highly  probable,  that,  out  of  his  own  Ejfate,  he  fupply'd 
whatever  was  neceffary  for  the  facred  Minillry  of  this  his  domef- 
tic  Tabernacle,  on  Mount  Bion.  When  Solomon  had  built  the 

Temple,  he  oblig'd  himfelf  to  defray  all  the  Expences,  both  or» 
dinary  and  extraordinary,  of  the  Altar,  2  Chron.  viii.  13.  And, 

in  like  Manner,  upon  the  Re-building  of  the  Temple,  at  the 
Return  from  the  Captivity,  Ezekiel  affigns  a  proper  Revenue  to 
the  King,  to  anfvver  the  Expence  of  all  Sacrifices,  hot\i  Jiated, 
and  occafional.  Chap.  xlvi.  fo  that  Hezekiah^  in  this,  did  proper- 

ly no  more,  than  what  was  incumbent  on  him  ;  tho'  feveral of  his  idolatrous  Predecefibrs  had  doubtlefs  withdrawn  the  Fund 

appropriated  to  that  Purpofe,  which  made  it  fo  commendable 

in  him  to  reftore  it  to  its  proper  Channel.  Cal/net's  and  Patrick'% Commentaries.

753J  Sff.  *  manefcr  was  engag'd  in  the  Siege  of  Samaria^  he  warr'd  a-

SVof'^^  7«ifl/^,  which  they  had  feiz'd  during  the  Time,  that  Pekah 
a  Chron.  and  Rexin  jointly  diftrefs'd  the  Land,  but  alfo  difpoflcfs'd 
Sy^C*^  them  of  almoft  all  their  own  Territories,  except  Ga%a^  and 

Gath. 

As  foon  as  the  Siege  of  Samaria  was  over,  Salmanefef 
fent  to  He%ekiah  to  demand  the  Tribute,  which  his  Father 

Ahaz  had  agreed  to  pay  to  the  Kings  of  AJfyria^  but  He- 

%ekiah  refus'd  to  pay  it ;  which  would  doubtkfs  have  brought 
the  AJfyrian  upon  him  with  all  his  Power,  had  he  not  been 

diverted  by  the  War  *  he  enter 'd  into  againft  Tyre^  and  dy'd 
before  he  had  put  an  End  to  it. 

He  was  fucceeded  by  his  Son  Sennacherib^  who,  as  foon 

as  he  was  fettled  on  the  Throne,  renew'd  the  Demand  for 

the  Tributej  and,  upon  Hezekiah^s  refufing  to  comply, 
march'd  a  great  Army  into  Judea^  in  order  to  fall  upon 
him^ 

HtsStckftefs  -J-  Not  long  before  this,  Hezekiah  Was  taken  with  a  fore 
lUnefsj.and  had  a  Meffage  from  God  by  the  Prophet  Ifaiahi 

to 

jtxiii.  25.  So  that  this  Charader  of //<rzfi/fl^  muft  relate  to 

fome  particular  Virtue,  wherein  he  ftood  diftinguifli'd  from  the 
reft  of  the  Kings  of  Judah,  and  that  was,  bis  trujiing 
in  the  Lord  God  of  Ifrael,  (as  it  is  in  the  Beginning  of  the 
Verfe)  and  not  in  the  Help  of  any  Foreign  Forces,  as  all  the 

other  Kings,  (even  the  moll  renown'd  for  their  Piety)  in  fome 
Meafure,  are  known  to  have  done.     Calmet\  Commentary. 

*  The  King  of  Tyre,  finding  the  Philijiines  brought  low  by 
the  War,  which  Hezekiah  had  lately  made  upon  them,  laid  hold 
on  the  Opportunity  to  reduce  Gath  (which  had,  fome  Time  be- 

fore, revolted  from  him)  under  his  Obedience.  Hereupon,  the 

People  oiGath,  applying  thenifelves  to  Salmanefer,  engag'd  him 
in  their  Caufe  againft  the  Syrians.  He  foon  took  feveral  of  their 

Cities,  and,  at  length,  clofely  befieg'd  their  Capital :  But,  be- 
fore he  could  carry  the  Place,  (which  held  out  for  five  Years) 

he  died,  and,  by  thac  Means,  gave  fome  Refpite  to  Hezekiah.

Both  ̂ '^'j  ̂'°  '*'^ 
thefe  were  Events   beyond   his  Expedtation ;  and   therefore,  cin on. 

to  give  him  a  full  Afl'urance  of  Faith,  God,  at  his  Requeft,  \,y>r\J 
made  the  Sun  go  backward  ten  Degrees  upon  the  Sun-Dial, 

that  Jhaz  had  ere6led;  and  when  (by  the  Prophet's  Direc- 
tions) a  Plaifter  of  Figs  was  apply'd  to  his  Ulcer,  he   reco- 

ver'd  in  the  Space  of  three  Days,  and  went  up  to  the  Tem- 
ple to  return  God  Thanks  for  fo  wonderful  a  Deliverance. 

Upon  Hezekiah's  Recovery,  Merodach-baladan,  King  oi Alliance 
Babylon,  fent  Embaffadors  f  to  congratulate  him,  and,  at'"'^'^  f^' 

the  fame  Time,  to  enter  into  an  Alliance  with  him  againft  ̂'j"^"-^^*' 
Sennacherib,  whofe  growing  Power  the  Babylonians,  as  well 
as  the  Jews,  had  Reafon  to  fear :  And  Hezekiah  was  fo  taken 
with  the  Honour  done  him  upon  this  Occafion,  that,  out  of 

the  Vanity  and  Pride  of  his  Heart,  he  fhew'd  the  Embaffa- dors 

nut  of  the  Hands  of  the  King  of  Afty ria,  2  Kings  XX.  6.     The 

Truth  of  the  Matter  is,   —Hezekiah  reign'd,  in  all,  nine 
and  twenty  Years,  2  Kings  xviii.  2.  He  had  already  reign'd 
fourteen  Years,  when  Sennacherib  invaded  him,  2  Kings  xviii.  13. 

and  after  his  Sicknefs,  he  continu'd  to  reign  fifteen  Tears,  i 
Kings.  XX.  6.  fo  that  his  Sicknefs  muft  have  happcn'd  in  the  very 
fame  Year,  that  the  King  of  Afjyria  invaded  his  Kingdom ; 

but  the  facred  Penman  deferr'd  the  Account  he  was  to  give  of 
that,  until  he  had  finifh'd  the  Hiftory  of  Sennacherib,  which  he 
was  willing  tO  give  the  Reader  at  one  Vienu;  and  this  is  the  true 
Reafon  of  the  Mifiocation.     Calmet\  Commentary. 

f  The  Conquefts,  which  the  Affyrians  were  every  where 
making,  could  not  fail  of  giving  Umbrage  to  the  neighbouring 
Powers  to  confederate  againft  them  ;  and  therefore,  we  may 
well  fuppofe,  that,  befides  the  Bufinefs  of  congratulating  Heze- 

kiah's  Recovery,  the  Purpofe  of  this  Embaffy  was  to  enter  into 
an  Alliance  with  him  againft  Sennacherib,  whofe  growing  Power 
the  Babylonians  had  Reafon  to  fear,  as  well  as  the  Jcvjs ;  and 
(as  the  Author  of  the  Chronicles  expreffes  it)  to  enquire  into  the 
Wonder,  that  nxjas  done  in  the  Land,  2  Chron.  xxxii.

to  encourage  them  to  invade  his  Country,  but  feem'd  to  place 
more  Confidence  in  this  new  Alliance  with  them,  than  in  the 
Power  of  the  Almighty,  whofe  Favour  and  Proteftion  he  had  fo 

long  experienc'd.     The  Author  of  the  Chronicles  tells  us,  that, 
in  the  Bujinefs   of  the   Ejnbajfadors    of  the  Princes    of  Babylon, 
nvho  fent  unto  him  to  enquire  of  the  Wonder y  that  ijoas  done  in  the 
Land,  God  left  him  to  try  him,  that  he  might  knoiv  all  that  ivas 
in  his  Heart,  2  Chron.  xxxii.  31.     And  from  hence  fome  have 

inferr'd,  that  Hexekiah's  great  Offence  lay,  not  fo  much  in  the 
Oftentation  of  his  military  Stores,  and  Treafures,  as  in  his  not 
giving  fufHcient  Glory   to  God  for  fo  fignal  a  Miracle,  and  his 
Recovery  enfuant  thereupon,  and   in  his  not  reprefenting   this 
Matter  to  thefe  idolatrous  EmbafTadors,  in  fuch  powerful  and 
convincing  Terms,  as   might  have  drawn  them   over  to  the 
Knowledge  of  the  true  God,  which  was   the  proper   Improve- 

ment, he  fhould  have  made  of  this  Divine  Vouchfafement  to

For,  while  Sennacherib  was  befieging  Lachifl}., 
Hezekiahy  obferving   that  this  new   Ally  of  his    made    no 
Hafte  to  come  to  his  Affiflance,  and  being  fadly    fenfible, 
that,  of  himfelf,  he  was  not  fufficient  to  refift  fo  powerful 
an  Advcrfary  as  the  King  of  JJfyria^  fent  Embafladors   to 

him,  defiring  him  to  retire  out  of  his  Dominions,  and  pro- 

mifing  to  fubmit  to  fuch  Conditions,  as  he  fhould  be  pleas'd 
to  impofe  upon  him. 

The  Demand,  which  Sennacherib  made,  was  the  Pay- 
ment of  three  hundred  Talents  f  of  Silver,  and  thirty  Ta- 

lents of  Gold ;  which  Hezekiah  was  not  able  to  raife,  with- 
out exhaufting  all  his  Treafures,  and  ftripping  the  very 

Doors  of  the  Temple  of  the  Gold -Plates,  wherewith  they 
were  overlaid.  This  diverted  the  King  of  AJfyria  for  fome 

Time,  fo  that,  leaving  Judea^  he  turn'd  his  Arms  againft 
Egypt  *;  but,  after  a  Series  of  different   SuccefTes,  he  re- 

turn'd

great  Fire ;  that,  in  this  Extremity,  he  had  Recourfe  to  all  his 

falfe  Deities,  to  whom  he  had  offer'd  fo  many  Sacrifices,  but 
received  no  Relief  from  them  ;  that,  remembering  what  he  had 
heard  his  good  Father,  Hezekiah,  fay,  wz.  When  thou  art  in 
Tribulation,  if  thou  turn  to  the  Lord  thy  God,  he  'will  not  forfake 
thee,  neither  deflroy  thee,  Deut.  iv.  30,  31.  he  was  thereupon 

immediately  deliver'd,  and,  in  a  Moment,  tranflated  to  his  King- 
dom. But  this  is  no  lefs  a  Fiftion,  than  that  miraculous  Flame, 

which  the  Author  of  the  imperfedl  Comment  upon  St.  Mattheiv 

fpeaks  of,  that  encompafs'd  him  on  a  fudden,  as  he  was  praying 
to  God,  and,  having  melted  his  Chains  afunder,  fet  him  at  Li- 

berty. Vid.  Tradit.  Hebr.  in  Pacalip.  &  Targum  in  2  Chron. 
xxiii.  u.  In  all  Probability,  it  was  Saos  duchin,  the  Succeflbr 

of  Efarhaddon,  who,  fome  Years  after  his  Captivity,  releas'd 
Manajfeh  out  of  Prifon. 

f  We  have  a  Prayer,  which,  it  is  pretended,  he  made  in  Pri- 
fon, The  Church  does  not  receive  it  as  Canonical,  but  it  has 

a  Place  among  the  Apocryphal  Pieces,  and,  in  our  Colledions; 
{lands  before  the  Books  of  the  Maccabees.  The  Greek  Church 

however  has  receiv'd  it  into  their  Euchologium,  or  Book  of Prayers,

the  Lord  only ;  fo  that,  after  this,  God  blefs'd   him  with  a 
long  and  profperous  Reign,  longer  indeed,  than  any  of  the 

Kings  of  Judah^  either  before  or  after  him,   had  reign'd. 
He  poflefs'd  the  Throne  full  five  and  fifty  Years  j  and  yet, 
(notwithftanding  his  fignal  Repentance)   becaufe  his  former 

Wickednefs  was  fo  great,  he  was  not  allow'd   the  Honour 

of  being  bury'd    in   any  of  the  Royal  Sepulchres,   but  was 
laid  in  a  Grave  made  in  the  Garden,   belonging   to  his  own 
Houfe,  called  the  Garden  of  Uzzah  f ,    and  was  fucceeded 

by  his  Son  Amnion.

But  then  the  Queftion  is,  whether  the  People  oijudah  facrific'd 
thefe  Horfes  to  the  Sun,  (as  'tis  certain  the  Artnenians,  Ptrjiansy 
and  other  Nations  did)  or  only  led  them  out  in  State  every 
Morning,  to  meet  and  falute  the  Sun,  at  his  Rijing,  The  An- 
tients  had  a  Notion  likewife,  that  the  Sun  itfelf  was  carried  a- 
bout  in  a  Chariot ;  and  therefore  Chariots,  as  well  as  Horfes^ 
were  dedicated  to  it.  Since  then  we  find  thefe  Horfes,  and 
Chariots,  ftanding  fo  near  together,  the  Horfes,  we  may  fuppofe,

with  them   to  the  Temple,    he  caus'd  the  Law  of  God 
there  to  be  diftindly  read  ;  and  when  that  v/as    done,  both 

he  and  all  the  People  enter'd  into  a  Covenant  to  obferve  allj 
that  was  contain'd  in  it.     After  this,  he  made  another  Pro- 
grefs  round  the  Kingdom  of  Judah^  and  Samaria^    to  de- 
ftroy  every  the  leaft  Remainder  of  Idolatry^  that  he  could 

meet  with  ;  and,  when  the  Seafon  of  the  next  Pajfoz'er  was 
come,  had  it  ||  kept  with  fuch  Exadnefs  and  Solemnity,  as had

Laijo.  from  which,  fince  the  finding  of  this  authentick  Copy  of 

it,  Jofiah  enjoin'd  them  not  to  vary  one   Tittle.     Calmet\  and 
he  Clerc's  Commentaries. 

f  Tho'  Jofiah  was  doubtlefs  fincere  in  what  he  did,  and  0- 
Jhitted  nothing  to  reftore  the  Purity  of  God's  WorlTiip,  where- 
ever  his  Power  extended  j  yet  the  People  had  ftill  a  Hankering 
after  the  Corruption  of  the  former  Part  of  ManaffeV ^  Reign* 

They  comply 'd  indeed  with  the  prefent  Reformation  ;  but  this 
was  only  out  of  Fear  of  incurring  the  King's  DifpleafurCj  01' 
of  feeling  the  Severity  of  his  Juftice.  Their  Hearts  were  ti06 
right  towards  God,  as  appears  from  the  Writings  of  the  PrO'* 

phetsj  that  liv'd  in  thofe  Times  ;  and  therefore,  feeing  no  Siglt 
of  their  Repentance,  God  had  no  Reafon  to  reverfe  his  Deefe^«

of  Pfam?nctichusy  King  of  Egypt,  and  a  Man  of  a  bold  enter- 
prifing  Spirit  ;  that  he  made  an  Attempt  to  join  the  Nile  and 
the  Red  Sea,  by  drawing  a  Canal  from  one  to  the  other  ;  that 

tho'  he  failed  in  this  Defign,  yet,  by  fending  a  Fleet  from  the 

RiJ-Sea  through  the  Streights  of  Babel-Mandel,  he  difcover'd 
the  Coafts  of  Africa,  and,  in  this  his  Expedition  to  the  Eu- 

phrates, refolv'd  to  bid  fair  (by  deftroying  the  united  Force  of 
the  Babylonians  and  Medes)  for  the  whole  Monarchy  of  JJia.

-f-  Geographers  make  no  Mention  of  this  City  under  this

*  Megiddo  was  a  City  in  the  half  Tribe  of  ManaJJeh,  not  far 
from  the  Mediterranean-Sea,  which  Way  Necho  was  to  pafs  with 

his  Army,  in  order  to  go  into  Syria,  and  thence  to  the  Eu- 
phrates. In  the  Valley  adjoining  to  this  Place  Jofiah  was  flain, 

•while  he  ivas  at  the  Head  of  his  Army,  (as  Jofephus  tells  us)  and 
riding  up  and  do'von  to  give  Orders  from  one  Wing  to  the  other. 
This  Adion  Herodotus  makes  mention  of,  when  he  tells  us, 

that  Nechos,  King  of  Egypt,  halving  fallen  upon  the  Syrians, 

near  the  City\A2.'TAo\,  obtained  a  great  FiSIory,  and  made  him- 
feif  Mojler  of  C^dytis  :  Where  the  Author  plainly  miftakes 

the  Syrians  for  the  Jenxis  ;  Magdolum,  a  City  in  the  Loiver' 
Egypt,  for  Megiddo  ;  and  Cadytis,  for  Kadejh,  in  the  upper 
Galilee,  by  which  he  was  to  pafs  in  his  Way  to  Charchemifh ; 

or  rather  for  the  City  of  Jerufalem,  which,  in  Herodotus"^  Time, 
might  be  called  by  the  neighbouring  Nations  Cadyta,  or  Ca- 
dyfcha,  i  e.  the  holy  City  ;  fince,  even  to  this  Day,  it  is  called 

by  the  Eajlern  People  Al-huds,  which  is  plainly  both  of  the

UT  how  religious  foever  we  may  fu^pofe  fofiah  the 
King  of  Judah  to  have  been,  we  cannot  but

*'  ftantly  in  his  Remembrance,  as  if  it  were  (cj  Frontlets 
*'  between  his  Eyes ;  and  yet,  when  he  was  no  lefs  than 
"  fix  and  twenty  Years  old,  and  in  the  eighteenth  Year  of 
"  his  Reign,  we  find  him  {d)  rending  his  Cloaths^  for  Fear

Light  from  the  optick  Nerves  ;  and  that  the  Gall  of  a  Fijh 
(efpecialiy  of  the  Fi(h  called  Callionimus)  is  of  excellent  Ufe 
to  remove  all  fuch  Specks    and    Obftrudions  to  the   Sight, 
we  have  the  Teftimony  of  fome  of  the  greateft  Men,  (/>  j 
Phyficians  and   Naturalijls,  to  produce  in  Confirmation  of 
this  Part  of  Tohit\   Hiftory.     That    good  Angels  are  ap- 

pointed by  God  to  be  the  Guardians  of  particular  Men,  and,

Manner,  has  an  evil  Angel,  or  Genius,   whereof  fome  pre- 
fide  over  one  Vice,  and  fome  over  another ;  infomuch,  that 
there  are  Demons  of  Avarice,  Demons  of  Pride,  and  Demon soi 

Impurity,  &c.   each  endeavouring  to  enfnare  the  Pcrfon  he 
attends  with  a  complexional  Temptation,  is  another  Pofition, 

that  has  been  almoft  generally  receiv'd,  (r)  not  only  in  the 
fewijh  and  Chriftian,  but  in  the  Pagan  Theology  liicewife ; 
and  therefore  thus  far  the  Hiftory  of  Tohit  can  be  no  Novel 
or  Romance. 

That  good  Angels  have  a  fuperior  Power  and  Controul 
over  the  bad,  and,  by  the  Divine  Authority,  can  curb  and 
reftrain  their  Malice,  (which  is  all  that  we  need  underftand

findjhut  him  up,  and  fet  a  Seal  upon  him,  that  he  Jhould  de-r 
ceive  the  Nations  no  more :     And  that  this  good  Angel,  per- 
fonating  an  IJraelite,  and  (t)  calling  himfelf  Azarias,  the  Son 
pf  Ananias,  was  not  guilty  of  any  Lye  or  Prevarication,  is 
plain  from  Cafes  of  the  like  Nature.     For,  as  the  Pi6ture  is 
ilfually  called  by  the  Perfon   it  reprefents,   and  he,   who  in 
Tragedy  afts  the  Part  of  Cato,  does,  for  that  Time,  go  under 
his  Name ;  fo  Raphael,  being  fent  by  God  in  the  Form  and 

Appearance  of  a  Young-Man,  was,  in  (hat  Capacity,  to  aft 
|md  fpeak  as  if  he  had  been  fuch.  Nor  was  there  any  Falla- 

cy in  his  afluming  the  Name  of  Jzarias,  which  fignifies 

God's  Help,  or  Affijiance,  fmce  he  was  manifeftly   fent  for 
this  very  Purpofe,  that  he  might  be  a  Guide  and  Affiftance 

tp  Tobias  in  his  Journey,  and  therefore  very  prudently  con- 
pealed  his  Quality  of  an  Angel,  that  he  might  more  conve- 

niently pxecute  his  Commiffion.     So  that  hitherto  there  is 
no  Incongruity  in  the  whole  Narration,  if  we  can  but  have 

ft  farther  Account,  why  [u]  the  Smoke  of  the  Fifh's  Liver 
and  Heart  fhould  be  qf  any  Efficacy  to  put  the  evil  Spirit  to 
iiight. 

Those,  who  are  pf  Opinion,  (x)  thzt  Demons,  or  evil 
Angels,  were  invefted  with  certain  material  Forms,  wherein 

they  fnufF'd  up  the  Perfumes,  and  feafled  themfelves  upon 
the  Odours  of  the  Incenfe  and  Sacrifices,  that  were  ofFer'd 
%Q  them,  have  an  eafy  Way  of  folving  this  Difficulty,  by 
fuppofing  that  the  Smell  of  the  burnt  Heart  and  Liver  of  the 
Fi(h  was  offenfive  to  Afmodeus,  even  as  they  pretend,  (j) 
that  i|i  fome  Herbs,  Plants,  Stones^  and  other  natural  Things, 
there  is  a  certain  Virtue  to  (Irive  away  Demons,  and  to  hin- 
<Jer  them  from  coming  into  fuch  a  determinate  Place.  The 
Chaldeans,  among  whom  the  Book  of  Tobit  was  vy^rote,  and 
the  Ifraelites,  for  whofe  Ufe   and  Inftru£tion  it  was  wrote, 

might  both  be  of  this   Opinion  :    That  Demons,  as 
not  abfolutely  divefted  of  all  Matter,  were  capable  of  the fame

we  find  the  Angel  thus  enjoining  Tobit^  (z)  JVhen  thou  Jh alt 
come  to  thy  Wife  Sara,  rife    up  both   of  yoUj  and  pray  to 
Gody  who  is  merciful,  who  will  pity  you,  and  fave you. 

Upon  the  contrary  Suppofition,  viz.  that  this  Demon  was 
a  Being  incorperealy  (and  this  is  the  Suppofition,  concerning 
the  angelical  Nature,  which  generally  prevails)  we  may 

fafely  conclude,  that  the  Smoke  of  the  Fifh'i  Entrails  could 
have  no  direct  and  phyfical  EfFe6t  upon  him ;  that  his  fleeing 

away  therefore  was  occafion'd  by  a  fupernatural  Power,  in 
the  Exercife  of  which,  the  Angel,  appointed  to  attend  Tobity 

was  the  principal  Inftrument;  [a)  that  he  order'd  the  burn- 
ing of  the  Fifh's  Entrails,  as  a  Sign,  when  the  evil  Spirit, 

by  his  fuperior  Power,  fhould  be  chas'd  away ;  or  in  the 

fame  Senfe,  that  our  blcfl'ed  Saviour  fpread  Clay  upon  the 
Eyes  of  the  Man,  that  was  born  blind,  and  order'd  him  to 
wafh  in  the  Pool  of  Siloah,  viz.  not  as  the  Caufe,  but  the 
Proof,  of  his  Cure;  and  that  he  fent  him  away  {b)  into  the 

uttermofl  Parts  of  Egypt,  /.  e.  into  the  Deferts  of  the  Up- 
per Egypt,  becaufe  our  Saviour  intimates,  that  fuch  is  the 

ufual  Habitation  of  evil  Spirits,  when  he  reprefents  them, 

(f)  as  walking  through  dry  Places,  feeking  Refi,  and  finding 
none. 

However  this  be,  we  cannot  hold  ourfelves  concern'd 
for  the  Vindication  of  every  Expreflion  in  a  Book,  which 
our  Church  has  not  thought  fit  to  receive  into  her  Canon  of 

Scripture.  'Tis  fufficient  for  our  prefent  Purpofe,  that  the 
hiflorical  Ground-Plot  of  it  be  true,  whatever  may  be  faid  as 

to  fome  particular  PafTage  in  it,  and  tho'  its  figurative  and 
poetical  Stile,  as  well  as  near  Conformity  to  the  Theology 
then  in  Vogue,  may  give  fome  Umbrage  to  a  Reader,  that 
will  not  be  fo  candid,  as  to  think  with  St.  ferom  (d),  Multa

ha-w  bffore.  thcmfclves,  and  to  inftigate  their   SubjeSfs  to  Idolatry,  had 
made  it  their  Bufmefs  to  burn  and  deftroy  all  the  Copies  of  the 
Law,  that  they  could  any  where  meet  with,  fo  that  there 

was  not  fo   much  as  one  left  for  the   King's  Ufej  and  that 
this  was  the  Reafon  of  his  difcovering  fo  great  a  Surprize  at 

his  hearing  the  Comminations  read,  becaufe  he  had  never  per- 
haps feen  any   fuch  Volume   before.     It  muft  be  acknow- 

ledg'd  indeed,  that  Difufe    often  cancels  the  mod  excellent 
Laws,  and^  from  Jofiah' s  Surprize,  we  have  Room  to  fuf- 

pe6l,  that  he  had  not  as  yet'tranfcrib'd  a  Copy  cf  the  Law 
with  his  own  Hand,  and  had  probably  for  fome  Time  neg- 
lc£led  the  reading   itpublickly,   [g]  every  feventh  Tear,  ac- 

cording to  the  Command.     But,  that  he  had  never  feen  fuch 
a  Tranfcripc  of  it  before  this  Time,  we  can  hardly  believe, 
becaufe  it  is  not  conceivable,  how  he  could  fo  early  apply 
himfelf  to  the  Service  of  God,  even    in  Oppofition  to  the 

Corruptions  of  thc  Times;  how   he  could  begin  the  Refor- 
mation of  Religion,  the  JboUfomeut  of  Idolatry   and  Super- 

ftition,  and  the  Eftablifhment  of  fo  many  wholfome  Ordi- 
nances for  the  Divine  Worfhip,  without  tJie  Affiftance  and 

Dire6tion  of  tliis  Book. 

In  this  very  Year,  we  are  told,  that  fuch  a  Paflbver  was 

folemnizM,  (/>)  as  had  not  been  kept,  from  the  Days  of  Sa- 
muel the  Prophet,  nor  among  all  the  Kings    of  Ifrael ;  but how

In  the  Reigns  of  Jehofiapbat,  and  Hezekiah,  Copies  of  v^-OTNo 

tlie  Law  (i)  were  common  enough,  and  in   the  Reigns  ̂ ^^^f\''p^i^n 
their  wicked  Succeflbrs,  the  facred  Hiftory  makes  no  men-  refokcd  at 

tion  of  their  being  burnt  or  deftroy'd.     The  "Jewijh  VioQiox^  finding  it, 
indeed  tell   us,  that  Manajfeh   blotted  the  facred  Name   of 

Jehovah  out  of  all  the  Books  that  he  could  find ;  but  they 

no  where  report,  that  he  utterly  abolifh'd  them  ;  And  there- 
fore we  may  conclude,  that  the  People,  at  this  Time,  had 

feveral  Copies  of  the  Law  among  them,  tho'  fome  of  them 
perhaps  imperfed  and   corrupt ;   and  that  the   High-Prieft 
might  rejoice,  when  he  had  found  the  Original,  becaufe  by 
it  all  the  other  Copies  might   be  corrected  ;  and    rejoice  the  (fcs 
more,  that  he  had  found  it  at  a  Time,  when  the  King  was 

<^oino-  to  make  a  Reformation  in  Religion,  which  he  could 
not  but  look  upon  as  a  very  remarkable  Providence. 

The  four  Evangelijis,  who  have  recorded  the  Subftance-j^"^  '^^^ 
of  the  Chriftian   Religion,  we  have  by  us,  and  may  read  y;/,.^5,Vi  at 
therein  every  Day ;  and  yet,  who  can    fay,  but  that  fome  it. 
remarkable  Paflage  may  perchance  efcape  his  Obfervation  ? 

{k)  But  now,  if,  by  fome  lucky  Accident,  we  fliould  hap- 
pen  to  find  the  Original    of   St.    Matthew,  or    St.  John, 

who  can  doubt,  but  that  ive  (hould  both  read  and  liften  to  it

And,  in 
like  Manner,  we  may  fay,  that  it  was  the  great  Reverence, 
which  yofiah  bore  to  the  original  Book  of  Mofes,  as  well 
as  the  feafonable  and  remarkable  finding  it  at  this  Time,  that 

awakened,  and  quickened,  him  to  a  more  attentive  Confide- 

ration  of  all  the  Pafiages  contain'd   in   it,  than  ever  he  had 
known  before,  either  in  his  reading,  or  hearing  the  ordinary 
Copies  of  the  Law. 

MANASSEH  was  certainly,  in  the  former  Part  of //7-;r  the

o^W/  ing  the   frequent  Remonftrances  on  God's  Part  to  the  con- 
trary ?  Now,  to  this  Purpofe  it  may  be  obferv'd,  {m)  that, 

in  the  whole  Compafs  of  the  Law,  there  is  no  exprefs  Reve- 
lation made   of  a  future  Life ;    that  the  Hints,  which  arc 

given  of  it,  are  too  ohfcure  for  every  common  Reader  right- 
ly to  interpret ;  and  that  this  Obfcurity  might  be  a  Means  of 

throwing  the  antient  Ifraelites  into  idolatrous  Pradtices.  For, 
as  they  had  no  certain  Hopes  of  another  Life  to  rely  on,  they 
could  not  fee  neighbouring  Nations  in  a  more  flourifliing  Con- 

dition, without  Tome  Uneafinefs  and  Perturbation  of  Mind  ; 

and  from  hence,  by  Degrees,  they  might  fall  into  this  Opini- 
on,  That  the  Gods  of  thefe  Nations  mufl  needs  be  more 

^  mighty,  and  powerful,  than  the  God  of  Ifrael,  fmce   their 
Worfhippers  were  manifeftly  more  profperous ;  and  from 

hence  they  were  induced  to  forfake  the  God  of  their  Ancef- 
tors,  and  to  worfliip  the  Gods  of  the  Heathen. 

It  may  be  obferv'd  farther,  that  the  Difficulty  of  keeping 
the  Mofatck  Law^  efpecially  in  what  related  to  its  Rites  and 
Ceremonies,  was  very  great,  and  the  Profit,  which  refulted 
from  thence,  no  ways  comparable  to  the  Trouble,  which  it 

occafion'd ;  and  from  thence  they  might  be  tempted  to 
fliake  off  («)  a  Yoke,  which  neither  they,  nor  their  Fore' 
Fathers  were  able  to  bear,  and  betake  themfelves  to  the  Ob- 
ferv^nce  of  other  Laws,  more  eafy  and  commodious  in 

themfelves,  and  fuch  as  were  productive  of  much  more  Be- 
nefit and  Profperity  to  the  Obfervers  of  them.  Nor  fhould 

it  be  forgotten,  that,  as  a  great  Part  of  the  Revenues  of  Pa- 
lejiine,  according  to  the  Conftitution  of  the  Mofaick  Law^ 
fell  to  the  Lot  of  the  Priejls  and  Levites,  the  Laity,  upon 
every  Occafion,  might  grow  weary  of  paying  fo  much  j  and 

thereupon  be  inclin'd  to  any  Innovation  in  Religion,  that 
fhould  offer  itfelf,  if  it  could  but  be  fupported  at  an  eafier 
Expence.  And  accordingly  we  may  obferve,  that,  in  the 
wicked  Reigns  of  Aha%  and  ManaJJeh,  when  the  Temple 

was  either  quite  (hut  up,  or  converted  to  idolatrous  Pur- 
pofes,  the  Payment  of  Tithes  and  Oblations  was  fufpended,

Images,  and  Altars,  and  other  Monuments   of  Idolatry ̂   ̂̂ 'f^ffgj^atlon 
the  Kingdom  of  Ifrael^  where  he  had  neither  any  regal  novinta  tke 

judicial  Authority:  But  it  ftiould  be  remember'd,  that  his^'"^'^''"'"/ 
Authority  in  this  Regard  was  founded  upon  an  antient  Pre-  "^  * 
didlion,  (/>)  where  he  is  particularly  nam'd,  and  appointed 
to    this  Work   of  Reformation  by   God  himfelf,  and  that, 

confequently,  he  could  not  be  guilty  of  an  Infringement  up- 

on another's  Right,  even  though  he  had  no  farther  Com- 
miffion.     But  the   ten  Tribes,  we   are  to  confider,  being 
row  gone  into  Captivity,  the  antient  Right,  which  Davidy 
and  his  Pofterity,  had  to  the  whole  Kingdom  of  Ifrael  (be- 

fore it  was  difmember'd    by  feroboam^  and  his  SuccefTors) 
devolv'd  upon  JoftaL     The  People,  who  efcap'd  the  Cap- 
iivity,  were  united  with    his  Subjedls,  and  put  themfelves 
under  his  Protection.     They  came  to  the  Worfhip  of  God 

at  ferufalem^  and  did  doubtlefs  gladly  comply  with  his  Ex- 
tirpation of  Idolatry ;  at  which  the  Cuthites,  the  new  Inha- 

bitants of  the  Country,  who  worfhipp'd  their  Gods  in  ano- 
ther Manner,  were  not  at  all  offended. 

The  Kings  of  Affyria,  'tis  true,  were  the  Lords,  and 
Conquerors,  of  the  Country  ;  but,  from  the  Time  of  Ma- 

naffeh's  Reftoration,  they  feem  to  have  conferr'd  upon  the 
Kings  of  Judah  (who  might  thereupon  become  their  Ho- 

magers) a  Sovereignty  in  all  the  Land  of  Canaan,  to  the 
fame  Extent,  wherein  it  was  held  by  David  and  Solomon^ 
before  it  was  divided  into  two  Kingdoms.  So  that  fofiah, 
upon  fundry  Pretenfions,  had  fufficient  Power  and  Authority 

to  vifit  the  Kingdom  of  Ifrael.,  and  to  purge  it  from  Idola- 
try, as  well  as  his  own.

The 
King  of  Egypt  indeed  fent  to  him  to  acquaint  him,  that  {r) 
God  was  with  him,  and  that  therefore  oppofmg  him,  would 
be  fighting  againjl  God :  But  Jojiah  knew  very  well,  that 
he  was  an  Heathen  Prince,  who  had  no  Knowledge  of  the 
Lord  Jehovah,  nor  had  ever  confulted  his  Oracles  or  Pro- 

phets, and  had  therefore  fufficient  Reafon  to  believe,  that  by 
the  God,  who,  as  he  pretended,  had  fent  him  upon  this  Ex- 

pedition, he  intended  no  other,  than  the  falfe  Egyptian  God, 

whom  he  ferv'd,  but  whom  the  King  of  Judah  had  no  Rea- 
fon to  regard. 

The  Truth  is,  whenever  the  Word  God  occurs  in  this 

Meflage  from  Necho  to  Jojiah,  it  is  not  exprefs'd  in  the 
Hebrew  Original  by  the  Word  Jehovah,  which  is  the  pro- 

per Name  of  the  true  God,  but  by  the  Word  Elohim,  which, 
being  in  the  plural  Number,  is  equally  applicable  to  the  falfe 

Gods  of  the  Heathens,  (and  is  the  very  Word  that  is  us'^d to  denote  them,  whenever  they  are  fpoken  of)  as  well  as  the 
true  God.  But  even  fuppofe  that  Necho,  in  his  Embafly  to 
Jofiah,  had  made  ufe  of  the  proper  Name  of  the  true  God  ; 
yet  was  not  Jofiah  therefore  bound  to  believe  him,  becaufe 
We  find  Sennacherib,  when  he  catne  up  againft  Judah,  fend- 

ing Hezekiah  Word,  (s)  that  the  Lord  (Jehovah  in  the 
Hebrew)  had  ordered  him  to  go  up  againft  the  Land,  and  . 
deftroy  it ;  and  yet,  it  is  certain,  that  Sennacherib,  in  fo 

pretending,  ly'd  to  Hezekiah;  and  why  might  not  Jofiah 
have  as  good  Reafon  to  conclude,  that  Necho,  in  the  fame Pretence,

and  Conftitution  is  implanted  the  Fear  of  Death  j  fo  that  itifgO^aih. 
requires  no  fmall  Compafs  of  Thought,  and  ferious  Confi- 
deration,  to  receive  the  Sentence  of  our  DifTolution  with  a 

proper  Compofure  of  Mind.  The  common  Excufe  of  hu- 

man Infirmity  might  therefore  apologize  for  Uezekiah's 
Condud,  had  we  nothing  more  to  fay  in  his  Behalf;  but 
this  is  far  from  being  all. 

Th  e  Meflage,  which  God  fent  him  by  the  Prophet  Ifai- 
ah,  was,  that  he  Jhould  die,  i.  e.  that  his  Diftemper,  ac- 

cording to  the  natural  Courfe  of  Things,  was  mortal,  and 
above  the  Power  of  human  Art  to  cure.  But  this  Denun- 

ciation was  not  abfolute  and  irreverfible.  It  imply'd  a  tacit 
Condition,  even  as  did  Jonah's  Prediction  of  the  DeftrucSlion 
of  Nineveh,  which  the  Repentance  of  its  Inhabitants  pre- 

vented, as  Hezekiah's  Humiliation  retarded  the  Time  of 
his  Death.  At  this  Time,  however,  he  was  no  more  than 

nine  and  thirty  Years  old,  nor  had  he  as  yet  any  Son ;  for 
Manaffeh  was  not  born,  till  three  Years  after  his  Illnefs. 
The  AJfyrians  too  were  now  making  great  Preparations  to 

invade  his  Kingdom  j  for  his  Sicknefs  was  prior  to  their  In- vafion,

as  a  kind  of  Token  of  his  final  Reprobation.     In  himfelf  he 

faw  the  Royal  Family  of  David  extintl,  and  all  the  Hopes 
of  having  the    Mijfiah  born   of  his  Race  become  abortive* 
He  faw  the  Storm   that  was  gathering,  and  threatening  his 
Country  with  Defolation,  while   there  was  none  of  his  Fa* 
mily  to  fucceed  in  his  Throne,  and  all  Things  were  in  Dan* 
ger  of  running  into  Anarchy  and  Confufion :  And  therefore, 
having   this   Profpedt   before  his  Eyes,  he  might  Well  melt 
into  Tears,  at  the  Apprehenfions  of  his  approaching  Death, 
which    would    extinguilh   all   his  Hopes,  and  confummate 

all  his  Fears,    in   making  him   go  down  childlefs  to  the

ferves)  that  the  Greeks  had  the  Pole  and  the  Gnomon,  and'l-^'^  '"' 
the  twelve  Parts  of  the  Day.  For,  Ana.'-umander,  (whom 
Pliny,  by  Miftake,  calls  Jnaximenes)  who  firft  taught  them 
to  diftinguifti  Time,  travelled  into  Chaldea  for  the  Improve- 

ment of  Knowledge,  and  from  thence  brought  away  this 
ufeful  Invention.  Anaximander  indeed  is  faid  to  have  flou-

That 
the  Divifion  of  the  Day  into  Hours  (upon  which  the  Invention 
of  all  Horofcopical  Inftruments  muft  depend)  was  of  later  Date 
than  this  :  That  Daniel  is  the  firft  Writer,  in  the  Old  Tejlament,

Word,  in  the  Compafs  of  the  whole  Language,  to  denote  it. 
As  therefore  the  Intent  of  this  Miracle  was,  rot  to  lengthen

they,  by  the  fole  Refleftion  of  the  Sun's  Rays,  and  without  giv- 
ing any  Interruption  to  the  Courfe  of  Nature.

to  Mankind  upon  Earth  ;  fince  if  the  Degrees  were  horary,  or

Revelation,  efpecially  when  the  Expreffions  of  Scripture  are 
clear,  and  Sentiments  of  Pbilofophers  but  mere  Conjedtures, 

is  a  Queftion  that  need  require  no  long  Deliberation  ;  efpe- 
cially fince  heavenly  Bodies,  by  reafon  of  their  vaft  Diftance, 

are  inacceffible  to  our  utmoft  Sagacity,  and  the  greater  Part 
of  the  Secrets  of  Nature  are  not  difcoverable  by  our  moft 
indefatigable  Search  after  Truth. 

ihata  Sign,     (i)  Tho',  at  firft  View,  we  may  be  apt  to  think,  that  a 
futufe  to  theSlgfj^  which  precedes  the  Event,  is  more  fignificant,  becaufe 

fiemficJnt    ̂ ^^^^^  adapted  to  our  Manner  of  conceiving  it,  than  one 
which  follows  after  itj  yet,  upon  a  nearer  Examination,  wc

To  apply  now  this  to  the  Cafe  before  us.  To  canvinceThe meaning 

He-zekiah  of  his  approaching  Deliverance,  God  gave  him  e/'^'^^f^- fuch  Things  for  a  Sign,  as  would  not  come  to  pafs,  until  ki^tj, 

his  Deliverance  was  accomplifh'd ;  but  then  it  fhould  be 
remember'd,  that  as  the  People  were  to  be  convinc'd,  that 
what  happen'd  to  Sennacherib  was  not  the  Work  of  Chance, 
or  the  Effe£f  of  natural  Caufes,  but  immediately  inflicted 
by  the  Hand  of  God,  his  Prophet  was  to  foretel,  not  only 
the  Particulars  of  what  befel  him,  but  fuch  Confequences 
likewife,  as  would  appear,  not  only  to  be  fupernatural,  but 
Demonftrations  likewife  of  the  Divine  Power  and  Good- 
nefs.  To  this  Purpofe  Ifaiah  is  fent,  not  only  to  foretel 

Hez.ekiah's  Deliverance,  the  Deftrudtion  of  the  AJfyrian 
Army,  and  the  Death  of  Sennacherib  j  but,  to  fortify  the 

People  againft  the  Apprehenfions  of  another  Enemy,  ■y/z. 
a  grievous  Famine^  after  that  Sennacherib  was  gone,  he  is  or- 

dered to  add,  that  God  would  find  one  Means  or  other  to  pre- 

ferve  his  People.  Tho'  the  Enemy  will  deftroy  all  the  Corn  in 
the  Country,  yet  ye  Jha  II  eat  this  Tear  (fays  the  Prophet)  ̂ c/? 

Things^  as  ye  can  meet  with  :  Tho'  the  next  be  the  Year 
of  fubileej  or  Sabbatical  Year,  in  which  ye  are  to  let  the 
Land  reft,  yetyejhail  eat  fuch  Things  as  grow  of  themf elves  ; 
{k)  God  fhall  take  care,  one  Way  or  other,  that  ye  fhall  want 
no  Provifions  thefe  two  Years ;  and  in  the  third  Year  there 

fliall  be  no  Enemy  to  moleft  you,  and  therefore  fow  and 

reap  the  Fruit  of  your  Labours :  For,  tho'  ye  have  been 
brought  low  withLofles  innumerable  and  Perfecutions,  yet, 

in  a  Ihort  Time,  ye  fhall  be  re-eftablifti'd  -,  for  the  Remnant, 
that  is  efcapedof  judah,  Jhall  yet  again  take  Root  downward, 
and  bear  Fruit  upward. 

The  like  may  be  faid  of  the  Sign  concerning  the  Firgin,  -^i^  f^^^ " 

that  was  to  bear  a  Son^  and  call  his  Name  Immanuel ;  tho'  '*'"  /* 71"*

And  when  he  feems  to  tell    the 
Houfe  of  David,  that  God,  of  his  own  Accord,  would  per-' 
form  a  greater  Work  than  they  could  afk,  does  he  fink  to 
a  Sign,  that  Nature  produces  every  Day  ?  Is  that  to  be  cal- 

led a  Wonder,  (which   implies  an  uncommon,    furprifing, 
and  fupernatural  Event)  which  happens  conftantly  by  the  or- 

dinary Laws  of  Generation?  How  little  does  fuch  a  Birth  an^ 
fwer  the  folemn  Apparatus,  which  the  Prophet  ufes  to  raife 
their  Expedtation  of  fome  great  Matter  ?  Hear  ye,  O  Houfe 

of  Jndab,—— ̂ behold,  the  Lord  will  give  you  a  Sign  worthy 

of  himfelf  J  and  what  is  that  ?  Why,  a  young  marry'd  Wo- 
man fhall  be  with  Child.  How  ridiculous  mult  fuch  a  Decla- 

ration make  the  Prophet !  And  how  highly  mufl  it  enrage  the 
Audience,  to  hear  a  Man,  at  fuch  a  Juncture  as  this,  begin 
an  idle  and  impertinent  Tale,  which  feems  to  banter  and 
infult  their  Mifery,  rather  than  adminifter  aiiy  Confolation 
under  it !

DISSERTATION   IV. 

Of  the  Tranfportation  of  the  Ten  Tribes   and  their 
Return. 

NOTHING  (q)  in  Hijlory  is  more  common,  than  to  ̂ ^^  „., 

fee  wholeNations  fo  chang'd  in  xhtw  Manners,  their  Re^  ries,  aJdyet 
ligion,  their  Language,  and  the  very  Places  of  their  Abode,  as  '"■rogam 

that  it  becomes  a  Matter  of  fome  Difficulty  to  find  out  their  ̂ 7 t"'"  ""^ 
firfl:  Original.  Large  Empires  fwallow  up  leflTer  States  j  and, 
in  the  Courfeof  their  Conquefts,  fweeping  every  thing  before 

them  like  a  Torrent,  they  compel  the  Vanquifh'd  to  follow 
the  Fate  of  their  Conquerors,  and  to  inhabit  fuch  Countries, 
as  were  unknown  to  them  before. 

Never  was  there  a  People,  that  had  a  more  ample  Ex- 
perience of  thefe  unhappy  Revolutions,  than  the  Kingdom  of 

Ifrael,  which,  upon  the  Revolt  of  Rehoboam,  came  to  be 
called  the  Kingdo?n  of  the  Ten  Tribes.  God,  by  the  Mouth 

of  his  Servant  Mofes,  had  denounc'd  this  Judgment  upon them,  in  cafe  of  their  obftinate  Difobedience  to  his  Law  :

O^V"*^  Pilefer  King  of  AJfyria,  who  invaded   his  Country,    and, 
having  over-run  great  Part  of  it,  carry 'd  away   captive  the 
Tribes  of  Naphtali,   Reuben,  Gad,   and   the  half  Tribe  of 
Mayiaffeh,  from  the  Eaji  Side  of  the  River  Jordan  j  and, 
about  twenty  Years  after  this,   in  the  Reign  of  Hojhea,  fent 
his  Son  Salmanefcr   againfl:  Samaria,  who,  after   a  Siege  of 

three  Years,  took  it,  and  carry'd  away  all  the  Remainder  of 
that  miferable  People,  according  to  what  the  Prophet  Hojhea 
had  foretold ;   {t)  Ephraim  is  fmitten,    their  Root  is  dried 

up,  they  Jhall  bear  no  Fruit.   My  God  Jhall  caji  them  a- 
way,  hecaufe  they  did  not  hearken  unto  him,  and  they  Jhall 
he  Wanderers  among  the  Nations. 

Such  (with  very  fmall  Exception)  has  been  the  Cafe  of 
this  unhappy  People,  ever   fince  the  Time  of  the  Affyrian 
Captivity ;  and  yet,  fuch  is  their  Pride  and  Arrogance,  that, 

inftead  of  owning  the  Truth,  they  have  devis'd  Fables  of  their 
Living  all  along  in  great  Profperity  and  Grandeur,  in  fome 

unknown  Landj  as  a  national  and  united  Body,   in  an  inde- 
pendent State,  and  under  Monarchies,  or  Republicks,  of  their 

own.     So  that,   before  we  begin  to  enquire  into  the  real 

Places  of  their  Tranfportation,   and  fome  other  Circumilan- 
ces  thereunto  belonging,    it    may  not  be  amifs  to  examine 
a  little  the  Merit  of  thefe  Pretenfions,  and  what  Foundati- 

ons they  have  for  fuch  mighty  Boajis. 

'^^cJuMof        T^ME  Author  of  the  fecond  Book  of  Efdras  informs  us, 
Efdras,         (^)  "  That  the  Ten  Tribes,   being  taken  Prifoners  by  5^/-

Arjareth^ 
we  are  told,  is  a  City  in  Media,  fituate  beyond   the  River 
Araxes  i  but  if  this  was  the  Place   they    betook  themfelves 
to  for  the  freer  Exercife  of  their  Religion,  what  Need  was 

there  for  fo  very  long  a  Peregrination  ?  Or,  who  can  fup- 
pofe,  that    their  imperious  Mafters  would  fufFer  Captives, 
upon   any   Pretence  whatever,    to   retreat  in  a  Body,  out 
of  their  Country,  and  fet  up  a  diftin£l:  Kingdom  in  another 
Place  ?  {x)  In  fhort,  this  counterfeit  Efdras,  who  feems  to 

have  been  a  Chriftian,  and  to  have  liv'd   about  the  End   of 
the  firji,  or  the  Beginning  of  the  fecond.   Century,  is  not 
only    fo    inconfiftent    in    his  Account  of  this,  and    feveral 
other  Tranfa6i:ions,  but   fo   fond   of  uncertain   Traditions, 

and  fo  romantick  -^w^  fabulous  about  the  Divine  Infpiration 
which  he  boafts  of,  that  there  is  no  Credit  to  be  given  to 

what  he  fays,  concerning  the  Retreat  of  the  Ten  Tribes  in- 
to an  unknown  Land. 

A  FAMOUS  JewiJJ)  Traveller  (y)  of  the  twelfth  Cen- Benj.de To- 

tury,  and  who  feems  to  have  undertaken  his  Travels,  only ''^'^  ̂. ''°" 
to  difcover  the  State  of  his  difpers'd  Brethren,  afligns  themca;,„/^ 
a  large  and  fpacious  Country,  wherein  reign'd  two  Brothers, Defcendants  of  the  Houfe  of  David.     The  elder  of  thefe 

(as  he  tells  us)  was  Annas,  who  (befides  his  Capital  Thema) 
had  many  other  Cities,  Caftles,  and  Fortrefles,  and  an  Ex- 

tent of  Ground,  which  could  not  be  travelled    over    under 

fixteen  Days.     The  other,  whofe  Name    was  Salmon,  had 
in   his  Dominions  forty  Cities,  two  hundred  Boroughs,  and 
an  hundred   Caftles.     His  Subjects    (who  were  all    fews) 
were  three  hundred  Thoufand  ;  Tanai,  which  was  his  Ca- 

pital, contain'd    an   hundred    thoufand  ;    and    Tilimofa,    a 
ftrong   City,  fituate    between  two   Mountains,    where    he 
ufually  refided,  as  many  Inhabitants. 
Here  we  have  a  fpacious  Country  of  nothing  but  fews:  Confuted,

ill  "  f*^""  *h^  ̂ ^"  Tribes,  and,  in  many  Places,  has  given  them  a 
glorious  Eftablifhment.  In  a  Country  which  he  calls  Pe)-' 

richa,  enclos'd  by  unknown  Mountains,  and  bounded  by 
AJfyria,  he  hay  fettled  fome,  and  made  them  a  flourifliing 
and  populous  Kingdom.  Others  he  places  in  the  Defert  of 

Chahor,  which  (according  to  him)  lies  upon  the  Indian-Sea, 
where  they  live,  in  the  Manner  of  the  anticnt  Rechahites, 
without  Houfes,  fowing,  or  theUfe  of  Wine.  Nay,  he  enters 
the  Indies  likewife,  and  peoples  the  Banks  of  the  Ganges,  the 
Ifles  of  Bengala,  the  Philippines,  and  feveral  other  Places, 

with  the  Jews,  to  whom  he  afligns  a  powerful  King,  cal- 
led Daniel^i  who  had  three  other  Kings,  tributary,  and  de- 

pendent on  him.  But  this  is  all  of  the  fame  Piece,  a  forg'd 
Account  to  aggrandize  their  Nation,  and  to  make  it  be  be- 

liev'd,  (a)  that  the  Sceptre  is  not  departed  from  Judah, 
nor  a  Law-giver  from  between  his  Feet,  and  that  Shiloh, 
confequently,  is  not  yet  come. 

Manaffeh'j,  MANAS S EH,  One  of  the  moft  famous  Rabbins  of  the 

!&«LS'"'''^^^  Age,  has  afferted  the  Tranfmigration  of  the  Ten  Tribes into  Tartary,  where  he  afiigns  them  a  great  Province,  called 
Thabor,  which,  in  the  Hebrew  Tongue,  fignifies  a  Navel, 
becaufe  this  Thabor  (as  he  faysj  is  one  of  the  middle  Pro- 

vinces of  Tartary.  Ortelius,  in  his  Geography,  is  not  only 
of  the  fame  Opinion,  but,  in  Confirmation  of  it,  adds,  that 
the  Ten  Tribes  fucceeded  the  Scythians,  its  ancient  Inha- 

bitants, and  took  upon  them  the  Name  of  Gauthei,  be- 
caufe they  were  zealous  for  the  Glory  of  God  ;  ih^l  Totaces 

(the  true  Name  of  the  Tartars)  is  Hebrew,  and  fignifies 

Remains^  as  the  Tribes  difpers'd  in  the  North  were  the  Re- 
mains of  antient  Ifrael ',  that,  among  thefe  People,  there  are fdveral

Kingdoms  of  Poland,  and  Mufcovy ;  becaufe  the  Tranquil- 
lity and   Privileges,    which  the   Princes  of  thefe  Countries 

have  granted  the  Jews,  are  the  true  Caufe  and  Motive   of 
their  reforting  thither  in  fuch   Numbers.     In  Confutation 
therefore  of  what  has  been  faid  above,  {c)  the  Jewijh\  Hif- 

torian  has  well  obferv'd,  that  the  antient  Scythians  were  a 
People  too  fierce  by  Nature,  and  too  expert  in  War,  for  an 
Handful  of  Fugitives  (fuch  as  the  Ifraelites  were)  ever  to 
conquer  or  expel ;  that  the  People  of  this  Country  were  all 
along  Idolaters,  until  they   were  converted  to  the  Religion 

of  Mahomet,  from  whence  they  receiv'd  the  Rite  of  Cir- 
cumcifton,  and  fome  other  Ceremonies  conformable   to  the 

"Lzw  of  .Mofes  i  that  the  Etymology  of  Names  is,  of  all  o- thers,  the  weakeft  and  moft  precarious  Argument ;  and  that 
it  is  ridiculous   to  feek  for  the   Glory    of  God  among    the 
Tartars,  before  the   Introdudtion   of  Mahometanifm,  fince 

(according  to  the  Account  of  their  [d)  Hiftorian)  *'  Some    ' 
"  of  them  liv'd  like  Beafts,  without  any  Senfe  of  God  ; 
*'  others  worftiipp'd  the  Sun,  Moon,    and  Stars ;  and   o- 
*'  thers  again  made  Gods  of  the  Oxen,  that  plow'd  their 
♦*  Land,  or  proftrated  themfelves  before  every  great  Tree." 
MANASSEH,  the  famous  Rabbin,  we  lately  men- MontefinP* 

tlon'd,  publifti'd  a  Book,  [e)  intitled.  The  Hopes  of  Ifrael,^^^^^^^'"  *** 
founded  upon  the  Number  and  Power  of  the  "Jews  in  A- 
merica  ;  but  in  this  he  was  impos'd  upon  by  the  fabulous 
Relation  of  Monteftni,  who  reported,  **  That  he  found  a 
"  great  Number  of  Jews,  concealed  behind  the  Moun- 
**  tains  of  Cordilleras,  which  run  along  Chili  in  America ; 
**  that,  continuing  his  Journey  in  that  Country,  he  came 
**  at  length  to  the  Banks  of  a  River,  where,  upon  his  giving 
"  a  Signal,  there  appear'd  a  People,  who  pronounc'd  in 
^*  Hebrew  thefe  Words  out  of  Deuteronomy,  Hear,  O  Ifrael, the

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"  the  Lord  our  God  is  one  Lord;  that  they  look'd  upon 
"  Abrahatn^  Ifaac^  and  "Jacob  as  their  great  Progenitors, 
"  and  had  been  condu<Sted  into  that  Country  by  incredible 
*'  Miracles  ;  that  the  Indians  had  treated  them  with  great 

Cruelty,  and  thrice  dcclar'd  War  againft  them ;  but 
that,  by  God's  protedling  his  People  againft  Idolaters, 
they  had  been  as  oft  defeated,  and  were  now  totally  de- 

"  ftroy'd  ;  and  that  fome  of  their  Magi^  who  made  ufe 
*'  of  Inchantments,  had  openly  declar'd,  that  the  God  of 
*'  7/r^^/ was  the  only  true  God,  and  that,  at  the  Confum- 
"  mation  of  Ages,  their  Nation  fhould  become  the  Mi- 

*'  Jirefs  of  the   whole  Univerfc." 
Deluded  with  this  Account,  Manajfeh  endeavour'd  to 

find  out  the  Road,  which  might  poflibly  lead  the  Ifraelites 

into  the  Weji-Indies  ;  and,  to  this  Purpofe,  fuppofing  that 
Afia  and  America  were  formerly  one  Continent  before  they 
were  divided  by  the  Streights  of  Anian^  he  aflerted,  that 
the  Ijraelites  might  travel  to  America^  by  Land,  before  the 

Separation  happen'd. 
Sir  William  Penn^  in  his  prefent  State  of  the  Lands  of 

the  Englifli  in  America,  tells  us,  *'  That  the  Faces  of  the 
*'  Inhabitants,  efpecially  of  their  Children,  are  fo  very  like 
*'  ihQ  Jews i  that,  when  you  look  upon  them,  you  would 
*'  think  yourfelf  in  the  Jews  Quarter  in  London  ;  that  their 
*'  Eyes  are  little  and  black,  like  the  Jews  ;  that  they 
*'  reckon  by  Moons  ;  offer  their  firft  Fruits ;  have  a  Kind 
*'  of  Feafl:  of  Tabernacles  ;  and  that  their  Language  is  maf- 
*'  culine,  ftiort,  concife,  and  full  of  Energy,  in  which  it 
"  much  refembles  the  Hebrew." 

Other  Hiftorians  (f)  have  obferv'd,  that  fome  of  the 
Americans  have  a  Notion  of  the  Deluge^  though  they  relate 
it  in  a  different  Manner  ;  that  they  celebrate  a  Jubilee  every 
fifth  Year,  and  a  Sabbath  every  feventh  Day  ;  that  others 

obferve  Circumcifion^  abftain  from  Swine's  Flefh,  and  puri- 
fy themfelves  by  bathing,  whenever  they  have  touch'd  a 

dead  Carcafe ;  that  Marriages  among  others  are  perform'd 
i^g)  in  a  Manner  not  unlike  what  Mofes  prefcribes ;  and  that 

they  generally  believe  a  Refurre(5tion ;  [h)  for  which  Rea- 

fon  they  caufe  their  Wives  and   Slaves   to  be   bury'd   with 
them.

Sentiments  have  induc'd  feveral  to   think,  that  the   captive      F'^om  _^ 

Ifraelitest  we  are  here  in  queft  of,  went  into  America,  either  \^  j"J^  ̂'"^ 
by    Way  of  China,    or   Tartary,  and  there  fettled  them-  of  2  Chron. 

felves.     But,    how    fpecious  foever  thefe  Arguments  may    ■^'"^""^^ 
appear,  there  is  no  Manner  of  Solidity  in  them.     To  ̂ xo\t^^^^'-f"^'^'^' 
a  Point  of  this  Kind,  vi'e  fhould   produce  a  whole  Nation, 
or  Province,    in  America,  diftinft  from  all  others  in    their 

Ceremonies,  and  Way  of  worftiipping  God,  in  a  Manner 

exa6tly  agreeing  with  the  Hebrews  :  But  to  fay,    that  be- 

caufe,  in  one  Place,  the  People  abftain  from  Swine's  Flefh, 
and  in  another,  they  obferve  the  feventh  Day  ;  in  one,  they 
offer   Sacrifices,     and  in   another,   ufe    Baths,    when    they 
think  themfelves  polluted,  the  Americans  were  originally  If- 
raeUtes  ;  is  carrying  the  Confequence  a    great  deal  too  far, 
and  what  indeed  we  may  prove  in  any  other  Nation    under 

Heaven,  if  we   may    be  allow'd  to   argue   in  this  Manner from  Particulars  to  Generals. 

The  Truth  is,  the  Devil,  in  all  his  idolatrous  Countries, 
has  made  it  his  Bufmefs  to  mifnick  God  in  the  Rites  of  his 

religious  Worfliip  ;  or  if  this  were  not,  there  is  naturally  fo 

great  a  Conformity  in  Men's  Sentiments  concerning  thefe 
Matters,  that  the  Americans  might  agree  with  the  'Jeivs  in 
the  Oblation  of  their  Firfl-Fruits,  their  Computations  by 
Moons,  &c.  without  having  any  Commerce,  or  Affinity,  with 
them  ;  and  though  there  be  fomething  more  charaSicriJiick 

in  Circumcifion  ;  yet  as  feveral  other  Nations  us'd  it,  the  Ame- 
ricans, upon  this  Account,  cannot  be  Jews,  becaufe  (if  we 

may  believe  Acojia,  who  had  made  their  Cufloms  a  good 
Part  of  his  Study)  they  never  did  circumcife  their  Children, 

-  and  therefore  are  thus  far  excluded  from  being  Defccndants 
of  that  Race. 

Thus  have  we  endeavour'd  to  find  out  the  Situation  of 
the  Ten  Tribes  of  Ifrael,  and  yet  can  meet  with  nothing, 
but  either  the  fabulous  Accounts  of  the  Talmudijis,  or  the 
uncertain  Conjectures  of  modern  Criticks :  Let  us  now 
have  Recourfe  to  the  Scriptures,  and  know  what  the  Li- 
formation  is,  that  they  can  fupply  us  with  in  this  our 
Enquiry. 

The  facred  Hlftory  thus  exprefTes  it,   '• — [k)    Tke^-^^^^^;. King  of  Affyria  took  Samaria,  and  carried  Ifrdcl  away  iiiio  tun  Account

zan, and  in  the  Cities  of  the  Medes. 
The  holy  Penman,  we  may  obfcrve,  diftinguifhes  two 

Places,  into  which  the  Ifraelites  were  carry'd,  (as  indeed 
they  were  numerous  enough  to  make  two  different  Colo- 

nies) JJfyria,  and  Media.  In  Affyria  we  fee  the  River 
Habor^  or  Chaboras,  which  rifes  from  Mount  Mafius^ 
and,  running  through  Mefopotamia,  falls  into  the  Euph- 

rates. Halah^  which,  in  Ptolemy^  is  called  Chaicitis,  is  a 
City,  and  Province,  fituate  on  one  Side  of  its  Banks,  and 
Gozan,  which  is  likewife  a  City  and  Province,  is  found  on 
the  other :  So  that  the  Ten  Tribes  were  feated  in  two  Pro- 

vinces, which  ftretch'd  along  both  Sides  of  this  River.  An 
happy  Situation  for  them,  fmce  they  were  only  feparated  by 

a  River,  which  water'd  all  the  Cities,  that  were  aflign'd  for their  Habitation  ! 

(/)  As  to  the  Cities  of  the  Medes  we  are  more  in  the 
Dark,  becaufe  the  Scripture  does  not  fpecify  any ;  but  wc 

may  prefurne,  that  this  Colony  was  plac'd  in  the  mountainous 
Part  of  Media,  becaufe  it  was  lefs  peopled,  than  the  lower 

Country.  It  wanted  indeed  Inhabitants,  and,  if  we  will  be- 

lieve {m)  Strabo,  was  fupply'd  by  Strangers,  and  Colonies from  abroad. 
The  Truth  is,  the  Antients  have  extolled  Media,  as  a 

very  happy  Country.  Ecbatana,  where  the  King  kept  his 
Refidcnce  in  Summer,  was  one  of  the  fineft  and  largeft 
Cities  in  the  World.  Sufa,  where  he  fpent  the  Winter, 
was  a  very  confiderable  Place  likewife  :  But,  on  the 

North-fide,  there  were  high  Mountains,  where  neverthelefs 
there  was  good  Pafturage,  fo  that,  what  the  Country  want- 

ed was  good  Hujbandmen,  and  fuch  as  were  us'd  to  Tillage ; 
for  which  Purpofe  the  Ijraelites,  who  had  made  that  their 

principal  Bufinefs  in  the  Holy  Land,  were,  of  all  other  Peo- 
ple, the  fitted  Inhabitants. 

In  thefe  two  Provinces  were  the  Ten  Tribes  feated  at  firft  j 

and  it  is  not  improbable,  that,  in  a  fliort  Time,  thofe  of  jfj-

{o  powerful,  as  *  to  change  the  antient  Names  of  Places  into  \^^Y'^>J 
thofe  of  their  own  Language,  we  can  hardly  believe ;  be- 
caufe  they  fell  under  fo  many  bitter  Perfecutions,  were  fub- 
je6l  to   fo   many  Revolutions  of  the  Kingdoms  where  they 

liv'd,  and,  from  different  Princes,  underwent  fuch  a  Variety 
of  Iranf migrations^  that,  before    they   could  gain  any  fuch 
Weight  and  Authority  in  the  World,  we  find  them  here  and 

there  fcatter'd,  in  leffer  Bodies,  as  it  were,  over  the  whole Face  of  it. 

Not  only  fome  of  the  Greek  Fathers^  but  fome  of  our  nat  they 

modernCriticks  likewife,  have  maintain'd,  that  the  Ten  Tribes  did  not  re. 

were  reftor'd,  with  thofe  of  Judah  and  Benjamin^  under  the  'Y"^-!^  f 
Condudt  of  "Zorobabeli  and  Nehemiah^  when  Cyrus  and  his  judah  and 
SuccelTors   were  fo  kind  as  to  give   the  Jews  in  general  Benjamin. a  full 

*  Befides  thofe,  that  were  carry 'd  thither  at  the  Captivity, 
Artaxerxes  fent  a  new  Colony  of  that  Nation  thither,  who, 
when  Alexander  the  Great  was  for  rebuilding  the  Temple  of 
Belus,  had  the  Courage  to  refift  him.  For,  whereas  other 
People  were  eager  to  furnifh  Materials  for  the  Building,  thejr 

refus'd  to  do  it,  as  thinking  it  had  fome  Stain  of  idolatry.

Country,  than  the  Ifaelites,  fince  Nimis  rcckon'd  them  among 
his  Subjeds.     Lib.  vi.  c.  4. 
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A.  M.    a  full  Permiffion  to  return  into  their  native  Land.     {0)  To 

Anl^'chf'ft  this  Purpofe  they  have  obferv'd,  that  feveralof  the  Prophets 
758,  &ff.     who  foretold  their  C«/)//'y/V;',  with    the  fame  Breath,    as  it 
From  I  Kings  vvere,  havc  predicted  their  Return  ;  that,  in  Token  of  fuch 

VIII   to  the  fj^gij.  Return,  (/>)  twelve  Goats  ('for  every  Tribe  onej  were 
Chron.        offered  at   the  Dedication  of  the  new  Temple^  which  would 
0'^W»  fcarce  have  been  done,  had    ten   of  thefe   Tribes  been  left 

behind,  beyond  thelEuphrates  ;  that,  under  Nehemiahy  the 

Levites  confefs'd  the  Sins  of  the  Ten  Tribes  ;  that,  in  the 
Time  of    the  Maccabees^    {q)    all   Palejline  u'as   full    of 
Ifraelites^  as  well  as   Jews  \  that  (r)  St.   Matthew  makes 
Mention  of  the  Land  of  Naphtali  j  and  that  St.  Paul,    in 

his  Defence  before  Jgrippa^  declares,  (s)  That  for  the  Pro- 
mife,  to  which  the  Twelve  Tribes  hope  tq  come,  he  was  called 
in  ̂ ueftion. 

It  cannot  be  thought  indeed,  but  that  the  Love,  which 
the  Jews,  above  all  other  Nations,  bore  to  their  native 
Country,  and  the  great  Encouragement,  which  the  Princes 

of  the  Eaji  were  pieas'd  to  grant  to  forward  the  Re-Eftab- 
lifhment,  might  tempt  fome  of  eachTribe  to  take  this  Oppor- 

tunity of  returning  with  the  two  Tribes  of  Judah  and  Ben^ 
jamin  5  nor  can  we  doubt,  but  that,  upon  their  Return,  they 
would  be  apt  to  aflbme  their  former  Names,  and,  as  far  as 
in  them  lay,  to  fettle  themfelves  in  their  antient  Pofleilions. 

So  that,  what  with  thofe  thatefcap'd  their  Conqueror's  Fury, 
and  remain'd  untranfported  ;  thofe,  who  return'd  with  Ezra, 
purfuant  to  the  Commlffion,  which  Artaxerxes  gave  him  ; 
and  thofe,  who  took  the  Advantage  of  the  Revolutions  of  the 

Empire,  and  of  the  frequent  Journies,  they  made  to  Jerufa-^ 
kin,  great  Numbers  of  the  antient  Inhabitants  might  be 
found  in  the  Days  of  the  Maccabees,  and  fome  of  every 

Tribe  in  our  Saviour's  Time :  But  that  all  thefe  Returns 
did  never  amount  to  a  full  Reftoration  of  the  People,  we 
have  abundant  Teftimony  to  convince  us. 

JOSEPHUS  (t)  indeed  tells  us,  that  Ezra,  upon  the  Re- 
ceipt of  his  Commiflion  from  Artaxerxes,  communicated 

the  Contents  of  it  to  all  the  Ifraelites,  that  were  in  Exile, 
fome  of  whom  reforted  to  Babylon  in  order  to  return  with 

him  ;  hut  there  were  the7i  another  Sort  of  Ifraelites,  ('as  his 
Words  are)  who,  being  wonted  to  the  Place,  and  fettled  in 
their  Habitations,  chofe  rather  to  continue  where  they  were. 
Upon  the  whole,  he  computes,  that  few  or  none,  but  thofe

*'  y^(?  and  Europe  under  the  Roman  Y.m^\xe  ;  for,  as  for  F'onn Kings 

"  the  Ten  Tribes,  they  are  all   planted  beyond  the  Eu-^^'i^^^°^^^ 
"  phrates^  fays  he,,  and  fo  prodigioufly  increas'd  in  Number,  chron. 
**  that  they  are  hardly  to  be  computed."     Nay,  even  thofe,  KjT^CSJ 
that  follow'd  Ezra,  (according  («)  to  the  Sentiment  of  fome 
of  the  Tahnudijis)  were    but  the  Dregs  of  the  People,  be- 
caufe  the  Nobility,  and  principal  Men  of  the  Houfe  oi  Da^ 

vid,  flili  continu'd  in  Chaldea. 
HowEvr.R  this  be,  'tis  certain,  that  Bhilo  (a-),  in  his 

Reprefentatioh  to  Caligula,  tells  him,  that  ferufalem  ought 

to  be  loolc'd  upon,  not  only  as  the  Metropolis  of  fudea,  but 
as  the  Center  of  a  Nation  difpers'd  in  infinite  Places  :  among 
which  he  reckons  the  Ifles  of  Cyprus,  and  Candia,  Egypt^ 
Macedonia,  and  Bithynia  ;  the  Empire  of  the  Perfians^ 
and  all  the  Cities  of  the  Eafi,  except  Babylon,  from  whence 
they  were  then  expelled.  Nay,  prior  to  this  we  read,  (y) 

that  a  great  Number  of  thefe  Orientals  appear 'd  at  Jeru- 
falefn,zt  the  Feaft:  of  Pentecoji,  when,  after  our  Saviour's  Af- 
cenfion,  his  Apofiles  began  to  preach  the  Gofpel,  during  that 
Fejlival.  It  cannot  be  thought,  that  they  were  only  Pro' 
fclytes,  whom  the  Jews  of  the  Difperfion  had  converted  : 

They  muft  have  been  Jews,  who  came  to  facrifice  at  Je- 

rufalem,  according  to  the  Law  ;  for,  by  St.  Luke's  Enume- 
ration of  them,  it  appears,  that  they  were  the  Defcendants 

of  the  Tribes,  that  had  been  long  before  fettled  among  the 
{%)  Medes,  among  the  Parthians,  in  Mefopotamia,  in 
Cappadocia,  in  Pontus,  and  Afia  Minor,  &c.  and  therefore 
we  find  St.  Peter,  the  Apoftle  of  the  Circumcifion,  dire6ling 

his  Epiftle  {a')  to  the  Strangers,  fcattered  throughout  Pontus, 
Galatia,  Cappadocia,  Afia,  and  Bithynia. 
Upon  the  Strength  of  thefe  Authorities  we  may  then 

conclude,  that,  tho'  Artaxerxes,  in  his  Commiflion  to  Ezraj 
[b)  gave  free  Liberty  to  all  Jews  whatever,  that  were  under 
his  Dominions,  to  return  to  Jerufalem,  if  they  were  fo 

minded,  which  fome,  without  doubt,  moft  gladly  embrac'd  ; 
yet  the  main  Bulk  of  the  Ten  Tribes,  being  loth  to  remove, 

continu'd  in  the  Land  of  their  Captivity,  where  they  are  ftill 
to  be  found  in  great  Numbers :  And  therefore  all  thofe  glo-

Jhail  return  a  Prince,  and  without  a  Sacrifice,  and  without  an  Image,  and 

and  ht  con.  without  a  Ephod,  and  without  aTeraphim.  In  vain  do  they  boaft 

J^a'   "      of  that  Power  and  Authority,  which  they  never  had,  but  in 
their  own  Country.  The  Kings  and  the  Princes,  that  they  talk 
fo  much  of,  are  all  fi£fitious  and  imaginary.     From  the  firft 
Time  of  their  Tranfmigration  to  this  very  Day,  they  have 

been  a  People  without  any  Governor,  or  Form  of  Govern- 
ment ;  and  if,  in  the  Midft  of  fo  many  different  Nations, 

and  under  fo  fevere  Perfecutions,  they  neverthelefs  have  hi- 

therto been  preferv'd,  it  muft  be  imputed  to  the  fecret  and 
,           wonderful  Providence  of  God,  who  hath  ftill  Defigns  of  Pity 

and  gracious  Loving- Kindnefs  towards  them.     To  this  Pur- 
pofe  the  fame  Prophet  afTures  us,  that  (d)  The  Number  of 
the  Children  of  \{xz.^  Jh all  be  as  the  Sand  of  the  Sea,   which 
cannot  be  meafured  or  numbered ;  and  in  the  Place,  where  it 
was  faid  unto  them,  ye  are  not  my  People,  there  it  fhall  be 
faid  unto  them,  ye  are  the  Sons  of  the  living  God.     For  he 

Jhall  recover  the  Remnant  of  his  People  (fays  another  Pro- 
phet) (e)  that  Jhall  be  left,  •   He /hall  fet  up  an  En- 

fign  for  the  Nations,  and  affemblethe  Ouicafis  o/'Ifrael,  and 
gather  together  the  Difperfed  of  Judahfro?n  the  four  Corners 
of  the  Earth  ;  for  (/)  behold  the  Days  come,  faith  the 
Lord,  by  another  of  his  Prophets,  that  it  Jhall  no  more  be 

faid,  the  Lord  Uveth,  that  brought  the  Children  of  Ifrael  out 
of  the  Land  of  Egypt,  but  the  Lord  Uveth,  who  brought  up  the 
Children  oflhzdfrom  the  Land  of  the  North,  and  from  all 
the  Lands,  whither  he  hath  driven  them.  And  I  will  bring 
thejn  again  into  the  Land,  that  I  gave  unto  their  Fathers  ;

(nj  Now  tho'  it  cannot  be  deny'd,  that  thefe,  and  feve- 
ral  other  Prophecies  to  the  like  Purpofe,  do  denote  a  great 

and  glorious  Reftoration  to  God's  People  ;  yet  it  fecms  very 
evident,  that  fcarce  any  of  them  can  be  apply'd  to  the  Re- 

turn of  the  Jezvs  from  their  Captivity  in  Babylon.  Long  * 
fince  that  Time,  and  almofl  feventeen  hundred  Years  ago, 

his  Covenant  of  Peace  has  been  departed  from  them ;  Vio- 
lence has  been  in  their  Land,  which  has  been  laid  dejolate  \ 

their  Tabernacle,  and  San£iuary  have  been  confum'd  ;  they 
have  been  a  Prey  to  the  Heathen  ;  and  have  long  ceas'd  to 
be  God's  People,  and  he  to  be  their  God :  And  therefore 
thefe  Prophecies  muft  be  underftood  of  fome  other  Event, 
which  can  only  be  the  general  Converfion  of  the  fews  to 

Chrijiianity,  and  their  Re-eftabllfliment  in  the  Holy  Land. 

For  this  Myftery  the  Apoftle  has  rev'eal'd,  {o)  that  Blind- 
nefs  in  Part  hath  happened  to  Ifrael,  until  the  Fulnefs  of 
the  Qteni^e^  be  come  in,  and  fo  all  Y^xztX  Jhall  be  Javed,  as  it 
is  written,  (p)  there  Jhall  come  out  of  Zion  the  Deliverer, 
and  Jhall  turn  away  Ungodlinejs  from  ]?iCoh.  [q)  Then  Jhall 
the  Lord  fet  his  Hand  again,  a  fecond  Time,  to  recover  the 
Remnant  of  his  People,  and  to  affemhle  the  Outcafis  of 
Ifrael,  from  every  Kindred,  and  Tongue,  and  Nation,  and 
Pfople,  that,  at  (r)  the  Blowing  of  the  great  Trumpet,  they 
may  tome  from  the  Land  of  AfTyria,  and  Egypt,  ai^d  may 
worjhip  the  Lord  in  the  holy  Mount  at  Jerufalem.  When

when  he  began  to  reign,  and  reign'd  but  three  Months  ;  aft^r 
which  his  Brother  Jehoiakim,  when  he  was  made  King,  was  five 
and  twenty  Years  old,  2  Kings  x\\\\.  31,  32,  For  this  Reafon, 

'tis  faid,  that  the  People  anointed  him,  becaufe,  as  he  did  not 
come  to  the  Crown  by  right  of  Succeffion,  his  Title  might  have 
otherwife  been  difputed ;  for,  in  all  difputed  Cafes,  and 
where  the  Kingdom  came  to  be  contefted,  Anointing  was 
ever  thought  to  give  a  Preference.  At  this  Time  however,  the 

"Je^s  might  have  feme  Reafon  to  prefer  the  younger  Brother, 
becaufe  very  probably  he  was  of  a  more  martial  Spiri,t,  and 

better  qualify'd  to  defend  their  Liberties  againll  the  King  of 
Egypt.  His  proper  Name,  'tis  thought,  was  Shallum  ;  but  our 
learned  Ujher  fuppofes,  that  the  People,  looking  upon  this  as 

ominous,  (becaufe  Shalliun,  King  oi  Ifrael,  reign'd  but  one  Month) 
chang'd  it  to  Jehoahaz,  which  prov'd  not  much  more  fortunate 
to  him,  for  he  reign'd  but  three.  Patrick^  and  Calmet^  Com- mentaries.

The  Priejis,  offended  at   this  Freedom,    caus'd 
him  to  bcfeiz'd,  and  brought  before  the  King's  Council  in 
Hopes  of  having   him  put  to  Death ;  but   Ahikam  f,  who 
was  one  of  the  chief  Lords  thereof,  fo  befriended  him,  that 

he  got  him  difcharg'd  by  the  general  Suffrage,  not  only  of 
the  Princes,  but  alfo  of  all  the  Elders  of  the  People,  that 
were  then  prefent.

that  he  was  eighteen,  ixihen  he  began  to  riign  j  and  yet,  confider- 
ing  liow  common  a  Thing  it  was  for  Kings  to  make  their  Sons 
their  v^f/<7/f J  in  the  Kingdom,  thereby  tofecure  the  Pofleffion 
of  it  in  their  Family,  and  prevent  all  Contention  among  the  other 
Brothers,  the  Difference  is  eaiily  reconciled,  by  fuppofing,  that, 

when  his  Father  had  reign'd  one  Year,  he  took  him  to  reign  in 
Conjundlion  with  him,  when  he  was  no  more  than  eight  Years 

old.     With  his  Father  he  reign'd  ten  Years  ;  fo  that,  when  his 
Father  died,  he  was    eighteen  Years  old,  and  then  he  began   to 
reign  alone,  which  was  no  more  than  three  Months.     The  Au- 

thor of  the  Book  of  Kings  makes  Mention  therefore  only  of  the 
Years  when   he  began  alone  ;  but  the  Author  of  the  Chronicles 

fpeaks  of  all  that  he  reign'd,  both  with  his  Father,  and  alone. 
This  is  a  fair  Solution  ;  tho'  I  cannot  fee,  what  Injury  it  can  do 
to  the  Authority  of  the  facred  Text,  if  we  fhould  acknowledge, 
that  there  is  an  Error  in  the  Tranfcriber  of  the  Book  of  Chroni- 

cles ;  becaufe  two  of  the  moil  antient  and  venerable  Verfions, 

the  Syriack  and  Jrabick,  have   rcnder'd  it,  in  that  Place,  not 
»  tight  but  eighteen,  which  they  were  doubtiefs  induc'd  to  do,  by 

thofe   antient  Hebrenxj  Copies,  from  whence  they  form'd  their 
Tranflation.

had  him  executed,  and  his  dead  Body  contemptuoufly  us'd ; 
which  was  no  fmall  Aggravation  to  all  his  other  Crimes. 

He  had  not  been  above  three  Years  upon  the  Throne,  be-  Nebuchad-

*  About  this  Time  alfo  were  living  the  Prophets,  Habakkuk, 
Zephaniah,  and  Nahum,  who,  being  called  to  the  Prophetick 

Office  in  the  Reign  of  Jojiah,  continu'd  (very  likely)  to  this 
Time,  becaufe  we  find  them  prophefying  the  fame  Things  that 
Jeremiah  did,  <vi%.  the  Deftruftion  and  Defolation  of  Judah  and 
Jerufalem,  for  the  many  heinous  Sins,  that  they  were  guilty  of. 

As  to  Habakkuk,  neither  the  Time,  in  which  he  liv'd,  nor  the

Chap.  i.  that  he  prophefy'd  in  the  Time  of  Jofiahf 
and  in  his  Pedigree,  (which  is  alfo  given  us)  his  Father's  Grand, 
father  is  called  Hexckiah,  whom  feme  take  for  the  King  of  Ju- 

dah, and  confequently,  reckon  this  Prophet  to  have  been  of 

royal  Defcent.  As  to  Nahum,  laftly,  'tis  certain,  that  he  pro- 
phefy'd after  the  Captivity  of  the  Ten  Tribes,  and  before  that

'Jeremiah,  to  bring  them  to  an  Apartment  of  the  Temple, 
and  there  offer  them  Wine  to  drink,  which  when  they  re- . 

fus'd  upon  Account  of  its  being  contrary  to  their  Inftitution^ 
which  they  never  yet  had  violated,  the  Prophet,  (after  due 

Commendation  *  of  their  Obedience)  turn'd  it  upon  the 

yews,  and  reproach'd  them,  who  were  God's  peculiar  Peo- 
ple, for  being  lefs  obfervant  of  his  Laws,  than  the  poor 

Rechabiies,  who  were  not  of  the  Stock  of  Ifrael,  had  been 
of  the  Injundion?  of  their  A^nceftor.

*  The  Prophet's  Words,  upon  this  Occafion,  are  thefe  ;— — 
Becaufe  ye  hwve  obeyed  the  Commandments  of  Jonadab,  your  Fa- 

ther, and  kept  all  his  Precepts,  and  done  according  to  ally  that  ht 
hath  commanded  you  ;  thus  faith  the  Lord  of  Hofls,  the  God  of 
Jfrael,  Jonadab,  the  Son  of  Rechab,  flmll  not  ivant  a  Man  to 
Jiatid  before  me  for  ever,  Jer.  xxxv.  i8,  19.  To  fand  before  a 
Prince,  or  to  fee  his  Face,  in  Scripture -Phrafe,  denotes  the  //o- 
r.our,  which  accrues  from  being  in  his  Service  ;  but  the  Recha- 

hitcs  were  neither  Priejls,  nor  Levites.  Hitherto  they  had  liv'd 
in  the  Fields,  feparate  from  Towns  and  Villages,  and  were 
avcrfe  indeed  to  any  Employment,  either  in  Church,  or  State : 

But  from  the  Time  of  their  Captivity,  (for  they  were  carry 'd 
along  with  the  Two  Tribes)  we  find  them  employ 'd,  as  Singers 
and  Porters,  in  the  Service  of  the  Temple.  To  fcrve  in  this 
Capacity,  there  was  no  Neceffity  for  their  being  of  the  Trib? 
of  Levi ;  the  Declaration  of  the  Divine  Will,  by  the  Mouth 

of  the  Prophet  Jeremiah,  was,  in  this  Cafe,  a  fufiicienl  Voca- 
tion.    Cain:et\%  Commentary  on  Jcr,  xxxv.  19. 
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Before    the   next  Invafion,  Jeremiah  prophefy'd  that    a.  m. 

Nebuchadnezzar  would  again  come  againft  Judah  and  Jeru-  "^^ItS.xit. 
falcm;  that  he  would  wafte  the  Country,  and  carry  thePeo-610,  &f<r. ' 
pie  captive  to  Babylon^  where  they  ftiould  continue  in  that      F-oni 

Condition,  for  the  Space   of /^ww/;/  Years ;    with    many /^^jl"^^ Jj"' 
more  Calamities,  and  woeful  Defolations,  that  were  ready  of  2  chron. 

to  fall  upon  them,  if  they  did  not  repent.     But  this  was  fo  yf\'>>J 
far  from  making  any  faving  Imprefiion  upon  them,  that  it 

only  enrag'd  and  exafpe rated  them  the  more  againft  him,  in- 
fomuch,  that  for  Fear  of  their  Malice  and  wrathful  Indigna- 

tion, he  was  f  forc'd  to  keep  himfelf  conceal'd. 
During  his  Concealment,  God  commanded  him  to 

colledt  together,  and  digeft  into  one  Volume,  all  the  Pro- 
phecies, which  he  had  given  him  againft  Ifraely  againft  jfu- 

dahi  and  againft  other  Nations,  from  the  Time  that  he  firft 
bea;an  to  prophefy,  (which  was  in  the  thirteenth  Year  of 

"Jofiah)  if  haply,  by  hearing  all  his  Judgments  fumm'd  up 
together  againfl  them,  they  might  be  brought  to  a  better 
Senfe  of  their  Tranfgreffions.  To  this  Purpofe,  the  Pro- 

phet employ'd   Baruch  f  his  Difciple  and  Amanuenfis^  to take 

•f-  Jeremiah''^  "Words,  upon   this  Occafion,  are ; 
/  am  J/JUt  up,  I  cannot  go  into  the  Houfe  of  the  Lord,  Chap. 
xxxvi.  5.  But  then  the  Queftion  is,  what  we  are  to  underftand 
by  his  being  J^ut  up  P  For,  that  he  was  not,  at  that  Time,  fhut 

up  in  Prifon,  is  plain  from  the  Prince's  advifing  him,  and  Ba- 
ruch, to  hide  themfelves,  ver.  ig.  yunius  and  Tremellius  do 

therefore  fuppofe  three  Ways  of  his  being  Jhut  up,  and  leave  it 
to  our  Choice,  which  to  take.  The  firji  is,  that  the  King  had 
forbidden  him  to  go  any  more  into  the  Temple  to  prophefy 
fuch  terrible  Things  to  the  People;  but  the  Prophets  of  God  did 
not  ufe  to  obferve  fuch  Prohibitions  of  xks.^\x  prophet ick  Minifvry. 
The  fecond  is,  that  the  chief  Priefts  had  excommunicated  him, 
and  therefore  he  might  not  go  ;  but  this,  in  all  Likelihood,  he 
would  have  lefs  regarded,  for  the  fame  Reafon.  The  third  is, 
that  God,  to  provide  for  the  Safety  of  his  Prophet,  and  to  pu- 
ni(h  the  Obftinacy  of  the  People,  would  not  permit  him  to  go 
any  more  among  them.  This,  of  the  three,  feems  the  moft 

probable;  tho'  the  Phrafe  may  very  properly  denote  no  more, 
than  the  Prophet's  concealing  himfelf,  and  keeping  at  Home, 
for  Fear  of  fome  Mifchief  from  thte  People.  HonxieU\  Hiflory, 
in  the  Notes.

From      of  bad  Treatment.     After  the  Deftrudlion  of  Jerufalem  by  "Ne- 
1  icings  viii.  buchadnezzar,  Baruch  and  his  Mailer  was  permitted  to  flay  in 

toiheEnd    j^g  Land  of  Judea  ;  but  when  the  Remains  of   the  People, 

j^-v'^'  which  were  left  behind,  after  having  flain  their  Governor  Geda- 
liahf  were   for  retiring  into  Egypt,  they   compelled  Jeremiah^ 
and   his  Difciple,  to  go  along  with  them,  where  the  Prophet 

dy'd,  and  Baruch  foon  after  made  his  Efcape  to  his  Brethren  in 
Babylon,  where,  according  to  the  Tradition  of  the  Rabbins^  he 

likewife  dy'd  in  the  twelfth   Year  of  the   Capti'vity.     But  of 
what  Authority  the  Book,  which  goes  under  his  Name,  is,  or 
by  whom  it  was  written,  and  whether  any  Thing  related  therein 
be  hiflorically  true,  or  the  whole  of  it  a  Fiiiion,  is  altogether 
uncertain.     Grotius,  in  his  Commentary   upon  it,  thinks  it  an 
entire  Fidlion   of  fome  HelUniJiical  Jenv,  under  the  Name  of 
Baruch:  And  St.  Jerom,  long  before  him,  (in  the  Preface  to  his 
Expofition  of  Jeremiah)  tells  us,  that  the  Reafon,  why  he  did 
not  make  a  Comment  on  this  Book  (though,  in   the  Edition  of 

the  Septuagint,  it  be  join'd  with  Jeremiah)  was,  becaufe  it  was 
not  deem'd  canonical  among  the  Hebreius,  and  contains  an  Epif- 
tie,  which  falfely  bears  the  Name  of  Jeremiah.     This  Epiftle  is 

annex'd  to  the  Book,  and,  in  the  common  Divifion  of  it,  makes 
the  laft  Chapter  :  But  the  main  Subjeii  of  the  Book  itfelf  is  like* 

wife  an  Epiftle,  either  fent,  or  feign'd  to  befent,  by  King  Jeboia- 
kirn,  and  the  Jenvs,  who  were  in  Capti'vity  with  him  in  Babylott, 
to  their  Brethren    the    Jeivs,  who  were  ftill  left  in  Judah,  and 
Jerufalem  :  Wherein  they  recommend  to  their  Prayers  the  Em- 

peror Nebuchadnezzar  and  his  Children,  that,  under  his  Domi- 
nion, they  may  lead  quiet  and  peaceable   Lives ;  wherein  they 

confefs  their  Sins,  and  aflc  Pardon  for  what  is  paft,  take  Notice 
of  the  Threats  of  the  Prophets,  which  they  had  fo  long  dc- 

fpis'd,  and  acknowledge  the  Righteoufnefs  of  God,  in  what  he 
had  brought  upon  them;  wherein  they  remind  them  of  the  Ad- 

vantages, which  the  Jeijus  had  in  their  Knowledge  of  the  Law 
of  God,  and  of  true  Wifdom,  above   all  other   Nations,  and 
thereupon  exhort  them  to  reform  their  Manners,  and  forfake 
their  evil  Cuftoms,  which  would  be  the  only  Means  to  bring  a- 
bout  their  Deliverance  from    the  Captivity,  under  which  they 

groan'd.     The  Whole  is  introduc'd  with  an  hijiorical  Preface, 
wherein  it  is  related,  that  Baruch,  being  then  at  Babylon,  did, 
in  the  Name  of  the  captive  King  and  his  People,  draw  up  the 
fame  Epiftle,  and  afterwards  read  it  to  them  for  their  Approba- 

tion ;  and  that,  together  with  it,  they  fent  a  Collcdlion  of  Mo- 
ney to  the  High-Prieft  at  Jerufalem  for  the  Maintenance  of  the 

daily  Sacrifices.     This  is  the  Subftance  of  the  Book  itfelf:  And,

•j-  How  Jeremiah  could  remember  all  the  Prophecies,  that  he 
uttered,  for  the  Space  of  two  and  twenty  Years  together,  we 
can  hardly  conceive,  unlefs  we  allow,  that  he  had  the  particular 
Infpiration  of  God  to  bring  all  Things  to  his  Remembrance, 
that  he  might  neither  forget,  nor  mifreprefent  them  in  his  Reci- 

tal to  Baruch :  For,  without  fuch  a  fupematural  Afliftance, 
what  Security  have  we,  that  this  Part  of  the  Scriptures  is  the 
Work  of  the  Holy  Ghoft?  Calmet^  Commentary  on  Jer.

-f-  Some  are  of  Opinion,  that  this  was  done  on  the  great 

Day  of  Fajling,  or  folemn  Expiation,  which  was  obferv'd  at 
the  Beginning  of  the  Civil  Year,  on  the  tenth  Day  of  the 
Month  Tizri,  which  anfwers  to  the  latter  End  of  our  September, 
and  the  Beginning  of  OSlober ;  but  the  Context  feems  to  denote, 

that  it  was  on  the  Faji-day,  mention'd  in  the  ninth  Verfe  to 
have  been  proclaim'd  in  the  fifth  Year  of  Jehoiaktm,  which

-{•  This  Gemariah  was  one  of  the  Captains  of  the  Tem-

After  that  the  Rain  began  to  fall  in  the  Month  of 
September,  the  Weather  generally  grew  raw  and  cold,  fo  that 
a  Fire,  at  this  Time,  was  not  unfeafonabie :  The  Cuitom  how- 

ever, in  this  Country,  was  not  to  have  Chimnies,  as  it  is  among 

us.  The  Fire  u-as  made  in  the  Middle  of  the  Room,  upon  an 
hearth,  or  in  a  Stove,  and  the  Smoke  went  out,  either  at  the

took  it,  and  put  f  ehoiakim  in  Chains  to  carry  him  to  Baby-  W^r\J| 

Ion  ;  but,  upon  his  Humiliation,  and  fwearing  Fealty  to  him,^^^'^  ̂ c- 

he  again   reftor'd  him  to  his  Kingdom,   and  left  Jerufalem  NetuThtd- 
in  order  to  purfue  his  Vidories  againft  the  Egyptians :  But  nezzar  -*-- 

before  he  did  that,  he*  caus'd  great  Numbers  of  the  People  ̂ ''^",  """^ 

to  be  fent  Captives  to  Babylon^  and  gave  particular  Orders-^^^'*^ 

to  AJhpenaz  the  Mafler  of  his  Eunuchs,    that,  out  of  the      *' Children  of  the  Royal  Family,   and  of  the  Nobility  of  the 

Land,  he  fhould  make  choice  of  fuch,  as  furpafs'd  others  in 
Beauty  and  Wit,   that,  when  they  came   to  Babylon,  they 
might  be  made  Ewiuchs  too,  and  attend  in  his  Palace.     This 
AJhpenaz  accordingly  did ;  and,  among  the  Children,  that 

were  carry'd  away  captive  *  for  this  Purpofe,  vntxt  Daniel, Hananiahy

*  Since  the  People  were  thus  carry'd  into  Captivity  ;  the  Sons 
of  the  Royal  Family,  and  of  the  Nobility  of  the  Land,  made 
Eunuchs  and  Slaves  in  the  Palace  of  the  King  of  Babylon;  the 

Vefiels  of  the  Temple  carry'd  thither,  the  King  made  a  Tribu- 
tary, and  the  whole  Land  now  brought  into  Vajfalage  under  the 

Babylonians  ;  from  hence  we  muft  reckon  the  Beginning  of  the 

fe-venty  Tears  Captivity  foretold  by  the  Prophet  Jeremiah,  Chap.

ver  all  the  Provinces  oi  Babylon  ;  and  lefs,  than  lour  Years  Inftruc- 
tion  in  the  Language,  Laws,  Ufages,  and  Learning  of  the  Country, 
can  fcarce  be  thought  fufficient  to  qualify  him  for  fuchaTruft,  nor 
could  he  any  fooner  be  old  enough  for  it,  becaufe  we  may  ob- 

ferve,  that  when  he  was  firft  carry'd  away  from  Jerufalem,  he 
was  but  a  Youth,     Frideaux'z  Connedion,  Anno  6o6. 

*  What  detained  him  from  going  in  Perfon  againft  Jerufalem 
we  are  not  told;  only  it  appears,  that,  in  the  tenth  Year  of 

Jehoiahim,  he  was  engag'd  in  an  Arbitration  between  the  Medes 
and  Lydians,  the  Occafion  of  which  was  this  j   After  the 

Medes  had  rccover'd  all  the  Upper  Afta  out  of  the  Hands  of  the 
Scythians,  and  again  extended  their  Borders  to  the  River  Halys 
which  was  the  common  Boundary  between  them,  and  the  Lydians, 
it  was  not  long  before  there  happened  a  War  between  thefe  two 

Nations,  which  was  manag'd  for  five  Years  together  with  vari- 
ous Succefs.  In  the  fixth  Year,  intending  to  make  one  Battle 

dccifive,  they  engag'd  each  other  with  their  utmoft  Strength  ; 
but  in  the  Midft  of  the  Adtion,  and  while  the  Fortune  of  the  Day 

feem'd  to  hang  in  an  equal  Balance  between  them,  there  hap- 
pcn'd  an  Eclipfe,  which  overfpread  both  the  Armies  with  Dark- 
nefsj  whereupon  they  defifted  from  fighting,  and  agreed  to 
refer  the  Controverfy  to  the  Arbitration  of  two  neighbouring 
Princes.

of  Jerufalejn,  ||  to  the  Number  of  ten  Thoufand  Men,  to- 

gether W  yeutig  Lion,  and  he  nvent  up  and  daiun  among  the  Lioni.  He 
became  a  young  Lion,  and  learned  to  catch  the  Prey,  and  devour 
Men.'  7 hen  the  Nations  fet  againjl  him  on  e'very  Side,  from 

ihe  Pronjin'ces:  They  fpread  their  Net  o'ver  him,  and  he 'was  ta- 

ken in  their  Pit,  Chap.  xix.  6,  ̂ c.  Calmet\  and  Patrick''t Commentaries.

a  mad  Man,  and  a  falfe  Pretender  to  Prophecy,  and  advifing 
them  to  confine  him  :  Which  Jeremiah  hearing,  was  com- 

manded by  God  to  fend  again  to  the  Captives  of  Babylon,  to 
let  them  know,  that  he  would  punifh  Shemaiah  and  his  Pof- 
trity  very  feverely,  for  his    having  deluded  them  with  falfe 
Prophecies ;  and,   at   the  fame  Time,   (to  convince  thofe, 

that  were  left  in  Jerufalem)  he  fhew'd  them,  (g)  by  the  Em- 
blem of  a  Potter's  Veflel,  that  it  was   in   the  Almighty's 

Power  to  deftroy  what  Nation  or  People  he  pleas'd.     But  all 
this  availed  nothing.     They  ftill  refolv'd   to  go  on  in  their X  2  wicked

the  good  Graces  of  his  Patron,  and  Paramount  'Nebuchadnezzar^ 
But  this  Opinion,  though  follow'd  by  feveral,  has  no  Foundati- 

on in  any  other  Part  of  Scripture,  and  the  Paflage  now  before 

us,  may,  according  to  the  Original,  be  very  properly  render'd 
in  this  wife  :  —    The  Wordy  ivhich  Jeremiah   commanded 

Seraiah,  ivhen  he  nvent  to  Babylon  upon  an  Embajfy  from'ZiCde- 
kiah.  The  chief  Bufinefs  of  this  Embafly  was  to  requeft  of 
Nebuchadnezzar  a  Reftitution  of  the  facred  Veflels  of  the  Tem- 

ple which  he  had  taken  away,  when  he  carry'd  fehoiakim 
Captive  into  Babylon  :  Our  Tranflation  however  is  not  at  2.\\fg- 
nificant  in  this  Place,  when  it  ftiles  this  Seraiah  a  quiet  Prince. 

The  Septuagint  have  very  properly  render'd  the  Words  ap^wr 
^cu^uv  the  Prince  of  the  Prefents,  which  fonie  apply  tothePre- 

fents,  which  \i.ix\gZedekiah  made  to  the  Temple,  and  others,' to 
the  Things  he  daily  fupply'd  for  Sacrifices  j  but  the  moft 
natural  Senfe  in  this  Place,  is,  that  he  was  charg'd  with  the;  Pre- 

fents and  Tribute,  which  Zedekiah  was  oblig'd  to  fend  to  Nebu- 
chadnezzar  ;  that  his  Bufinefs  was  to  prefent  them  to  the  Em- 

peror, and,  upon  that  Occafion,  to  follicit  the  Reftoration  of  the 

iacred  Vefl'c  s  ;  upon  which  Account,  the  Vulgate  has  render'd 
the  Words,  Iri  tceps  Prophetia:,  the  chief  Perfon  in  the  Emboffy,

At  Babylon^  Ezekiel,  by  feveral  Types ̂   and  prophetical ^'^o^^^Kings 

Revelations,  foretold  the  Taking  ofjerufalem  by  the  Chalde-^^;^  ̂ °  '^^ 
ans  f  Zedekiah's  Flight  from  the  City  by  Night ;  the  putting  chron. 
out  of  his  Eyes ;  his  Imprifonment,  and  Death  at  Babylon  j  ̂ VSJ 

the 'carrying  away  the  Remainder  of  the  Jews  into  Captivi- 
ty j  the  Defolation  of  their  Country,  and  the   many  and 

great  Calamities,  which  fliould  befal  them  for  their  Iniquities. 

But  to  thofe  of  the  Captivity,  who,  avoiding  thefe  Iniqui- 
ties, did  endeavour  to  keep  themfelves  fteady  and  faithful  in 

God's  Service,  God,  by  the  Mouth  of  his  Prophet,  promis'd 
to  become  a  SanSfuary  in  z.Jlrange  Country,  and  to  bring 
them  back  again  unto  the  Land  of  Ifrael,  where  they  flioula 

flourifli  in  Peace  and  Righteoufnefs,  and,  once  more  {k)  be- 
come his  People,)  and  he  their  God. 

Thus  did  thefe  two  great  Prophets  vifit  the  People,  which 
were  ftill  remaining  in  Jerufalem,  with  feveral  Warnings ; 

endeavouring,  both  by  fignificant  Emblems^  and  diredl  Pre- 
dial ions,  to  reclaim  them.  But,  vvhen  they  ftill  perfifted  in 

their  Obftinacy  and  Difobedience,  God  at  length  brought  up- 
on them  the  Calamities,  which  he  had  fo  often  foretold, 

and  fo  feverely  threaten'd.

2 1 .  where  the  Word  Babylon  is  taken  in  an  analogical  Senfe, 
bccaufe  the  Deftruftion  of  that  great  City  and  Empire  (as  we 
ftiall  fee  hereafter)  was  fo  remarkable,  as  to  afford  a  Comparifon

1 8,  19.    Ic  is  in  vainjy^y  they,  to  endeavour  to  cor- 
refi  the  Senfe  of  thefe  Paflages  :  The  bare  reading  of  them,  and 
the  firft  Impreffion  they  make  upon  the    Mind,  naturally    leads 
one  to  fay,  that  this  Hiftory  was  not  tranfafted,    till  after   the 

Return  from  the  Captivity,  which,    in  a  great  Meafure,  is  con- 

firmed  by  the  Opinion  of  almoft  all  the  Antitnts,  and   a  great 
many  of  the  Modems  ;  but   then  they  widely  difagree  in   their 
Computations  of  the  Period   of  Time,  when   this    remarkable 

Event  happen'd.     For  fome  place  it  under  Cambyfes,  the  Son  of 
Cyrus   ;    others   under   Xerxes  ;     others  under  Darius  ;    and 

Others  again  under  Antiochus  Epiphanes,  in  the  Time  of  the  Mac- 
cabees ;  which  laft  Opinion  is   the  moft  tenable,  if  we  will  but 

allow,  that  a  Feaji  was  inlHtuted  in  Commemoration  of  it,   as 
we  read  in  the  Vulgate,  but  in  none  of  the  other  Tranflations. 

Thofe,  who  maintain,  that  this  Tranfaftion  happen'd  before  the 
Captivity,  are,  in  like  Manner,   divided  :  For  fome  place  it 
under  Manaffeh,  and  others  under  Zedekiah.     Thofe  who  con- 

tend for  ZedekiaFs  Reign,  make  the  N abuchodonofor  in  the  Book 
of  Judith,  and    the  Nebuchadnezzar   in   the    2d   of  Kings,  the 
fame  Perfon  ;  and  as  it  is  pofitively  faid  in  the   2d  Chapter  of 
Judith,  that  he  put  his  General  Holof ernes  on  this  Expedition, 

in  the  firft  Month  of  the  eighteenth  Year  of  his  ̂ «^«, which  was  the 
ninth  of  Zedekiah  King  of  Judah,    Holofernes\  Death,  and  the 

Siege  of  Jertfalem,  happen'd,  they  fay,  in  fthe  fame  Year ;  only 
it  muft  be  fuppos'd,    that  the  Attempt  againft  Bethulia  was   in 
the  Beginning  of  the  Year,  and  the  Siege  of  Jerufalem  at  the 
End  of  it.     The  Captivity  therefore,  from  which  the  Jevos  are 

faid   to  have    newly   return'd,    muft    be   that   in    Jehoiakim\ 

Time,  for  that    in  Zedekiah's   continu'd  feventy    Years,  before 
which   Nebuchadnezzar  had  quite  fubdu'd   A'phaxad,  King    of 
the  Medes,  and  demolifh'd    Ecbatana.     And  as   for  the   Bcthu- 
lians  enjoying  Peace,  during  the  Life  of  Judith,   it  may   be    fup- 

pos'd, \.\\?it  Nebuchadnezzar,  being  employ'd  two  Years  in    the 
Siege  of  Jenfalem,  might   fpend  fome   Years   in    reducing   o- 
ther  Parts  of  the  Country  ;  and  feeing  Bethulia  was  a  Place  na- 

turally ftrong,  and  iituatcd  among  the  Mountains,  he  might  be unwilling 
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by  the  Courage  and  Dexterity  of  a  Woman,  which  muft  f    a.  m,

unwilling  to  foil  his  Army  before  it,  and  (efpecially  confidering  ̂ f  ̂   chron.

it,  until  he  had  fubdu'd  all  the  reft.  Thofe  again,  who  con- 

tend for  Manajfeh^  Reign,  make  the  Nabuchodonofor  in  Judith 
to  be  the  fame  with  Saofduchinus  in  Ptolemyy  and  Arphaxad  the 

fame  with  Phraortes,  mentioned  by  Herodotus  j  and  that,  as  thefe 
two  Princes  made  War  with  one  another,  wherein  Phraortes 

was  vanquifh'd,  and  perifh'd  with  his  Army,  all  the  other  Things 
recorded  of  Saofduchinus  and  his  General  might  happen  with- 

out Inconfiftency,  For  the  Capti'vity  there  mention'd  might 
be  that,  from  whence  ManaJ/eh,  with  feme  of  his  Subjefts,  had 

lately  return'd,  when  the  Temple,  which  had  been  profan'd, 
was  purify 'd  again,  and  the  Service  of  the  Sandluary  reftor'd  to 
its  antient  Dignity,  2  Chron.  xxxiii.  i,  ̂ c.  This  is  a  fhort 
State  of  the  feveral  Opinions  concerning  the  Date  of  this  Tranf- 
aftion,  and  the  laft  of  thefe,  in  our  Judgment,  feems  to  be  beft

\  For  thoujdi  the  Jeivs  and  antient  ChriJIians  did  not  receive 
this  Book  of  Judith  into  their  Canon  of  Scripture,  yet  they  al- 

ways look'd  upon  it  as  a  true  Hifiory ;  and,  accordingly,  Cle- 
ment, in  his  Epiftle  to  the  Corinthians,  has  cited  it  as  well  as  the 

Author  of  the  Apoflolick  Conftitutions,  which  go  under  his  Name ; 
and  as  St.  Athanafius,  or  the  Writer  of  the  Synopjis,  that  is 

afcrib'd  to  him,  gives  2.fummary  Account  of  it,  even  as  he  does 
of  other  facred  Books,  from  his  Example  we  may  be  permitted 
to  juftify  the  (horc  Abridgment,  which  we  have  made  of  it  in  our 

Hifiory  of  the  Holy  Bible.  Calmet's  Didionary,  under  the  Word

*  Who  this  Author  was,  it  no  where  appears.  St.  Jerom. 
feems  to  think  that  Judith  wrote  it  herfelf,  but  produces  no 
good  Authority  for  his  Opinion.  Others  will  have  it,  that  the 

High-Prieft  Joakim,  mention'd  in  this  Book,  was  the  Author  of 
it;  but  this  is  equally  a  bare  Conjedure  ;  nor  is  there  much  more 

Certainty  in  thofe,  who,  fuppofing  the  Hiftory  to  have  happen'd 
in  the  Time  of  Cambyfes,  afcribe  it  to  Jofhua,  the  Son  of  Jo- 
fedek,  who  was  High  Prieftat  that  Time.  But  whoever  the  Au- 

thor was,  he  feems  to  be  pofterior  to  the  Fads,  which  he  relates, 
becaufe  he  fpeaks  of  the  Fiftival  inftituted  in  Memory  of  Ju-

Chron.         ̂ ^^  Eufiochiumf  St.  Jerom   form'd  the  Tranflation,  (which  we 
^^"Y^^now  have  in  the  Vulgar  Latin  Edition  of  the  Bible)  not  render- 

ing it  Word  for  Word,  (as  himfelf  tells  us  in  his  Preface  to  the 
Hiftory)  but  repairing  the  Corruptions  of  the  various  Readings, 

and  giving  us,  acccording  to  the  beft  of  his  Judgment,  the  true 
and  entire  Senfe  of  the    Original.     Eefides  this  Tranflation  of 

St.yerom''s,   there  are  two  others,  one  in  Greek,  and  the  other 
in  Syriac.     That  which  is    in  Greek  is  attributed  to  Theodotiony 

who  liv'd  in  the  Time  of  Commodus,  who   was    made  Emperor 
/      of  Rome  in  the  Year  of  Chriji  i8o.     But  the  Verfion  was  much

have  cut  off,  as  vicious  Corruptions  of  the  Te;^:  So    that,  in 
this  Refped,  St.  Jerom\  Tranflation  ought  to  have  the  Prefe-

^  This  City,  Herodotus  fays  exprefsly,  was  built  by  Dejoces^ 
the  firft  King  of  the  Medes:  But  that  Author  is  wrong,  in 
afcribing  the  Honour  of  the  whole  Work  to  him,  which  his 

Son  Phraortes,  at  leaft,  finifh'd  and  beautify 'd  to  fuch  a  Degree, 
that,  tho'  the  Scripture  is  fdent,  profane  Authors  have  given  us 
a  very  advantageous  Account  of  it.  The  City,  according  to 
them,  was  fituate  in  a  fpacious  Eminence,  and  into  it  Dejoces 

had  brought  together  the  whole  Nation  of  the  Medes,  who  ne- 

ver before  had  liv'd  in  any  Thing  but  Caves  and  Huts,  difpers'd 
up  and  down  in  the  Country,  which  great  Concourfe  of  People 

made  it  very  large  and  populous.  It  was  cncompafs'd  with  feven 
Walls,  at  equal  Diftance  from  each  other.  The  firft  was  the 
loweft,  and  equal  in  Circumference  with  thofe  of  Athens,  i.  e. 

according  to  Thucydides,  lib.  ii.  an  hundred  and  fenjenty  ci^ht 

Furlongs.  The  reft  rofe  gradually,  and  overlook'd  each  other, 
about  the  Height  of  a  Battlevunt.  The  Battlements  were  of 

different  Colours.  The  firft  was  nvhite  ;  the  fecond  black  -,  the 
third  red  ;  the  fourth  Hue  ;  the  fifth  of  a  deep  red  ;  the  fixth 
of  a  Sil'ver,  and  the  feventh  of  a  Gold,  Colour  j  and  for  this 

Reafon,  (as  5ocA«»/ has  obferv'd)  this  City  was  ufually  called, 
by  the  Antients,  Jgbata,  which,  in  the  Arabian  Language, 
fignifies  a  Thing  of  different  and  dijiinSl  Colours.  The  Royal 
Palace  and  Treafury  ftood  within  the  feventh  Wall  ;  and  the 

Palace  alone  (according  to  Polykius,  lib.  x.)  was  feven  Furlongs 
round,  and  built  with  all  the  Coft  and  Skill  that  a  ftately  Edi- 

fice did  require  ;  for  fome  of  it's  Beauis  are  faid  to  have   been of

the  City,  to  let  them  know,  that  God,  by  her  Hand,  would  v-Z'Y^Srf 
find  out  an  Expedient  to  deliver  them  ;  but  in  what  Manner 

this  was  to  be  efFe6led,  fhe  defir'd   them   not    to   enquire: 
That,  having  addrefs'd  herfelf  to  God  by  Prayer  for  Succefs, 
and  being  not  infenfible  of  her  own   Beauty,  (for  fhe  was 

extremely  handfome,  as  well  as  virtuous)  fhe  adorn'd  herfelf 
in  all  her  rich  Attire,  and,  attended  only  with  one  Maid  f , 
left   Betbulia,  and    went   dire6lly  to   the  AJfyrian  Camp : That 

Judith  and  her  Hufband  were  of  the  Tribe  of  Simeon,  Judith 
viii.  I.  and  ix.  2.  and  for  what  Purpofe  they  Ihould  remove  to 
fo  great  a  Diftance  from  their  own  Inheritance,  and  fettle  in  a 
different  Tribe,  we  cannot  fee.  Since  therefore  the  Scripture 

takes  Notice  of  a  Place  in  the  Tribe  of  Simeon,  nam'd  Bethul, 
or  Bethuel,  Jofhua  xix.  4.  a  Place  dependent  on  Gaza  of  the 
Phili/iines,  and  famous  for  its  Temples,  which  were  very  re- 

markable, both  for  their  Antiquity  and  fine  Strufture,  (from 
whence,  not  unlikely,  it  had  its  Name  of  Bethul,  Q%the  Houfe  of 
the  Lord)  there  is  much  more  Reafon  to  conclude,  that  this 
was  the  Place  ;  fince  the  other,  which  Travellers  talk  of,  in 
the  Tribe  of  Zchulun,  mnft  be  of  too  modern  a  Date  to  be  the 
City  intended  here,  becaufe  we  find  neither  Jojhua,  nor  JofephuSy 
nor  Eufebius,  nor  St.  Jerom,  making  any  mention  of  it.  Calmet\

\  As  Prayer,  no  doubt,  is  beft  perform'd  in  Places  of  Retire- 
ment, and  the  Hurry  of  a  Camp  muft  needs  be  inconvenient  for 

religious  Offices,  Judith,  who  profefs'd  herfelf  a  Woman  of 
ftrict  Piety,  had  a  good  Pretence  to  requeft  of  the  General  a

the  Month,  it  came  before  "Jerufalem,  and  block'd  it  clofe 
up  on  every  Side ;  (o    that,  in  a  fhort  Time,  the  Famine 
began  to  prevail ;     And  in  Memory  of  this,  the  jfeivs  have 

ever   fince  obferv'd  the  tenth   Day  of  Tebeth^  (the  Month 
when  this  happen'd)  as  a  Day  of  folemn  Falling  and  Humi- liation even  to  this  Time. 

On  that  very  Day  of  the  Month,  when  the  Siege  of  Je- 
rufalem  began,  EzekieU  then  a  Captive  in  Chaldea,  had  it 

reveal'd  to  him  by  the  Type  of  a  boiling  Pot,  what  a  difmal 
DeftruClion  ftiould  be  brought  upon  that  City ;  and,  in  the 

Beginning  of  the  next  Year,  Jeremiah  was  order'd  to  de- 
clare to  the  King,  that  the  Babylonians^  who  were  then  be- 

fieging  the  Town,  would  certainly  take  it,  and  burn  it  with 
Fire  ;  make  him  Prifoner,  and  carry  him  to  Babylon^  where 

he  fhould  die :  Which  provok'd  Zedekiah  to  fuch  a  Degree, 
that  he  order'd  him  to  be  clapp'd  up  clofe  in  Prifon. 

As  Nebuchadnezzar  s  Army  was  approaching  ferufalem^ 

'Zedekiah,  and  his  People,  in  dread  of  what  might  follow, 
made  a  Shew  of  returning  unto  the  Lord  their  God.  They 

enter'd  into  a  folemn  Covenant  thence-forward  to  ferve  him 
only,  ,and  to  obey  his  Laws;  and,  in  Purfuance  of  that, 
agreed  to  proclaim  a  Manumijfion,  or  Liberty  to  all  Hebrew 

Servants  of  either  Sex,  according  to  what  the  Law  f  en- 

join'd ;

The  Sabbatical  Year  is  what  is  here  intended  :  It  now  happen'd 
in  the  eighth  Year  of  ZedekiaFs  Reign  ;  but  (as  Prideaux  in  his 

Preface  remarks)  had  not  been  obferv'd  for  above  360  Yeafs 
before ;  for  which  Reafon,  the  Je^s,  being  now  in  a  State  of 
CompunSiio?],  were  for  reftoring  it  to  its  primitive  Inftitution ; 
but  upon  the  Removal  of  their  Fears,  by  the  withdrawing  of 
Nebuchadnetzzari  Forces,  they  repented  of  their  good  Inten- 

tions, and  recalled  their  Servants  to  their  Slavery  again.  Why 

the  Obfervation  of  fuch  a  Year  in  feven  was  enjoin'd,  the  Rea- 
fons  are  pretty  obvious :  For,  befides  the  Commemoration  of 
the  Ifraelites  Releafe  from  the  Egyptian  Bondage,  which  the 
Text  fpecifies,  the  general  Releafe  of  Servants,  and  the  Refto- 
ration  of  Lands  and  Tenements  to  their  firft  Owners,  which  were 
then  to  b^  tranf?.£ted,  were  to  hinder  the  Rich  from  oppreffing 
the  Needy,  and  reducing  them  to  perpetual  Slavery  ;  that 

Debts  (hould  not  be  too  much  multiply'd,  nor  the  Poor,  confe- 
quently,  entirely  ruin'd  ;  but  that  a  Liberty  of  People's  Perfons, 
an  Equality  of  their  Fortunes,  and  the  Order  and  Diftindion  of 
their  Tribes  and  Families  (as  far  as  it  was  polfible)  might  be

more  exafperated  than  ever,  to  re-inveftthe  City  of  fcrufa-"^''^  '** 

lem.     Nor  had   he  been  long  before  it,    e're   the  King  fent    '"^'' 
Meflengers  to  Jeremiah,   to  enquire  of  him,  then  in  Prifon, 
concerning  the  Fate  of  the  prefent  War  :  But  his  conftant 

Anfwer  was,   "  That  God,    being  highly  provok'd  againft 
"  him  and  his  People,    for  their  manifold  Iniquities^  would 
"  fight  againft  the  City,  and  fmite  it ;  that  both  Kang  and 

*'   People  fhould  be  deliver'd  into  the  Hands  of  the  King  of 
"  Babylon  ;  that  thofcj  who  continu'd  in  the  City^  during 
"  the  Siege,  fhould  perifh  by  the  Peftilence,  by  the  Famine^ 
**  and  by  the  Sword ;  but  that  thofe,    who   endeavoured  to 

"  efcapc,  tho'   they  fell  into  the  Hands  of  the  Chaldeans^ 
would  have  their  Lives  preferv'd:"     At  which,   feveral  of 
tlie  Princes,   and  chief  Commanders,    being  very  much  of- 

fended, prefs'd  the  King  againft  him,   as  one,  whoj    by  his 
Speeches,  difcourag'd  the  Soldiers,  and  People,  and  was  e- 
nough  indeed  to  occafion  a  Defedlion. 

In  this  Conjuncture  of  Affairs,  the  King  was  oblig'd  to  de- 
liver him  into  their  Hands ;  and  they,  with  unrelenting  Cru- 
elty, caft  him  into  a  nafty  Dungeon  f,  where  inevitably  he mufl

Chron.  As  the  City  began  to  be  prefs'd  more  by  the  Siege,  the

but  the  Prophet  could  give  no  other  Anfwer  to  his  Quefti- 

ons,  than  what  he  had  done  before  ;  only  he  advis'd  him  to 
furrender  to  the  Enemy,  as  the  beft  Expedient,  to  fave  both 

himfelf  and  the  City.     The  King,  tho'  urg'd  by  the  Pro- 
phet,  could  by  no  Means  bring  himfelf  to   think  of  that. 

At  his  breaking  off  the  Difcourfe  however,  he  oblig'd  him 
to  Secrecy,  tho'  he  did  not  forget  to  remand  him  to  Prifon  : 
And  this  is  the  laft  Interview,  that  the  Prophet  had  with  the

The 
yews  indeed  think,  that  there  was  a  fubterraneous  Paffage  from 
the  Palace  to  the  Plains  of  Jericho,  and  that  the  King,  and  his 
Courtiers,  might  endeavour  to  make  their  Efcape  that  Way. 

DioTiy  'tis  true,  tells  us,  lib.  Ixvi.  that,  in  the  laft  Siege  of  Jeru' 
/a/em,  the  yenvs  had  covert  Ways,  which  went  under  the  Walls 
of  the  City,  to  a  confiderable  Diftance  into  the  Country,  out 
of  which  they  were  wont  to  fally,  and  fall  upon  the  Romans, 

that  were  ftraggling  from  their  Camp  :  But,  fince  neither  yo/e- 
pbus,  nor  the /acred  Hijiorzan,  takes  notice  of  any  fuchy«^/fr- 
raneous  Conduit  at  this  Siege,  we  may  fuppofe,  that,  the  Chal- 

deans having  made  a  Breach  in  the  Wall,  the  Befieged  ̂ o\.  away 

privately  between  the  Wall  and  the  Out- Works,  in  a  Paffage, 
which  the  Enemy  did  not  fufpeft.     The  Words  in  the  Second 

Book  of  Kings  are  :   They  nvent  by  the  Way  0/  the  Gate, 
bet-iueen  the  two  Walls,  i/jhichis  by  theKin^s  Gar  deny  Chap.  xxv. 

4.  which,  in  yeremiah,  are  thus  exprefs'd  :   They  nvent  by  the 
Way  0/ the  King's  Garden,  by  the  Gate  bet'ween  the  tivo  Walls  : 
So  that,  as  the  King's  Garden  fac'd  the  Country,  very  likely 
there  was  fome  very  private  and  imperceptible  Gate,  through 

which  they  might  attempt  to  efcape,  and  the  Be/egers  perhaps 
might  not  keep  fo  ftrift  a  Watch  at  that  Part  of  the  Town,  (If- 
pecially  in  the  Hurry  of  ftorming  it)  becaufe  it  led  to  the  Plain, 
and  made  their  Efcape  in  a  Manner  impra£licable.  Jewilh  Hift.

three  Months)   that  this  imperious  Monarch  might  look  upon 
it  as  nothing  at  all. 

II  Jojephus  takes  notice,  that  the  feeming  Contradidlion  in  the 
Prophecies  of  Ezeiiel,  and  Jeremiah,  concerning  the  Fate  of 
Zedekiah,  made  that  Prince  give  no  Heed  to  what  was  foretold. 

Ezekiel's  Prophecy  is  deliver'd  in  thefe  Words  :   I  ivill 
bring  him  to  Babylon,  to  the  Land  of  the  Chaldeans,  yet  Jhall  he 

not  fee  it,   thd*   he  die  there.   Chap.  xii.  13.  z^ndi  Jeremiah'' %   in 
thefe:   ■   He  Jhall  be  deU'ver  d  into   the  Hands  of  the  K^ng  of 
Babylon,  and  Jhall  fpeak  njoith  him  Mouth  to  Mouth,  and  his  Eyes 

Jhall  behold  his  Eyes,  Chap,  xxxii.  4.  both  of  which  were  lice- 
rally  accomplilh'd  :  For  Zedekiah  was  carry 'd  to  Riblah,  where 
he  faw  the  King  of  Babylony  and  fpake  to  him,  and  beheld  his 
Children  executed ;  but  had  afterwards  his  Eyes  put  out,  and

Towers  thereunto  belonging,  until  he  had  brought  the  Whole  0°  I  ch^on 
to  a  perfect  Defolation  :  And  upon  thefe  two  fad  Occafi-  ̂ .^wj 
ons,  viz.  the  Taking  of  the  City,  and  the  Deftru6tion  of 

th^  Temple,  the  Prophet    Jeremiah  compos'd   a  mournful 
Poem,  which  is  called   his  Lamentations  f,  and    the  Jews 
obferve    two  annual  Fafts,  the  one  in  the  fourth  Month, 
which  falls    in    with   our  fune^  and  the  other  in  the  fifth 
Month,  which  anfwers  Part  of  our  July^  even  to  this  Day.

Jhall  cut  them  off  in  their  o^wn  Wickednefs  j  yea,  the  Lord  our 
God  Jhall  cut  them  off,  Patrick^  Commentary,  and  Jeiui/h  An- 
tiq.  lib.

invent  what  he  pleafes :  But  it  would  be  Madnefs  to  give  up 
the  Truth  of  hijlorical  Fadls,  merely  becaufe  the  Man  has 

Ingenuity  enough  to  apply  them  to  a  foreign  Purpofe,  efpe- 
cially  when,  upon  Examination,  we  find,  that  there  are  fuf- 
ficient  Proofs  and  Teftimonies  of  their  Reality,  and  no  in- 
fuperable  Objedtions  to  the  contrary. 

Let  us  fuppofe  then,  that  the  Events,  contain'd  in  this

Kings  wag'd  War  with  each  other  ;  that  Saofduchinus,  hav- 
ing overcome  Arphaxad,  refolv'd  to  reduce  all  the  Nations, 

fpoken  of  in  Judith,  under  his  Dominion,  and,  to  that 

Purpofe,  fent  Plotof ernes  at  the  Head  of  his  Forces,  to  fub- 
due  thofe  Countries,  that  would  not  fubmit  ;  that,  at  this 

Time,  Manajfeh,  who  had  been  a  little  before  delivered 
from  the  Captivity,  in  which  he  had  been  carry'd  to  Baby-' 
Ion,  dwelt  at  Jerufalem,  concerning  himfelf  but  little  with 

the  Government,  and  leaving  the  Care  of  publick  Afi^airs  to 
Joakim  the  High-Prieft  ;  that  the  Inhabitants  of  Bethulia 

refolv'd,  by  God's  Afliftance,  to  preferve  their  Religion  and 
Liberties,  and,  accordingly,  {hut  their  Gates  againft  Holo- 
f ernes  ;  and  that  Judith,  a  Woman  of  great  Courage  and

the  Expedition  and  Death  of  Holofernes  were  both  in  the  v^'^V^J 
next  Year  3348  ;  Manajfeh  was  taken  and  carry 'd  to   Ba- 
hylon  3349  j  he  return'd  feme  Years  after,  and  dy'd  3361  : 
So  that  here  we  find  a  proper  Space  for  the  Things,  related 
in  this   Hiftory,    to   be   tranfi.i6led  ;    and    that  they   were 

really    thus    tranfa6led,    we    have    the   concurring   Tefti-!- 
mony   both   of  the   Jewijh   and   Chrijiian    Church,    who,

gree are  inferted,  that  were  never  High-Priefts  f,  and  fe- 
veral are  omitted  that  were.  The  Pedigrees  of  the  High- 

Priefts,  in  Ezra  and  Nehemiah,  are  but  imperfe£l  Parts  of 
that,  which  we  have  in  the  Book  of  Chronicles ;  and  as 

for  the  Catalogue  of  Jofephus,  it  is  fo  corrupted,  that  fcarcc  K 
five  of  the  Names  in  it  do  agree  with  any  Thing,  that  we 
have  in  Scripture  :  So  that,  confidering  the  Defe«ft  of  thefe 

Accounts,  we  may  be  allow'd  to  infer,  that  foakim,  or 
Eliakim  (for  they  are  Names  both  of  the  fame  Import)

the  Mode  of  couching  their  Meaning  in  Fable.     Hefiod  (5), 

who   contends  with  Homer  for    Antiquity,  is    fuppos'd  by

the  Name  of  Mfop ;  but  however  this  be,  the  very  Suppo- 
fition  of  his  being  fo,  makes  it  probable,  that  he  did  write

which  was  in  great  Vogue  among  the  Antients,  and  to 
which  the  Jews,  by  a  Kind  of  natural  Genius,  were  won- 

derfully inclin'd,  the  People  of  the  EaJi  had  a  Way  of  ex- 
prelling  themfelves  by  Actions,  as  well  as  Words,  and,  to 
enforce  the  Matter  they  were  upon,  would  frequently  make 
ufe  of  outward  and  vifible  Signs  and  Reprefentations.  [u) 
This,  our  learned  Mr.  Mede  fhews,  was  the  Practice  of  the 

Indians,  Perftans,  and  Egyptians  \  and,  even  among  the 

Romans,  (who  were  a  People  that  us'd  great  Modefty  of 
Stile,  and  more  Gravity  in  their  Actions,  than  many  other 
Nations)  it  was  a  cuflomary  Thing  in  their  Orations  and 
Pleadings,  to  ufe  all  Arts  to  raife  the  Paflions,  by  A6tions 
and  Reprefentations,  as  well  as  Words ;  infomuch,  (x)  that

ly otherwii'e  happen,  but  that  by  this  Means  they  fhould  fix the  Attention  of  their  Hearers,  when,  at  one  and  tlje  fame 

Time,  they  fpeak  to  their  Eyes  and  Ears  both. 
1_he  diffcrei:!     pROMthefefew  Remarks   it  appears  in  general,  that  the 

^t^rirctfr'''  figurative  Expreffions   of  the    Prophets,  their  Actions,  and tbem.  Types,  and  Parables,  were  not  incongruous  to  the  Cuftoms 

of  the  Times  and  Places  where  they  liv'd,  and  yet  very  pro- 

per Means  to  give  a  lively  and  afi'eiling  Pvcprefentation  of 
the  Mefiage  they  had  to  deliver :  And  fo  proceed  we  to  the 
Paflages,  which  feem  to  give  Difguft. 

To  tr-ke  feveral    of  thefe  in  their  literal  Senfe,  would  be 

an  efteclual  Way   to  difparage  the  Divine  Precept,  which, 
according  to  this  Acceptation,  would  put  the  Prophet  upon 

acting  in  a  Manner  quite  inconfiftent  with  common  Pru- 
dence :  And   therefore.  Interpreters    are  generally    agreed, 

that  the  Things  of  this  Kind,  which  will  not  come  under  a 
literal  Conftrudlion,  were  either  tranfa<Sl:ed   in  Vifion,  /.  e. 

the  Prophet  in  a  Dream,  or  fome  other  Deliquium,  imagin'd 
that  he  did  fuch  and  fuch  Things,  and  then  related  them  to 

the  People  ;  or  that  they  were  Parables,  which  God  didla- 
ted  to  the  Prophet,  and  the  Prophet  recited  to  the  People : 

Only  it  muft  be  obferv'd,  (z)  that  the  //V^rc/ Interpretation 
of  a  Text  always  claims  the  Preference,  if  there  be  not 
fome  weighty  Reafon  againft  it,  or  fome  Intimation  in  the 
Text  itfelf,  that  the  Words  are  figurative  and  enigmatical.

The  Cup   of  ,^*V'*VJi 
God's  Wrath  is  a  common  Figure    in  Scripture,  to  denote 
the  Severity  of  his    Judgments  ;  and    therefore,  when  the 

Prophet  fays,  that  he  took  the  Cup  at  the  Lord's  Hand,  and 
made  all  the  Nations  drink  thereof  he  can  mean  no  more, 
than  that  he  prophefied  againft  thefe   feveral  Nations,  and, 
by  Virtue  of  the  Spirit  of  Foreknowledge,  which  God  had 

imparted  to  him,  pronounc'd  their  Doom. 

{b)  In  like  Manner,  \m  fending  I'okes  and  Bonds  to  kvQ- 
ral  Kings,  whofe  Embaffadors  were  then  at  Jerufalem,  can 

hardly  be  underftood  in  a  Senfe  altogether  literal ',  becaufe  it 
is  not  probable,  either,  that  the  Embaffadors  would  take 
the  Yokes  at  his  Hands,  or  carry  them  to  their  refpe6live 
Mafters  j  but  then,  as  Yokes  and  Bonds  are  common  Figures 
in  Scripture,  to  denote  Captivity,  and  the  Miferies  that  do 
attend  it,  his  fending  the  Yokes  and  Bonds  may  fignify  no 

more,  *  than  his  declaring  from  God  the  Fate  of  thefe 
Princes,  when  the  King  of  Babylon  was  let  loofe  uport 

them.  Only  it  muft  be  obferv'd,  that  the  Prophet  might 
really  make  fome  of  thefe  Yokes^  and  Bonds,  (as  the  Scrip- 

ture fays  exprefsly,  that  he  put  one  upon  himfelf )  to  enliven 
the  Idea,  and  make  the  Impreflion  of  what  he  was  to  fay 
more  ftrong  and  emphatical.  For  thefe  ornamental  Figures, 

and  affecting  Images  interfpers'd  with  it,  added  new  Force 
and  Dignity  to  the  Prophet's  Meffage,  made  it  more  awful 
zndfolemn  in  the  Delivery,  and  gave  it  the  Advantage  of  a 
deeper  and  more  durable  Impreflion. 

In  like  Manner  again  the  whole  Affair  of  this  Prophet's 
Girdle,  his  carrying  it  to  the  Euphrates,  hiding  it  in  a  Rock, 
and,  at  fuch  a  determinate  Time,  going  for  it  again,  and

Abode,  yet,   in   the  Vifioii^    ('which  is    never    confin'd  to 
Places)  it  might  be  more  aplly  made  choice  of  than  any  o- 

ther,  thereby  to  denote  to  the  "Jews^  that  over  that  River 
they  were  to  be  carry 'd  captive  to  the  ChyofBaljyIcn. 

St'i'o-al  The  Short  of  the  Matter  isj   Several  Things,  which 

^'''""u^Ii'te " '^^  Prophets  fet  down,  as  Matters  of  Fa£i^  might  not  be 
vcr  inundcd'^^^'^^^y  done,  but  Only  reprefented  as  done,  to  make  the 
to  be  done,  rnorc  lively  Impreiuon  upon  their  Readers  and  Hearers. 

Nay,  there  are  feveral  Commands,  which  God  gives  E-z^e- 
kicl  in  particular,  fuch  as  his  lying  for  390  Days  on  one  Side, 

('which  was  next  to  a  Thing  impolTible)  his  baking  his 
Bread  with  Mans  Dung  (wliich  was  a  Thing  unfeemly) 
and  his  /having  his  Head  and  Beard  (which,  as  he  was  a 
Prieft,  (c)  was  a  Thing  exprefly  forbidden  him)  that  the 

Prophet  is  never  once  faid  to  have  perform'd,  nor  were  they 
indeed  given  him  with  an  Intent  that  he  fhould  perform 
them,  but  only  relate  them  to  the  People,  and  fo  make 

them  Signs  imto  the  Houfe  o/"lfrael,  /.  e.  either  Refemblances 
of  Things  paft,  or  Prognojiications  of  Things  to  come. 

St.  PETER,  we  may  obferve,  (d)  was  commanded,  in 
his  Vifion,  to  do  what  he  never  did  ;    Rife^  Peter,  kill  and 

eat : 

f  The  Learned  Bochart  has  invented  a  new  Solution  of  this 
Difficulty.

God  had  authoriz'd  him    to  denounce  againft  Jerufalem  :

(/)  but  then  they  confider'd  thefe  not  as  formal  Com- 

mands, but  as  Types,  Emblems,  and  PrcdiBions,  deli- 

ver'd  to  them  in  a  perceptive  Form,  in-  order  to  imprint 
the  Things  intended  the  deeper  upon  their  Minds,  and 
to  make  the  Reprefentation  thereof  to  the  People,  with 
wliom  they  had  to  do,  more  lively  and  affecting  :  Nor 
fliould  it  feem  ftrange,  that  the  Divine  V/ifdom,  in  this 
Cafe,  makes  choice  of  Things  improper,  and  fometimes 
impracTticable,  fince  his  Purpofe  in  fo  doing  is  to  make 
the  Prophet  perceive  at  once,  that  it  was  all  fyrnbolical,  and 

not  defign'd  to  direct  him  how,  and  what,  to  a6l,  but  how, 
and  what,  to  apprehend,  forefee,  and  foretel  of  Things  to 
come.

Senfe  of  the  Paflage  is  this :   -That  Ifaiah  went  about, 
u/'V'N*'  without  his  upper  Garment,  in  Token,  that  the  Egyptians 

and  Arabians  Ihould  undergo  a  Calamity  of  three  Years  • 
Continuance  from  the  King  of  AJfyria  j  but  how  long,  or 
how  often,  he  did  this,  tlic  Scripture  is  filent ;  only  it  may 

be  prefum'd,  that  he  did  it  in  fuch  a  Manner,  (whether 
three  Days  together,  or  thrice  the  fame  Day)  as  might  heft 
prefigure  the  three  Tears  Calamity  :  And,  fmce  the  Adlion 
was  to  be  typical,  the  Prophet,  who  (through  the  Iniquity  of 
the  Times)  could  fcarce  gain  the  Audience  of  the  People 
at  any  Rate,  was  to  appear  in  an  uncommon  Garb,  and 
with  fomething  particular  in  his  Manner,  to  ftrike  the  Eyes, 
and  awaken  the  Obfervation,  of  all  around  him  :  For,  had 
not  there  been  feme  vifible  Impropriety  in  the  Action, 
fomething  feemingly  inconfiflent  with  the  Character  of  fo 

grave  a  Man,  it  would  not  have  anfwer'd  the  Purpofe  of  ex- 
citing the  Curiofity  and  Attention  of  the  People,  for  which 

it  was  intended. 

7t,s  Sum  »f  Thus  we  have  endeavour'd  to  vindicate  the  Actions  of 
the  whole,  the  Prophets,  or  rather  the  Wifdom  of  God,  which  put 

them  upon  fuch  Aftions,  from  all  Imputations  of  Weaknefs 

and  Folly  ;  and  fhall  only  obferve  farther,  that  our  Mifcon- 
ceptions  of  thefe  Things,  muft,  in  a  great  Meafure,  pro- 

ceed from  our  Ignorance  of  the  prophetick  Stile  (fays  a 

learned  Examiner  of  this  Stile) :  *'  (r)  For  all  Places  of 

'*  Scripture,  that  are  exprefs'd  m  allegorical,  or  proverbial, 
*'  Forms  of  Speech,  or  by  T}/"^^  and  i^^w/i/^jnf^j  of  Things, 
*'  (as  all  Prophecies  more  or  lefs  arej  muft  needs  have  been 
'*  better  underflood  in  thofe  Times,  when  they  were  writ- 
*'  ten,  than  they  can  be  now,  becaufe  we  have  but  an  im- 
**  perfe6l  Notion  of  many  Things,  to  which  the  Allufion  is 
*'  made,  and  from  whence  the  Similitude  is  taken.

THE  particular  Differences^  and  feeming  Incongruities,  Ij-f^^^^ 

in  point  of  Chronology^    that  have  occurr'd  in  this  Pe-  riod  of  Time 
riod  of  Hiftory,  we  have  endeavour'd  to  folve  and  reconcile  this  famous 
in  the  Notes  that  are  annex'd  to  it :     But  there  is  a  Paflaee  ̂ "-^^^  '" 

in  the  Prophet  E-zehieU  generally  fuppos'd  to  relate  to  this  lotes. 
Time,  wherein  fome  learned  Chronologers  do  not  fo  Avell 
agree. 

The  Paflagc  is  this: —  {s)  I  have  laid  upon  thee  the  Years 
of  their  Iniquity.^  according  to  the  Number  of  Days,  three 
hundred  and  ninety  Days ;  fo  JJoalt  thou  bear  the  Iniquity  of 

the  Houfe  ij/'Ifrael.  And  when  thou  Jlialt  accomphjh  thern^ 
lie  again  on  thy  right  Side,  and  thou  flialt  bear  the  Iniquity 

of  the  Houfe  of  Judahy'sr/)'  Days.  I  have  appointed  thee each  Day  for  a  Year.  The  Generality  of  Commentators^ 

who  take  God's  laying  upon  the  Prophet  the  Years  of  his 
People's  Iniquity,  to  denote  his  forbearing  to  punifhthem  for 
fheir  Offences  for  fuch  a  determinate  Time,  do  agree,  (t) 
that  there  is  an  exa£l  Sum  of  three  hundred  and  ninety  Years 

raention'd  in  this  Place;  that  this  Sum  is  to  begin  from  the 
Time,  that  ferohoam  firft  fet  up  the  Golden  Calves ;  and 
that  the  390,  and  40,  Years  are  not  diftindl  Numbers,  but 
that  the  lefs  is  to  be  included  in  the  greater ;  but  then  the 
Qucftion  is,  where  we  are  to  end  thefe  three  hundred  and 

ninety  Years  ?  or  to  which  ot  the  Captivities  do  they  ex- 
tend ? 

Several  learned  A'len  of  great  Authority,  make  thefe 
Years  to  end  [u)  at  the  laj}  Captivity  by  Nebu%aradan, 

Captain  of  the  Guards  under  Nebuchadnezzar  King  of  Ba- 
byk):.,  and  four  Years  after  the  laft  Deftrudlion  of  ferifalem, 

which  happen'd  in  the  eleventh  Year  of  Zedckiah  ;  for, 
froin  the  Time  of  the  fetting  up  the  Calves.,  (x)  fay  they, 

to  this  laft  Inftance  of  God's  Severity,  are  juft  390  Years  ;  ' 
frqm  the  eighteenth  Year  of  fofiah,  (when  the  Kingdom  of 

"Judah  enter'd  into  Covenant  with  God)  to  this  Time,  are

From  It  is  to  be  obferv'd  however,  that  this  laji  Captivity  was 

to^h?End '■  ^'^  ̂'"^'^'   ̂ ^  fudden,    and  attended  with   fu  little  Difficulty, 
«f  2  Chron.  as  Can  by  no  Means  come  up  to  the  Pomp  and  Solemnity  of 

oOT^  the  Prophet's   Defcription,  in  that  very  Chapter,  wherein 
this  Epocha    is  mention'd.     The  Account,  which  we  have 
of  the  Invafion,  is  this :  [y)   <*  Whilft  Nebuchadnex-zxir 
"  lay  at  the  Siege  of  Tyre,  he  fent  Nebuxaradan,  with 
"  part  of  his  Army,  to  invade  the  Land  of  Ifrael,  on  pur- 
*'  pofe,  as  is  fuppos'd,  to  revenge  the  Death  of  Gedaliah  ; 
*'  becaufe  there  was  no  other  Reafon  for  his  falling  upon  the 
"  poor  Remains  of  thofe  miferable  People,  whom  he  him- 
*'  felf  had  left,  and  fettled  there.  In  this  Expedition  Nebu- 

*'  zaradan  feiz'd  upon  all  the  yews,  whom  he  found  in  the 
*'  Land,  made  them  Captives,  and  fent  them  to  Babylon  ; 
*'  but  they  all  amounted  to  no  more,  than  feven  hundred 

*'  and  forty-five  Perfons."  Here  was  no  Refiftance  made, 
no  Siege  maintain'd,  no  Famine  incurr'd.  The  People  fell 
a  cheap  and  eafy  Prey,  becaufe  they  were  ruin'd  and  de- 
ftroy'd  before.  But  now,  in  the  Expedition,  to  which  the 
Prophet  {z)  alludes,  Jerufaletn  was  befieg'd,  and  the  De- 

fendants reduc'd  to  the  Neceffity  of  {a)  eating  Bread  by 
TVeight,  and  with  Care,  and  of  drinking  Water  by  Meafure^ 
and  vjith  Afhnijhment,  as  he  exprefles  it. 

For  this  Reafon,  we  fhould  rather  incline  to  the  Hypo- 
ihefis  of  thofe,  who  end  both  the  Computations  at  the  De- 
ftrudlion  of  Jerufalem  in  the  eleventh  of  TLedehiah  ;  who, 

according  as  they  compute  the  Time  from  feroboarns  Apof- 

tacy,  make  the  Period  of  God's  forbearing  the  Houfe  of 

Ifracl^  from  thence  to  the  Deftruftion  of  'Jerufalem,  to  con- 
tain juft  three  hundred  and  ninety  Years  ;  and  who  begin  the 

forty  Tears  of  God's  Forbearance  of  the  Houfe  of  'Judah, 
from  the  Million  of  the  Prophet  Jeremiah  to  preach  Re- 

pentance to  them,  i.  e.  (b)  from  the  thirteenth  Year  of 
Jofiah,  when  he  was  firft  called  to  this  Office  ;  from  which 
Time,  to  the  laft  Year  oi  Zedekiah,  when  Jerufalem  wa3 

deftroy'd,  were  exadly  forty  Years.  For  [c)  fince  the 
hundred  and  twenty  Years  of  God's  .forbearing  the  old 
World  is  reckon'd  from  the  Miffion  of  Noah  to  preach  Re- 

pentance,  there  feems  to  be  fome  Parity  of  Reafon,   that  his

the  whole  Tenor  of  the  Prophet's  Difcourfe  feems  to  denote  'fj)-"^^" 

an  Event  future,  and  far  diftant,  it  may  not  improperly  i ehte  piafjjj'^bf 
to  the  Continuation  of  God's  Punishment  upon  the  Tribes  Pejagi. 
of  Ifrael  and  Judah,   for  their  great  and  manifold  Provcoa- 
tions. 

(d)  Now  the  Punifhment  o{ IfraeMox  their  Iniquities  may 
be  faid  to  commence  at  the  Takitig  of  Samaria,  in  the 
Reign  of  HoJ})ea ;  as  that  of  Judah  did,  at  the  Taking  of 
Jerufalcm,  in  the  Reign  of  Zedekiah.  If  then  we  reckon 
from  the  Deftru^tion  of  Jerufalem  to  the  Time  when  Cyax- 
ares  the  lid  (whom  (e)  the  Scripture  calls  Darius  the 

JHedian)  became  K.mgo(  Babylon,  v/efhall  find  it  about  for- 
ty Years ;  and  as  he  was  a  known  Favourer  of  the  Jews,  and 

might  therefore  give  them  Leave  to  return  Home,  we  may  be 

allow'd  to  infer,  that  here  the  Term  of  their  Punifhment 
did  expire.  And,  in  like  Manner,  if  we  reckon  from  Sal- 
manefers  Taking  Samaria  to  the  Jaft  Vi6i:ory  whicii  Alex- 

ander the  Great  obtain'd  over  Darius  Codomannus,  whereby 
he  became  fole  Monarch  of  all  Afia,  we  fhall  find  it  to  be 
much  about  390  Years  :  And,  as  his  Kindnefs  to  the  Jews 
was  very  remarkable,  we  may  here  date  the  Reftoration  of 
their  Liberty,  and,  confequently,  their  Releafe  from  the 
Punifhment,  which  God  inflicted  on  them  for  their  Sins. 

Thus,  accordingly  as  we  take  the  Senfe  of  the  Words 
in  the  Prophet,  the  Hiftory,  which  is  alluded  to,  puts  on  a 

different  Afpe6l,  and  relates  to  a  different  Period  :  But  pro- 
ceed we  now  to  the  profane  Hiflory  itfelf.

Temple,  to  the  Captivity  of  Babylon,  the  Jewiflo  People  had  "     ""  ' 
with  the  PhiliJiines,  the  Ammonites,  Moahites,  Phoenicians, 
Syrians,  and  other  neighbouring  Nations ;  and   what  Rela- 

tion and  Dependancc  they  had   on  the   great  and  powerful 
Kingdoms  of  AJfyria,   Babylon,    and  Egypt ;  has,    in  fome 

Meafure,  been  obferv'd  in  the  Courfe  of  this  Hiftory.     What we

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we  are  farther  concern 'd  to  do,  is,  to  take  notice  of  fome 
more  remarkable  Events,  which,  during  this  Period  of 

Time,  are  fuppos'd  to  have  happen'd  in  the  World. 
(f)  Im  the  thirty  fifth  Tear  of  the  Reign  of  Uzziah  King 

of  Judah^  and  while  there  was  an  Interregnum  in  the  King- 
dom of  Ifrael^  the  Olympick  Games  were  infliiuted  in  Greece, 

The  Ufe  and  Defign  of  them  was  to  train  up  the  Youth  in 

Thelnftitu.  a(f^ive  and  warlike  Exercifes,  that,  ifOccafion  requir'd,  they 
Olympick     might    be  capable    of  doing  their  Country  Service   in   the 
Camei,        Field:  And,  it  was   not  from  the   Mountain    Olympus  in 

Thejfaly,  but  from  the  City  Olympia  (fince  called  Pifa,   near 
Elis^  a  City  in  Peloponnefus^  where  they  were  celebrated  in 
the  adjacent  Plains,  near  the  River  Alpheus)  that  they  took 
their  Names.     Here  was  the  fplendid  Temple  of  fupiter, 
which  had  vaft  Treafiires  belonging  to  it,  by  Reafon  of  the 
Oracles,  which  were  there  given  out,  and  thefe  Games,  which 
were   there  celebrated  in  Honour  of  that  Deity ;  and   here 

was  likewife   that   famous  Statue    of  Jupiter*,  made    by Phidiasi

*  This  Statue  of  Jupiter  is  defcrib'd  by  Paufavias,  in  the  fol- 

lowing Manner  :   —  "  He  is  made  fitting  on  a  Throne  of 
"  Gold  and  Ivory,  with  a  Crown  on  his  Head,  which  feems  to 
*'  be  made  of  Olive-Branches.  In  his  Right-Hand  he  holds  an 
"  Image  of  Viftory,  made  of  Ivory  likewife,  that  has  on  its 
*'  Head-Drefs  a  Crown  of  maffy  Gold;  and  in  his  Left  a  Scep- 
*'  tre,  made  of  all  Kinds  of  Metals  mix'd  together,  with  an 
*'  Eagle  on  the  Top  of  it.  His  Shoes  and  Stockings  are  all  of 
**  Gold,  and  the  reft  of  the  Drapery  is  of  the  fame  Metal, 
"  adorn'd  with  Figures  of  various  Animals,  and  a  great  Num-

*'  Ivory,  Ebony,  Gold,  precious  Stones,  and  a  Multitude  of 
"  embofs'd  Figures.  At  the  four  Feet,  or  Pedeftals,  of  the 
"  Throne,  are  four  ViBories,  and  two  others  at  the  Feet  of 
*'  the  Statue.  At  the  two  Feet,  on  the  Fore-fide  of  the 
*'  Throne,  on  one  Hand  are  the  Figures  of  Sphinxes,  who  are 
"  carrying  off  fome  Theban  Youths ;  and,  on  the  other  Side, 
*'  are  reprefented  the  Figures  of  the  Children  of  Niobe,  whom 
"  Jpollo  and  Diana  Ihot  to  Death  with  their  Arrows.  Between 
*'  the  Feet  of  the  Throne  is  reprefented  Thefeus,  and  the  reft  of 
"  the  Heroes  who  accompany'd  Hercules  to  the  War  agairift 
"  the  Jmazons,  together  with  feveral  Athletee  of  diverfe  Kinds; 
"  and  the  Place  is  all  around  adorn'd  with  Piftures,  reprefent- 
*'  ing  the  Labours  of  Hercules,  together  with  feveral  other  of 

"  the  moft  renown'd  hijlorical  Subjeds.     On  the  upper  Part  of 

"  the 
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Phidias^  which  was  accounted  one  of  the  Wonders  of  the     a.  m. 

fVorld,  and   from  which  he  obtain'd  the  Name  of  Jupiter  ̂ l^^'^f^^'^ 
Olympius.  ,   610,  &c. 

It  was  about  four  hundred  and  forty  Years  before  this      From 

Time,  that  thefe  Games  and  Exercifes  were  at  firft  inftituted  J„^h"f /nd* 
by  one  Hercules  ;  not  the  Son  of  Jupiter  and  Alcmena^  fo  of  2  Chron. 

much  celebrated  by  the  Greek  and  Latin  Poets,  but  one  of  l/*VNJ 
the  Priefts  of  Cyhele  called  by  that  Name,  who   came  into 
Greece  from  Ida^  a  Mountain  in  Phrygia^   (whence  he  and 

his  Companions  were  called  Idai^  DaSlyli^  and  Corybantcs) 

and  brought  in  many  fuperftitious  Rites  with  them.     After 

the  Death  of  this  Hercules^   thefe  Games  were  difcontinu'd 
for  many  Years,  till,   by  Advice  from  the  Oracle  of  Apollo^ 

Iphitus  eftablifli'd  them  again,   even  in  the  Life- time  of  Ly- 
curgus,  who  is  no  v;here  faid  to  have  oppos'd  them  ;  and 
fo  they  continu'd,  un*il  the  Time  of  Conjiantine  the  Greats 
who,  upon  his  Profeilion  of  the  Chrijlian  Faith,  firft  flighted 
the  Ludi  Seculares^    and  afterwards   all  other  Games,  as 

Monuments  of  Pagan  Superftition  ;  fo   that    falling  by  De- 
grees into  Difefteem,  in  the  Time  of  Theodofius   the  Great ^ 

if  not  before,  they  v.xre  utterly  unfrequented,  and  dwindled 
into  nothing. 

These  Games  were  us'd  to  be  performed  at  the  End  of  Their  ph. 

every  four  Years,  (and  (o  every  four  Years  made  an  Olym-'"'"'y> piad)  and  lafted  for  five  Days ;  when#he  Youth  of  Greece 
contended  for  Maftery  in  five  Sorts  oT  Exercifes,    one  for 

each  Day,  viz-  the  Ccejius^  or  Whirle-Bat,  the  Coit,  Leap- 

•     ing,    ■ 

''  the  Throne,  on  the  one  Side  are  engraven  the  Graces^  and  on 
"  the  other  the  Hours,  becaufe,  according  to  the  Poets,  both  thefe 
*'  were  the  Daughters  of  Jupit'r.  On  the  Footftool  of  the  Statue 
"  are  golden  Lions,  and  a  Reprefentation  of  the  Combat  of 
"  Thefeus  with  the  Amazons ;  and  on  a  Bajis  thereof,  are  innu- 
*'  merable  golden  Figures,  fuch  as  that  of  the  Sun  going  into 
*'  his  Chariot,  oi  Jupiter  and  Juno,  Mercury,  Fejta,  and  Fenus, 
"  who  has  G/^/d'ftanding  by  her;  oi  Jpo.'lo,  Diana,  Minernja, 
"  Hercules,  Amphitrite,  Neptune,  and  the  Moon,  which  is  here 
"  reprefented  fitting  upon  an  Horfe."  This  is  the  Subftance  of 
what  Paufanias  fays  of  this  famous  Statue  :  But,  notwithftand- 
ing  that  its  Workmanfhip  was  the  Wonder  of  all  the  Antients, 
and  the  Curiofuy  of  feeing  it  might  increafe  the  Number  of 
thofe,  who  came  to  the  Olympick  Games,  yet  Strabo  finds  great 
Fault  with  it  for  want  of  a  due  Proportion,  becaufe  it  was  of 
fuch  a  prodigious  Bignefs,  that  if  it  had  flood  upright,  it  muft 

have  made  a  Mole  in  the  Roof  of  the  Temple.  Bedford'' »  Scrip- 
ture Chronology,  lib.  vi.  c.

From  I  Kings  Competitors  for  the  Vi6lory  ;  and,  accordingly,  we  find 

End  of  2^^  Pindar^  the  moft  celebrated  Poet  in  thofe  Days,  addrefling 
Chron.  l^'s  firlt  Olympick  to  Hiei'o  King  of  Syracv.Je,  for  having 
K^ySj  won  the  Prize  in  one  of  the  Horfe-Races. 

Th  e  Prize  however  was  not  great :  It  was  no  more  than 
a  Garland  of  Palm^  or  Olive :  but  the  Vidor  was   treated 
with  fuch  Tokens  of  Refpeit  and  Efteem,  and  was  attended 

\  by  the  People  with  fuch  loud  Acclamations,  while  he  rode 
into  the  City  in  a  Coach  through  a  Breach  in  the  Wall, 
which,  upon  this  Occafion,  was  made  for  his  more  pompous 
Entrance ;  and  while  he  was  fure  to  have  the  beft  of  Poets  to 

celebrate  his  Praife,  and  rank  him  even  among  the  Gods, 

that  to  come  off  Conqueror,  and  be  crown'd  in  this  Place, 
was  thought  an  Honour,  not  inferior  to  that  of  a  Triumph 
in  Rome ;  and  this  the  rather,  becaufe  the  Inhabitants  of 

Elis,  who  were  the  Prejidents  of  thefe  Games,  were  fo  re- 
markably impartial  in  giving  Sentence  according  to  Merit, 

that,  whoever  was  crown'd  by  their  Order  and  Determina- 
tion, was  always  thought  juftly  to  deferve  it. 

yindfecotida-  Thus  (g)  it  appears,  that  the  original  Ufe  of  thefe  Olym- 
rj  Uft.  pick  Games  was  to  encourage  Adivity  of  Body :  But,  in

rians  were  vaftly  negligent  in  fixing  the  Date  of  fuch  Tranf- 
aclions,  as  they  related.  Varro^  the  moft  learned  Perfon 
among  the  Rotnans^  both  for  Hiftory  and  Antiquity,  reckons 
three  Sorts  of  Times.  The  ift,  from  the  Beginning  of 
Mankind  to  the  firft  Flood,  which  he  calls  uncertain.,  be- 

caufe no  Account  is  given  of  it  by  any  Heathen  Writer. 
The  2d,  from  the  Flood  to  the  firft  Olympiad.,  which  he

Hiftory  of  which  is  as  follows. 

After  the  Deftruftion  oi  Troy  (i),  Mneas^  landing  in 

Italy^  was  at  firft  oppos'd  by  Latinus,  King  of  the  Latines^ 
or  Aborigines  ;  but,  being  overcome  in  Battle  by  the  Tro^ 
jans,  Latinus  made  Peace  with  their  Leader,  and  permitted 
him,  and  his  Men,  to  live  independent  in  his  Kingdom. 

Enrag'd  at  this  Treatment,  Turnus,  King  of  the  Rutuli, 
fomented  a  frefh  War  againft  Mneas  j  but,  in  the  Conclu- 
fion,  he  was  flain  in  fingle  Combat  by  the  Grecian  Chief, 
and  his  Miftrefs  Lavinia  (who  was  the  Occafion  of  all  this 

Contention^  was,  by  her  Father  Latinus,  given  to  the  Con- 

queror for  a  Wife.  Mneas  (it  muft  be  obferv'd)  had  another 
Son  by  a  former  Wife,  nam'd  Creiifa,  who  was  loft  in  the 
Siege  of  Troy  ;  and  after  his  Death,  his  Relidl  Lavinia,  be- 

ing great  with  Child,  and  fearing  the  Power  of  Jfcanins, 
(for  that  was  his  Name)  fled  into  the  Woods,  and  was  there 

deliver'd  of  a  Son,  who,  for  that  Reafon,  was  called  Syhji-- 
us,  and,  becaufe  he  was  born  after  his  Father's  Funeral,  was 

likewife

Chron.  *  vinia,  which  /Eneas  had  built,  and  called  after  her  Name, 
\yy\^  whilft  himfelf  remov'd  to  Jlba-knga,  a  City  of  his  own 

erecting,  and  where  he  liv'd  for  the  Remainder  of  his  Days, 
highly  delighted  with  the  Situation  of  the  Place. 

After  the  Death  of  Jfcanius,  there  happen'd  a  Conten- 
tion between  this  Sylvius  the  Son  of  /Eneas,  and  liilus  the 

Son  oi  Afcanius y  about  the  Succeflion  to  the  Kingdom  ;  but, 
as  the  Relations  of  Lavinia  had  the  more  prevalent  Intereft 

in  the  Country,  the  Matter  was  fo  compromis'd;v  that  liilus 
was  made  High-Prieji,  and  Sylvius  King,  in  whofe  Fami- 

ly the  Kingdom  continu'd  for  feveral  Generations,  and  eve- 
ry fucceeding  Prince  was  named  Sylvius. 

Of  this  Race  was  Latinus  the  Second^  Grandfon  to  Syl- 
vius, who  built  feveral  Towns  on  the  Borders  of  Latium  ; 

and  their  Inhabitants,  ftanding  much  upon  the  Honour  of 
their  Original,  were  afterwards  called  Prifci  Latini.  Of  this 

Race  was  Tiberinus,  who  (as  fome  fay)  was  drown'd  in  the 
Tiber,  and  from  that  unhappy  Accident  gave  Name  to  the 

River.  Of  this  Race  was  Aventinus,  who,  by  being  bury'd 
in  the  Place,  gave  Name  to  one  of  the  Mountains,  on 
which  Rome  was  built  ;  and  of  this  Race  was  Procas,  who^ 
after  his  Death,  left  his  two  Sons,  Numitor  and  Amulius,  to 

reign  alternately  every  Year  :  But  Amulius  the  younger  de- 

pos'd  Numitor,  flew  his  Son  Mgijihus,  and,  to  cut  off  the 
whole  Race,  compelled  his  Daughter  Ilia  to  enter  into  a 
Vow  of  perpetual  Virginity,  by  becoming  a  Prieflefs  to  the 
Goddefs  Vejla.  Her  Vow  however  did  not  laft  long ;  for 

■'  a  certain  Soldier  found  Means  to  get  her  with  Child,  but,  to 
cover  the  Difgrace,  a  Report  was  rais'd,  that  all  this  was 
done  by  Mars,  the  God  of  War.  At  length  fhe  was  de- 

liver'd  of  two  Sons,  Romulus  and  Remus,  whom  their  Un- 
cle Amulius  commanded  to  be  drown'd,  and  their  Mother 

to  be  bury'd  alive,  as  being  the  Punifliment,  which  the 
Law  inflicted,  when  Vejlal  Virgins  had  violated  their  Cha- 
flity. 

XVh ETHER  the  Mother  underwent  this  Punifhment,  or, 
(as  fome  will  have  it)  upon  the  Intreaty  of  Antho,  the 

Daughter  of  A?nuUus,  obtain'd  her  Pardon  ;  it  is  certain, 
that  the  two  Children  were  thrown  into  the  Tiber,  in  order 

to  be  drown'd  ;  But  as  the  Stream  was  lov/>  and  much  Mud 

was { 
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was  in  the  Place,  a  certain  Woman,  nam'd  Lupa,  found     A.  m. 
them   before  they  were  dead,  and  having  fuckled  them  for  ̂ 394,  &c.

As  foon  as  they  came  to  a  proper  Age,  they  liv'd  at 

firft  in  the  Capacity  of  Shepherds  j  but,  being  naturally  of 

a  brave  and  martial  Temper,  they  apply'd  themfelves,  not 
only  to  the  Bufniefs  of  hunting  wild  Beafts,  but  of  clearing 
the  Country  likewife  of  fuch  Gangs  of  Robbers,  as  came  to 
plunder  and  infeft  it  j  fo  that,  in  a  fhort  Time,  the  Fame 

of  their  Adventures  made  Multitudes  of  the  Neighbouring 
Youth,  who  were  of  the  like  Complexioriy  refort  unto  them. 

Enrag'd  at  their  Proceedings,  a  ftrong  Company  of  thefe 
Robbers  fet  upon  them  at  a  certain  Time,  and,  tho'  Romu- 

lus defended  himfclf  againft  their  Attack,  took  Remus  Pri- 
foner,  and,  pretending  that  he  had  plundered  the  Eftate  of 

his  Grandfather  Numitor,  deliver'd  him  to  King  AmuUusy 
who  fent  him  to  his  Brother  Numitor  to  be  executed  for  the 
Fail. 

When  Remus  was  brought  before  Numitor,  he  be- 
haved with  fuch  Courage  and  Intrepidity,  that  he  could  not 

but  fufpe^l  fomething  uncommon  in  him ;  and  thereupon, 
hearmg  that  he  had  another  Brother,  and  that  they  were 
Twins,  and  comparing  their  Age  with  the  Time,  when  his 

Daughter  Ilia's  two  Children  were  expos'd,  he  began  to 
think,  that  thefe,  without  Doubt,  muft  be  the  Boys,  whom 

fome  good  Providence  had  Wonderfully  preferv'd  j  and  be- 
ing confirmed  in  his  Opinion  by  the  Information  of  Fauftu- 

lus^  who  had  brought  them  up,  he  enter'd  into  a  Confpira- 
cy  with  them,  againft  his  Brother  AmuUus,  wherein  it  was 
agreed,  that  Romulus,  with  his  Men,  (hould  privately  enter 

the  City,  and,  being  join'd  with  fuch  Forces  as  Remus  could 
mufter  up  in  Numitor's  Family,  fhould,  all  on  a  fudden, 
attack  the  Palace,  and  feize  the  King. 
The  Plot  fucceeded.  Jmulius  was  taken  and  killed  : 

And,  after  that  Numitor  had  congratulated  his  Grandfons 
upon  their  Succefs,  he  afcended  the  Roftrum,  and,  in  a  full 

Aftembly  of  People,  declar'd  how  wicked  and  inhuman  his 
Brother  Amulius  had  been  ;  that  thefe  were  his  two  Grand- 

children j  how  they  were  born,  and  bred  up,  and  came  to 

be  difcover'd  ;  and  that  by  their  Contrivance  it  was,  that  the 
Tyrant  was  takea  offi  whereupon  the  People  immediately

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A.  M.     came  to  a  Refolution,  that  Numitor  fliould  be  their  King, 

A^^'chrlft  ̂ "^  '^^'^'  "^^^  under  him,  Romulus  and  Remus  {hould  be 
6io  fife,   held  in  the  greateft  Veneration. 
From  As  foon  as  thefe  Matters  were  fettled  and  adjufted,  the 

to'^thrEnd '  *^°  young  Princes    fto   perpetuate  the  Memory  of  their 
of  2  chron.Prefervation)  refolv'd  to  build  a  City  upon  the  Spot^  where 
U/'V*V^  they  had  been  nourifh'd  and  brought  up  ;  and    feveral  of 

the  neighbouring  People,  as  well  as  their  own  Men,  came 
in  to  their  Affiftance.     It  Was  not  much  doubted,  but  that 

this  new  City  would,  in  Procefs  of  Time,  outvie  all  the 
Towns  in  Italy  ;  but  then,  as  the  two  Brothers  were  Twins, 

and  it  was  not  well  known  which  was  the  elder,  they  a- 
greed  to   determine,    by  the  Flight  of  Birds,  who  (hould 
give  the  Name  to   the    City,  and,    upon  the  Grandfather 

Numitor's  Deceafe,  which  of  them  {hould  reign  firft. 
To  this  Purpofe  they  went  each  of  them  to  the  Top 

of  an  Hill.  Romulus  afcended  vAizt  was  afterwards  called 

Palatinus,  and  Remus,  AventinuSf  from  whence  he  difco- 

ver'd  fix  Vultures  firft ;  but  his  Brother  afterwards  faw 
twelve,  fo  that  the  Difpute  was  never  the  nearer  an  End. 
Remus  laid  claim  to  the  Sovereignty,  becaufe  he  faw  the  firft 
Vultures,  and  Romulus  becaufe  he  faw  the  moft  ;  infomuch, 
that  from  Words  proceeding  to  Blows,  Remus  was  unhappily 

flain  by  his  Brother,  and,  in  his  Death*,  put  an  End  to  the 
Controverfy. 

When  the  City  was  built,  Romulus  called  it  Roma, 
which,  in  the  Greek  Tongue,  fignifyed  Strength,  and  not 
by  his  own  Name  Romula,  becaufe  it  was  a  Diminutive. 

As  the  City  however,  when  finifh'd,  had  not  a  fufficient 
Stock  of  Inhabitants,  he  found  out  an  Expedient  to  remedy 
this  Defefi:,  by  making  a  neighbouring  Grove  an  Afylum, 

or  Place  of  Refuge,  to  all  Malefactors  and  difcontented  Per- 
fofls ;  fo  that,  in  a  (hort  Time,  vaft  Numbers  of  all  Nations, 

that  could  not  live  in  their  own  Country  with  Safety,  fled 

hither  for  Protedtion,  and  peopled  the  City.  Thefe  Inha- 
bitants however  could  laft  but  one  Age,  becaufe  they  were

another  Matter  :  For,  having  obfervM  that  Romulus,  by  the 
greater  Number  of  the  Vultures,  which  he  faw,  had  got 
the  better,  and  built  his  City,  with  good  Hopes,  that  it 
would  be  remarkable  for  n/jarlike  Affairs,  becaufe  thofe  Birds 

were  accounted  Birds  of  Prey  ;  'ere  the  Walls  were  rais'd 
to  any  great  Height,  his  Brother  Remus  made  a  Jeft  of  them 
which  exafperated  the  other  to  that  Degree,  that  he  orde 
ed  him  immediately  to  'be  flain.

Virgins  from  every  Quarter  came  thither  to  fee,  and  divert  y.^^V'"^ 

themfelves,  upon  a   Signal  given,  they  were   all  feiz'd   by 
Force,  carry'd  into  the  City,   and  compelled    to   become 
Wives  to  thofe,  that  wanted  them.     Exafperated  with  this 

bafe  Treatment,  the  neighbouring  People  immediately  pre- 
pare for  War  ;  but  are  repulfed  with  Lofs  by  the  Romans : 

Till  the  Sabinesy  who  were  their  moft  formidable  Enemy, 

and    principally    concern'd    in  the  late  Affront,  march'd 
againft  them,  and,  under  the  Command  of  their  King  Tati' 
us,  were  juft  upon  giving  them  a  total  Defeat ;  when  their 
Daughters,  who  were  now  become  Wives  to  the  Romans, 
ran  between  the  two  Armies,  and,  with   their  Hair  torn, 

and  all  other  Indications  of  Sorrov/,  acquainted  their  Pa- 

rents, that  they  had  been  us'd  civilly,  and  that,  if  Matters 
were  carry'd  to  fuch  Extremities,  nothing  could  be  expec- 

ted on  their  Side,  but  Ruin  and  Deftrudtion.     Hereupon 
their  Parents,  being  overcome  by  their  Prayers,  and  Tears, 
and  Arguments,    laid  afide  all  angry  Refentment,  and  en- 

ter'd  into  a  Treaty  with  their  Sons-in-Law,  which  fucceed- 
ed  fo  well,  that  feveral  of  them  left  their  antient  Habita- 

tions, and  came,  with  all  their  Subftance,  and  liv'd  in  Rome. 
From  fo  fmall  a  Beginning  did  this  City  gradually  increafe 
to   be  the  Seat  of  the  IVeJlern  Empire,  and  the  Mijirefs 
of  the  then  known  World  ! 

One  very  remarkable  Event  more,    which  happen'd  ̂ ^  the  Dllfolu. very   next  Year  after  the  Building   of  Rome,   viz,    in  the  tion  of  the 

twelfth  Year  of  Jotham  King  of  Judah,   and  the  thirteenth  4?""^", 

of  Pekah,  King  of  Ifrael,  was  the  Diflblution  of  the  AJfyrian     """'"'"'•'J'* Monarchy,  upon  the  Death  of  Sardanapalus,  as  feveral  Hea- 
then Authors  have  thus  related  it.     This  Emperor  exceeded 

all  his  Predeceflbrs  in  Sloth  and  Voluptuoufnefs.     He  cloth'd 
himfeltin  Women's  Attire  ;  he  painted  his  Face,  and  deck'd 
his  Body  more  like  a  Strumpet,  than  a  King ;  he  affeded  an 
effeminate  Voice ;  fpun  fine  Wool   and   Purple  among  his 
Concubines,   and   proceeded  to  fuch  a  Degree  of  Luxury 
and  ShamelefTnefs,  that  he  wrote  Verfes  in  Commemoration 
of  his  difTolute  Manner  of  Life,  and  commanded  after  his 

Death  to  have  them  infcrib'd  on  his  Tomb,

'  ̂'"^l,^'j''of  his  Eunuchs,  by   giving  him  a  golden  Cup,  to  be  intio- 
of  zChron.  duc'd  iiito  his  Prefence  ;  where,  feeing  his  vile,   degenerate 
C/'V"*Sfc^  Behaviour,   he  began  to   think   it  a  Difparagement,   that  fo 

many  brave  and  gallant  Men  fiiould  be  under  the  Domini- 
on  of  a  worthlefs  Wretch,  that  affc£^ed  to  be  a  Spinjier, 

rather  than  a  King.     This  he  communicated  to  his  Friends 
and  Acquaintance,  to  the  Governors   of  feveral  Provinces, 
but  more  efpecially  to  Belefts,  the  Governor  of  Babylon,  with 

whom  he  enter'd  into  a  clofe  Confederacy    to  depofe  the 
prefent  Emperor,  and  to  divide  his  Dominions  between  them, 
whereof  Belefis  was  to  have  Babylon,  Chaldea,   and  Arabia, 
and  himfclf  all  the  reft. 

(/)  When  Matters  were  thus  agreed  on,  Arbaus  endea- 

vour'd,  by  all  Sorts  of  Arts  and  Infinuations,  to  make  him- 
felf  acceptable  to  the  Medes  \  to  perfuade  them  to  invade  the 
AJfyrian  Empire,  and  (in  Hopes  of  regaining  their  Liberty) 
to  draw  the  Perfians  into  the  like  Confederacy.  On  the 

other  Hand,  Belefis  prevail'd  with  the  Babylonians  to  revolt, 
and  gain'd  the  King  of  Arabia  (with  whom  he  had  a  very 
great  Intimacyj  to  his  Party  ;  fo  that  when  all  their  Forces 

were  join'd  together,  the  Army  is  faid  to  have  confifted  of 
four  hundred  tbaiifand  Men. 

SARD  A  NAP  ALUS,  feeing  fuch  a  ftrong  Confe- 
deracy, and  Combination  of  Arms  againfl  him,  thought  it 

high  Time  to  fhake  off  his  Sloth  ;  and  having  drawn  forth 

the  Forces  of  the  reft  of  the  Provinces,  he  engag'd  the  Ene- 
my thrice,  and  as  many  Times  defeated  them.  In  the  firft 

Adion  he  purfu'd  them  to  the  Mountains,  feventy  Furlongs 
beyond  Nincnxeh.  In  the  fecond  he  fo  defeated  them,  that 
they  were  all  upon  the  Point  of  returning  home,  had  not 
Belefis  (who  was  a  Babylonijh  Prieft,  and  pretended  to  great 

Skill  in  Ajirology  *  and  Divination)  given  them  Afturance,

With  much  Intreaty  was  the  Army  prevail'd  on  not 
to  difperfe,  when  fuddenly  News  was  brought,  that  a  great 
Inforcement  was  corning  from  Ba^iria  to  join  the  King,  fo 
that  the  only  Game  which  Arbaces  had  to  play,  was  to 
march  againft  them,  and,  by  all  means  imaginable,  prevail 
with  them  to  revolt ;  wherein  he  fucceeded  beyond  all 

Men's  Hopes  and  ExpetStations,  and  fo  gave  another  Turn to  the  Face  of  Affairs.

with  thirty  Days  to  each  Month ;  but  as  this  was  five  Days  and 
a  Quarter  Icfs  than  the  Revolution  of  the  Sun  to  the  fame  Point: 

of  the  Equinox,  the  Egyptians,  in  the  Time  of  Thoth,  (their 
fecond  King,  and  Grandfon  of  Ham)  added  five  Days  to  the 
Year,  fo  that  every  Year  conMed  exa<Slly  of  three  Hundred  Jix- 
tyfinie  Days :  But  then,  in  four  Years,  there  was  one  Day  lefs, 
than  in  fo  many  Julian  Years,  which  in  a  great  Length  of 
Time,  {-viz.  in  1460  Years)  made  the  Beginning  of  the  Year 
run  through  all  the  Seafons.  To  prevent  this  Inconfiftency,  the 
Chaldeans,  about  every  fix  Years,  added  to  their  Year  of  36c? 
Days  an  Intercalary  Month,  which  made  their  Years  unequal ; 
and  therefore  Belefts,  being  well  acquainted  with  the  Egyptian 

Aftronomers,  and  finding  that  their  Year  was  equal,  tho'  not  ab- 
ioXaicXy  perfe^,  reduces  the  Babylonian  Year  to  the  fame  Stan- 

dard, i.  e.  he  makes  it  confift  of  three  Hundred  and  fixty-five 
Days,  which  were  divided  into  twelve  Months,  of  thirty  Days 
each,  and  five  Days,  which  were  added  at  the  End  of  the  Year. 
But  then,  becaufe,  in  each  of  thefe  Years,  there  would  be  a  re- 

dundant Quarter  of  a  Day,  and,  in  four  Years,  one  whole  Day, 
inftead  of  the  Biffextile  Day  (as  it  is  in  the  Julian  Computation) 
he  began  every  fourth  Year  a  Day  fooner.  This  Alteration  he 

order'd  to  begin  in  the  firft  Year  of  his  Reign,  and  from  thence 
it  was  called  the  famous  Mra  of  NabonaJJar,  (for  fo  Belejis  was 

likewife  nam'd)  which  continu'd  in  Egybt  to  the  Death  of  An- 
thony and  Cleopatra,  and  was  afterwards  in  Ufe  among  the  Ma- 

thematicians  and  AJlrenomers,  to  the  Time  of  Ptolemy,  who 

made  his  Canon  by  this  Account,  which  is  juftly  efteem'd  the 
fureft  and  moft  ufeful, Guide  of  antient  Chronology,  where  i\\tja-

^,^V^*w  l^Vj   fearlefs  of  any  Foe,   and  overcome  already  with  Sur- 
feiting and  Drunkenncfs,    broke  into  their  Camp  by  Night, 

and,    having  made  a  terrible  Slaughter    of  molt  of  them, 

forc'd  the  Reft  into  the  City. 
The  King,  after  this  Defeat,  took  upon  him  the  De- 

fence of  the  Place,  and  committed  the  Charge  of  the  Army 

to  Salamenus,  the  Qiieen's'  Brother  j  but  Salemetius  was 
worfted  in  two  pitch'd  Battles,  one  in  the  open  Field,  and 
the  other  before  the  Walls  of  Nineveh^  where  himfelf  was 
flain,  and  moft  of  his  Men  cut  to  Pieces ;  {o  that  all  the 
Refource  which  Sardanapalus  had,  was  to  fuflain  the  Siege 
as  long  as  he  could,  until  the  Succours  (which  he  had  fent 
for  out  of  all  his  Provinces)  fhould  come  to  his  A.fliftance  : 
And  this  he  had  fome  Hopes  of  being  able  to  do,  becaufe 
there  was  an  antient  Prophecy,  that  Nineveh  never  could  be 
taken  by  Force,  until  the  River  become  its  Enemy. 

JRBJCES,  on  the  other  Hand,  was  much  encourag'd 
by  his  SuccefTes,  and  carry'd  on  the  Siege  with  the  utmoft 
Vigour  ;  but  the  prodigious  Strength  of  the  Walls,  which 
were  an  hundred  Foot  high,  and  fo  very  broad,  that  three 
Chariots  might  go  a-breaft  upon  them,  and  the  vaft  Plenty 
of  all  Manner  of  Stores  and  Provifions,  neceflary  for  a  long 

Defence,  hinder'd  him  from  making  any  confiderable  Pro- 

grefs. Thus  two  Years  were  fpcnt,  without  any  Profpeft  of 
Relief  on  the  one  Side,  or  of  taking  the  Town  on  the  other. 

In  the  third  Year,  a  continu'd  Fall  of  Rains  made  the  Tygris 
overflow  to  fuch  a  Degree,  that,  coming  into  the  City,  it 

tore  along  with  it  twenty  Fathom  of  the  Wall,  which  Sar- 
dajiapalus  concluding  to  be  the  Accomplifhment  of  the  Ora- 

cle, becaufe  by  this  Means  the  River  was  apparently  become 
an  Enemy  to  the  City,  he  grew  quite  difpirited,  and  gave  up 
all  for  loft.  However,  to  prevent  his  falling  into  the  Hands 

of  the  Enemy,  he  caus'd  a  large  Pile  of  Wood  *  to  be  made

Arbaces^  being  inform'd  of  this,  march'd  his  Army  through  (^/"Y'NJ 
the   Breach    of  the    Wall,    and    took    the   City.      After 
this  he  rewarded  his  Followers  according  to   their  Merit ; 
made  Belefis  Governor  of  Babylonia^  Chaldea-,  and  Arabia, 
according  to  their  Compadl,  and  took  the  reft  of  the  Empire 
to  himfelf;  which  put  an  End  to  the  AJJyrian  Monarchy, 

after  it  had  govern'd   all  Afia  (n)  above  thirteen   hundred 
Years,  and,  (according  to  the  Vifion,  which  Daniel  (0)  had 
of  it)  in  it  Conqueft  had  been  as  fwift  as  a?i  Eagle,  but  now

Baruch,  the  Son  of  Neriah,  fetteth  thee  on  againfi  us,  for  to  deli- 
njer  us  into  the  Hands  of  the  Chaldeans,  that  they  may  put  us  to 

Death,  and  carry  us  anjjay  Capti'ves  into  Babylon,  Jcr.  xliii.  2, 
3.  But  what  Foundation  the  People  fhould  have  for  this  their 
Accufation  againll  Baruch,  it  is  no  eafy  Matter  to  conceive ; 

only  we  may  fuppofe,  that  as  Baruch  was  preferv'd,  and  taken 
care  of,  by  the  Chaldeans,  as  well  as  his  Mafter,  and  was  equally 

againft  maintaining  the  Siege  of  ferufahm,  when  Nebuchad' 
Ticzzar  came  before  it  ;  and  that,  as  he  had  been  fome  Time  at 

5<3^y/o«  himfelf,  (V'ld.  Baruch'i.  i,  3.)  and  was  probably  not  fo 
virulent  in  his  Speeches  againft  the  Chaldeans,  as  the  other  fe^ws 
were;  this,  to  a  blind  and  mutinous  Mob,  was  Reafon  enough 

to  fufpeft  him  of  being  engaged  in  the  Enemies  Party.  Calmet''s Commentary.

\  It  is  very  obfervable,  that ,  in  feveral  Places  of  Jeremiah\  Propbefies, 

Prophecy,  (<vt%.  Chap.  xxv.  g.  Chap,  xxvii.  6.  and  Chap,  xliii.  and  tbofe  of 

lo.)  Nebuchadnezzar  \%   called  God's  Ser'vant,  on    Purpofe  to-^^^'"^'* 
fhew  us,  that,  as  great  a  Prince  as   he  was,  he  was  no  more 
than  the  Executioner  of  his  Commands  ;  that  he  was  the  Ge' 

»^r^j/of  his  Troops,  and  that  all  the  Viftories  he  gain'd,  and 
the  Conquefts  he  won,  were  by  his  Direftion  and  Appointment ; 
for  no  Writers  fpeak  with  fo  much  Deference  of  God,  as  do  the 
Prophets,  becaufe  tliey  only  knew,  by  the  Infpiration  of  the 

Divine  Spirit,  to  exprefs,  v/ith  a  proper  Dignity,  what  the  great- 
eft  Monarchs  are  in  Comparifon  with  the  Divine  Majefty.    Cal- 
met\  Commentary. 

*  St.  Jerom  (in  the  Life  of  this  Prophet)  and  Dorotheus  (in 
his  Synopjis  of  the  Lives  and  Deaths  of  the  Prophets  and  A- 

poftles)  tell  us,  that  he  was  fton'd  to  Death  in  Egypt,  by  his 
own  Renegado  Countrymen,  the  Jeivs,  for  preaching  againft 

their  Idolatry  ;  and  of  this  fome  interpret  St.  F^a/'s  E^iOao-S'/jtrav, 
they  ijoere  fionedy  Heb.  xi.  37.  It  appears  indeed  by  the  Ac- 

count we  have  of  their  Behaviour,  Jer.  xliv.  16.  that  they 
Were  bent  both  againft  him,  and  his  Reproofs ;  and  therefore 
it  was  the  more  likely  that  they  were  the  Authors  of  his  Death, 

than  (as  fome  fay)  the  Egyptiatis  were,  for  his  prophefying  a- 
gainft  them,  and  their  King  Pharaoh-hophra.  For  the  Egyp- 

tians (according  to  the  fame  Tradition)  having,  by  the  Prophet's 
Prayers,  been  freed  from  the  Crocodiles,  which  very  much  in- 
fefted  them,  had  him  in  fuch  great  Honour  and  Eileem,  that, 

in  Teftimony  thereof,  they  bury'd  him  in  one  of  their  royal 
Sepulchres.  The  Truth  is,  Jeremiah  was,  all  his  Life-Time, 

expos 'd  to  the  ill  Treatment  of  the  Jevjs,  whofe  Irregularities, 
and  fad  Apoftacy,  he  was  always  reproving  ;  and  therefore  the 

Author  of  the  Book  of  Ecchjiaflicus,  in  the  Encomium  which 
he  gives  of  this  Prophet,  feems  to  draw  his  Charadter  from 

the  Perfecutions  he  endur'di  They  ifitrcated  him  e-vil,  ivho  tie- 
ruerthelffs  ivas  a  Prophet,  fan^iified  in  his  Mother  s  Wo?nb,  Ecclus. 
xlix.  7. 

*  St.  Jerom,  in  his  Life  of  this  Prophet,  tells  us,  tliat  he 
was  put  to  Death  by  a  Prince  of  the  Children  of  Ifracl,  whom

Accordingly  we  find  Jeremiah 
prophefying  againft  Egypt  in  the  xlvith  Chapter ;  againft  all 
the  Philijiines,  in  the  xlviith  ;  againft  the  Moabites,  in  the 
xlviiith  J  againft  Amman,  Edom,  and  other  People,  in  the 
xlixthi  and  againftS^Z'y<7«in  thelth,  and  lij  with  feme  Pro- 

mifes,  here  and  there  interfper'd,  concerning  the  Redemption 
of  Ifrael.  In  like  Manner  we  find  £z^i/W  prophefying  againft 
the  Ammonites,  in  the  xxvth  Chapter  ;  againft  the  Tyrians, 
and  thofe  that  traded  with  them,  in  the  xxvith  and  xxviith  ; 

againft  the  Prince  of  Tyre,  in  the  xxviiith  j  againft  Egypt, 
in  the  xxixth,  xxxth,  xxxift,  and  xxxiid  ;  againft  the  Shep- 

herds of  Ifrael,  in  the  xxxivth  ;  againft  the  Edomites  in  the 
xxxvth ;  and  againft  the  Enemies  of  the  Church  of  God, 
under  the  Name  of  Gog  and  Magog,  in  the  xxxviiith  and 
xxxixth  ;  with  Promifes  of  a  Reftoration  (efpecially  in  the 
xxxvith  and  xxxviith)  to  his  Captive  Countrymen,  and  a 
long  Defcription  of  the  Rebuilding  of  the  Temple  and  City, 
(wherewith 4^e  concludes^  as  a  fure  Confirmation  of  it. 

Daniel'j  DANIEL,  who  was  defcended  from  the  Royal  Family

Babylonf  '"  Nation  (hould  be  upon  the  River  Chebar,  where  Exekiel,  in  the 
Time  of  his  Captivity,  liv'd,  it  is  difficult  to  tell.  He  was  bury'd, 
as  feme  fay,  in  the  fame  Cave,  wherein  Shem,  and  Arfhaxad 
were  depofited,  upon  the  Banks  of  the  Euphrates  ;  but  Benja- 

min of  i'uciela  (in  his  Travels)  tells  us,  that  at  fome  Leagues 
from  Bagdat,  he  faw  a  magnificent  Maufolaum,  which  was  faid 

to  be  this  Prophet's  Tomb,  upon  the  Top  of  which  there  was  a 
famous  Library,  wherein,  (as  they  fay)  was  the  Original oi  the 

Prophet's  Predidtions,  written  with  his  own  Hand  ;  that,  in  the 
Prophet's  Tomb,  there  is  a  Lamp  continually  burning,  main- 
tain'd  at  the  Expence  of  the  Head  of  the  Captivity  of  Bagt/at ; 
that  every  Year,  this  Tomb  is  frequented  by  the  feveral  Heads 
of  the  Captivity,  who  refort  thither  with  a  numerous  Retinue; 
and  that,  not  only  theyeivs,  but  the  Perfians,  Medes,  and  many 
of  the  Mujfulmen,  made  this  a  Place  of  Devotion,  and  came  thi- 

ther to  make  their  Prcfents,  and  perform  their  Vows.  Calmet''%

For  three  Years  they  were  inftru6led  in  all  the  Learning 

of  the  Chaldeans,  and  had  a  daily  Allowance  of  Meat  and 

Wine  from  the  King's  Table  ;  but  Daniel,  who  was  a  de- 

vout Obferver  of  the  Religion  of  his  Country,  defir'd  of 

the  chief  Eunuch,  that  they  might  be  excus'd  from  that^ 
and  have  only  a  fufficient  Quantity  of  Water  and  Pulfe 

allowed  them,  which  accordingly  was  granted  ;  and,  by 

the  Time  that  they  had  finilh'd  their  Studies,  they  were found 

f  What  we  render  Majier  of  the  Eunuchs,  may  very  likely 

fignify  the  chief  Minifter  of  Nebuchadnezzar'' s  Court.  Such 
Officers,  in  the  Palaces  of  Eajierti  Princes,  were  ufually  called 

Eunuchs ;  becaufe  they,  who  had  the  Controul  of  the  King's 
Honfliold  (as  we  fay)  were  ordinarily  fuch,  the'  many  Times  it 
might  be  otherwife.  The  yetAJs  have  a  Notion,  that  Daniel, 

and  his  three  Companions,  were,  by  the  Order  of  Nebuchad- 

nezzar, made  Eunuchs,  that  the  P-ophecy  of  Ifaiah  might  be 
fulfilled.

upon,  the  Kame  of  Eunuch  might  mean  no  more,  than  any

J'ower  of  Art,  tho'  many  Times  they  pafs  with  the  Vulgar 
for  diabolical  likewife.  Diabolical  Magick  is  that  which  is 
done  by  the  Help  of  the  Devil,  who,  having  great  Skill  in  na- 

tural Caufes,  may  aflift  thofe,  that  are  in  League  and  Covenant 
with  him,  to  do  many  ftrange  and  aftonilhing  Things.  It  feems 

however  by  the  Difcourfe,  which  pafs'd  between  Nebuchadnez- 
zar and  his  Magicians,  that  they  had  no  Knowledge  in  the 

Sciences  they  pretended  to  5  that  the  King  himfelf  look'd  upon 
them  as  no  better  than  a  Pack  of  Impoftors :  And  that  they 
had  no  Familiarity  with  any  wicked  Demons,  who  might  have 

help'd  them  out  at  this  dead  Lift;  otherwife,  they  would  not  have 
told  the  King,  //  is  a  rare  Thing,  ivhich  the  King  requireth,  and 
there  is  none  other,  that  can  fie^vo  it  before  the  King,  except  the 
Gods,  ivhofe  Dnjuelling  is  not  injithFlejh,  Dan.  ii.  H.  Vid.  Ed-

"  by  putting  to  death  (contrary  to  all  Right  and  Juftice)  fo 
"  many  worthy  Men,  merely  becaufe  they  were  not  able  to  do 

■'*'  a  Thing,  that  is  impoffible  for  Flefh  and  Blood  to  perform." 
"Jt'wijh  Antiq.  lib.  x.  c.  1 1 .  This  is  to  be  obferv'd  however, 
that  tho'  a  great  Part  of  the  Book  of  Daniel  be  in  Hebrenv, 

^  yet  this  Speech  of  his  to  the  King,  as  well  as   the   Dialogue, 
which  pafs'd  between  the  King  and  the  Magicians  ;  the  King's 
Decree,  wherein  he  orders  the  golden  Statue  to  be  worlhipp'd  ; 
and  that  other,  wherein  he  declares  his  Dream  of  the  vail  large 
Tree,  which  Daniel  expounded  ;  the  Hiftory  of  the  Feaft, 

.  which  Bi'IJhazzar  made  ;  of  his  Profanation  of  the  facred  Vef- 
fels,  and  the  terrible  Vifion  of  th.e  Hand-Writing,  which  he  faw 
upon  the  Wall  ;  the  Beginning  of  the  Reign  of  Darius  ;  the 

Honours  he  conferr'd  on  Daniel,  and  the  Vifion  of  the  four 
Bealls,  denoting  the  four  Monarchies ;  that  all  thefe,  I  fay, 
(i//z.  from  the  4th  Verfe  of  the  iid  Chapter,  to  the  Beginning 
of  the  viiith  Chapter)  are  wrote  in  the  Chaldee,  or  Syriack,  Lan- 

guage, which,  at  that  Time,  were  both  the  fame,  and  both  as 
familiar  to  our  Prophet,  as  was  his  Mother  Tongue.  Calmet\

-f-  Grotius  accurately  obferves,  that  the  Image  appeared  with 
a  glorious  Luftre  in  the  Imagination  of  Nebuchadnezzar,  whofc 
Mind  was  wholly  taken  up  with  Admiration  of  worldly  Pomp 
and  Splendor;  whereas  the  fame  Monarchies  were  reprefented  to 
Daniel  under  the  Shape  of  fierce  and  wild  Beafts,  (Chap,  vii.)  as 
being  the  great  Supporters  of  Idolatry  and  Tyranny  in  the  World.

"  preme  above  other  Kings,  and  to  whom  the  God  of  Hea-and  fi&m' 
*'  ven   hath  given  Power,    and  Strength,    and  Glory,    are  Ezra  i.  to  v. 

*'  fignify'd  by  this  Head  of  Gold.     After  you  another  King-  ̂ OT"*^ 
*'  dom  Ihall  arife,    but  as  inferior  to  your's,  as  Silver  is  to 
*'  Gold.     After  that  there  fhall  arife  a  third  Kingdom,  em-

•f-  By  thefe  different  Emblems  of  Metals  and  Stone,  God  in- 

tended to  fignify  to  "Nebuchadnezzar  the  feveral  Empires,  that 
were  to  be  in  the  World.  The  Affyrian  or  Chaldean  is  repre- 
fented  by  Gf?/^,  becaufe  it  was  Unt  firji,  and  the  moft  magnificent, 
if  not  themoft  extevjinje,  and  Nebuchadnezzar,  being  then  upon 

the  Throne,  is  faid  to  be  Headoi  it.  That  of  Sil^uer  is  the  Perjia?:, 
founded  by  Cyrus,  upon  the  Ruins  of  the  Chaldean,  but  inferior 
to  the  Chaldean  in  its  Duration  at  leaft,  if  not  in  its  Extent. 

That  of  Brafs  is  the  Grecian,  founded  by  Alexander,  upon  the 
Ruins  of  the  Perjtan,  and  its  Charafter  is,  that  it  Jhould  bear 

Rule  over  all  the  Earth,  Pan.  ii.  39.  which  was  verify 'd  in  its 
great  Founder ;  for,  upon  his  Return  from  India  to  Babylon,  the 
Bmbaffadors  of  almoft  all  the  known  Parts  of  the  World  refort- 

ed  thither,  to  pay  their  Homage  ̂ nd  Acknowledgment  of  his 

Dominion.  That  of  Iron  is  the  Roman  Empire,  which  is  dif- 

tinguilh'd  by  its  breaking  in  Pieces,  andfuhduing  all  Thijigs,  Ver. 
40.  For,  whilft  it  was  in  its  full  Strength  and  Vigour,  under 
its  Confuls  and  firft  Emperors,  it  brought  under  its  Dominion  all 
the  Kingdoms  and  States,  that  were  then  fubfifting  in  Europe, 

Africa,  and  a  great  Part  of  Ajta  ;  but,  from  that  Time,  it  be- 

came a  Mixture  of  Iron  and  Clay.  Its  Emperors  prov'd  moft 
of  them  vicious  and  corrupt,  either  by  their  Tyranny  making 
themfelves  hateful  to  their  Subjeds,  or,  by  their  Follies  and 
Vices,  contemptible.  Laftly,  that  of  the  Stone  out  of  the 

Mountain  is  the  fifth  Monarchy,  or  the  Kingdom  of  the  Mef- 
Jias  ;  which,  againll  all  the  Power  and  Policy  of  the  Roman  Em- 

pire, pr^ailed,  not  by  an  external  Force,  but  by  the  powerful 

Preaching  of  the  Gofpel,  to  the  Suppreffion  and  Defeat  of 
Wickednefs  and  Impiety,  Idolatry  and  Superitition,  and  itfijall 

Ji and  for  e'ver,  and  ne^-ver  be  defiroyed,  Dan.  ii.  44.  which  can 
be  faid  of  no  other  Kingdom,  but  that  of  Jcfus  Chrifl,  which, 
for  thefe  feventeen  hundred  Years  and  upwards,  has  withllood 

the  Violence  of  Perfecutions,  and  all  other  Contrivances  form'd 
againll  it,  and  has  the  fure  Promifes  of  its  Almighty  Founder 

on  its  Side,  that  the  Gates  of  Hell  fhall  not  pre'vail  againji  it.

^'iD  n^ef  ̂  "  ̂'"  ̂^^^  ̂ ^  ftrongi  and  Part  of  it  weak,  as  Clay  and  Iron 
and  from'  "  cannot  be  folidly  mix'd  together;  but  in  the  Times  of 
Jzisii.  to  V.  «<  thefe  Empires  the  God  of  Heaven  fhall  fct  up  another 

Vi/'V^^^ «'  Kingdom,  (fignify'd  by  the  Stone)  which  (hall  prevail  a- 
*'  hove  all,  and  itfelf  never  be  deftroy'd,  ̂ c" 

Surpriz'd  at  ̂ his  wonderful  Dilcovery,   the  lying  fell 
proftrate  before  Daniel,  f  and  was  ready  to  pay  him  divine 
Honours.     He  loaded  him  howeVer  with  Prefents,  and  rich 
Gifts  i  fet  him  at  the  Head  of  his  learned  Men  ;  made  him 

Governor  over  the  whole  Province  of  Babylon  ;  and,  at  his 
Requeft,    put  his  three  Friends  into   Places   of  the    higheft 

Truft  under  him.     Bu^  all  this  happen'd  (a)  before  the  Siege 
of  "Jeriifalem. 

He,  cndhh      NEBUCHJD  NE  Z  Z  J  R,    being  now  return'd 
Fnends,  re  Homc,    out  of  the  Spoils  which  he  had  brought  from  Syria 

■wcrpfthe  and  Pakjiine,  order'd  a  golden  Statue  *  ̂o  be  madcj   thirty Image  ivhich  Yards, 
the  kivgbad 

niirtc'ulouljy       '^  ̂  ei»chadne%«.ar  feems,   in   a  fjdden  Tranfport,  to  have 
rejcued  from\oo^di  upon  Daniel^  as  having  fomething  more  than  Human  in 
the  fiery       him;  juft  as  the  Barbarians  thought  of  St.  Fauly  Afls  xxviii. 
Furnace.       ̂     ̂nd  therefore  it  is  faid,  that  he  fell  on  his  Face  and  njuorjhipped 

him  ;  becaufe  the  doing  of  Reverence,  by  Way  of  Proftration, 
is  not  only  an  Aft   of  Worfliip    paid  to  God,  but   frequently 
given  to  Kings  and  great  Men  in  the  Old  Teftament,  according 
to  the  Cuflom  of  Eajlern   Countries,  2  Sam.  ix.  6.  and  fome- 
times  even  to  Prophets,  on  Account   of  the   Sandlity   of  their 

Office,  I  Kings  xviii.  7.  nor  was  it  ufually  refus'd  by  them,  except 
fuch  Circumftances  were  added  to  it,  as  made  it  look  like  Di- 

vine Worlhip,  and  then  it  was  always  rejeded,  as  in  the  Cafe

Mufick  ftrike  up,  (which  was  to  be  the  Signal)  to   fall  pro- JId^^"  J'^''* 
ftrate  on  their  Faces,  and  adore  it,  upon  Pain  of  being  thrown  and  from' 
into  a  burning  f  Furnace.  Ezra  i.  to  v. 

Among  the  Captive  Jews^  the  three  Friends  of  Dameli^>^y^*sJ 
Shadrach,  Mejhach^  and  Abednego^  were  accus'd  to  the 
King,  as  having  violated  his  Command  ;  and,  when  they 
were  brought  before  him,  perfifted  in  their  Refufal  to  pay 
Adoration  to  the  Image,  with  fo  much  Conftancy,  that  the 

King,  being  incens'd  thereat,  ordered  thofe  about  him  to 
have  the  Furnace  made  feven  times  hotter  than  it  was  before ; 
to  bind  thefe  bold  Contemners  of  his  Will,  and  caft  them 

immediately  into  it. 

Th  e  Furnace  indeed  was  fo  intenfely  hot,  that  the  Per- 

fons,  who  were  ordered  to  throw  them  in,  were  fcorch'd 
to  Death  ;  but  they  themfelves  came  to  no  manner  of  Harm :

fet-'ve  his  Gods,  nor  ivorjhip  the  Image,  nuhich  he  had  fet  up.  Dan. 
ill.  1 4.  And  therefore  others  have  imagin'd,  that  this  was  nei- 

ther his  oiv»,  nor  his  Father^s,  Statue,  but  that  of  Jupiter,  which 
was  afterwards  found  in  the  Temple  of  Belus,  when  Xerxes 

plunder'd  it  of  its  inwnenfe  Riches,  among  which  were  feveral 
Images  of  maffy  Gold,  but  one  more  efpecially ^^  F<?o^  high, 
which  might  be  th«  fame,  that  Nebuchadnezzar  confecrated  in 

the  Plains  of  Dura.  For,  tho'  that  is  faid  to  have  been  Jixty 
Cubits,  i.  e,  ninety  Foot,  high,  yet  we  may  fuppofe,  that  it 
flood  upon  a  Pedejialoi  forty  Foot  high,  and  fo  the  Image,  and 
the  Pedeftal  together,  might  make  ninety  (vid.  Vol.  I.  page  310, 
in  the  Notes)  otherwife  there  would  be  no  Proportion  between 
its  Height  and  its  Breadth,  according  to  the  Defcription,  we 
have  of  it,  in  Dan.  iii.  i.  Prideaux^  Connexion  An.  573. 

f  This  Kind  of  Punifhment  was  pretty  common  in  thefe  Parts 
of  the  World,  fo  that  fome  will  have  it,  that  Abraham,  before 

he  departed  from  Chaldea,  was  made  to  undergo  it,  but  efcap'd 
by  a  miraculous  Prefervation  ;  founding  their  Opinion  on  Gen. 
xi,  31.  Of  this  Furnace  in  particular  it  is  related,  that  the 

King's  Ser'vants,  having  receiv'd  the  Command  to  heat  it/e'ven 
Times  hotter,  ceafed  not  to  make  the  O'ven  hot  nvith  Rofin,  Pitch, 
Toiu,  andfmall  Wood ;  fo  that  the  Flame  Jireamed  forth  abonje 
the  Furnace  forty  and  nine  Cubits  ;  and  paffed  through,  and  burnt 
the  Chaldeans,  //  found  about  the  Furnace,  The  Song  of  the 
three  holy  Children,  Ver.  23,  i^c. 
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A.  M.     For  an  Angel  f  from  Heaven   came,  and,  fufpending    the 

All'  civi^i   Agency  ot  the  Fire,  walk'd    in    the  Midft  of  the  Furnace 

'58-,  &e.  vvith  them,  blefling  -j-  and  praifing  God  ;  fo  that   when  the 
Fromjer.  King xl.  7.  to  xlv. 

and  from '  f  l^ebuchadnexzar'^s  Expreflion  upon  this  Occafion,  is,  Lo  ! 
Ezrai.  to  v.  I  fee  four  Men  ivalking,  loojc  in  the  Mtiiji  of  the  Fire,  and  the 

\ji/'^i'*\J  Form  of  the  fourth  is  like  the  Son  of  God,  Dan.  iii.  25.  Where- 
upon fome  have  thought,  that  this  Prince,  having  httle  or  no 

Knowledge  of  the  true  Rehgion,  imagin'd  that  he  faw  fame 
De?ni-god,  (an  Apollo,  an  Hercules,  a  Mercury  for  Initance)  the 
Son  of  zfuperior  God,  walking  with  the  three  Hchreiv  Youths 

in  the  fiery  Furnace.  The  Notion,  it  muft  be  own'd,  agrees 
very  well  with  the  antient  Theology  of  the  Grecians,  to  which 
that  of  the  Chaldeans  had  no  fmall  Refemblance  :  But,  as  An- 

gels are  fometim^s  in  Scripture  called  the  80ns  of  God,  Job  i.  6. 
and  xxxviii.  7.  and  moft  Nations  had  not  only  a  Belief  of  their 
Exiilence,  but  high  Conceptions  likewife  of  their  Power  ;  the 

"King  explains  himfelf  what  he  means  by  the  Son  of  God,  when, 
in  Joy  for  their  Deliverance,  he  cries  out,  Blejfed  be  the  God  of 
Shadrach,  Mefhach,  aw^  Abednego,  nvho  hath  fent  his  Angel, 

and  delivered  his  Ser^vants,  that  trujled  in  him  !  Dan.  iii.  28. 
For,  (as  it  is  in  the  Song  of  the  three  holy  Children)  The  Angel  of 
the  Lord  came  do'wn  into  the  Oojen,  together  nvith  Azariah, 

and  his  Filloivs,  andfmote  the  Flame  of  thj  O'ven,  and  made  the 
Midji  of  the  Furnace,  as  it  had  been  a  moift  and  n.vhijiling  Wind, 
fo  tla.t  the  Fire  touched  them  not  at  all,  neither  hurt,  nor  troubled 
them.

given  it,  but  the  Hiftory  of  Sufanna  likewife,  and  of  Bel  and 

^he  Dr  ̂ gon,  (which  tnoft  of  the  Antients  look'd  upon  as  mere 
Fables)  a  Place  among  the  Canonical  Scriptures.  The  Song  it- 
felf  confifts  of  two  Parts  ;  a  Prayer,  and  a  Thankfginjing.  The 
Prayer  is  a  devout  ConfefTiop  of  the  Sins  of  the  People,  and 

Acknowledgment  of  God's  Righteoufnefs,  in  bringing  their 
Captivity,  and  other  Calamities,  upon  them  :  And  the  Thankf- 
^injiing  is  a  folemn  Excitation  of  all  Creatures  whatever,  but 
piore  efpecially  of  the  three  f/ij^rf^u  Children,  who  were  thus 

ffi'vedfrom  the  Hand  of  Death,  to  blefs  the  Lord^  praife  him,  and 
^xalt  hint  abonje  all  for  ever. 
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Kino-   (who  ftay'd  to  fee  the  Execution)   perceiv'd  it,  he    A.  M. 

ftarted  up  on  a  fudden,  and,  coming  nearer  to  the  Mouth  of  ̂^^'/'ch^rlff 
the  Furnace,  called   upon  them  to  come  forth,    which  they   5V7,  Jc.* 
inftantly  did,  in  the  i^refence  of  him  and  all  his  Attendants,  From  jer. 

without  *  fo  much  as  an  Hair  of  their  Heads  being  fing'd,  Jjjf  ^^^^f ''* 
or  the  leaft  Smell  of  Fire  about  them.     Convinc'd  by  theLd  from' 
Greatnefs   of  this  Miracle,   the  King  himfelf  glorify'd  the  Ezra  i,  to  v. 

God  of  Ifrael  \  publifh'd  an  Ediel  in  Favour  of  the  Jewijh  '-'''"VNJ 
Religion ;  and  gave  thefe  three  glorious  Confeffon  ftill  high- 

er Promotion  in  the  Province  of  ̂^fJ^jy/w. 

Not  long  after  this,  the  Judgfnents,  which  the  ̂ ro^het'^^^^^^^^'^ 
Jeremiah  (b)   had  denounc'd  againft  his  Countrymen,' the ^a^  Egypt, 
Jews,  when  they  rejedted  theCounfel  of  God,  and  fled  intc^"^  dejlroys 

Egypt  ̂ 01  Protedion,  (as  they  vainly  thought)  began  to  ope- ^^^ J^^^' ̂^. 
rate:  For,  when  Nebuchaditezzar  underftood  *,   that    xht  treated  thi. 

Subjedls  of  Pharoah  Hophra  had  revolted   from  him,  and'^' 
declar'd  Amafis    (an  Officer  of  his  Court)    their  King,  he 
took  the  Advantage  of  the  inteftine  Troubles  enfuant  there- 

upon, and  having,   in  a  Ihort  Time,  over-run  the  Country from 

*  Js  if  the  Flame  it/elf  (according  to  the  Expreflion  of  Jofe- 
phtis)  had  been  confcious  of  the  Injuftice  of  their  Sentence^  arid fuf- 
pended  the  very  Nature  of  its  confuming  Ratify,  in  Fwvour  of  the 
Innocent.

\  it  is  very  obfervable,  that,  in  the  Writings  of  the  Prophets, 

Princes  are  frequently  compar'd  to  Trees,  [Ezek.  xvii.  5,  6. 
and  xxxi.  3.  Jer.  xxii.  15.  Pfal.  xxxvii.  35.)  and  'tis  the  No- 

tion of  Grotiits,  that  a  Tree  feen  in  a  Dream,  according  to  the 
Principles  of  the  Indians,  Perjians,  and  Egyptians,  denotes  fome 
great  and  excellent  Perfonage  ;  but  nothing  is  more  precarious 
than  thefe  Prifuiples,  or  more  uncertain  than  thefe  Obfervations, 
becaufe  in  the  Dreams,  which  come  from  God,  he  may  repre- 
fent  an  eminent  Perlon  under  a  Thoufand  different  Types,  as

courag'd  by  the  King  to  expound  the  Thing  to  him,  be  it 
what  it  would,  he  addrefs'd  himfelf  to  him  in  thefe  Words  : 
  **  The  Tree,  O  King,  which  thou  faweft  in  thy 
"  Dream,  is  thyfelf ;  for  thy  Greatnefs  reacheth  unto  the 
^'  Heavens,  and  thy  Dominions  to  the  End  of  the  Earth  : 
*'  But  the  Angel,  which  canie  froni  Heaven  with  Orders

+  The  Ambiguity  of  this  Expreffion  {which  the  Prophet,  in 

his  Expofition  of  the  Dream,  ftill  adheres  to)  has  occafion'd  a 
great  Variety  of  Opinions  concerning  it.  Some  maintain,  that, 

as  the  Ferjtans  diftinguifh'd  their  Years  into  two  Seafonsj  Win- ter and  Summer,  the  feven  Years  of  Nebuchadtiezzar  muft  be 

reckon'd  in  this  Manner,  which  will  therefore  reduce  them  to 
the  Space  of  three  Years  and  an  half.  Dorotheus  (in  his  Synopjis 
of  the  Lives  of  the  Prophets  and  Apofiles)  tells  us,  that  God  did 
indeed  condemn  Nebuchadnezzar  to  feven  Years  Habitation  with 
Brutes,  but  that,  at  the  Prayers  and  Interceflions  of  Daniel,  the 

feven  Years  were  reduc'd  to  feven  iVJonths.  The  Word  Time, 
according  to  others,  denotes  no  more  than  the  Space  of  a  Month ; 

fo  that  the  King's  Diforder,  of  courf?,  laftcd  no  longer  than  fe- 
ven Months  ;  whereof  (according  to  their  Computation)  for  the 

firft  forty  Days  he  continu'd  in  his  Frenzy,  as  a  Madman  ;  in 
the  forty  Days  following,  he  bewailed  his  Offences  ;  and,  in 

the  laft  forty  Days,  he  recover'd  by  Degrees  from  his  Infirmity  : 
But  all  thefe  are  idle  Conjeftures.  A  Year  was  a  common  Mea- 
fure  of  Time  among  the  Chaldeans,  efpecially  in  the  Chronicles 
of  their  Kings  ;  and  therefore,  in  this  Particular,  we  need  no 
other  Interpreter  for  Daniel  than  Daniel  himfelf,  who  in  fundry 
Places  of  this  Prophecy,  particularly  in  Chap.  xii.  7.  has  fet  a

by  whom  flie  had  Cyrus ;  but  whether  this  Cambyfes  was  King 
of  the  Country,  or  only  a  private  Perfon>  it  is  not  fo  well 
agreed.  The  two  chief  Hiftorians,  who  write  of  this  Matterj 
are  Herodotus  and  Xenophon  ;  but  their  Relations  in  this  Regard 
are  different  ;  forafmuch  as  the  latter  makes  his  Father  King  of 
Perfiui  the  former  a  meaner  Man.  The  Account  of  Herodotus 
indeed  contains  Narratives,  that  are  much  more  ftrange  and 
furpriflng,  and  confequently,  more  diverting  and  acceptable  to 
the  Reader  ;  and  for  this  Reafon,  more  have  chofen  to  follow 
him,  than  Xenophon  :  But  though  Xenophon  (as  being  a  great 
Commanaer,  as  well  as  a  great  Politician)  had  certainly  grafted 
many  Maxims  of  War  and  Policy  into  his  Hiftory,  yet,  where 

nothing  of  this  appears,  he  muft  be  allow'd  to  be  an  Hiftorian  of 
much  more  Credit  in  Matters  of  Faft,  than  Herodotus.  Herodo- 

tus having  travelled  through  Egypt,  Syria,  and  feveral  other 
Countries,  in  order  to  the  writing  of  his  Hiftory,  did^  (as  Tra- 

vellers us'd  to  do)  put  down  all  Matters  upon  Truft,  and  in 
many,  no  doubt,  was  impos'd  on  :  But  Xenophon  was  a  Man  of 
another  Charafter.  He  wrote  all  Things  with  great  Judgment, 

and  due  Confideration  j  and,  having  liv'd  in  the  Court  oi  Cyrus 
the  Younger,  a  Defcendant  of  the  Cyrus,  whom  we  now  fpeak 

of,  had  Opportunities  of  being  better inform'd  of  what  he  wrote 
concerning  this  great  Prince,  than  Herodotus  had  j  and,  con- 

fining himfelf  to  this  Argument  only,  no  doubt  he  examin'd  all 
Matters  relating  to  it  more  thoroughly,  and  gave  a  more  accu- 

rate andjuft  Account  of  them,  than  could  be  expefted  from  the 
other,  who  wrote  of  all  Things  at  large,  as  they  came  in  his 
Way.

To^/'wDa-       During  the  Siege,   Beljhazzar,  having  made  a    great 
f^HlId"'^^^^  for   all  his   Courtiers,  ordered    that     the  Veflels  of 
Writivg  on  Gold   and  Silver,   which   his   Grandfather  Nebuchadnezzar 

the  Wall,     had  taken  out  of  the  Temple  oijerufalem,  fhould  be  brought 

undeJhh'  '"^°  ̂ ^^  Banqueting-houfe,  that  he  and  his  Princes,  together Dejiruaion.  with  his  Wives  and  Concubines,   might  drink  out  of  them  j 
which  accordingly  was  done,   and  (to  add  to  their  Profane- 
nefs)   in  the  Midft  of  their  Cups,   they  fang  Songs  in  tlie 
praife  of  their  feveral  Idols.     But  it  was  not  long  before 

God  t  put  a  Damp  to  the  King's  Mirth,  by  caufing  an Hand 

according  to  Herodotus,  lib.  i.  the  lad  King  of  Babylon  (who 
without  Doubt  was  Bel/hazzar,  becaufe,  immediately  after  his 
Death,  the  Kingdom  was  given  to  the  Medes  and  Perjians,  Dan. 
V.  28,  30,  31.)  was  Son  to  the  great  Queen  iV//<7<rm  ;  but  now 
Nitocris,  to  have  a  Child,  that  was  Grandfon  to  Nebuchadnezzar^ 
could  be  Wife  to  no  other,  than  Enjil-merodach  ;  and  therefore, 
putting  all  this  together,  it  appears,  that  Belfi>azzar,  the  laft 
Kingof  Baby/on,  was  the  Son  oi  Evil  merodach,  by  Nitocris  his 

Queen,  and  confequently  Son's  Son  to  Nebuchadnezzar ;  nor 
muft  it  feem  flrange,  that  we  find  him,  in  Dan.  v.  called  Ne- 

buchadnezzar''s  Son,  and  Ndmchadnezzar  his  Father,  becaufe  it 
is  the  ufual  Stile  of  Scripture  to  call  any  Anceflor  upward,  Fa-

From  whence  it  appears,  that  the  Kings  of  Babylon  wore  the 
fame  Ornaments,  and,  in  rewarding  their  Favourites,  gave  the 
fame  Marks  of  Honour,  that  the  Kings  of  Perjia,  and  their 
SuccefTors  did.  For  Purple,  we  find,  in  feveral  Greek  Authors, 
was  the  ordinary  Habit  of  the  Kings  of  Perfta,  and  of  the  Princes 
of  their  Court,  that  were  in  the  higheft  Polls  of  Honour.  The 
Chain,  or  Collar  of  Gold,  was  one  of  the  greatefl  Marks  of 

Diftindion,  that  the  Perfian  Kings  could  beftow  upon  their  Sub- 
jedts  ;  and  to  be  the  third  Ruler  of  the  Kingdom  was  the  fame 
fublime  Office  that  Darius  the  Mede  put  Daniel  in,  Chap.  vi.  i, 
2.  when  heconftituted  him  one  of  thePrefidents  overthe  hundred 

and  twenty  Princes,  that  he  had  made  Governors  over  Provinces.

II  In  the  2d  Verfe  of  the  vth  Chapter  oi  Daniel,  we  read,  thai 
the  King,  his  Princes,  his  Wi^jes,  and  his  Concubines  were  all  at 
the  Feafi,  which  he  made  for  them  ;  and  yet,  in  the  loth  Verfe 
it  follows,  that  the  ̂ <cen,  upon  hearing  the  News  of  the  Hand- 
Writing,  cafne  into  the  Banquet  Hou/e  ;  but  then  it  mufl:  be  ob- 

fery'd,  that  this  Queen  was  not  one  of  his  Wives,  but  Nitocris, 
his  Mother,  and  flie  feems  there  to  be  called  the  Queen  by  way 
of  Eminency,  becaufe  Ihe  had  the  Regency  of  the  Kingdom  under 

her  Son,  for  which  her  great  Wifdom  duly  qualif  -  'd  her.  For

*  Cyi*us  had  lain  before  the  Town  to  little  or  no  Purpofe  for 
the  Space  of  two  Years^  when,  underftanding  that  a  great  annu-  *" 
al  Feaft  was  approaching,  wherein  ttie  Babylonians,  in  Honour 
of  their  Idol  Shejhach,  were  wont  to  fpend  the  whole  Night  in 
Revelling  and  Drunkennefs,  he  thought  this  no  improper  Time 
to  attempt  to  furprize  them.  To  this  Purpofe,  iiaving  polted 
one  Part  of  his  Men  at  the  Place,  where  the  River  rah  into  the 
City,  and  another,  where  it  came  out^  with  Orders  to  enter^ 
by  Way  of  the  Channel,  as  foOn  as  they  found  the  Kiverfordable: 
About  the  Clofe  of  the  Evening,  he  fell  to  Work,  broke  dowii 
the  Dams,  and  turned  afide  the  Stream  ;  fo  that,  by  the  Middle 

of  the  Night,  the  River  was  fodrain'd,  that  the  Parties,  accord- 
ing to  their  Orders,  enter'd  the  Channel,  and  finding  the  Gates^ 

leading  down  to  the  River,  open,  by  them  they  afcended  into 
the  Cityj  and  made  direftly  to  the  Palace,  where  they  flew  the 
King,  and  all  thofe  that  were  about  him.  By  this  Stratagem,  Cy- 

rus became  Mafter  of  Babylon,  but  he  took  no  Care  to  repair  the 
Breach  in  the  Banks  of  the  River;  fo  that  all  the  Country,  on  that 
Side,  was  overflown,  and  the  Current,  which  wfent  to  Babyloni 
grew  afterwards  fo  ftialloWj  as  to  become  unfit  for  the  fmalleft 

Navigation.  So  truly  verify'd  were  all  thefe  Prophecies  concern- 
ing Babylon.

snd  Decree'  good  Offices.     Cyrus,  at  his  firil  coming  to  Eahylon,  after  he  had 
for  their  Re.  taken  the  City,  found  him  there  an  old  Minifter  of  State,  fam'd 
Jioration.      for  his  great  Wifdom  over  all  the  Eaji,   and,  in  many  Things, 

for  a  Knowledge  fuperior  to  the  reft  of  Mankind  ;  and,  accord- 

ingly, we  find,  that  he  not  only  employed  him  as  fuch,  but,  upon 
the  fettling  of  the  Government  of  the  whole  Empire,  made  him 

firft  Superintendant,  or  Prime  Minijler  of  State,  over  all  the  Pro- 
vinces of  it.

after  they  had  lain  defolate,  from  the  Murther  of  Gedaliah, 
two  and  fifty  Years.  On  the  feventh  Month,  (vi'hich  is

God  gave  his  Law  from  thence.  The  ancient  Rabbins  will  have 
it,  that  it  was  in  Remembrance  of  the  Deliverance  of  Ifaac,  in 

whofe  Stead  Abraham  facrific'd  a  Ram;  but  fome  modern  Je^s 
maintain,  that  it  was  in  Memory  of  the  World's  Creation, 
which  they  accordingly  affert  was  in  the  Beginning  of  Autumn  i 
and,  as  they  hold  it  by  Tradition,  that  on  this  Day  God  parti- 

cularly judges  all  the  Aftions  of  the  foregoing  Year,  and  dif- 
pofes  all  the  Events  of  the  Year  following,  for  this  Reafon, 
they  generally  apply  themfelves,  for  the  whole  eight  Days  pre- 

ceding this  Feaft,  to  the  Works  of  Penance  and  Mortification. 
On  the  Feaft  itfelf  (which  lafts  for  two  Days)  all  Labour  and 
Bufinefs  is  fufpended,  and  (while  Sacrifices  were  in  Ufe)  the 

Jc^s  offer'd,  in  the  Name  of  the  whole  Nation,  a  folemn  Ho- 
locaufi  of  a  Calf,  two  Rams,  and  feven  Lambs,  all  of  the  fame 
Year,  together  with  the  Flour  and  Wine,  that  ufually  went 
along  with  fuch  Sacrifices  :  But,  inftead  of  that,  they  non.v  go 

to  the  Synagogue,  where  they  repeat  feveral  Prayers  and  Bene- 
didlions,  and,  having  taken  the  Pentateuch  very  folemnly  out  of 

the  Cheft,  and  read  to  five  Perfons  the  Sacrifice,  that  us'd  to  be 
perform'd  on  that  Day,  they  found  twenty  Times  upon  an 
Horn,  fometimes  very  low,  fometimes  very  loud  ;  and  this, 
they  fay,  makes  them  think  of  the  Judgments  of  God,  to  inti- 

midate Sinners,  and  put  them  upon  Repentance.  Calmet\

\yY'^\ti  which  Separated  between  the  Holy  of  Holies,  and  the  Body  of 
the  Tabernacle,  or  Temple.  After  this,  he  came  out  again, 

and,  having  facrific'd  the  Goat,  upon  which  the  Lot  was  fallen, 
he  return'd  with  fome  of  its  Blood  into  the  SanSiuary,  and 
there  fprinkled  it,  as  he  had  done  before  :  Then,  coming  out 
again,  he  fprinkled  both  Sides  of  the  Court  with  the  Blood  of 

the  Goat,  and  fo  proceeding  to  the  Altar  of  Burnt-Offerings,  he 
wet  the  four  Horns  of  it  with  the  Blood  of  the  Goat  and  the 

Bullock,  and  fprinkled  it  feven  Times  with  the  fame.  After 

all  thefe  Ceremonies  were  finifti'd,  the  Goat,  that  was  to  be 
fct  at  Liberty,  (which  was  commonly  called  the  Scape -Goat)  was 
brought  to  the  High-Prieft,  who  put  both  his  Hands  upon  its^ 

Head,  and  having  confefs'd  all  his  own  Sins,  and  the  Sins  of 
the  People,  delivered  it  to  Perfons  appointed  to  that  Office, 
who  carry'd  it  into  the  Wildernefs,  and  left  it  upon  the  Brink  of 
a  Precipice,  at  twelve  Miles  Dillance  from  Jerufalem.  After 

all  which,  the  High-Prieft  wafh'd  himfelf  all  over  again  in  the 
Tabernacle,  or  Temple,  and,  putting  on  his  pontifical  Drefs, 

facrific'd  two  Rams  for  a  Burnt-Offering,  one  for  himfelf,  and 
the  other  for  the  People  ;  and  fo  concluded  the  Day,  with 

reading  the  Law,  and  giving  the  Bleffing  to  the  People,  who 

all,  upon  this  Occafion,  behav'd  with  great  Devotion,  fafted 
pundlually,  and  return'd  Home  with  a  full  Perfuafion  and  Affu- 
rance  that  their  Sins  were  entirely  done  away,  and  expiated. 
The  modern  Jenvs,  who  have  no  Sacrifices,  content  themfelves 

with  reading  in  Leviticus  what  relates  to  the  folemn  Service  of 

this  Day,  and  the  Ceremonies  concerning  the  Scape-Goat.  They, 
in  like  Manner,  faft  very  ftridly,  and  pray  very  devoutly,  un- 

til the  Conclufion  of  the  Day,  when,  having  receiv'd  the  Rab- 

bin s  Bleffing,  they  go  Home,  fully  fatisfy'd  that  all  their  Ini- 
quities are  pardon'd  :  For  their  ftanding  Maxim  is,  that  Re- 

pentance, though  accompanied  with  a  Refolution  of  living  well, 

does  but  fufpend  Sins  ;  ivhereas  the  Feajl  of  Expiation  does  abfo- 
lutely  abolifh  them.  The  Reader  that  is  defirous  to  know  more 

of  this,  may  confult  Bafnage's  Hiftory  of  the  Je^ws,  and  Cal- 
met^  Dictionary,   under  the  Word  Expiation.

Memory  of  their  dwelling  in  Tents  in  their  Paflage  thro'  the 
Wildernefs,  and  immediately  after  the  Har-ve^,  in  grateful  Ac- 

knowledgment to  God  for  the  Fruits  of  the  Earth,  which  they 

had  lately  gather'd  in.  It  was  obferv'dfor  feven  Days  ;  and,  of 
the  feveral  Sacrifices,  which  were  appointed  for  each  Day,  we 
have  a  pundual  Account  in  the  Book  of  Numbers,  Chap.  xxix. 
12,  i^c.     The  modern  y^wj,  not   having  now  an  Opportunity 
of  going  to  the  Temple,  and  performing  all  the   Ceremonies 

prefcrib'd    by   Mofes,   make  (each  for  himfelf )  in  fome  open Place,  a  Bower,   or  Arbour,  of  the  Branches  of  Trees  of  fuch 

a  determinate   Height,    hung  round  about,    and   adorn'd,    as 
much  as  they  can  ;  where  they  eat  and  drink,  and  pafs  at  leaft 
as  much  Time,  as  they  do  in  their  Houfes,  for  all  the  Days  of 

the  Fejii'val ;  but  fuch  as  are  old,  or  fick,  are  excus'd,  and, 
when  it  rains  very  hard,  they  are  permitted  to  retire  to  their 
Houfes.     On  the  firil  Day  of  the  Feaft,  they  take    one  Branch 
of  Palnit  three  of  Myrtle,  and  one  of  Willovj,  bound  together, 
which  they   carry  in   their  Right-Hand,  and,  having  a  Branch 
of  Citron,  with  its  Fruit,  in   their  Left,  they  thus  make  four 

Turns  about  the   Reading-dejk,  in    their  Synagogues.     On  the 
fe^enth  Day,    (which  is  accounted  more  holy  than  the  reft)  they 
rife  with  the  Sun,  and,  going  to  the  Synagogue,  fing  abundance 
of  Prayers  (which  they  repeat  all  the  Fea/l)   with  a  prodigious 
Rapidity,  as  fuppofing,  that,   during  their  Journey,  they  were

the  People  oiyudah  did.     The  Governor  however,  and  the 
Chiefs  of  the  Families  oi  Ifrael,  would  by  no  Means  allow 
them  to  have  any  Share  in  the  Work,  being  apprehenfive, 
that  they,  who  were  no  better  than  Idolaters  f  notwithftand- 
ing  they  pretended  to  worfhip  the  God  of  Ifrael,  might  have 
fome  evil  Defign  in  the  Offer  of  their  Service,  and  therefore

*  We  do  not  find  that  Daniel  tOok  the  Advantage  of  the  E-  < 
dift)  which  Cyrus  made  in  Favour  of  the  Jenui  ;  and  therefore 

we  may  fuppofe,  that,  as  he  did  not  return  with  them  to  Jeru- 
falem,  the  King  might  require  his  Continuance  with  him,  and 
Daniel  might  the  rather  confent  to  it,  as  having  thereby  a  bet- 

ter Opportunity  to  befriend  his  Countrymen  upon  any  Exigence- 
To  this  Purpofe,  it  is  highly  probable,  that  he  attended  the 
Per  [tan  Court,  which,  after  the  taking,  and  defacing,  oi  Babylon, 
refided  in  Summer  at  Shujhan,  or  Sufa,  and,  in  Winter,  at  Ecba- 
tana.  In  the  Palace  of  Shiijhan,  Daniel  (as  himfelf  tells  us, 
Chap.  viii.  1.  iffc.)  had  feveral  Vifions.  In  this  City  (as  Jofe- 
phus  informs  us,  Antiq.  lib.  x.  c.  \z.  where,  inflead  oi  Ecbata- 

na,  St.  Jerom  reads  Sufa)  he  built  a  famous  Edifice,  finiih'd 
with  fuch  exquifite  Art,  that  it  contina'd  frefli  and  beautiful  in 
his  Days ;  and  in  this  City,  the  Common  Tradition  is,  that  he 
died  in  the  third  or  fourth  Year  oi  Cyrus,  and  about  the  gift 
Year  of  his  Age;  for  even  to  this  Day  (as  we  learn  from  Ben- 

jamin 5  Itinerariu7n)  the  Inhabitants  of  the  Place  (at  prefent  cal- 
led Tiijier)  ftiew  his  Monument.  But  the  moft  valuable  Monu- 

ment, left  behind  him,  is  in  his  Writings,  whereof  the  Jen.v'/.h 
Hiflorian  gives  us  this  Charafter  :    —  "  He  had  this  pecu- 
"  liar  Bleffing  attending  him,  that  he  liv'd  in  great  Reputation, 
"  both  with  Prince  and  People,  and,  when  he  died,  left  an  im- 
"  mortal  Memory  behind  him.  His  Writings,  which  are  ftill 
"  extant,  and  in  common  Ufe,  we  keep  as  a  fure  Pledge,  that 
**  he  had  an  Intimacy  and  Convcrfation  with  God  :  ■   
*'  For,  whereas  other  Prophets  were  more  employed  in  forebo- 
*'  ding  Calamities  and  ill  News,  which  drew  upon  them  Dif- 
"  grace  from  Princes,  and  Hatred  from  the  People,  Daniel,  on 
"  the  contrary,  foretold  nothing,  but  happy  Events,  and  what 
"  was  agreeable  ;  fo  that  the  Nature  of  his  Prediftions  was 
"  fuch,  as  gain'd  him  the  Good-Will  of  all,  and  fuch  the  Cer- 
"  tainty  of  them,  as  gain'd  him  a  ready  Credence  with  all  : 
*'  Which  (as  the  Hiflorian  remarks)  may  ferve,  not  only  to  ell.i- 
•'  blilli  a  Veneration  for  the  Memory  of  a  Man,  whom  God 

"  fo  fignally  honour'd,  but  to  confound  likewife  the  impious 
"  Dodlrines  of  the  Epicureans,  which  will  not  allow  oi  any

*'  certain,  that  he  never  was  look'd  upon,  even  by  his  own 
*'  Countrymen,  as  a  Prophet ;  nor  was  the  Book,  which

"  Holy  Writ.  The  Truth  is,  the  Method  of  his  Educati- 

on 

**  of  fublunary  Things  to  be  nothing  more,  than  one  grand  Hud- 
**  die  of  Contingencies.  For,  when  I  confider  the  Prophecies 
"  of  Daniel,  (fays  he)  I  cannot  but  blame  the  Ignorance,  or  ir- 
"  reverence  of  thofe,  who  make  it  their  Frofeffion  to  decry  Pro- 
*'  vidence,  as  if  God  took  no  Care  of  us,  iince  it  is  impoffible 
*'  to  conceive,  how  there  Ihould  be  fuch  a  Correfpondence  be- 
*'  tween  the  Things  foretold  at  one  Time,  and  fulfilled  fo  many 
"  Ages  after,  if,  according  to  their  Opinion,  every  Thing  were

*  It  is  generally  agreed  by  Hiftorians,  that  Cyvus  was  much 
about  feventy  Years  old,  when  he  died,  but  then  they  widely 
differ  among  themfelves,  as  to  the  Manner  of  his  Death.  Some 

fay,  that  he  was  taken  in  an  Engagement,  and  hang'd  ;  others, 
that  he  died  of  a  Wound,  winch  he  received  in  his  Thigh  j  and 
others,  that  he  was  killed  in  a  Battle  with  the  People  of  ̂ amos. 
Herodotus,  Juftin,  and  Valerius  Maximus  relate,  that,  in  his 
War  againft  the  Scythians,  falling  into  an  Ambufli,  which  Queen 
Tomyris  had  laid  for  him,  he  was  taken  Prifoner,  and,  with  In- 
fult  enough,  had  his  Head  cut  off  by  her  Order  ;  but  Xenophons 
Account  is,   that   he  died  peaceably  in  his  Bed,  amidft 
his  Friends,  and  in  his  own  Country  j  as  indeed  there  is  little 
Reafon  to  think,  either  that  io  wife  a  Man,  as  Cyrus,  (hould, 

in  his  advanced  Years,  engage  in  fo  defperate  an  Undertaking, 
as  this  Scythian  Expedition  is  reprefented  on  all  Hands  ;  or  that, 
had  he  died  in  Scythia,  his  mangled  Body  could  have  ever  been 
got  out  of  the  Hands  of  thefe  Barbarians  to  be  buried  at  Pa- 
fargada  in  Perjia,  as  moft  Authors  agree  it  was,  and  where  hi» 
Monument  was  to  be  feen,  in  the  Time  oi  Alexander  the  Great, 

Calmet's  Diflionary,  under  the  Word  Cyrus,  and  Frideaux's  Con« neftion,  Anno  530.

**  fcarce  imaginable,  how  he  could  have  been  pafs'd  by  in 
**  this  diflionourable  Manner :  But  the  Truth  is,  the  Jews, 
"  to  do  themfelves  Credit,  were  great  Com.pofers  of  Books 
*'  under  the  Names  of  their  Propliets,  and  particularly  un- 
*'  der  the  Name  of  Daniel.  We  have  feveral  fpurious 
**  Pieces,  fuch  as  the  Song  cf  the  three  Children.^  the  Sto- 
*'  ries  of  Sufan?ia  atid  the  two  Elders,  and  of  Bel  and  the 
*'  Dragon.,  extant  at  this  Day;  and,  in  like  Manner,  have 
*'  Reafon  to  believe,  that  the  Author  of  the  Book  of  Da- 

*'  niel  was  a  Counterfeit,  who  liv'd  about  the  Time  of  An- 
*'  tiochiis  Epipha7:es,  and  v/rote  of  Things  paft,  in  a  pro- 
*'  phetlcal  Scile;  efpecially  ccnfidering,  that  the  Way  of  re- 
*'  prefenting  large  Scenes  of  Affairs  by  fuch  Images  and  Sym- 
*'  bols,  as  he  makes  ufe  of,  is  intirely  unlike  the  Books  of 
**  the  other  Prophets,  but  vaftly  conformable  to  the  Mode 

'*«  of  Writing,  which,  at  that  Time,  prevail'd  in  the  Schools *'  of  the  Greeks.

*'  The  Truth  is,  the  very  Notion  of  a  Revelation  im- 
*'  plies,  that  all  Things  in  itfhould  be  made  plain.  An  ob- 
*'  fcure  Difcovery  of  this  Kind  feems  to  be  a  Contradi£tion 
*'  in  Terms :  And  therefore  we  can  hardly  blame  thofc  of 
*'  the  fewijh  Sanhedrim,  who  were  for  fuppreffing  the  Pro- 

*'  phecies  of  E%ekiel^  (as  well  as  his  Brother  DanieV'^')  (z) 
■  *'  becaufe  the  Vifion  of  the  vAyflerious  Chariot^  in  the  firfl 
"  Chapter,  and  the  Story  of  Gog  r.nd  Magogs  towards  the 
"  Conclufion  of  the  Book,  they  could  not  but  look  upon 
*'  as  a  flrange  Rhapfody  of  unintelligible  Jargon. 

*'  But  it  is  not  a  greater  Flaw  in  a  Revelation  to  be  un- 
"  intelligible^  than  it  is  to  be  ahfurd^  and  contradiSiory  ; 
*'  and  therefore,  when,  in  comparing  the  grofs  Sum  and 

"  Particulars  together  of  the  People,  that  return'd  from  the 
"  Captivity,  we  find  the  latter  fall  ihort  to  the  Number  of 
"  above  twelve  Thoufand  Perfons,  we  cannot  but  think, 
*'  that  fome  Error  has  crept  into  the  Text  itfelf.  When 

*'  we  find  {a)  fourfcore  Ifraeliies  coming  with  Offerings 
*'  ayid  Ince-nfe  in  their  Hands ^  to  bring  them  to  the  Houfe 
*'  of  the  Lord^  v/hen  they  could  not  but  know  that  it  was 

"  utterly  deftroy'd  above  fix  Months  before,  we  cannot 
"  but  conceive,  that  herein  muft  be  fome  fmall  Slip  of  Me- 
"  mory  in  the  facred  Penman  ;  and,  (Z>)  to  introduce  the 
"  Elders  of  Ifrael,  as  difturbing  the  publick  Joy,  at  the

"  and  Tears,  when  Thankfulnefs  (tho'  but  for  fmall  Be-

"'■vDu  us,  contains  the  Rcvektion,  and  other  Accounts  of  Thinjis, 
from  antient  wliicli  (jrod  was  pleas  d  to  communicatc  to  mm,  wiU  lumcl- 
'Tijiinwr.ies.  ently  appear  by  the  Sequel. 

The  Charadter,  which  the  Prophet  £'z#/f/V/  gives  his 
Contemporary  Daniel  [c)  is,  his  fingular  Prevalence  with 
God  in  Prayer ;  and,  whoever  looks  into  the  Book,  that 
goes  under  his  Name,  will  find  its  Author  verifying  {d)  this 

Charadtcr,  and  his  Succefs  in  this  Particular  exemplify'd  in 
feveral  Inftances.  {e)  His  Deliverance  out  of  the  Den  of 
Lions,  and  that  of  his  Companions  out  of  the  fiery  Furnace, 
(Facts  that  are  recorded  in  the  prefent  Book)  arc  exprefsly- 

mention'd  in  the  Prayer  of  {f)  Old  Eleazar  in  Egypt,  un- 
der t!ie  Rage  of  Ptolemy  Philopater  againft  the  Jews,  and 

(g)  of  Mattathias  (the  Father  of  the  Maceabees)  in  fudea, 

linder  the  Perfecut'on  of  Antiochus  Efiphanes ;  and  their 

Ex:'.mples  (among  other  Scripture  Inftances)  are  proposed, 
as  Motives  to  Confidence  in  God,  and  Conflancy  in  their 

Religion :  [h]  So  that  the  Jews,  in  thofe  7'imes,  took  this 
Book  to  be  written  by  Daniel  himfelf,  and  accordingly  made 

ufe  of  it.  Nay,  long  before  thefe  Times,  (z)  we  find  A'"^- 
heniiah  beginning  his  folemn  Prayer  to  God  in  Daniel's  own 
Words,  almoft  with  no  Variation.  O  Lord,  the  great  and 
dreadful  God,  keeping  the  Covenant  and  Mercy  to  them,  that 
love  him.,  and  keep  his  Commandments,  which  is  a  plain  Proof, 

not  only  that  he  look'd  upon  this  Book  of  Daniel  as  true 
and  autb.entick,  but  that  he  efteem'd  his  Manner  of  pray- 

ing iikewife  not  unworthy  his  Imitation.

"  told  gain'd  him  Belief  with  all  Mankind,"  Nay,  if  we 
will  give  Credit  to  this  fame  "Jofephus^  this  Book  of  Daniel's 
was  look'd  upon  as  genuine^  and  of  divine  Authority,  even 
in  the  Days  of  Alexander  the  Great;  otherwife,  the  High- 
Prie/ih^d  put  a  Banter  upon  him,  when,  (n)  at  his  coming 

to  Jeru/alem,  and  going  into  the  Temple,  he  fhcw'd  him  a 
Paiiage  in  it,  wherein  it  was  foretold,  under  the  Emblem  of 

an  He-goat  zvith  one  Horn^  overcoming  a  Ram  tvith  two, 
that  a  certain  King  of  Greece,  would  conquer  the  Perfians ; 
which  Alexander  took  to  himfelf,  and  perhaps,  upon  that 

very  Account,  might  treat  the  'Jewi/h  Nation  with  more  Cle- 
mency, than  he  did  their  Neighbours. 

But  however  this  be,  'tis  certain,  that  in,  and  before,  the  AndthL-Peo- 
Time  of  our  bleffed  Saviour,  the  ̂ ews  receiv'd  the  Book  of  ,^:''j  '< 

Daniel^  asauthentici  Scripture,  without  any  Sufpicion  to  the  ,1^' '' 
contrary.     For,  whereas  the  Name  of  the  A-leJfias^  and  of  j 

the  Son  of  Man^  which  they  apply'd  to  the  Deliverer ^  whom 
they  expelled,  the    Title  of  the   Kingdom   of  God,  and  of 

Heaven^  us'd  for  the  State  of  Things  under  that  Deliverer, 
his  coming   in  the   Clouds  of  Heaven.^  his  taking  all  fudg- 
ment  upon  himfelf^  and  the  RefurreSfion  of  the  Dead.,  purfu- 
ant  upon  that  his  Coming,  are  ExprelTions  manifeftv   bor- 

row'd  from  Daniel :   Thefe  Expreflions  v.'ere,  at  that  Time, 
the  current  Language  of  the  Jews,  infomuch,  that  we  find 

none  of  them  furpriz'd,  when  they  heard  the  Baptift  telling 
them,  that  the  Kingdom  of  Heaven  is  at  Hand^  or  our  Sa- 

viour calling  himfelf  fo  frequently  the  Son  of  God,  and  citing 
Daniel  the  Prophet  by  Name ;  which  they  certainly  would 

have  been,  and  thereupon  rais'd  no  fmall  Clamour,  had  they 
perceiv'd  that  he  was  obtruding  a  fpurious  Book  upon  them for  canonical,

were   mifiaken,  or  elfe  we   muft  allow,  that  our   prefent 

Book  of  Dari'isl  is  no  fiSfltious  Piece  of  later  Date,  but  the 
Work  of  the  Prophet,  whofe  Name  it  bears,  and  who  liv'd 
in  the  Age,  which  the  facred  Records  have  aflign'd  him. 

To  -which,        It  is  no  valid  Objeftion,  either   againft   his  ferfonal  or 

fthEduca-    prophetick  Charafter,  that  he  was  educated  in  the  Learning 
Chaldean      ̂ ^  ̂ he  Chaldeans,  and  became  a  remarkable  Proficient  there- 
Learnirjg,     in.    The  Learning  of  the  Chaldeans  confided  chiefly  in  what 

they  call  Ajirology,  or  the  Knovv^ledge  of  the  celeltial  Mo- 
tions, the  Art  of  Building,  and  the  Art  of  War.     Some  cu- 

rious and  fuperftitious  Arts,  that  were  abhorrent  to  the  Law 
cf  Mofesy  they  were  famous  for  practifing  ;  but  there  is  no 
Neceffity  for  us  to  infer  from  thence,  that  Daniel,  and  his 
Friends,  were  ever  initiated  in  thefe  ;  on  the  contrary,  we 

may  be  allov/'d  to  argue  thus  ;  — ■ —  That,  had  there  been 
any  Thing  criminal  in  the  Method  of  their  Education,  they, 

who  refus'd  to  defile  th em f elves  with  the  King's  Meat,  would 
never    have  comply'd  with  It.     They   refus'd   the   King's 
Provifions,  not  only  becaufe  he  might  probably   have   fuch 

Things  ferv'd  up  at  his  Table,  as  were  prohibited  by  their 
Law,   but  becaufe  it  was  cuflomary  likewife  in  moft  Na- 

tions, before  their  Meals,  to  make  an  Oblation  of  fome  Part 
pf  what  they  eat  or  drank,  to    their  Gods,  as   a  thankful 

Acknowledgment,  that   whatever   they  enjoy'd  proceeded 
from  their  Bounty  :     So  that  every  Entertainment  had  in  it 
the  Nature  of  a   Sacrifice  ;  and  therefore  Daniel  and   his 

Friends    Icok'd  upon  the  Provifions,  which  came  from  the 
King's  Table,  as  Meats  offer  d  to  Idols,  and  upon  that  Ac- 

count efteem'd  them  unclean.     But  the  fame  Principle,   that 
mov'd  them  to  this,  would  have  reftrain'd  them  from  the 
Study  of  the  C/;^/<f^<2«  Learning,  had  any  of  their  impious  or 

unwarrantable  Sciences  been  impos'd  upon  them.

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The  King  indeed  is    faid  (0)  to    have  found   them  ten    A.  M. 

Times  better,  than  all  the  Magicians,  and  Jljirologers,  that  X^^/ c^'j-* 

were  in  his  Realm:  But  thefe  Words  in  antient  Times  were  537,  '^i. 
not   appropriated   to  the  evil  Senfe,  which  they  now  bear,  From  jer. 

but  fignify'd,  in  the  gci:oral,  Men  of  Wifdom  and  Learn- ^jj  ^'J"^^'^- 
ing,  fkilled  in  the  Knowledge  of  Things  natural  and  divine,  and  fiom  ' 
(p)  Thofe,     who   in  St.    Matthew  are    called   /xayo»,  our^^"  i.  to  v. 

Tranflation  has  render'd  wife  Men,  becaufe  the  Evangeliji  ̂   V  "N,* 
feems  to  have  given  them  that  Name,  not  as  a  Note  of  In- 

famy,   but  as  an  honourable  Title.     And,  in  like  Manner, 

why  may   not  the  Words  be  here  underflood  of  fuch  Per- 

fons,  as  employ 'd  themfelves  in  the  lawful  Search  of  natural 
Caufes  and  Effe6ts,  of  the  curious  Produdls  of  the  Earth, 
and  the  regular  Motions  of  heavenly  Bodies  ?     For,  when 
Daniel  made  InterceiTion    to  the  Captain  of  the    Guard, 

that  (^)  the  wife  Men  (j/"  Babylon  jnight  not  he  Jlain,  we  can 
hardly  fuppofe,  that  all  of  thefe  were  fuch,  as  ftudy'd  un- 

lawful Arts  and  Sciences,  fince  he  himfelf  was   afterwards 

made  Mailer  and  Prefulcnt  over  them. 

Nay,  even  fuppofmg,  that  thefe  wife  Men  o/" Babylon 
made  Profeflion  of  fome  Sciences,  v/hofe  only  Foundation 
was  Superftition  and  Deceit,  yet,  why  muft  their  Hebrew 

Difciples  be  oblig'd  to  purfue  the  fame  ?  Might  they  not 
follow  fuch  Studies,  as  beft  fuited  their  Genius,  and  the  Prin- 

ciples of  their  Religion  ?  The  fame  Indulgence,  which  they 

obtain'd  from  the  Majier  of  the  Eunuchs,  with  Regard  to 
their  Provifions,  may  well  be  fuppos'd  to  have  been  granted 
^themin  Relation  to  their  Studies,  in  cafe  any  Difficulty  of  this 

Kind  had  been  impos'd  upon  them.  But  there  is  no  Occafion 
for  our  imaginina;  this.  The  Mafters  of  thefe  occult  Sciences 

(as  they  call  them)  had  many  good  Reafonsfor  not  obtruding 
them  upon  their  Difciples  5  and  Daniel,  and  his  Companions, 

who  were  defign'd  to  attend  in  the  King's  Prefence,  were 
more  properly  to  be  educated  in  another  Way,  viz.  in  the 
Knowledge  of  the  Purity  of  the  Chaldee  Tongue,  of  the  Arts 

of  War  and  Policy,  of  the  State  and  Revenues  of  the  King- 
dom,and  fuch  other  lighter  and  more  polite  Accomplifiiments,  - 

as  would  make  their  Perfons,  and  Services,  more  acceptable 
at  Court,  than  any  Proficiency  in  thefe  abllrufe  Matters 
could  do.  But,  put  the  Cafe,  that  they  were  at  any  Time 
called  to  Le6lures  in  any  of  the  Sciences,  that  were  not  fo 
ftriclly  warrantable,  we  cannot  fee  why  they  might  not  be

permitted  to  attend  to  them  with  the  fame  Spirit,  that  (r) 

Mofes  was  learned  in  all  the  Wijdom  of  the  Egyptians,  ̂ '^z. 
(5)  not  with  a  Purpofe  to  follow  them,  or  to  Iquare  their 
Lives  or  Sentiments  according  to  them,  but  purely  to  put 
themfelves  into  a  Capacity,  upon  a  proper  Occafion,  to 
confute  them,  and  with  more  Advantage  to  expofe  their 
Falfcncfs  and  Abfurdity. 

It  was  not  for  any  more  excellent  Proficiency  therefore 
in  thofe  black  Arts^  which  were  prohibited  by  the  Law  of 

God,  that  Daniel  obtain 'd  an  Exemption  from  the  Punifh- 
ment  of  the  fiery  Furnace,  but  either  becaufe  he  was  abfent 
upon  fome  Pretence  or  other,  (as  moft  of  the  fews  might 
chufe  to  be  abfent  upon  this  Occafion)  or  becaufe  he  was 

not  accus'd  to  the  King,  at  this  Time,  for  refufing  to 

worfhip  the  Idol  which  he  had  fet  up,  tho'  he  might  be  pre- fent  at  the  Dedication, 

NEBUCHADNEZZ  AR,  (t)  we  read,  had 

fummon'd  all  his  Princes,  Counfellors,  Governors,  Cap- 
tains, and  ail  other  his  Officers  and  Miniflers,  to  be  prefent, 

and  affifting,  at  the  Solemnity  of  this  Dedication;  and  there- 

fore 'tis  not  liicely,  that  DanieU  who  was  one  of  the  chief 
of  them,  Ihould  be  allow'd  to  be  abfent  ;  but  his  Enemies 
thought  it  more  advilable,  not  to  begin  with  him,  becaufe 
of  the  great  Authority  he  had  with  the  King,  but  rather  to 
fall  firit  upon  his  three  Friends,  (whofe  Promotion  in  the 

Province  of  Babylon  rais'd  their  Envy)  that  thereby  they 
might  more  fuccefsfully  pave  the  Way  to  his  Ruin  :  But 
the  miraculous  Interpofition  of  Providence,  in  Behalf  of  his 

Friends,  quafh'd  all  farther  Accufations  againft  him  ;  and 
for  this  Reafon  it  is,  that  no  Mention  is  made  of  him  in . 
this  whole  Tranfadtion. 

It  is  faid  indeed  of  him,  («)  that  he  had  Under/landing 
in  all  Vifions  and  Dreams^  and  Dreams,  we  know,  among 

the  Eajiern  People,  were  held  in  great  Regard.  They  ob-

ceiv'd  Opinion,  that  fuch  Dreams,  as  were  attended  with 
unufual  Circumflances,  did  portend,  and  fignify,  fonie  future 
Event  i  that  they  were  frequently  fent  from  God,  [x)  ivho

be  unlawful ;  and  therefore  we  may  obferve,  that,    in  that  "i^  ^"Ji'^^^Ji very  Place,  where   Mofcs   forbids  the  Hebreius  to  confultf,omEi;ia  1. 
Magicians  and  Interpreters  of  Dreams,  he  neverthelefs  tellsto  v, 

them,   [y)  that  the  Lord  their  God  would  raife  up  to  them,  ./"V^*^ from  among  their  Brethren,   a  Prophet  like  unto  him,  zvhofn 

they  Jhould  confult,  and  hearken  to.  So  that,  tho'  the  Ifraelites 
v/ere  forbidden  to  make  ufe  of  Soothfayers,    or  Diviners,  as 
the  Cuftom  of  the  Natior.s  was,  to  whofe  Pofleflions  they 
fucceeded  ;  yet   they  were    permitted  to  addrefs  themfelves 
to  God,  and  his  Prophets,  in  order  to  learn  the  Explanation 
of  their  Dreams,  and  the  PreditSlion  of  future  Events  ;  con- 

fequently,  there  could   be  no  Crime  in  Daniel's  applying 
himfelf  to  this  Kind  of  Knowledge,  fmce,  whatever  Excel- 

lency he  had  this  Way,  the  Scripture  takes  care  to  afcribe 
it  to  the  peculiar  Gift  of  God. 

DANIEL  indeed  liv'd  in  great  Profperity,  and  in  the  Hit  ufmi 
Capacity  of  a  Prime  Minijier,  under  fome  of  the  Babylo-^""''"  ̂ 'ff'' 
nian  and  Perfian  Monarchs ;  and  therefore,  if,  through  Ig-  Greek/;^o- 
norance,  he  has  miftaken  their  Names,  or  recorded  anyr/aw. 
Thing  of  them,  that  is  not  true,  this  we  allow  will  have  a 
fufpicious  Afpectupon  the  Authority  of  his  Writings  :  But, 

when  it  is  confider'd,  how  common  a  Thing  it  was  for  the 

Princes  of  the  £'^,  upon  one  Occafion  or  other,  to  multi- 
ply their  Names,  and,  not  only  by  Foreigners,  but  even 

bv  their  own  People,  to  be  called  fometimes  by  one  Name, 
and  fometimes  by  another ;  how  ufual  it  was  for  them  to 

continue  the  Titles  of  Honour,  which  wefe  conferr'd  in  Con- 
iideration  of  thofe  great  Exploits,  whereby  the  Dignitv  of 

their  Family  was  originally  rais'd,  and  to  adopt  them  into 
the  Number  of  their  own  ;  how  cuftomary  it  was,  upon 
their  Acceflion  to  the  Kingdom,  for  them  to  chajige  their 

Names,  and  yet  the  firft  and  private  Name  be  fHU  retain'd 
by  mofl  other  People,  while  the  Imperial  Name  appcarVi 

in  publick  A£ts,  and  was  us'd  at  home  only  ;  Whoever 
confiders  this,  I  fav,  will  ceafe  his  Wonder,  when,  amidit 
fuch  a  Variety  o^  Appellations  for  one  and  the  fame  Perfon, 
he  finds  this  Hiftorian  making  ufe  of  one,  and  that  of  ano- 

ther, according  as  his  Fane/,  his  Pronunciation,  or  the 

Cuftom  of  the  Country,  where  he  liv'd,  led  hini.     Daniel, m

bylon {lain  in  his  Palace ;  that  Cyaxares,  being  old,  and  na- 

turally unadlive,  chofe  rather  to  live  at  Ecbatana,  the  Ca- 
pital of  Media,    while  Cyrus  attended  the  Affairs  of  the  Go- 

vernment of  Babylon ;    and  that  Cyrus,  upon   his    Death, 

fucceeded  to  the  whole  Empire  :     Ifweobl'erve,  I  fay,  the 
exa6l  Agreement  between  thefe  Hiftorians,  as  to  the  chief 
Matters  cf  Faft,  we  may  cafily  difpenfe  with  fome   fmall 
Difference  in  Point  of  Names  ;  efpecially   confidering,   that 

the  Authors  liv'd  at  no  lefs  a  Diflancc  than  Babylon  is  from 
Greece,  and  that  the  Greeks  confequently  might  make  ufe  of 
the  Name,  which  he  went  by  in  Media,  as  befl  known  to 
them,  vvhich  the  BabyloTiians,  after  he  had  taken  their  City, 

chang'd  into  Darius  Medus,    or  the  Vicarious  Mcde,   and 
which  Daniel,  being  a  Captive  in  the  Place,  might,  in  Con- 

formity, call  him.

\fisi  Terms.    Word  or  two,  in  the  Book  oi  Daniel,  which   may  fcem  to 
have  fome  Analogy  to  the  Greek  Tongue,  and,  v»'ith  fome 

little  Variation,  may  be  dcriv'd  from  it ;  but  then  it  is  to  be 
obferv'd,  that  the    Words   of  this   Kind  are,  for  the  mod 
Part,  technical  Terms,  fuch  as  might  flip  into  any  Language, 

without  being  perceiv'd,  and  fuch  as  a  V/riter  might  pro- 
perly enough  ufe,  without    underflanding  any  more  of  the 

Tongue,  from  whence  they  arc  borrow'd.     Jrchitcuis  and 
Mechanicks,  we  know,  ufe   to  this  Day  feveral  Greek  and 
Arabick  Terms  of  Art  in  their  refpedtive  Profcffions ;  and 
yet  they  do  not  pretend  to  underftand  the  Language  from

would  give  a  juft  Sufpicion,  as  if  it  had  not  been  extant,  ox'^^r fj^'ji'^'" 
rot  known  at  the  Time,  wiien  thofe  learned  Men  undertook  tuagint, 
the  Woiik  :  But  this  is  fo  far  from  bcirg  true  in  the  Cafe  of 
Daniel,  that  we  find   the   Septuagi?:t  Verfion   of  him   read 

publickly  in  our    Saviour's  Time ;    that   Vn'C   find    fujiin 
Martyr    [b),  and    Clemens  Romanus  (c)  (who   both   wrote 

before  Tl^eodotian's  Verfion  was  made)  citing  Paffages  out  of 

iti 

Greek,  but  Eajlern  Derivations,  and  that  from  tlicnce  they  did 
pafs  to  the  Greeks,  who,  with  a  little  Alteration,  adapted  them 
to  their  Pronunciation,  or  Termination  of  Words.  For,  (as 

he  argues)  "  That  their  Names  were  at  firfl  given  them  in  the 
"  Country,  where  the  Inflruments  themfelves  were  invented, 
"  can  hardly  be  doubted  :  If  therefore  fuch  lallruments,  as  are 
*'  here  fpecify'd,  were  us'd  in  the  Eaft ;  if  their  Names  be 
"  prov'd  to  be  barbarous ;  and  if  an  Eaftem  Root  can  be  af- 
"  fign'd  for  their  Derivation,  which  no  G/v^/f  Theme  will  fuitfo 
"  well,"  (all  which  he  endeavours  to  prove  in  feveral  Inuances) 
then  may  we  be  allow'd  to  infer,  that  the  Names  of  thefe  In- 
flruments  (whatever  Affinity  they  may  feem  to  have  to  the 
Creek  Language)  were  originally  Oriental;  which  Opinion  is 

confirm'd  by  the  Teflimony  of  Straho,  lib.  x.  uhoafTures  us, 
that  the  Names  of  mufical  Inilruments,  fuch  as  Naklia,  Sambu- 

ca,  and  Barbitos,  were  deriv'd  from  barbarous  Lanjujges,  by 
v;hich  the  Greeks  denote  the  £^y?c/-«  Tongues  Vid.

went  under  their  Names,  as  well  as  he.     The  Truth  is,  the 

Hiftory   of  the  Book    itfelf  may  give  us  fome  Grounds  to 

think,  that  Daniel's  Chara£ler  might  poflibly  have  been  in 
it  at  firft,  tho',   upon  fome  Occafion  or  other,  it  afterwards 
came  to  be  dropped.     Jefus  the  Grandfather  (as  we  read  in 
the  Prologue)  wrote  it  \n  feveral  Volumes^  and  left  it  behind 
him  unfinijKd :  The  Original  fell  into  fuch  Hands,  as  car- 

ry'd  it  into  Egypt^  where  ''fcfus  the  Grandfon  met   with  it, 
and  having  compil'd   it   all  orderly  into  one  Volume^  upon 
Account  of  the  Fains  which  he  had  taken  with  it,  he  join'd 
his  own  Name  with  that  of  his  Grandfather,    in  the  77//^- 

page :    (f)  But  it  far'd  with  this^    as  it  does    with    other 
Books,  to  lofe  in  the  Tranflation,  and  to  fuffer  by  Copyijis  j 
inlomuch,  that  whoever  will  be  at  the  Trouble  to  compare 
the  Greek  Editions  with  one  another,  and   with   the  various 
Tran/lations,  will  difcover  Words,  Parts  of  Sentences,  and 

whole  Periods  to  be  fo  frequently  omitted,  alter'd,  contrac- 
ted, explain'd,  or  enlarg'd,  as  to  abate  his  Wonder,  that  the 

Mention  of  any  Perfon  (tho'  never  fo  confiderable)  fhould  be 
omitted  in  a  Book,  that  is  deliver'd  to  usfo  varioufly,  and  \n\- 
perfedlly.

the  reft  of  the  Prophets  :  For,  befides  that  a  good  Part  ofEz"''tov. 

Daniel  is  in  the  Chaldee  Tongue,  and,  upon  that  Account,  ̂   p,  ."^ 

might  lefs  need  one  ;  it  is  a  general  Complaint  among  the  d^g  />^  J^  ' 
'Jews  themfelves,  that  a  great  many  of  their  antient  Tar- phraje. 
gums  have  been  loft,  and  an  acknowledg'd  Cafe,  that  fome  of 
their  facred  Writers  (fuch  as  Ezra  and  Nebemiah  for  InftancCj 

Men  famous  in  the  jewijh  Story,  and  the  latter  of  them  high- 
ly celebrated  by  the  Son  of  Sirach)  never  had  any.  The  Truth 

is,  the  frequent  Calamities,  which  befel  the y<?z£;i/i5 Nation,  and 

difpers'd  them  into  other  Countries,  made  them  negligent  of 
their  Books  ;  left  them  no  Leifure  to  tranfcribe  long  Para- 
phrajls  J  and  when,  by  mixingamong  other  People,  they  had 
loft  the  Knowledge  of  the  Language,  left  them  no  Ability 
to  do  it :  So  that,  amidft  this  Ignorance  and  Confufion,  it 
is  no  Wonder,  if  many  valuable  Copies  were  loft,  fome  of 
which  \  have  fince  come  to  Light  ;  but  there  is  Reafon  to 
apprehend,  that  the  Targum  upon  Daniel  never  will.  For  fo 
much  does  this  Prophet  fpeak  of  the  Mejjlah,  dcfcribe  the 

Signs,  and  define  the  Tlme^  of  his  Coming,  fo  prccifel)',  that 
the  Jews,  perceiving  the  Advantage,  which  their  Adver- 
faries  the  Chrljilans  might  make  of  it,  were  under  ftrong 
Temptations,  either  to  omit,  or  fupnrefs,  the  Paraphrafe  of  a 

Prophet,  fo  diametrically  oppofitc  to  them.  And,  accord- 
ingly, we  have  a  Story  from  [g)  one  of  their  Rabbins,  that 

favours  not  a  little  of  fome  fuch  Practice,  viz.  *'  That 

*'  when  Jonathan  had  finifli'd  his  Targum  on  Job,  Prb~ 
*'  verbs,  and  the  Pfulms,  and  was  going  on  to  Daniel,  he 

*'  was  reftrain'd  by  a  Voice,  which  bad  him  give  over 
"  there,  left  the  Sons  of  Men  fliould  learn  from  Daniel 

*'  the  Time  of  the  Mejfias" 
However  this  be,  (/;)  fince  Daniel  is  fo  far  from  be- 

ing pafs'd  by  in  any  dljhonourable  Manner,  that  even  Jona- 
than himfelf,  in  his  Targum  on  the  other  Prophets,  ex-

Booksforg'd  Whether  the  Jews  were,  more  than  other  Nations^ 
W<:Wj;j  addifted  to  the  publifhing  offpurioiisTradis,  under  the  Names 

of  their  great  Authors,  and  particularly  under  Daniel's 
Name,  it  concerns  us  not  to  enquire ;  fmce  the  very  Sup- 

pofition  implies  thus 'much,  that  with  the  Jewijh  Church, at  that  Time,  the  Writings  of  Daniel  were  held  in  high 
Eueem,  (for,  in  fuch  a  Cafe,  who  would  chufe  an  in- 

glorious Father?)  when  thefe  bafe  Pieces  came  out  in  his 

Name.  The  having  I'mpojinres  father'd  on  hiim  therefore  is 
fo  far  from  being  any  Prejudice  to  Daniel'^  genuine  Wri- 

tings, that  it  rather  redounds  to  the  Confirmation  of  their 
Authority  ;  fmce  what  was  fpurious  did  no  fooner  appear 

in  the  Liglit,  but  it  was  defpis'd,  rcjeded,  and  condemn'd. 
The  Prayer  of  the  three  Children  was  not  read  in  all  the 
Copies  of  the  Septuagint  ;  the  Story  of  Sufanna,  in  fome 

Alamferipts,  flood  apart  from  the  Book  of  Daniel^  in  o- 
thers  after  it ;  and  as  for  the  Fable  of  Bel  and  the  Dragon, 
it  was  not  intended  by  its  firft  liiventor  to  pafs  under  the 

Name  of  Daniel^  but  of  one  Hahakkuk,  the  Son  of  fe- 
fiis^  of  the  Tribe  of  Levi^  till  Iheodotian,  in  his  Greek 
Edition  of  the  Bible,  thought  proper  to  change  its  Title. 

The  Truth  is,  the  Jeivijlo  Church  always   look'd  upon 
thefe  Pieces  z%  fpurious,  and   therefore  allow'd  them  much 
the   fame  Place   in  their   Scriptures,    that  the    Apocryphal 

'  Books  have  in  our  Englijh  Bibles  ;  but  the  genuine  Book  of 
Daniel  thtj  held  always  in  the  greateft  Veneration,  cflcem- 
ing  the  Author  of  it  as  one  of  the  chief  of  their  Prophets, 
until  Maifnonides,  a  learned  few  of  the  Xllth  Century,  in 
order  to  bar  all  Proofs,  that  miglit  be  drawn  from  him  in 
Favour  of  Chrijlianity,  thought  fit  to  degrade  him  from 
his  prophettck  Character,  and  place  him  intheNum/ber  of

"  Schools  of  the  Greeks  f"  All  the  Greek  Authors,  that  we 
are  acquainted  with,  are  Strangers  to  this  Manner  of  Wri- 

ting :  They  abound  indeed  in  Figures,  and  Allegories  ;  but 
the  fymbolical  and  emblematicalYorm.  v/as  purely  Oriental, 
and  what  other  Prophets,  as  well  as  Daniel,  as  Occafion 

requires,  purfue. 
For  doth  not  Ifaiah   foretel  the  Defcruclion  of  the   E- 

gyptians  under  the  Image  of  God's  (k)  /triking  with  a  great and 

Luke  (xxiv.  44.)  are  called  the  Pfalms  -,  and  according  to  Ph-h 
(de  Vit.  Coat.)  are  Hymns  and  other  Books,  conducing  to  the 
Promotion  of  Piety  and  Knowledge.  This  threefold  Diftribution 
of  the  Books  of  Scripture  is  taken  from  the  Nature  and  Sub- 

jects of  the  Books  themfclvcs,  and  not  from  any  fiippos'd  De-

It  is  the  Genius  of  the  Eajf' 
em  People  to  be  delighted  with  Fiction  and  Imagery,  and 
(as  Sir  John  Chardin  in  his  Defcription  of  Perfefolis  tells  us) 
nothing  is  more  common  among  their  Authors,  than  to 
call  Countries  by  the  Names  of  their  Emblems,  which 
are,  as  it  were,  the  Arms  of  that  Nation  ;  and,  in  forming 
thefe  Emblems^  to  make  ufe,  not  only  of  natural  Animals, 
but  of  fuch  as  are  chimerical  and  Jabulous  likewife,  Beafts 
with  Wings,  and  Birds  with  four  Feet  and  long  Ears.

mention  of,  were  no  improper  Emblems  of  the  feveral  Em- 
pires whereof  he  writes.  The  Ram  for  Inftance,  was  the 

Royal  Enfign  of  the  Perfians^  {t)  as  Ammianus  Marcellinus 
obferves ;  their  Goat^  fmce  their  King  Carinus^  was  the 
Arms  of  Macedon,  and  therefore  how  aptly  does  Darnel  fee 
a  Goat  with  a  notable  Horn,  (for  an  Horn  [u)  is  always  an 
Emblem  of  Power  and  Dominion)  to  which  he  gives  Wings, 
becaufe  of  the  ̂ icknefs  of  his  Succefs,  to  {x)  run  againfi 
a  Ram  with  unequal  Horns ^  and  cafi  him  to  the  Ground^ 
when  he  foretels,  what  the  Mede  and  Perfian  Empire  fhould 
do,  and  fuffer  from  the  Macedonian  Greeks  ?  Upon  the 

Breaking  of  the  great  Horn,  on  Alexander  ̂   dying  in  the 
Height  of  his  Triumphs  and  Profperity,  how  properly  do

Weeks  are  determined  upon  thy  People.^  and  upon  thy  holy 
City^  to  finijh  the  TranfgreJJion^  and  to  make  an  End  of 
SinSy  and  to  make  Reconciliation  for  Iniquity^  and  to  bring 
in  everlajiing  Righteoufnefs^  and  to  anoint  the  Mojl  Holy. 
Know  therefore  and  under/land.,  that  from  the  going  forth 
ef  the  Commandment  to  rejlore,  and  to  build^  Jerufalem,  unta 

the  Mefliah  the  Prince  |,  Jhall  be  feven  Weeks,  and  three- 
fcore  and  two  Weeks  ;  and  the  Street  Jhall  he  built  again,  and 
the  Wall,  even  in  troublous  Titnes  ;  and,  after  threefcore 
and  two  Weeks,  Jhall  Mefliah  be  cut  off,  but  not  for  himjelf  : 
And  the  People  of  the  Prince  that  jhall  cotne,  Jhall  defirny 
the  City,  and  the  San£fuary,  and  the  End  thereof  Jhall  be 
with  a  Flood ;  and,  at  the  End  of  the  War,  Dejolations  are 
determined  :  And  he  Jhall  confirm  the  Covenant  with  many, 
for  a  Week  ;  and,  in  the  ]\AidJi  of  the  Week,  he  Jhall  caufe 
the  Sacrifice  and  the  Oblation  to  ceafe  ;  and,  for  the  Over- 
fpreading  of  Abominations,  he  Jhall  make  it  deflate,  even  un- 

til the  Confummation,  and  that  determined  Jhall  he  poured 
upon  the  De folate. 

Now,  to  fet  thefe  Words  in  a  right  Light,  we  muft  con- 
fider,  I  ft,  That  the  main  Defign,  and  Intendment  of  them 
is,  to  foretel  the  Coming  of  the  Meffiah,  his  aboliftiing  the 
Jewijh,  and  fetting  up  a  new  and  more  perfeft.  Religion  ; 
which  is  fo  manifeft  to  every  common  Reader,  that  later  fews

But  then  the  Queftion  is,   at  what  Point  of  Time  thefe^^- 
venty  Weeks,  or,  what  is  all  one,  the  490  Years,   either 

began  or  expir'd  ?  For,  if  we  can  but  find  out  one  of  thefe 
Periods,  there  will   be  lefs  Difficulty   in  ftating   the  other. 
Now,  3dly,    It  feems  pretty  plain,   that  the  feveral  Events, 

fpecify'd  in  the  Beginning  of  this  Prophecy,  viz.  To  finijh 
or  reftrain  Tranfgreffions,    2.  To  make  an  End  of  Sin,  3, 
To  make  Expiation,  or  Reconciliation,   for  Iniquity,  4.  To 

hring  in  everlajiing  Righteoufnefs,   5.  To  feal  up,    or  com- 
pleat,  and  fulfil  Vifton  and  Prophecy,   and  6.    To  anoint,  or 

confecrate  the  Moji  Holy,  were  all  accomplifh'd  in  the  great 
Work  of  our  Salvation,    by  the  Death  and  Paflion,  and  by 
the  Dodrine  and  Refurredlion,  of  our  Saviour  Chrift.     For, 

being  born  without  original,  and  having  liv'd  without  adlual. 
Sin,   he  truly  was  the  moJi  Holy  of  all,  that  ever  bore  our 
Nature,  and,  being  thereby  fully  fitted  for  this  great  Work, 
he  was  anointed  with  the  Holy  Ghoji,   and  with  Power,  to 
be  our  Priejl,  our  Prophet,  and  our  King. 

As  our  Pricji,  he  ofFer'd  himfelf  a  Sacrifice  upon  the 
Crofs,  and  thereby  made  Atonement  for  our  Sins,  which  is 
making  an  End  of  thern,  by  taking  away  their  Guilt;  and, 
in  fo  doing,  working  Reconciliation  for  us  with  God.  As 
our  Prophet,  he  gave  us  his  Gofpel,  a  Law  of  everlajling 
Righteoufnefs,  and  the  only  Revelation  we  are  to  expeft : 
And  as  our  King,  he  fent  his  Holy  Spirit  into  our  Hearts,  to 
guide  and  influence  us  according  to  this  Law ;  whereby  he 

has  taken  an  eff'eitual  Method  to  reflrain,  and  extinguijh  in 
us,  all  Manner  of  Tranfgreffion  ;  and,  in  doing  all  this,  he

l^ifan  ;  and  therefore,  if  we  reckon  490  Years  backward,  this 
will  lead  us  to  the  Month  Nifan,  and  in  the  Year  of  the  Julian 

Period  4256;  which,  according  to  Ptolemy'%  Canon,  was  the  fe- 
venth  Year  oi  Artaxerxes'%  Reign,  in  which  the  Scripture  tells 
us  {E%ra  vii.  7.)  that  this  Commiffion  was  granted.  Pndeaux\ 
Connexion,  Anno  578. 

f  Others  are  of  Opinion,  that  the  Commiffion  here  intended 
was  not  that  which  was  given  to  Ezra,  but  that  which  Nehe- 
miah  had  from  Artaxerxes,  in  the  twentieth  Year  of  his  Reign, 
at  which  Period  they  place  the  Commencement  of  thefe  feventy 

Weeks  ;  which,  being  reduc'd  to  490  Lmiar  Years,  bring  us 
down  to  the  Time,  when  our  Saviour  Chriji  was  put  to  Death. 
There  are  fome  Variations  indeed  concerning  the  Calculation  of 
thefe  Years.  Chronologers  differ  among  themfelves  a  little  j  but 
the  greateft  Difference  does  not  exceed  nine  or  ten  Years  ;  and 
yet  even  this,  Petavius,  who  has  treated  of  the  Subjed,  in  his 

twelfth  Book  de  Dodrind  Temporum,  has  endeavour'd  to  accom- 
modate, by  (hewing,  that  the  Words  of  the  Prophecy  of  Daniel, 

concerning  the  Goifjg  forth  of  the  Command  to  rejiore  and  rebuild 
Jerufalem,  ought  to  be  underflood  of  the  compleat  Execution  of 

that  Order,  which  was  perform'd  by  Nehemiah  only ;  and  that 
the  twentieth  Year  of  y/r^fljf^rxfj,  mention'd  in  Nehemiah  i.  i. 
ought  to  be  explain'd,  not  of  the  twentieth  Year  of  Artaxerxes 
alone,  but  of  the  twentieth,  from  the  Time,  that  his  Father 
made  him  his  AfTociate  in  the  Throne,  which  was  ten  Years  be- 

fore his  Death  :  Which  ten  Years  being  dedudled  from  the 
Number  of  Years,  that  elapfed  from  the  Decree  oi  Artaxerxes 
in  Favour  of  Nehemiah,  to  the  Death  of  Jefus  Chriji,  deliver 
the  Chronologers  out  of  all  their  Perplexities,  and  difpel  all  the 

Difficulties,  that  the  itv^  fuperjiumerary  Years  occafion'd.  Cal- 
met\  Differt.  fur  les  feptante  Semaines,  i^c.  What  the  learned 

Bifhop  Lloyd's  Manner  of  computing  thefe  Weeks  is,  the  Reader 
will  find  fully  explain'd,  and  illuftrated  by  Mr.  Bedford,  in  his 
Scripture  Chronology,  lib.  vii.  c.  i .  and  if  he  would  have  flill 
farther  Satisfaftion  herein,  he  may  confult  Pererius  upon  Da-

In  the  fixty  two  Weeks,  or  434  Years 
more,  the  Meffiah  is  to  come,  and  make  his  Appearance  in 
the  World  ;  and  in  one  Week,  or  7  Years  after  this,  he  is  to 
confirm  a  Covenant  tuith  many,  and  caufe  the  Sacrifice  and 
Oblation  to  ceafe :  All  which  were  literally  fulfilled.  For, 
in  the  Space  of  49  Years,  which  anfwers  to  feven  Weeks^ 
the  Reformation  and  Eftabli{hment  of  the  Jewijh  Church 

and  State  was  carry'd  on,  and  compleated,  firft  by  Ezra,, 
in  Virtue  of  a  Decree  granted  in  the  feventh  Year  of  Ar- 
taxerxes,  and  afterwards  by  Nehemiah,  in  Virtue  of  another

the  Ifraelites  were  to  gather  the  Spoils,  and  burn  their  Arms 
for  feveral  Tears :  Whoever  looks  into  the  Hiftory  of 

Antiochus,  will  fee,  that  he  dy'd  at  a  little  Town,  called 
Tabay  in  the  Confines  of  Perfia,  and  Babylonia  \  that,  upon 

his  Death,  his  Army  fufFer'd  no  Defeat,  neither  did  the 

"Jews  reap  any  Advantage  by  it,  bccaufe  his  Son  Antiochus 
Eupator  continu'd  toopprefs,  and  harrafs,  them  with  Wars, as  much  as  ever. 

But  if  Antiochus  was  not  the  Gog  in  Ezekiel,  the  Quef- 
tion  is,  Who  was  ?  And  to  refolve  this  Queftion,  we  may 
obferve,  that  (be  the  Perfon  who  he  will)  the  Prophet  fpeaks 
of  him  as  a  powerful  Prince,  who  fhould  come  from  the 

North,  (t)  with  a  numerous  Army,  (wj  made  up  of  diffe- 

rent Nations,  exafperated  againft  the  "Jews,  and  with  .  full 
Intent  (x)  to  plunder  and  ravage  their  Country  ;  but  that

what  the  Prophet  relates  of  Gog,  and  his  Adventures,  came 
to  pafs  ;  and  if  fo,  we  can  fee  no  Prince  or  Potentate,   to 

whom  the  Characters,  which  the  infpir'd  Writers  give  of 
•        him,  can  fo  properly  belong,  3s    to  Cambyfes,  the  Son  of 

Cyrus. 
According  to  the  Accounts  of  all  Hiftory,  he  was 

cruel  and  barbarous,  exceffively  impious,  and  infatiably  co- 

vetous. His  Indignation  againft  the  Jews  he  exprefs'd  [b) 
by  a  Revocation  of  a  Grant,  which  his  Father  gave  for  the 
Rebuilding  of  their  City  and  Temple.  He  led  a  large  Army 

into  Egypt,  compos'd  of  all  the  different  Nations,  {c)  that 
Exekiel  mentions,  who  were  overwhelm'd  (a  great  many  of 
them  at  leaft)  by  the  driven  Sands  of  the  Deferts.  In  his 

return  from  Egypt,  {d)  he  dy'd  at  Ecbatana  in  Palejiine,  at 
the  Foot  of  Mount  Cartnel,  which  faces  the  Mediterranean 

Sea,  of  a  Wound,  which  he  recciv'd  by  his  Sword's  falling 
accidentally  out  of  the  Scabbard ;  fo  that  a  great  ma- 

ny Lines  of  the  Pidlure,  which  the  Prophet  draws  of 

Gog,  meet  in  Cambyfes,  tho'  it  muft  be  acknowledg'd  that all  do  not.

(f)   Thus  faith  the  Lord,  it  Jhall  alfo  come  to  pafs,  that  at 
the  fame  Time,    thou  Jh alt  think  an  evil  Thought,  and  jh alt 
fay,   I  will  go  up  to   the  Land  of  unwalled  Villages  \  I  tvill 
go  to  them,  that  are  at  Reft,  that  dwell  fafely,    all  of  them 
dtvelling  without  Walls,  and  having  neither  Bars  nor  Gates, 
to  take  a  Spoil,  and  to  take  a   Prey,  to  turn  my  Hand  upon 
the  deflate  Places,   that  are  now  inhabited,  and  upon  the 
People,  that  are  now  gathered  out  of  the  Nations.     What 
became  of  his  Army,  after  he  was  dead,  we  cannot  tell. 

Herodotus,  who  gives  us  the  largeft  Account  of  him,    im- 
mediately after  his  Deceafe,  pafles  to  the  Hiftory  of  the 

Mggian,  who  ufurp'd  his  Throne  :    And  therefore  we  may 
fuppofe,  (g^  that,  as  they  eonfifted  of  fo  many  difFerent  Na- 

tions, and  follow'd  him   only  by  Compulfion  ;  when  once 
their  Head  was  gone,  they  crumbled  into  Parties,  quarrelled, 

and  (as  (/;)   the  Prophet  had  foretold)  turn'd  their  Arms 
upon  one  another  j  which  was  no  more,  than  what  (/)  the 
Philijlines  did  in  the  Time  of  Saul,  and  [k)  the  Midianttes^ 

when  Gibeon  judg'd  Ifrael. 
We  have  been  fo  large  in  our  Anfwers   to  fome  of  the  Some  feeirJng 

laft  Objedions,  that  wc  have  lefs  Room  left  for  the  Recon-  ■'^'/""/A"- 
ciliation  of  fome  feeming  Inconfiflencies,  that  are  alledg'd  in  ciM[ 
this  Period  of  Hiftory  ;  But  a  little  will  fuffice  for  this. 

For,  I.  Whereas  the  Number  of  the  People,  returning 
from  the  Captivity,  is  much  larger  in  the^^w^r^/Sum,  than 

\\.\s\w\k\&  Particulars',  it  is  to  be  remember 'd,  that  not 
only  thofe  of  Judah  and  Benjamin,  but  feveral  alfo  of  the 
other  Tribes,  took  the  Benefit  of  the  Decree,  which  Cyrus 
granted  in  Favour  of  the  Jews,  to  return  again  into  their 
own  Land.  That  they  did  fo  is  plain  from  the  Tenor  of  the

conceiv'd  and  apprehended  thus,'  *'  That  Nehemiah 
*'  found  the  Lift  and  Catalogue  of  thofe,  that  came  up  in 
*'  the  firft  of  Cy?7/;,  as  it  was  then  taken,  and  that  he  called 

*'  over  the  Names  of  the  Families,  as  they  lay  in  Order 
*'  there  ;  that  he  obferv'd  the  Order  of  the  old  Lift,  in  cal^ 
*'  ling  them  over,  and  lifting  them,  but  took  the  real  Num- 
*'  her  of  them,  as  they  were  at  the  Time,  when  he  num- 
"  ber'd  them  ;  that  fome  Families  were  now  more  in 
*'  Number,  than  they  v/ere,  when  the  firft  Lift  was  made, 
**  and  fome  fewer  j  and  fome,  that  were  in  that  Lift,  were 
*'  not  to  be  found  now  j  for  fome  had  more  of  the  fame 

*'  Stock  come  up  from  Babylon^  fmce  the  firft  Numbering, 
*'  and  others,  who  had  come  up  at  firft,  and  were  then 

*'  number'd,  were  now  gone  back  again."

refort  to  pay  their  Devotions,  and   prefent  their  Oblations, 
until,  by  fome  happy  Turn  of  Affairs,  their  Temple  might 
come  to  be  built  again  j  and  that  this  Tabernacle  and  Altar 
might,  with  Propriety  enough,  be  called  the  Houfe  of  the 
Lord. 

We  can  hardly  believe  indeed,  that  after  the  Temple 

was  gone,  the  People  were  to  live  without  any  Place  of  re- 
ligious Worfhip  ;  and  therefore,  confidering  that  Mizpab 

was  all  along  efteemed  a  Place  of  more  than  ordinary  Sanc- 
tity J  that,  after  the  Return  of  the  Ark,  there  [s)  Samuel 

gathered  together  all  Ifrael  before  the  Lord;  that  there  he 
built  an  Altar,  and  {t)  offered  a  Sacrifice  ;  and  that  in  the 
Time  of  the  Maccabees,  when  the  Jews  v/ere  in  the  fame 
Cafe  as  now,  without  a  Temple,  and  without  an  Altar,  they 

here  («)  affemblcd  themfelves  together  j  for  Mizpah  ('as  the 
Author  of  that  Hiftory  tells  us)  was  the  Place  where  they  pray-' 
ed  aforetime  in  Ifrael i  v/e  cannot  but  think,  that  there  is  fome-

^^'^'^  Side,  to  the  Infide  of  the  Wall  on  the  other  ;  but  the  fixty Cubits  Breadth  of  that  to  be  built  by  Zerubbabel,  was  the 
Breadth  of  the  whole  Building,  from  the  Infide  of  the  outer 
Wall  of  it  on  the  one  Side,  to  the  Infide  of  the  outer  Wall 

on  the  other.  So  that  the  Difference  of  the  faid  twenty  Cu- 
bits Breadth,  and  of  the  faid  fixty  Cubits  Breadth,  is  no  more 

than  this  ;  — — —  That  the  one  is  meant  of  the  Temple 
ftridtly  fo  called  ;  the  other  of  the  Temple  and  its  appertain- 

ing Buildings.  Both  the  Temples  then,  without  all  Doubt, 
were  of  the  fame  Dimenfions ;  but  then  here  was  the  Diffe- 

rence, the  fad  Difference,  which  drew  Tears  from  the  Eyes 
of  the  Elder Sy  viz.  that,  in  all  Appearance,  there  were  lit- 

tle or  no  Hopes,  that  the  poor  Beginnings  of  the  latter 

Temple  would  ever  be  rais'd  to  the  Grandeur  and  Magnifi- 
cence of  the  former,  fince  the  one  had  been  built  by  the 

'  wifeft  and  richeft  King,  and  confl:antly  adorn'd  by  fome  one 
or  other  of  his  Pofl:erity ;  the  other  now  begun  by  a  fmall 

Company  of  Exiles,  juft  return'd  from  their  Captivity  j  the 
one  in  a  Time  of  profound  Peace,  and  the  greateft  Opulence, 
the  other  in  a  Time  of  common  Calamity  and  Diftrefs ;  the 

one  finifti'd  with  the  moft  coftly  Stones  and  Timberj  wrought 
with  exquifite  Art,  and  overlaid  with  vaft  Quantities  of  Gold, 

the  other  to  be  rais'd  out  of  no  better  Materials,  than  what 
could  be  duo;  from  the  ruinous  Foundation  of  the  old 
one.  But  the  Occafion  of  their  Grief  was  not  only 
this,  that  the  Materials  and  Ornaments  of  the  fecond  Tem- 

ple {a)  were  even  as  nothing,  in  Comparifon  of  the  firft  \

f  Whether  the  Urim  and  Thummim  lay  in  the  High-Prieft's 
Breaji-Plate  itfelf,  or    only   in  the  Clearnefs  and  Perfedion  of 
thofe  Oracular  Anfwers,  which  he  receiv'd  from  God,  when  he 
went  to  confult  him  upon  any  important  Matter,  fo  it  was,  that 
having  put  on  all  his  pontifical  Robes,  and  prefented  himfelf  in 
the  Sandluary,  before  the  Holy  of  Holies,  he  knew,  by   one 
Means  or  other,  moft  probably  by  an  audibleVoice  from  the  Mercy - 
Seat,  (which  was  within  behind  the  Veil)  what  the  Divine  Plea- 
fure  was  concerning  the  Affair,  wherein  he  came  to  confult  him. 

This  was  a  fingular  Privilege  vouchfafed  to  the  "Jeavs,  but  it 
does  not  appear,  from  the  facred  Hiftory,  that  there  are  any 
Footfteps  of  confulting  the  Lord  in  this  Manner  after  the  Build- 

ing of  Solomotih  Temple  to  the  Time  of  its  Deftrudlion  ;  and, 

after  its  Deftrudlion,  all  are  agreed,  that  this  was  never  reftor'd  j 
fo  that  there  feems  to  be  fome  Reafon  for  that  Maxifn  among  the 
yenvs,  viz.  that  the  holy  Spirit  fpake  to  the  Children  of  I/rael, 
during  the  Tabernacle,  by  Urim  and  Thummim  ;  under  the  firft 
Temple,  by  the  Prophets ;  and  under  the  fecond  by  Bath -col, 
or  a  Voice  fent  from  Heaven,  fuch  as  was  heard  at  the  Baptifm 

tijefus  Chrifl,  and  at  his  Transfiguration.     Patrick' &  Commen- 
tary, and  Calmet's  Didlionary. 

•f-  This,  it  muft  be  own'd,  was  not  wholly  withdrawn 
from  the  Jen^ijh  Church,  in  the  Time  of  the  fecond  Temple. 

The  Prophets  Haggai,  Zachariah,  and  Malachi  liv'd  in  this 
Time,  and  prophefy'd  ;  but,  after  their  Death,  (which  the  Rah- 
lir.s  fay  happen'd  in  one  Year)  the  prophetick  Spirit  wholly  ceas'd 
from  among  the  Jenvs.

DISSERTATION  I. 

Of  the  Pride  and  Funijhment  it/ Nebuchadnezzar. 

WHOEVER  looks  back  upon  the  Aaions  of  Nebu-  J^;^ -f  p^-§,* 
chadne7.7.ar,  will  eafily  perceive,  that  he  was  a  great 

and  fuccefsful  Warrior  ;  that,  during  {c)  his  Father's  Life- 
time, and  while  he  commanded  the  Army  as  General  under 

him,  he  drove  the  Egyptians  (the  only  Nation  that  pretend- 
ed, at  this  Time,  to  rival  the  Babyloni/h  Monarchy)  out  o£ 

Syria  and  Palejiine,  took  Jerufalemi  and  carry'd  away  the 
People  Captive  j  and  that,  upon  his  own  Acceflion  to  the 

Throne,  he  overcame  the  Phoenicians  and  Tyrians,  over-ran 

all  Egypt,  and  made  it  tributary,  and  return'd  home  in  Tri- 
umph loaded  with  rich  Spoils.  The  Scripture  however  does 

not  impute  the  Occafion  of  his  Pride  to  the  Number  of  his 
Conquefts,  or  the  Extent  of  his  Dominions,  but  to  the  State 
and  Magnificence  of  his  Royal  City,  in  which  (as  it  were 
at  one  View)  he  faw  all  the  Fruits  of  his  martial  Toil,  all 
the  Spoils  of  his  many  Victories,  and  all  the  Revenues  of  hia 

vaft  Empire  compriz'd,  and  difplay'd  in  their  utmofl  Splen- 
dor. For  while  he  was  walking  upon  his  Palace  at  Babylon, 

very  probably  in  his  Hanging-Gardens,  and  in  the  uppermoft 
Terrafs  of  them,  from  whence  he  might  have  a  fuil  Profpedt 
of  the  whole  City,  (d)  Is  not  this  Great  Babylon,  (faid  he 
to  himfelf  j  which  I  have  built  for  the  Houfe  of  the  Kingdom^

.       I.  The  whole  City,  which  flood  on  a  large  Flat,  con- 

on  ofthJ'ci'-  fifte'^  properly  of  two  Parts,  which  were  divided  by  the  Ri- ty,andiVaih\tx  Euphrates.     That  Part  of  it,  which  was  on  the  Eajl 

©/"Babylon.   Side  of  the  River,  was  the  old  City  j  the  other,  on  the  Wejl Side,  was  added  by  Nebuchadnezzar,  and  the  whole  was  a 
Square  of  an  hundred  and  twenty  Furlongs,  or  fifteen  Miles 
every  Way,  which  made  the  whole  Circumference  of  it  to 
be  four  hundred  and  eighty  Furlongs,  or  exactly  threefcore 
Miles.     Its  Walls,  which  were  in  Thicknefs  87  Feet  f,  in 
Height  350  Feet,  and   in  Compafs  480  Furlongs,  were  all 
built  of  large  Bricks,  cemented  together  with  Bitumen,  a 
glutinous  Slime,  which,  ifluing  out  of  the  Earth  in  that 
Country,  binds  ftronger  and  firmer  than  Lime,  and,  in  a 
fhort  Time,  grows  harder  than  the  very  Brick  and  Stone, 
which  it  cements. 

The  City  was  encompafs'd,  without  the  Walls,  with  a 
vaft  Ditch,  filled  with  Water,  and  lin'd  with  Bricks  on  both 
Sides,  after  the  Manner  of  a  Counterfcarp  ;  and,  as  the 

Earth,  which  was  dug  out  of  it,  made  the  Bricks,  where- 
with the  Walls  were  built,  we  may  judge  of  the  Depth, 

and  Largenefs,  of  the  Ditch,  from  the  vaft  Height  and  Thick- 
,  nefs  of  the  Walls.  In  the  whole  Compafs  of  the  Wall,  there 

were  an  hundred  Gates,  i.  e.  five  and  twenty  on  each  of  the 
four  Sides,  all  made  of  folid  Brafs  ;  and,  between  every  two 

of  thefe  Gates,  at  proper  Diftances,  were  three  Towers.  /'.  e. 
At  the  four  Corners  of  this  great  Square,  there  were  four 

Towers 

•f-  Some  Authors  indeed  will  have  them  to  have  been  no  more 
than  50  Cubits ;  but  then  they  fpeak  of  them  only  as  they  were, 
after  the  Time  of  Darius  Hyjlu/pei  :  For  the  Babylonians  having 
revolted  from  him,  and,  in  Confidence  of  their  ftrong  Walls, 
flood  out  againft  him  in  a  long  Siege  ;  after  he  had  taken  the 
Place,  (in  order  to  prevent  their  Rebellion  for  the  future)  he 
took  away  their  Gates,  and  beat  down  their  Walls  to  the  Height

Street  which  led  from  Gate  to  Gate ;  fo  that  there  were  ̂ Jj  dI°j''|^* 
fifty  in  all,  each  fifteen  Miles  long  ;  whereof  25  going  one  and  from ' 
Way,  and  25  anotlier,  they  crofs'd  each  other  at  right  An-  Ezra  i,  to  v. 

gles,  and  fo  cut  the  whole  City  out  into  676  Squares,  each  ̂ -'""V'NJ 
of  which  was  four  Furlongs  and  an  half  on  every  Side,  /.  e. 
two  Miles  and  a  Quarter  in  Compafs ;  and  round  thefe,  on 
every  Side  towards  the  Streets,  flood  the  Houfes,  all  built 

three  or  four  Stories  high,  with  Fronts  adorn'd  with  all  Man- 
ner of  Embellifhments,  and  with  Yards,  and  Gardens  thrown 

backwards.     Befides  thefe,  there  were  four  other  Streets, 

built  only  on  one  Side,  becaufe  they  had  the  Wall  on  the 
other,  which  went  round  the  four  Sides  of  the  City,  and 

were  all  of  them  tv/o  hundred  Foot  broad,  tho'   the    other 
Streets  were  but  an  hundred  and  fift^. 

Quite  crofs  the  City  ran  a  Branch  of  the  River  Eu- 

phrates,  which  enter'd  in  on  the  Norths  and  went  out  on  the 
Souths  Side ;  and  over  it  in  the  very  Middle  of  the  City,  was 
a  Bridge  of  a  Furlong  in  Length,  and  thirty  Feet  in  Breadth, 

built  with  wonderful  Art,  to  fupply  the  Defe6l  of  a  Founda- 
tion in  the  Bottom  of  the  River,  which  was  all  fandy.  By 

this  Bridge  a  Communication  was  kept  up  between  the  two 
Parts  of  the  City;  and  at  the  two  Extremities  of  it,  ftood 
two  Palaces,  the  old  one  on  the  Eaji^  and  new  one  on  the  IFeJi 
Side  of  the  River.  Tho.  former  of  thefe  took  up  four  of  the 

Squares  above-mention'd,  the  other,  nine ;  and  theTemple  of 
Belus,  which  ftood  near  the  old  Palace,  took  up  another. 

2.  The  Temple  of  Belus,  which  was  one  of  the  moftc)/'^^  '''^«r 
wonderful  Works  in  the  World,  was  a  Square  of  a  Furlong^^"-^^^^"'*

w^'Y^  them  were  many  great  Rooms,  with   arch'd  Roofs,  fup- 
ported  with  Pillars,  which,  after  that  the  Place  was  con- 
fecrated  to  an  idolatrous  Ufe,  were  all  made  Parts  of  the 

Temple  :     But  the  moft  yiz^r^^  Part  of  all,  and  where  the 

chiefeft  Devotions  were  perform'd,  was  the  uppermoji  Story, 
over  which  (on  the  Top  of  the  Tower  j  was  an  Obferva- 

iory^  by  the  Benefit  of  which  the  Babylonians  advanc'd  their 
Knowledge  in  Aftronomy  beyond  *  all  other  Nations. This 

f  Some,  following  the  Miftake  of  the  Latin  Verfion  of  Hero- 
dotus, wherein  the  loweft  of  thefe  Towers  is  faid  to  be  a  Furlong 

thick,  and  a  Furlong  high,  will  have  each  of  thefe  Towers  to  be 
a  Furlong  high,  which,  amounting  to  a  Mile  in  the  Whole,  is 

enough  to  Ihock  any  one's  Belief.  But  the  Greek  of  Herodotus^ 
which  is  the  authentick  Text  of  that  Hiftorian,  fays  no  fuch 
Thing,  but  only  that  it  was  a  Furlong  long,  and  a  Furlong 
broad,  without  mentioning  any  Thing  of  its  Height  at  all.  And 
therefore  Straho,  in  his  Defcription  of  it,  calling  it  a  Pyramid, 
becaufe  of  its  decreafmg  and  benching-in  at  every  Tower,  fays 
of  the  whole,  that  it  was  a  Furlong  high,  and  a  Furlong  on 
every  Side,  which,  without  any  farther  Addition,  makes  it  ex- 

ceed the  greateft  of  the  Pyramids  oi  Egypt,  I  mean  for  its  Height. 
For,  whereas  the  Height  of  the  talleft  Pyramid  was  no  more 
than  481  Feet,  that  of  the  Temple  of  Belus  was  600,  /.  e.  high- 

er by  I  ig  Feet,  which  is  one  quarter  of  the  whole.  Vrideaux'i 
Conneflion,  Anno  570. 

*  The  Babylonians  made  great  Boafts  of  the  Antiquity  of 

their  Knowledge  in  this  Kind  of  Learning.  They  reckon'd 
four  hundred  feventy  three  thoufand  Years,  from  the  Ob/erva- 
tions  of  their  firft  AJlrologers,  to  the  Arrival  of  Alexander  the 
Great  :  But  Arifiotle,  who  was  curious  in  enquiring  into  the 

Truth  of  what  was  related  of  thefe  Obfervations,  defir'd  of  Ca- 
lifihcnes,  his  Scholar,  who  accompany'd  Alexander  to  Babylon^ 
to.  fend  him  the  moft  certain  and  exadl  Account,  that  he  could 

gather  of  this  Matter  ;  and  accordingly,  he  fent  him  AJironomi- 
cal  Obfervations,  that  had  been  made  for  one  Thoufand  nine 
Hundred  and  three  Years,  which  came  within  an  Hundred  and 

•fifteen  Years  of  the  Flood,  or  fifteen  after  the  Tower  of  Babel 
was  built,  but  fell  infinitely  fhort  of  their  other  monllrous  Com-

ference.     On  the  Outfide  of  thefe  was  a  Wall  enclofing  the  ̂ |j"  Danj"^/^* 
whole,  in  which  were  feveral  Gates  leading  to  the  Temple,  and  from  ' 
all  made  of  folid  Brafs,  very  probably  from  the  brazen  Sea,  Ezra  i.  to  v, 

the  brazen  Pillars,  and  the  other  brazen  Veffels,  which,  (e)  --OTX^ 

from  the  Temple  oijerufalem,  were  carry'd  to  Babylon. 
This  Temple  flood  till  the  Time  of  Xerxes :  But  he, 

on  his  Return  from  the  Grecian  Expedition,  having  firft 

plunder'd  it  of  its  immenfe  Riches,  among  which  were  fe- 
veral Images  or  Statues  of  majjy  Gold,  demolifti'd  the  whole 

of  it,  and  laid  it  all  in  Ruins.  Alexander,  upon  his  Return 

to  Babylon  from  his  Indian  Expedition,  propos'd  to  have 
rebuilt  it,  and,  to  that  Purpofe,  fet  ten  thoufand  Men  on 
work  to  clear  away  the  Rubbifh  :  But  his  Death,  in  a 
fhort  Time  after,  put  an  End  to  all  further  Proceedings  in 
that  Defign,  and  (as  modern  Travellers  afllire  us)  the 
Knowledge  of  the  very  Place,  where  it  once  flood,  is  at 
this  Time  loft. 

3.  Near  to  this  Temple,  on  the  Eaji  Side  of  the  River,  "The  Palacfn 

as  we  faid,  flood  the  old  Palace  of  the  Kings  oi  Babylon,  ".f  ̂"^^^ 
four  Miles  in  Circumference ;  and  exadlly  over-againft   it,  df„;^ 
on  the  other  Side  of  the  River,  was  the  new  Palace,  built 

by  Nebuchadnezzar,  eight  Miles  in  Compafs,  and  furround- 
ed  with  three  Walls  one  within  another.  But  the  mofl  won- 

derful Things  belonging  to  it  were  the  Hanging-Gardens ^ 
which  Nebuchadnezzar  made  in  Complaifance  to  his  Wife 
Amylis,  Daughter  of  Jjlyages,  King  of  Media  :     For  fhe, 
retaining  a    ftrong  Inclination  for  the  Mountains  and  Fo- 

refls  of  her  own  Country,  defir'd  to  have  fomething  like  it 
in  Babylon,  and  therefore,    to  gratify  her,  he   ere<Sled  this 
monjlrous  Work  of  Vanity. 

These  Gardens  contain'd  a  Space  of  four  hundred  Feet 
fquare,  and  were  carry'd  up  aloft  into  the  Air,  in  the  Man- 

ner of  feveral  large  Terrafles,  one  above  another,  until  the 
higheft  of  them  came  up  to  the  Height  of  the  Walls  of  the

putation,  tho'  this  of  Calijihenes  feems  to  be  a  little  enlarg'd  ; 
becaufe,  according  to  our  Chronology,  we  reckon  no  more  than 
eighteen  Hundred  Years  from  Nntirod,  and  the  Tower  of  Babel,

Ezra  i.  to  v.     On   the  Top  of  the  Arches,  were  firft  laid    large  flat 
C/nrXir  Stones,  fixteen  Feet  long,  and  four  broad  ;  over  them  was 

a  Layer  of  Reed,  mix'd  with  a  great  Quantity  of  Bitumen  ; 
over  this  were  two  Rows  oi  Brick,  clofely  cemented  toge- 

ther by  Plaifter ;  over  thefc  were  laid  thick  Sheets  of  Lead, 
and  all  this  to  keep  the  Moifture  of  the  Mould  from  draining 

away ;  and  then,   laftly,  upon  this  Lead,  was  laid  fuch  a 

large  Quantity  of  Earth  heap'd  together,  as  afforded  Depth 
enough  for  the  largefl  Trees  to  take  root  in  it.     For,  in  this 
Garden  there  was  every  Thing  that  could  citiier  delight  the 
Eye,  or  gratify  the  Curiofity,  beautiful    and  large  Trees, 
Flowers,  Plants,  and  Shrubs  ;   and,    to  keep   every  Thing 

verdant  and  gay,  in  the  upper  Terrafs,  there  was  an  j^que- 
duii^  or  Engine,  which  drew  up  Water  out  of  the  River, 

into  a  Kind  of  a  Refervoir  above,  and,  from  thence,  water'd the  whole  Garden.

flow its  Banks,  (in  the  fame  Manner,  as  the  Ni/e  in  Egypt 

does)  to  the  great  Damage  of  the   City  and  Country   of 
Babylon ;  and  therefore,  to   prevent  this  Inconvenience  for

One   of  thei'e  Canals 
dil'charg'd   itfclf  near  Scleucia,  and    the  other  over-againft 
Jparnia  :     And,  for  the  farther  Security   of  the  Country, 
from  the  Head  of  thefe  Canals,  down  to  the  City,  and  fome 
Way  lower,  he  made  vaft  Banks  of  Brick  and  Bitumen  ;  but 

the  moft  wonderful  Part  of  the  W^ork  was  within  the  City. 
There,  on  each  Side  of  the  Euphrates,  he  built,  from 

the  very  Bottom  of  tlie  Channel,  a  great  Wall,  of  the  fame 
Thicknefs  with  the  Walls  of  the  City,  i.  e.  eighty  feven 
Foot  thick,  and  of  an  hundred  and  fixty  Furlongs  (which 

are  f  twenty  Miles  of  our  Meafure)  in  Length  j  and  oyer-

able Depth,  was  able  to  contain  all  the  Water,    until  the 

Work  was  finifh'd.     When  this  was  done,  the  River  was 
Xeturn'd  to  its  former  Channel ;  but  the  Lake,  and  the  Ca- 

ral,  which  led  to  it,  was  fiill  preferv'd,  becaufe  they  were 
found  of  Ufe,  not  only  to  prevent  the  Danger  of  all  Over- 

flowings of  the  River,  but   to  keep  Water   likewife  all  the 
Year  round,  as  in  a  common  Refervatory,    which  might  be 

Jet  out  upon  proper  Occafions,  by  Sluices,  for  the  Improve- 
ment and  fertilizing  of  the  Ground.

Life,  and  of  the  wonderful  Works  which  he  had  atchiev'd, 
both  in  a  civil  and  military  Capacity,  had  fo  intoxicated  his 
Reafon,  as  to  make  him  become  Fool  enough,  to  fay  in  his 
Heart  there  was  no  other  God,  but  himfelf;  for  this  is  the 

avow'd  Purpofe  of  his  fending  his  Armies  under  the  General HoloferneSy 

below  it,  becaufe  the  City  throughout  was  no  more  than  fifteen 

Miles.     Prideaux'i  Connexion,  Anno  qyo, 
■f-  Berojius,  Megafihenes,  and  Ab-idenus  attribute  all  thefe 

Works  to  Nebuchadnezzar  ;  but  Herodotus  tells  us,  that  th^ 
Bridge,  the  River-banks,  and  the  Lake  were  the  Work  of  Nt- 
tocris,  his  Daughter  in  Law,  who  might  poffibly  finifh  what  he, 
at  his  Death,  left  incomplete,  and,  upon  that  Account,  receive 
from  this  Hiftorian  the  Honour  of  the  Whole.

Tafte,  and  Inclinations,   that  are  obfervable  in  that  Animal,  Ezra  i,  to  r. 

is  a  Notion  unknown  to  all  Antiquity  ;  for,  according  to  ̂ ^"w^^ 
the  DoiStrine  of  Pythagoras,    fuch   a  Tranfmigration  was 
never  made,    until  the  Body  was  a£lually  dead ;  befides  the 
manifeft  Incongruity  of  fuppofing  two  Souls,  a  rational  and 

a  brutal,   animating  the  fame  Prince,    or  the  Prince's  Soul 
departed  from  him,  and  become  the  Subjlitute  to  a  Brute. 

A  Fascination^  both  in  the  "Ey^s  oi Nebuchadnezzar' & 
Subjects,  and  in  his  own  Fancy  and  Imagination,  which 

might  make  them  both  believe,  that  he  was  really  chang'd 
into  an  Ox,  and  had  the  Figure  of  one,  is  a  Notion  every 
whit  as  liable  to  Exception.  For,  befides  that  it  is  difficult 
to  conceive,  how  a  Deception  of  this  Kind  could  abide  upon 
a  whole  Nation  for  the  Space  of  feven  Years,  the  Scripture 
takes  notice  of  no  evil  Spirit  in  this  whole  Tranfa£lion,  but 
imputes  all  to  the  fole  Power  of  God,  who  can  humble  the 
Proud,  and  chaftife  the  Wicked,  as  he  pleafes. 

The  moft  general  therefore,  and  moft  probable.  Opinion '^^^  "•'"» 

is — >— That  Nebuchadnezzar,  by  the  Judgment  of  Go6,°".f^l"^,j' 
was  punifh'd  with  Madnefs,   which  fo  diforder'd  his  Imagi-  opinion. 
nation,  that  he  fancy'd  himfelf  a  Beaft,  and  was  prompted  to a£t  like  one.

dition to  which  he  was  degraded  ;  but,  being  carry'd  away 
with  his  brutal  Appetite,  found  it  not  in  his  Power  to  extri-

*  The  Word  Magian,  or  Mige-gujh,  in  the  old  Perjian  Lan- 

guage, fignifies  a  Perfon,  that  had  his  Ears  cut  off,  and  was  a 
Name  of  Contempt  given  to  the  whole  Se^,  upon  Account  of  a 
certain  Impoflcr  among  them,  who  had  the  Misfortune  to  lofe 
his  Ears,  and  yet  had  the  Confidence   to    ufurp  the  Crown  of 
Cyrus  ;    but,  before   this   Incident,   they  went  under   another 
Name,  and  were  held  in  great  Reputation  among  the  Per/tans. 
They  were  indeed  their  chief  Profeflbrs  of  Philofophy,  and,  in 
Matters  of  Religion,  made  thefe   the  great  Articles  of  their 

Faith  :  — •"  I'hat  there  were  two  Principles  or  Gods,   the  one 
**  the  Caufeof  all  the  Good,  and   the  other  the  Caufe  of  all  the 
"  E'vil  in  the  World  ;  but  in  this  they  were  divided  j  that  fome 
**  of  them  held  both  thefe  Principles  to  have  been  from  all  Eter- 

*'  nity,  whereas  others  maintain'd,  that  the  good  Principle  only 
*•  was  eternal,  and  the  e'vil  one  created,  in  the  like  Manner  as 
*'  we  believe,  that  the  De^vil  is  a  Creature,  who  is  fallen  from 
**  his  original  Purity  and  Perfection.  Thefe  two  Principles,  they 
**  belie'ved,  were  in  continual  Oppofition  to  each  other,  which 
*'  was  to  continue  to  the  End  of  the  World ;  but   then,   the 
*'  Guo^ Principle  having  overcome  the  Evil,  they  ftiould  each  of 
*'  them  have  a  diltincl  World  to  himfelf ;    the  Good  reigning 
**  over  all  good   Beings,  and   the  Evil  over  all  the  Wicked. 

**  They  imagin'd  farther,  that  Darkne/s  was  the  trueft  Symbol  of 
**  the  evil,  as  Light  was  of  the  good,  God ;  and  therefore  they 
*'  always  worlhipp'd   him  before  Fire,  as  being  the  Caufe   of 
**  Light,  and  before  the  Sun  more  efpecially,  becaufe  they  ac- 
*'  counted  it  theraoft  perfed  Light.  They  paid  divine  Honours, 
"  in  Ihort,  to  Light,  to  the  Sun,  to  the  Fire  in  their  Temples, 
*•  and  to  Fire  in  their  Houfes ;  but  they  always  hated  Darknefs^ 
*'  becaufe  they  thought  it  a  Reprefentation  of  the  evil  God, 
**  whom  they  ever  had  in  the  utmoft  Deteftation."     Such  were 
the  Magi  among  the  antient  Perfians,  and  fuch  are  the  Guebres^ 
or  Worjhippun  of  fire,  among  the  prefent  Ptrji^ni  and  Indians.

Jljijjl^  Camhyfes  had  a  Brother,  the  only  Son  of  Cyrm  befides  him'felf, 
^^'  ̂ 'and  born  of  the  fame  Mother,  His  Name,' (according  to  Xeno- fhonj  was  Tanaoxares,  but  Herodotus  calls  him  Smerdis,  and 

Juftin,  Margis.  He  accompahy'd  him  in  his  Wars  for  fonie 
Time  ;  but,  upon  a  Pique  of  Jealoufy,  the  King  fent  him  back 

into  Perfia,  and  there  caus'd  him  to  be  murder'd  privately. 
The  King,  when  he  went  upon  the  Egyptian  Expedition,  had 
left  the  fupreme  Government  of  his  Affairs  in  the  Hands  of  Pa- 

tizithes,  one  of  the  chief  of  the  Alaglans,  (for  the  King  was 
addided  to  that  Sed  of  Religion)  uho  had  a  Brother,  that  did 
very  much  refemble  Smerdis,  the  Son  of  Cyrus,  and  was,  for 
that  Reafon,  perhaps,  ca  led  by  the  fame  Name.  Patizithes, 

hearing  of  the  young  Prince's  Death,  and  fuppofing  that  this, 
and  fome  other  Extravagancies  o{C<  n.byfe:  had  made  him  odious 

to  his  Subjefls,  plac'd  this  Brother  of  his  on  ihe  7'hrcfle,  pre- 
tending that  he  was  the  true  Smerdis,  the  Son  of  Cyrus,  and  fo 

fent  Heralds  thro'  the  Empire  to  proclaim  him  King.  ]t  was 
the  Cuftom  of  the  Eajiem  Princes,  in  thofe  Days,  to  live  retir'd 
in  their  Palaces,  and  there  tranfadl  all  their  Affairs  by  the  In  • 
tercourfe  of  their  Eunuchs,  without  admitting  any  clfe,  unlefs 
thofe  of  the  higheft  Confidence,  to  have  Accels  to  them.  This 

Conduft  the  pretended  Smerdis  exudlly  obferv'd  :  But  Otanes,  a 
Perjtan  Nobleman,  having  a  Daughter,  (whofe  Name  was  Phe- 
dyma)  who  had  been  one  of  Cambyfesh  Wives,  and  was  now 
kept  by  Smerdis  in  the  fame  Quality,  and  being  defirous  to  know, 
whether  he  was  the  real  Son  of  Cyrus  or  no,  fent  her  Inftrudli- 

ons,  that,  the  firft  Night  fhe  lay  with  him,  fhe  fhould  feel  whe- 
ther he  had  any  Ears,  (becaufe  Cyrus,  for  fome  Crime  or  other, 

had  cut  off  this  Mrt_g^7«»'s  Ears)  and  (he  acquainting  her  Father 
that  he  had  none,  he  immediately  took  fix  others  of  the  Perjian 

Quality  with  him,  (among  whom  Darius  was  one)  and  enter- 
ing the  Palace,  flew  both  the  Ufurper,  and  his  Brother,  who 

had  been  the  Contriver  of  the  whole  Plot.  Prideaux\  Connec-

du'd  by  Nebuchadnezzar,  not  without   much   Difficulty ; whereupon 

Darius  was  Darius  the  Son  of  Hy/la/pes,  between  whom  and 

Cyrus  there  reign'd  none  in  Perfia,  but  Cambyfes  and  Smerdis,  it 
muft  follow  from  hence,  that  none  but  Cambyfes  and  Smerdis 
could  be  the  Ahafuerus  and  Jrtaxerxes,  who  are  faid  in  Ezrat 

to  have  put  a  Stop  to  this  Work.  Prideaux'^  Connedion, 
Anno  52^.

compar'd  it  with  the  Glory  of  the  jecond-,  which  upon  the  Sup- 
pofition,  that  this  was  in  the  fixth  Year  of  Darius  Nothus,  will 
make  them  at   leaft  an  hundred   and  fourfcore  Years  old,  a 

Thing  almoft  incredible.     And  therefore  the  moft  probable  O- 
pinion  is,  that  the  Darius   here  meant,  was  Darius  HyftafpeSf 
who(e/econd  Year  was  the  eighteenth  after  the  _/fr/?  of  Cyrus,  as

*  The  feven  Princes,  who  had  flain  the  Ufurper  Smerdis, 

and  his  Brother,  confulting  together  about  the  Settling  of  the  Go« 
vernment,  came  at  length  to  this  Refolution,  that  the  Mo- 

narchy (hould  continue  in  the  fame  Manner,  that  it  had  been 

cftablifh'd  by  Cyrus,  and  that,  to  determine  which  of  them 
fliould  afcend  the  Throne,  they  fhould  all  meet  at  a  certain 
Place,  the  next  Morning,  againft  the  rifing  of  the  Sun,  and  that 
he,  whofe  Horfe  firft  neighed,  (hould  be  appointed  King.  For,

vity ;  but  others  think,  that  he  was  born  at  Jeru/alem,  before 

the  Tribes  of  Judab  and  Benjamin   were  carry 'd  a^yay.     'Tia 
certain  however,  that  he   return'd  from  Babylon  with  Zerub- 
babely  and  very  probable,  that  he  began   to    prophcfy    in    the 
fecond  Year  of  Darius,  the  Son  of  Hyfiafpes.     The  Number, 
Excellency,  and  Precifenefs  of  his  Prophecies  made  him  be  ftiled

dictions about  two  Months  after  Haggai,  with  him   he   encou- 

raged the  Jeius  to  go  on  in  the  Rebuilding  their  Temple,  and 
gave  them  AfTurance  of  the  Divine  Proteftion.     But  thefe  Pro- 

phecies  were  inconfiderable,  in   Comparifon  of  thofc,  which 
foretel  the  Coming  of  the  MeJJias  in  the  plaineft  Terms ;  the 

cruel  War,  which   Antiochus  Epipbanes  wag'd  with  the  JeivSf 
and  God's  fevere  Judgments  againft  this  Tyrant ;  the   Je'wijh 
War    with   the  Romans,  and    the  Siege  of  Babylon  by  Darius  ; 
the  Diffolution  of  the  O/^  Covenant,  and   the   Subftitution  of  a 
Nenu  one  under  Chrift ;    the   glorious    State  of  the   Chrijiian 
Church,  and  the  Converfion  of  the  Gentiles ;  the  Perfecutions, 
which  the  Chriftians  Ihould  endure,  and  the  fevere  Punilhment 

of  their  Perfecutors ,  and  other  fuch  like  Events,  contain'd  in 
the  ninth,  and  following   Chapters  of    his   Prophecies.     Some 
Criticks  however  are  of  Opinion,   that   the  Stile  of  this  Pro- 

phet is  a  little  interrupted,  and  without  Connexion,  and  that 
the  9th,   loth,  and  i  ith  Chapters,  which  go  under  his  Name, 
were    originally  written  by  Jeremiah,    becaufe  in  Matthew, 
(Chap,  xxvii.  g,    10.)  under  the  Name  of  Jeremiah,  we  find 
Xechariah  x\.  12.  quoted  ;  and,  as  the  aforefaid  Chapters  make 

but  one  continu'd  Difcourfe,  they   conclude  from  thence,  that 
all  three  belong'd  to  Jeremiah.     But  it  is  much  more  natural  to 
fiippofc,   that  the  Name   of  Jeremiah,  by   fome  unlucky  Mif- 
take,  has  flipt  into  the  Text  of  St.  Matthew,  inftead  of  that  of 
Zecbariah.     Contemporary  with  him  was  the  Prophet  Haggai, 

who,  in  all  Probability,  was  born  at  Babylon,  and  return'd  with 
Zcruhbabel

Enemies  betook  themfelves  to  their  old  Pra<?lices,  and  en- 
andPartof  deavour'd  to  pofTefs  Ti?/«c/ (whom  i)<?r/«j  had  made  chief 

a!i°dMafachi  Govemor  over  the  Provinces  of  Syria  and  Paleftine)  with 
S.y^f's^  a  Notion,  that  what  the  "Jeivs  were  doing  was  without  Au- thority, and  would  prove  prejudicial  to  the  King. 

T ATN A I^  upon  this  Information,  came  to  Jerufalenii 

and  having  called  the  Governor,  and  Elders  of  the  Jews  to- 

gether, *  he   underftood  from  them,  that   they  had  a  De- cree 

Zerubhahel  to  jferufalem.  They  both, .  with  united  Zeal,  en- 

courag'd  the  People  to  go  on  with  the  Work  of  the  Temple, 
which,  by  the  Envy  of  the  Samaritans,  who  were  their  Ene- 

mies, and  the  ill  Offices  of  fome  at  the  Court  of  Cyrus,  and 

Cambyfes,  whom  they  influenc'd,  was  difcontinu'd  for  fome 
Time  :  But,  upon  the  Acceflion  of  Darius  to  the  Throne, 
Haggai,  in  particular,  by_  reproaching  the  People  with  their 
Indolence  and  Infenfibility,  by  telling  them,  that  they  were 
careful  enough  to  lodge  themfelves  very  commodioufly,  while 

the  Houfe  of  the  Lord  lay  bury'd  in  its  own  Ruins,  and  by 
putting  them  in  mind,  that  the  Calamities  of  Drought  and  Fa- 

mine, wherewith  God  had  afflifted  them  fmce  their  Return, 

were  owing  to  their  Negle£l  in  repairing  the  Temple,  prevailed 
with  them  to  fet  about  the  Work  in  good  earneft  ;  fo  that,  by 
Virtue  of  thefe  Reproofs,  as  well  as  fome  Encouragements, 

which  God  occafionally  authoriz'd  him  to  give  them,  they 
brought  the  whole  to  a  Conclufion  in  a  fhort  Time.  Calmet''i 
Didionary,  under  the  Words,  and  Univerfal  Hiftory,  lib.  ii.

Zech-  ̂ f  ̂ j^^  Temple  went  on  fo  very  fuccefsfully,  that,  in  the 
andNWachj  ̂^^^^  Year  of  Darius,  (according  to  the  Jewijh  Account; and  on  the  third  Day  of  the  twelfth  Month,  fwhich  is  called 

Adar,  and  anfwers  in  Part  to  our  February  and  March) 

the  Whole  of  it  was  finifli'd,  and  its  Dedication  celebrated 
by  the  Priefts  and  Levites^  and  all  the  Congregation  of  Ifra- 
el,  with  great  Joy  and  Solemnity.     By  the   next  Month, 
which  was  the  Month    Nifan,    the    firfl    in   the  Jewijh 
Year,  the  Temple  was  made  fit  for  every  Part  of  Divine 
Service  j    and  therefore,  on    the  fourteenth   Day  of  that 

Month,  the  Paflbver  was  obferv'd  in  it,  according  to  the 
Law  of  God,  and,  by   all  the  Jews  that  had  return'd  from 
the  Captivity,  folemniz'd  with  great  Joy  and  Gladnefs  of 
Heart,  becaufe  the  Lord  had  made  them  joyful.,  (as  it  is  ex- 

prefs'd   in  the  Book  of  Ezra)  and  turned  the  Heart  of  the

**  very  Ground  and  Foundation  of  the  War  with  that  Nation. 
*•  The  HighPrieft,  however,  and  the  Men  of  the  beft  Quality 

**  declar'd  themfelves  extremely  diffatisfy'd  with  the  No'velty  of

*'  Continuance  of  fo  pious  a  Cuftom,  as  offering  up  Prayers  for

his  Edidt,  the  Samaritans  paid  their  Tribute  to  the  Temple, 
and  gave  the  Jews,  for  the  future,  no  Caufe  to  complain  of 
their  Refufal  herein  :  Which  put  a  full  End  to  all  Conteft 
about  that  Matter,  and  was  the  laft  good  Office,  we  find 
recorded  in  Scripture,  that  Darius  did  the  fews.    For,  in

V^'V^^has  the  Honour  to  be  recorded  in  Holy  If^iit,  for  a  Favourer  of 

Qod's  People,  and  a  Reftorer  of  his  Temple  at  Jerufakm,  and  a 
Promoter  of  his  Worftiip  therein.  For  all  this  Qod  was  pleas'd 
to  make  him  his  Inftrument ;  and,  with  Refpedl  to  this,  1  doubt 

not,  it  was,  that  he  blefs'd  hini  with  a  numerous  Iffue,  a, 
long  Reign,  and  great  Profperity.  For,  though  he  was

f  Darius  had  three  Sons  by  his  firll  Wife,  the  Daughter  of 
Cobrias,  all  born  before  his  Advancenjent  to  the  Throne,  and 

four  others  by  Jtoffa,  the  Daughter  of  Cyrus,  who  were  al,l 
torn  after  it.  Of  the  former,  Artabafanes  was  the  eldeft ;  of 

the  latter,  Xerxes  :  And,  as  Darius  advanc'd  in  Years,  between 
thefe  two  was  the  Competition  for  the  Succeffion.  Jrtaba- 

Janes  urg'd,  that,  as  h?  was  the  eldeft  Son,  according  to  the 
Cuftom  and  Ufage  of  all  Nations,  he  ought  to  be  preferred 
before  any  that  was  younger.  But  Xerxes  reply'd  to  this, 

that  he  w^s  the  Son  of  Darius  by  Jtojj'a,  the  Daughter  of 
Cyrus,  who  was  the  firll  Founder  of  the  I^erfian  Empire ;  for 
\vhich  Reafon  he  held  it  juft  and  reafonable,  that  the  Crowa 

of  C^rus  fhould  rather  come  to  a  Defcendant  of  Cyrus,  thaa 

to  one  that  was  not  ;  and  to  this  he  added,  that  tho'  Arta- 
bafanes was  the  eldeft  Son  of  Darius,  ytt  he  was  not  the 

eldeft  Son  of  a  King  ;  that  he  was  born,  when  he  was  only  a 

pri-vate  Perfon,  and  could  therefore  claim  no  more,  than  to 
be  Heir  of  his  pri^uate  Fortunes  ;  but  that,  as  to  himfelf,  he 

was  the  Firji-horn,  after  his  Father  was  King,  and  had  there- 
fore the  beft  Right  to  fucceed  him  in  the  Kingdom.  Where- 

upon he  was  nominated  to  the  Succeflion,  but  not  fo  much 
for  the  Strength  of  his  Pha,  as  for  the  Influence,  which 
his  Mother  Atoja  had  over  the  Inclinations  of  her  Hulband.

Ships  of  the  Line  of  Battle,  befides  Gallies,  Tranfports,  Vic- 
tuallers, and  other  Sorts  of  Veflels,  that  attended,  which  were 

three  Thoufand  more  ;  and  on  board  of  all  thefe  were  reckon'd 
to  be  five  Hundred  and  feventeen  Thoufand,  fix  Hundred  and 
ten  Men:  So  that  the  whole  Number  of  Forces,  by  Sea  and 
Land,  which  Xerxes  brought  with  him  out  of  AJia  to  invade 
Greece,  amounted  to  two  Millions  three  Hundred  and  feventeei^ 
Thoufand,  fix  Hundred  and  ten  Men.  After  his  pafling  the 
Hellefpont,  the  Nations  on  the  other  Side,  that  fubmitted  to  him, 
added  to  his  Land-Army  Three  hundred  Thoufand  Men  more, 
and  two  Hundred  and  twenty  Ships  to  his  Fleet,  on  board  of 
which  were  twenty-four  Thoufund  Men ;  and  the  Servants, 
Eunuchs,  Women,  Suttlers,  and  all  fuch  other  People,  as  fol- 

low'd  the  Camp,  were  computed  to  be  no  lefs,  than  as  many 
more.  So  that  the  whole  Number  of  the  Perfons  of  all  Sorts, 

that  follow'd  Xerxes  in  this  Expedition,  were,  at  leaft,  five  Mil- 
lions. This  is  Herodotus'' s,  Account  of  that  Armament  :  And, 

confidering  that  he  is  the  moft  antient  Author,  that  has  written 

of  this  War}  was  himfelf  alive  when  it  happened ;  and  has 
treated  of  it  with  greater  Appearance  of  Exaftnefs,  than  any 
other;  there  is  Reafon  to  believe,  that  bis  Computation  is  the 
trueft.

Throne  of  his  Kingdom,  Chap.  i.  2.  /.  e.  enjoying  Peace  and 
Tranquillity,  through  his  large  Dominions  ;  for  the  Hiftory  of 
his  Acceflion  to  the  Throne  is  this  :   Xerxes,  his  Father, 

was  privately  murther'd  by  Artabanus,  Captain  of  his  Guard. 
He  coming  to  him  (who  was  then  but  the  third  Son)  made  him 
believe,  that  Darius,  his  eldefl:  Brother,  had  done  it,  to  make 
his  Way  to  the  Throne,   and  had  a  Defign  likewife  to  cut  him 
off,  to  fecure  himfelf  in  it.     This  Ahafuerus  believing,  went  im- 

mediately to  his  Brother's  Apartment,  and,  by  the  Affiftance  of 
the  wicked  Artabanus  and  his  Guards,   flew  him,  thinking  all 

the  while,  that  he  aded  but  in  his  own  Defence.     Artabanus'^ 
Drift  was  to  feize  on  the  Throne  himfelf;  but,  for  the  prefent, 

he  took  Ahafuerus,  and   plac'd  him  thereon,  with  a  Defign  to 
pull  him  down,  as  foon  as  Matters  were  ripe  for  his  own  Afcent : 
But  when  Ahafuerus  underllood  this  from  Magabyzus,   who  had 

marry'd  one  of  his  Sifters,  he  took  care  to  counterplot  Artaba- 
nus, and  to  cut  him  and  his  whole  Party  off,  before  his  Treafon 

was  come  to  Maturity ;  and  for  this,  and  fome  other  Succeffes 
againft  his  Brother  Hyjiafpes,  which  fettled  him  in  a  peaceable 
Poffeffion  of  the  whole  Perfian  Empire,  very  probably  it  was, 
that  3.fejiinjal  Seafon  of  above  an  Hundred  and  fourfcore  Days 
Continuance  was  appointed,  which,  even  to  this  Day,  (according 
to  fome  Travellers)   is  no  uncommon  Thing  in  thofe  Parts  of

•\  Cyrus,  and  the  reft  of  the  Perfian  Kings,  after  the  Conqueft 
of  the  Medes,  (whofe  Country  lay  remote)  fettled  their  Royal 
Seat  at  Shujhan,  that  they  might  not  be  too  far  from  Babylon, 
and  made  it  the  Capital  of  Perfia.  It  ftood  upon  the  River

The 
whole  Country  about  it  was  wonderfully  fruitful,  producing  an hundred.

informs  us,  lib.  xv.  Pliny  indeed  fuppofes,  that  Darius  Hyfiaf- 

fes  was  the  firft  Founder  of  it,  but  he  only  enlarged  and  beauti« 
fy'd  it  with  a  moft  magnificent  Palace,  which  Ariflotle  (in  his 
Book,  de  Mundo)  calls  QacviJuitTov  Bao-iXuoi;  olxoii,  a  'wonderful 
Royal  Palace,  _fi>ining  nvith  Gold,  Amber ̂   and  Ivory.  Nor  is  it 
altogether  foreign  to  this  Purpofe,  what  our  learned  Lightfoot 
(de  Templo,  chap,  iii.)  tells  us,  'viz.  That  the  outix:ard  Gate  of 

the  Eaftern  Wall  of  the  Temple,  was  called  the  Gate  o/'Shu- 
Ihan,  and  had  the  Figure  of  that  City  carv'd  on  jt,  in  Acknow- 

ledgment of  the  Decree,  which  this  Darius  granted  in  that 
Place,  in  order  to  permit,  and  encourage,  the  Jews  to  rebuild

■with  him  :  But,  becaufe  there  might  be  fome  Danger  in  fo 
bold  an  Undertaking,  he  called  together  his  Diviners^  to 
find  out  what  Day  would  be  moft  lucky  for  his  putting  his 
Defign  in  Execution.

the  Provinces  of  their  vaft  Dominions,  plac'd  Centinels  on  E- 
minencies,  at  convenient  Diftances  where  Towers  were  built,  and 

thefe  Centinels  gave  Notice  of  publick  Occurrences  to  one  ano- 
ther, with  a  very  loud  and  Ihrill  Voice,  by  which  Means, 

News  was  tranfmitted  from  one  Extremity  of  the  Kingdom  to 

the  other,  with  great  Expedition.  But  as  this  could  be  pradlis'd 
only  in  the  Cafe  of  general  News,  which  might  be  communi- 

cated to  the  whole  Nation ;  Cy7-us  (as  Xenophon  relates,  Cyropad. 
lib.  viii.)  fet  up  Couriers,  Places  for  Poft  Horfes  on  all  High- 
Roads,  and  Offices,  where  they  might  deliver  their  Packets  to 
one  another.  This,  fays  our  Author,  they  did  Night  and 
Day  ;  fo  that  no  Rain  or  hard  Weather  being  to  flop  them,  in 
the  Judgment  of  many,  they  went  fafter  than  Cranes  could 
fly.  The  like  is  faid  by  Herodotus,  lib.  viii.  And  he  acquaints 
us  farther,  that  Xerxes,  in  his  famous  Exptdijion  againft  Greece,

pen  in  his  Army.  The  Greeks  borrow'd  the  Ufe  of  Polls  from 
the  Perjians ;  and,  in  Imitation  of  them,  called  them  uyyocfoi. 
Among  the  Romans,  Auguftus  was  the  Perfon,  who  fet  up  pub- 
lick  Pofts,  who  at  firft  were  Running-Fou/wz^«,  but  were  after- 

wards chang'd  into  Poll-Chariots,  and  Horfes,  for  the  greater 
Expedition.  Adrian  improv'd  upon  this  ;  and  having  reduc'd 
the  Polls  to  great  Regularity,  difcharg'd  the  People  from  the 
Obligation  they  were  under  before,  of  furnifhing  Horfes  and 

Chariots.  With  the  Empire,  the  Ufe  of  Pofts  declin'd.  About 
the  Year  807,  Charlemaigne  endeavour'd  to  rellore  them,  but 
his  Defign  was  not  profecuted  by  his  SucceJJors.  In  France, 
Lenuis  XI,  fet  up  Polls  at  two  Leagues  Diftance  through  the 
Kingdom.  In  Germany,  Count  Taxis  fet  them  up,  and  had,  for 
his  Recompence,  in  1616,  a  Grant  of  the  Office  of  Pofl-maf- 
ter-General,  to  himfelf,  and  his  Heirs  for  ever.  Above  eight 
hundred  Years  ago,  Couriers  were  fet  up  in  the  Ottoman  Em- 

pire ;  and,  at  this  Time,  there  are  fome  among  the  Chinefe  ; 
but  their  Appointment  is  only  to  carry  Orders  from  the  King, 
and  the  Governors  of  Provinces,  and,  in  a  Word,  for  pubiick 

Affairs,  and  thofe  of  the  greateft  Confequence.  Ca/met^&  Dic- 
tionary under  the  Word. 

-f-  Not  only  the  'Je-ws,  but  a  great  many  others  in  Shufhan, 
might  be  concern'd  at  this  horrid  Decree,  either  becaufe  they

ing the  Royal  Robes  on,  and  other  Enfigns  of  Royal  Dignity,

*'  broider'd  with  Gold,  Pearl,  and  precious  Stones,  Ihe  was  ta- 
*'  ken  all  on  a  fudden,  with  a  Trembling  at  fo  furprifing  a  Sight ; 

**  and,  upon  fancying  that  the  King  look'd  upon  her  as  if  he 
"  were  uneafy,  and  out  of  Humour,  fhe  fell  into  the  Arms  of 
**  one  of  her  Maids  in  a  direft  Swoon.  This  Accident,  fays 
*'  he,  by  the  Intervention  of  God's  holy  Will  and  Providence, 
*'  put  the  King  into  a  Fright,  for  Fear  fhe  might  not  come  to 
*'  herfelf  again  ;  fo  that  making  what  Hafie  he  could  from  his 
**  Throne,  he  took  her  up  in  his  Arms,  and,    with  the  kindeft 
**  Words  that  could  be,  gave  her  this  Comfort:   That

likely  for  the  King  to  be  in  a  pleafant  Humour,  fo  it  was  moft 
ufual  for  the  Perfians  to  enter  upon  Bufinefs  of  State,  when  they

Relations  eat,  and  to  fend  fometimes  a  Part  of  what  was  ferv'd 
up  at  his  own ;  which  fome  Perfians  look'd  upon  as  a  Ditninution 
of  his  Majefty,  and  a  Proftitution  of  their  Nation's  Honour. 
In  the  Life  of  Artaxerxes,  Plutarch  tells  us,  that  none  but  the 

King's  Mother,  and  his  real  Wife,  were  permitted  to  fit  at  his 
Table  ;  and  therefore  he  mentions  it,  as  a  Condefcenfion  in  that 

Prince,  that  he  fometimes  invited  his  Brothers  :  So  that  this  par- 
ticular Favour  was  a  Matter  that  Haman  had  fome  Reafon  to  va-

f  It  may  feem  a  little  ftrange,  that  fo  proud  a  Man  as  Ha- 

man was,  fhould  not  be  prompted  immediately  to  avenge  himfelf 
on  Mordecai  for  his  contemptuous  Ufage  of  him,  fince  he  had 
enough  about  him,  no  doubt,  who,  upon  the  Jeaft  Intimation  of 
his  Pleafure,  would  have  done  it ;  and  fince  he,  who  had  Inte-

f  It  might  be  prefum'd,  thatfome,  out  of  Hatred  x.o\\itjenios, 
might  be  inclinable  to  obey  Haman\  Decree  :  For  though  he 

himfelf  was  gone,  yet  it  cannot  be  imagin'd,  that  all  the  Friends 
and  Creatures,  that  he  had  made,  periih'd  with  him.  He  might 
have  a  great  Party  every  where,  and  feme  of  them  fo  furioully 

enrag'd  at  his  Fall,  as  (even  at  the  Hazard  of  their  own  Lives) 
would  not  fail  to  fhew  their  Indignation  at  thofe,  'who  were  the 
Occafion  of  it  :  And  therefore  this  fecond  Decree,  procur'd  by 
Mordtcai,  gave  them  Authority,  if  any  Attempt  was  made  upon 
them,  either  in  great  Bodies,  or  fmall  Parties,  not  only  to  de- 

fend themfelves  and  repel  them,  but  to  make  as  great  a  Slaughter 
of  them  as  they  were  able,  and  even  to  take  FofielTion  of  their 

Goods,  as  Hainan  had  procur'd  them  Licence  (Chap.  iii.  13  ) 
to  feize  the  Goods  of  the  y^-w/.     Patrick^  Commentary. 
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A.  M.     by  the  Means  of  thefe  different  and  difcordant  Decrees  a 

iln^chrif;  ̂ ^^  ̂ ^^  commenc'd  between  the  Jews  and  their  Enemies, 
529,  &c. '  through  the  whole  Perfian  Empire ;  but,  as    the  Rulers  of 
From  Ezra  the  feveral  Provinces,  and  other  Officers  of  the  King,  well 
En/*  "a"/  ̂  underftood  what  Power  and  Credit   Ejlher   and  Mordecai 

Efth.'Neh.   then  had  with  him,  they  fo  favour'd  the  Jews  every  where, 
and  Part  of  that  on  that  Day  they  flew,  in  the  whole  P^mpire,  feventy- 
lidMafachi!  fi^^  Thoufand  Perfons,  and  in  the  City  of  Shujhatiy  on  that 
^^^-y^i^  Day  and  the  next,  eight  hundred  more  ;  among  whom  were 

t  the  ten  Sons  of  Hainan^  whom,    by  a  fpecial  Order  from 

the  King,  they    hang'd,  perhaps,    on   the  fame   Gallows, 
whereon  their  Father  had   hung  before  ;  And,  in  Memory 
of  this  their  wonderful  Deliverance,  the  Jews  did  then  (and 
have  ever  fince)  on  the  fourteenth  and  fifteenth  Days  of  the 
Month    Adar^  keep   a  great  Feftival,    which  they    called 
t  the  Feaji  of  Lots.     But  proceed  we  now  to  fome  other 
Affairs. In 

•f-  'Tis  not  unlikely,  that  many  might  be  enrag'd  at  his  Death, 
and  his  Sons,  in  particular,  might  fet  themfelves  at  the  Head  of 
thofe,  who  were  bold  enough  to  attempt  the  Deftrudlion  of  the 

Jeivs  in  Sbujhan,  being  refolv'd  to  revenge  their  Father's 
Death,  though  in  fo  doing  they  were  fure  to  meet  their  own. 
And  this  feems  to  fuggeft  one  Reafon  why  Ejiher  was  fo  folli- 
citous  to  have  their  dead  Bodies  (for  they  were  flain  already) 
hung  upon  the  Gallows,  Chap.  ix.  13.  even  becaufe  they  had 
fliewn  more  Malice  and  Indignation  againft  the  Jeiius,  and,  on 
the  Day  when  the  cruel  Edict  came  to  take  place,  had  made 

•  more  defperate  Attacks  upon  them  than  any  ;  though  the  Rea- 
fon of  the  State,  in  this  Severity,  might  be  to  expofe  the  Family 

to  the  greater  Infamy,  and  to  deter  other  Counlellors  from  abu- 
iing  the  King  at  any  Time  with  falfe  Reprefentations.  For, 

tho'  the  Jeivs  fuffer'd  none  to  hang  on  the  Tree  (as  they  called 
the  Gallonjos]  longer,  than  till  the  Evening  of  the  Day,  whereon 
they  were  executed  ;  yet  other  Nations  let  them  hang  until  they 

were  confum'd,  (as  appears  from  the  Story  of  the  Gibeonites^ 
2  Sam.xxi.  9,  10.)  or  devour'd  by  Crows,  Vultures,  or  other 
ravenous  Creatures,  from  whence  that  vulgar  Saying  among  the 

Romans^  pa/cere  in  cruce  corvos,  had  its  Rife.  Patrick'^  Com- 
mentary, and  Pool\  Annotations. 

-f-  P«r,  in  the  Perfian  Language,  fignifies  a  Loty  and  the 

Feaft  of  Purim,  or  Lots  (which  had  its  Name  from  Haman''^ 
calling  LotSy  in  order  to  divine  which  Day  would  be  moll  lucky 
to  prefix  for  the  Murther  of  all  the  Je^s  in  the  whole  Perfian 
Dominions)  is,  to  this  very  Day,  celebrated  by  the  JeiKis,  with

Manufcript,  written  on  Parchment.  There  are  five  Places  in  the 
Text,  wherein  the  Reader  raifes  his  Voice  with  all  his  Might : 
When  he  comes  to  the  Place,  that  mentions  the  Names  of  the 
ten  Sons  of  Haman,  he  repeats  them  very  quick,  to  fhew,  that 

they  were  all  deftroy'd  in  a  Moment;  and  every  Time  that  the 
Name  oi  Haman  is  pronounc'd,  the  Children,  with  great  Fury, 
llrike   againft  the  Benches  of  the  Synagogues,  with  the  Mallets 
that  they  bring  for  that  Purpofe.     After   that  the    Reading  ii 

£nilh'd,  they  return  Home  and  have  a  Supper,  not  of  Flefh,  but 
of  Spoon-Meat ;  and  early  next  Morning  they  arife,  and  return 
to  the  Synagogue  ;  where,  after  they  have  read  that  Paffage  in 
Exodus,  which  makes  mention  of  the  War  of  Amalek,  they  be- 

gin again  to  read  the  Book  of  Efther,  with  the  fame  Ceremonies 
as  before  ;  and  fo  conclude  the  Service  of  the  Day,  with  Curfes 

againft  Haman  and  his  Wife  Zereth,  with  Bleffings  upon  Morde- 

cai  and  Efther,  and   with  Praifes  to  God,  for  having  preferv'd 
his  People.     Their  Refling  on  this  Day  is  obferv'd  fo  religi- 
oufly,  that  they  will  not  fo  much  as  fet,  or  fow,  any  Thing  in 
their  Gardens,  with  full  Perfuafion  that  it  would  not  come  up, 
if  they  did  ;  and  therefore  they  either  play  at  Chefs,  and  fuch 
like  Games,  or  fpend  the  Time  in  Mufick  and  Dancing,  until 
it  be  proper  to  begin  their  Feafting,  wherein  they  indulge  them- 
felves  to  fuch  an  immoderate  Degree,  that  their  Feaft  of  Purim 
has,  with  great  Juftice,  been  called  the  Bacchanals  of  the  Jeivs. 
They  allow  themfelves  to  drink  Wine  to  Excefs,  nay,  even  to 
fuch  a  Pitch,  as  not  to  be  able  to  dillinguifh  between  the  Blef- 
fmg  of  Mordecai,  and  the  Curfe  of  Haman,  as  themfelves  fpeak  ; 
and,  amidft  the  other  Sports   and  Diverfions  of  the  Day,  they

We  have 
only  farther  to  remark  concerning  this  Fejii'val,  that  it  is  always 
kept  for  two  Days  together,  and  the  Reafon  hereof  is  this  : 

■  The  Jeius  at  Shujhan  had  two  Days  allow'd  them  to 
revenge  themfelves  of  their  Enemies,  E fiber  ix.  13.  but  the  reft 

of  the  Jenus  in  other  Nations  had  but  one.  This  caus'd,  at 
iirft,  fome  Difference  in  their  Time  of  Feafting  ;  for  the  Jeivsy 
in  all  other  Parts  of  the  Kingdom,  having  done  Execution  oil 
their  Enemies  on  the  thirteenth  Day,  kept  their  Rejoicing  Feaft 

on  the  fourteenth  ;  but  the  Jeijjs  at  Shujhan,  being  engag'd  in 
this  Work,  both  on  the  thirteenth  and  fourteenth  Days,  kept 

t\\tiv  Fejii'v  a  I  for  their  Deliverance  on  iheffteenth.  When  Mor- 
decai  however  had  made  a  Record  of  this  great  Deliverance,  hd 

fent  Letters  to  all  the  Je'vos  throughout  the  Dominions  q{  Aha- 
fuerus,  to  eftablifti  it  as  a  ftanding  Ordinance  among  them,  that 
they  (hould  keep  both  the  fourteenth  znA  ffteenth  of  the  Month 
Adar  every  Year,  as  the  Days  whereon  the  Jeivs  refted  from 

their  Enemies  :  And  this  is  the  Reafon  why  the  Feftival  conti- 
nues for  two  Days,  though  the  former  of  them  is  only  kept 

with  great  Solemnity.  Patrick's  Commentary,  HonveWs  Hif- 
tory,  in  the  Notes,  and  Ca/met's  Didionary,  under  the  Word Purim. 

-f-  Both  the  Sepluagint,  Vulgate,  and  our  TranJIation,  render 
the  Words  Scphen  Mahir,  a  ready  Scribe,  Ezra,  vii.

Tiiis   mournful  Relation 
afFefled  the  good  Man   to  fuch  a  Degree,  that  he  apply'd 
himfelf  in  Fafting  and  (f)  Prayer  to  God,  and  humbly  be- 

fought,  that  he  would  be  pleas'd  to  favour  the  Defign,  which 
he  had  conceiv'd  of  afking  the  King's  Permifiion  to  go  to 
Jerufalem. 

By  his  Office,  he  f  was  Cup  bearer  to  the  King;  and therefore, 

as  one,  that  return'd  from  the  Bahylonijh  Captivity  under  Ze- 
rubbabel;  fince  from  the  firft  Year  of  Cyrus,  to  the  tijoentieth  of 
ArtaxerxesLongimanus,  there  are  no  lefs,  than  ninety  two  Years 
intervening  ;  fo  that  Nehemiah  muft,  at  this  Time,  have  been  a 

rery  old  Man ;  upon  the  loweft  Computation,  above  an  Hun- 

dred, and,  confequently,  utterly  incapable  of  being  the  King's 
Cup- Bearer,  of  taking  a  Journey  from  Bhujh'an  to  JerufaUnty 
and  of  behaving  there  with  all  that  Courage  and  Adtivity,  that 
is  recorded  of  him.  Upon  this  Prefumption  therefore,  we  may 
conclude,  that  this  was  a  diiFerent  Perfon  tho'  of  the  fame 
Name  ;  and  that  Tarjhatha  (the  other  Name,  by  which  he  is 
called,  Ezra  ii.  63.  and  iV^^.  vii.  65.)  denotes  the  Title  of  his

-partial  Views  to  his  own  Kindred,  but  becaufe  he  knew  that 
they  would  acquit  themfelves  in  their  Employment  with  a  Ilrift 
Fidelity.  Hanani  had  given  Proof  of  his  Zeal  for  God  and  his 
Country,  in  his  taking  a  tedious  Journey  from  Jerufalem  to 
Shujhany  to  inform  Nehemiah  of  the  fad  Eftate  of  Jerufalem, 
and  to  implore  his  helping  Hand  to  relieve  it,  Chap.  i.  And 

the  Reafon  why  'Nehemiah  put  fuch  Truft  and  Confidence  in  Ha- naniah,  was,  becaufe  he  was  a  Man  of  Confcience,  and  afted 
upon  religious  Principles,  which  would  keep  him  from  thofe 
Temptations  to  Perfidioufnefs,  which  he  might  probably  meet 
with  in  his  Abfence^  and  againft  which,  a  Man,  deftitute  of  the

ven  in  that  Lafe,  fome  were  debarr'd  from  it  for  ever ;  others, 
only  in  Part ;  and  others  again  only  for  a  limited  Time.  Of 
the  firjl  Sort,  were  all  of  thcfe'ven  Nations  of  the  Canaanites, 

mention'd  in  Deut.  vii.  of  they^cow^Sort,  were  the  Moabites  and 
the  Ammonites,  whofe  Males  were  excluded  for  ever,  but  not 
their  Females ;  and  of  the  third  Sort,  Were  the  Edomites  and 

Egyptians,  with  whom  the  Je^s  might  not  marry  until  the  third 
Generation :  But  with  all  others,  who  were  not  of  thefe  three

the  daily  Service  of  the  Houfe  of  God,  in  a  proper  and  de- 

cent Manner.     For  the  Tithes,  which  were  to  maintain  the 

Minifters  of  the  Temple  in  their  Offices  and  Stations,  being 

either  embezzled  by   the  High-Priefl:,  or  with-held   by  the 
Laity,  for  Want  of  them   the  Levites   and    Singers  were 
driven  from  the  Temple  into  the  Country,  to  find  a  Sub- 
fiftence    fome   other  Way  :    And  therefore,  to  remedy  this 
Abufe,  he  forthwith  ordered   the  People  to  bring   in  their 
Tithes  of  Corn,  Wine,  and  Oil,  into  the  Treafury  of  the

Thofe,  who  fuppofe  that  it  was  Hebrew^ 
produce  the  Books  of  Ezra,  Nebemiah,  and  EJlher,  befides  th6 
Prophecies  of  Daniel,  which,  for  the  moll  Part,  were  written  in 
Hebreiv,  and  which,  they  fuppofe,  the  Authors  of  them  would 
not  have  done,  if  Hebre-uu,  at  that  Time,  had  not  been  the  Vul-

Since  it  appears  then,  fay  they,  by  feveral  Words,  occurring  in 
the  Books  of  Maccabees,  the  New  Tejlament,  and  Jqfephus,  that 
the  Language,  which  the  Jenvs  then  fpoke,  was  Chaldee  j 
that  this  Language  they  learned  in  their  Captivity,  and,  after 

their  Return  from  it,  never  affum'd  their  antient  Hebrew  Tougue, 
fo  as  to  fpeak  it  ̂ vulgarly,  it  hence  mull  follow,  that  what  is  here

of  the  Tribe  of  Zehulun,  a  Native  of  Sapha,  and  that  the  Name 

of  Malachi  was  given  him,  becaufe  an  Angel  us'd  vifibly  to  ap- 
pear to  the  People,  after  the  Prophet  had  fpoken  to  them,  to 

confirm  what  he  had  faid  ;  though  moll  of  the  antient  Je^n  (z.% 
well  as  the  Chaldee  Paraphraft^  were  of  Opinion,  that  Malachi 

was  no  other  than  Ezra,  under  a  borrowed  Name.  However 
this  be,  it  is  agreed  on  all  Hands,  that  he  was  the  laft  of  the 

Prophets  of  the  Synagogue,  and  liv'd  about  four  hundred  Years 
before  Chriji  ;  of  whofe  Coming,  and  the  Coming  of  his  Fore- 

runner John  the  Baptifi,  and  of  wbofe  Religion,  and  the  Infti- 
tution  of  a  Catholick  and  Uninjerfal  Church,  in  the  Room  of  the 
yenuijh,  he  fpeaks  in  very  full  and  exprefs  Terms,  Chap.  iii.  i, 
^c.     Calmed  Diftionary,  under  the  Word. 

*  Upon  the  Death  of  Artaxerxes,  in  Scripture  called  Ahafu- 
erus)  Xerxes,  his  only  Son  by  his  Queen,  (for  he  had  feveral  by 
his  ConcubineSf  and  among  thefe,  the  moft  famous  were  Sogdia- 
tius,  Ochus,  and  Arjltes)  fucceeded  in  the  Perfian  Throne  ;  but, 
by  the  Treachery  of  one  of  his  Eunuchs,  Sogdianus  came  upon 

him  while  he  was  drunk,  and,  and  after  he  had  reign'd  no  mora 
than  five  and  forty  Days,  flew  him,  and  feiz'd  on  the  Kingdom.

fix  Months  and  fifteen  Days,  he  died  a  very  mifcrable  Death, 
and  was  fucceeded  by  Ochus ;  who,  as  foon  as  he  was  fettled  in 
the  Kingdom,  took  the  Name  of  Darius,  (and  is  therefore  by 
Hiftorians  called  Darius  Nothus)  and,  after  he  had  flain  his  Bro-

«  N E  HE  M I  AH,  no  doubt,  was  a  zealous  Refor- 
*'  mer   of  the  Vices  of  his  Country-Men  ;  but  how  thefe 
*'  Vices  came  to  fprout  up  again  fo   foon  (as  we  find  they 
*'  did  Chap,  xiii.)  and  in  the  fhort  Time  of  his  Abfence 
*'  from  ferufalem,  which  was  but  for  {rn)  certain  Days,  we 

*'  cannot  conceive.     And,  tho'  he   was  confefledly  a  Man 
♦'  of  a  large  and  liberal  Spirit,  yet  the  Author  of  his  Hiftory 
'*  feems  to  have  tarniflied  his   CharaiSter  in  this  Refpe£l, 
**  when  he  makes  him  fo  lavilh  in  his  own  Praife,  fo  often- 
"  tatious  of  his  good  Works,  and,  even  in  his  very  Gene- 
*'  rofity,  difcovering  a  mercejiaryTem^tx,  by  his  fo  frequcnt- 
*'  ly  calling  upon  God  (n)  to  think  upon  him  for  Good.,  ac- 
*'  cording   to  all  that  he  had  done  for  his  People.     Nor  has 
*'  the  Author  of  the  Book  of  E-zra  concerted  his  Matters 

•*  much  better,  when  he  makes  an  Heathen  Prince  (as  Ar- 
*'  iaxerxes  was)  write  in  a  Stile  more  becoming  the  Sanhe- 
*'  drim,  and,  in  the  Preamble  to  his  Commiflion,  compli-

Sceptre  for  nineteen  Years ;  but  whether  he,  or  Nehemiah,  his 
Governor  of  Judea,  died  firft,  we  have  no  certain  Account  : 

All  that  we  know,  is,  that  the  laft  A61  of  the  Governor's  Re- 
formations, f/z.  his  Diffblution  of  ftrange  Marriages,  was  ia 

the  fifteenth  Year  of  this  Prince's  Reign,  and  confequently,  but 
four  before  his  Death.

**  badly  vers'd  in  Points  of  Chronology.     For,  it  is  next  to 
*'  a  Thing  incredible,  that  either  Ezra  or  Nehemiah  fhould 
**  be  old   enough  to  be  acquainted   with    that    Sanballat^ 
**  whofe  Daughter,  Manajfa  (as  he  is  called  by  Jofephus) 

*'  marry'd,  or  that  Sanballat  himfelf  {hould  extend  his  Life 
**  to  the   Days   of  Alexander  the  Great,  according  to  the

"  Nor  is  the  Authority  of  the  Book  of  EJiher  {q)  clear 
*'  of  all  Sufpicion,  fmce  in  all  Hebrew  Copies,  we  hnd  no- 
*'  thing  of  the  fix  laft  Chapters  of  it ;  no  Mention  made  of 
**  its  Contents  in  any  exotick  Writer  ;  and  fo  many  unac- 
*'  countable  Abfurdities  every  where  occurring  in  it,  that 
*'  we  cannot  but  look  upon  it  as  a  fpurious  Piece,  that  has 
*'  in  it  the  Air  of  a  Romance,  or  a  Kind  of  Tragi-Comedy^ 
*'  rather  than  real  Hiftory.

Here  then  is  an  exprefs  Law,  enforc'd  with  weighty 
Reafons,  againft  thefe  Pagan  Marriages  :  And  therefore, 
fince  whatever  is  done  contrary  to  Law,  is  ipfo  fa£io  null 
and  void,  thefe  Marriages  with  idolatrous  Women,  which 
were  ftridly  forbidden  by  God,  were  (properly  fpeaking)  no 
Marriages  at  all ;  and  the  Children,  which  proceeded  from 
them,  were  in  no  better  Condition,  than  thofe  whom  we 

call  B a/lards,  {b)  No  Interpofition  of  Civil  Authority  was 
therefore  needful  to  diffolve  thefe  Marriages.  The  Infidelity 
of  the  Party  efpoufed  was  as  much  an  InterdiSiion,  as  any 
the  moft  proximate  Degree  of  Confanguinity,  which,  by  the 

Laws  of  all  civiliz'd  Nations,  is  known  to  vacate  the  Mar- 
riage. 

But  even  fuppofe  that  the  Civil  Authority  thought  pro- 
per to  interpofe  in  this  Matter,  yet  wherein  had  the  Jews  any 

Reafon  to  complain,  if,  in  juft  Puniftiment  for  their  wilful 
Breach  of  a  known  and  pofitive  Law,  they  were  excluded 
from  cohabiting  with  thefe  illegal  Wives  ?  The  Jews,  I  fay, 
efpecially,  who  for  every  light  and  trivial  Caufe  f,  made 
no  Scruple  to  give  even  their  lawful  Wives  a  Bill  of  Divorce- 

ment, and  might  therefore,  with  much  lefs  Difficulty,  be 
fuppofed  willing  to  repudiate  thofe,  whom  the  Lav/s  of  their

World  a  Narrative  how  himfelf  behav'd  in  that  high  Sta- 
tion ;  tho',  in  doing  of  this,  he  could  not  avoid  the  faying 

of  fomething  in  his  own  Commendation,  unlefs  he  had  been 
minded,  out  of  his  exceflive  Modefty,  to  conceal  from  Po- 
fterity  (which  it  had  been  invidious  to  do)  an  excellent 
Example  of  his  extraordinary  Virtue,  and  Love  of  his 
Country. 

St.  PAUL,  no  doubt,  was  a  very  modeft  Man  :  {n)  He 

durji  not,  as  he  tells  us,  make  himfelf  of  the  Number^  or  coyn- 
fare  himfelf  with  fuch,  as  commended  themfelves  \  and  yet, 
in  the  very  next  Chapter,  (that  (o)  he  might  ftop  the  Mouths 
of  falfe  Apoflles,  and  covetous  People)  we  find  him  telling 

the  Corinthians,  that  he  preach'd  the  Gofpel  to  them  freely, 
and  without  defiring  any  Contributions  of  them  for  his  ne- 
ceflary  Support,  (p)  I  robbed  other  Churches,  fays  he,  tak- 

ing linages  of  them,  to  do  you  Service,  and  vjhen  I  was  pre- 
fent  with  you,  and  wanted,  I  was  chargeable  to  no  Man  :

Springs  in  our  Nature,  knows  very  well,  that  we  are  prin- 

cipally mov'd  by  Hopes  and  Fears,  and  for  this  Reafon  has 
propounded  Rewards  and  Punifliments  to  us  ;  nor  did  we 
ever  find  it  (till  now)  accounted  a  Flaw  in  the  Chara6ter  of 
the  Worthies  of  old,  or  an  Indication   of  their  mercenary 
Spirits,  that  in  all  their  good   Works,  or    Sufferings,  they

Zhrlflu  EZRA,   no  doubt,  was  at  this  Time  a  Man  of  great

Ever  fince  that  Time,  the  Jews  have  look'd  upon  him  as

But,  after  all,  if  we  refledl  a  little  on  theEafe,  and  Indo- 
lence, and,  in  a  Manner,  total  Scquejiration  from  all  Bufmefs, 

wherein  thefe  great  Monarchs  of  the  Eaji  were  us'd  to  in- 
dulge themfelves,  we  fhall  find  Reafon  to  believe,  that  Ar- 

taxerxes  knew  nothing  of  the  Matter.     If  he  be  the  fame, 

who  goes  under  the  Name  of  Ahajuerus  in    the  Book  of 

Ejiher^  he  had  been  impos'd  on  by  Hainan   to    confent  to 
a  bloody  Decree  againft  the  "Jews  with  fo  little  Thought, 
and  Confideration  of   what  he   was  about,  that  (t)  he  did 

not  fo  much  as    remember  the    Perfon^  at  whofe   Infti- 
gation  it  was  done  :    And  yet,    notwithflanding  the  great 
Mifchief,  which  this  Negligence  of  his  might  have  brought 
upon  him,  we  find  him  inftantly  finking  into  the  like  fleepy 
and  carelefs  Temper,     (u)  Write  ye  for  the  Jews  (fays  he, 

to  Mordecai   and  EJiher)  as  it  Uketh  you,    in   the   King's 
Name.,  and fealit  with   the  Kings  Ping,  and  whatever  is 

thus  wrote  and  fealed,  no  Man  may  reverfe.     And,    by  Pa- 
rity of  Reafon,  why  may  we  not  fuppofe,  that,  when  Ezra 

apply'd  to  Court   for  his   CommiJJion,  the  whole   Form  of 
drawing  it  up  was  referr'd  to  him,  and  fuch  oth^r  Jews,  as 
he  thought  proper  to  take  into  his  Council  ?  For,  Write  ye,

'f'^^  Book  ̂ ^g^  jg  ̂   Matter  of  fome  Uncertainty,  tho'  it  is  generally 
^'^^'  agreed,  that  the  fame  Hand,  which  compos'd  the  two  Books 

of  Chronicles^  was  concern'd  in  writing  that  Part  of  Ezra, 
becaufe  the  Chronicle  concludes  with  the  very  fame  Words, 
wherewith  the  Hiftory  begins,  which,  in  antient  Authors, 
to  conneSf  the  Thread  of  the  Difcourfe,  (as  Grotius  obferves) 
is  no  unufual  Thing.  The  fewijh  Dodlors  indeed  are  chiefly 
of  Opinion,  that  thefe  Chronicles  were  written  by  Ezra  : 

But  this  can  hardly  be,  becaufe  the  Author  ('whoever  he 
wasj  continues  the  [a)  Genealogy  of  Zerubbabel  to  the 

twelfth  Generation,  which  is  lower  than  Ezra  liv'd.  Nor 
can  Ezra  be  the  Author  of  the  fix  firft  Chapters  of  the  Book 
which  bears  his  Name,  becaufe  the  Perfon,  who.wrote  it, 

{b)  is  faid  to  have  been  at  ferufalem  in  the  Time  of  Darius 
Hy/iafpes ;  whereas  Ezra  {c)  did  not  go  thither  until  the 
Reign  of  Artaxerxes.  It  is  moft  likely  therefore,  that  Ezra, 
upon  his  Coming  to  Jerufalem,  might  meet  with  certain 
Annals,  or  Memoirs,  kept  of  the  feveral  Tranfa^tions  that 

had  happen'd,  fince  the  Time  of  the  People's  Return  from 
Captivity,  and  that,  to  thefe,  (after  he  had  made  an  Ex- 

tract of  fuch  as  were  true  and  authentick)  he  added  a  farther 
Continuation  of  the  Hiftory  of  his  own  Government.  For, 

that  the  four  laji  Chapters  of  the  Book  were  of  his  own 
compofing,  is  evident  from  this  Teftimony.  {d)  And  at 
Evening  Sacrifice,  I  arofe  up  from  my  Heavinefs,  and 
having  rent  my  Garment,  and  my  Mantle,  I  fell  upon  my

rians  in  thofe  Days)  but  from  the  Teftimony  of  the  Jewijb 

Church  likewife,  which  all  along  receiv'd  it  into  their  Canon, 
and  from  the  Approbation  of  the  Seventy  Interpreters,  who, 
from  the  very  firft,  gave  it  a  Place  in  their  Tranflation  un- 

der that  Name. 

There    is  fome  Difficulty  indeed  in  reconciling  the  Ac-^f«AW-

*'  tain'd  Leave  of  Alexander  to  build  a  Temple  on  Mount 
"  Gerizzim,  like  that  at  ferufalem,  and   to  make  him  the 
*'  Prieft  thereof."     Now,  to  make  this  accord  with  what 
we  read  m  Nehemiah,  (h)  the  general  Opinion  is,  that  there 
were  two    Sanballats,  the    firft,   the  Sanballat  of  the  Holy 
Scriptures,  and  the  other,    the  Sanballat  of  Jofephus ;    and 
that  there  were  two  Marriages   contra6led  by  two  different 

Perfons,  Sons  of  two  different  High-Priefts  of  the  Jeivs,  with 
two  different  Women,  who  were  each  Daughters   of  two 
different  Sanballats ;  the  firft,  the  Daughter  of  the  Sanbal- 

lat of  the  Scriptures,  and  the  other,  the  Daughter  of  the 

Sanballat  of  Jofephus^  and  that  he,  who  marry'd  the  firft 
of  them,  was  the  Son  of  Joiada,  but  he  who  marry'd  the 
fecond  of  them,  was  the  Son  of  Johanan,   and  Brother  of 
faddua.     But  there  is  no  Reafon  to  have  Recourfe  to  this 

perplex'd 'Solution,  feeing  that  Jofephus  has  incurred  a  pal- pable Miftake  in  Point  of  Chronology.     For,  (/)  fince  this

a  mere  Fidion  founded  on  that  Miftake  ;  becaufe  in   Alex^

againft  them,   that,  inftead    of  granting  them  any  Favours,

m>t  Author       Who  the  Author  of  the  Book  of  EJlher  wzs,  theOpi- 

%  mhtx"    nions  of  the  Learned  are  various.     Some  afcribe  it  to  E%ray 
ankno-wnl     others  to  Mordecat,  others  to  Mordecai  and  EJiher  in  Con- 

jun6tion,  and  others  again,  to  the  joint  Labours  of  the  great 
Synagogue,   who,    from  the  Time  of  Ezra,  to  Simon  the 
yujt,  fuper intended  the  Edition,   and   Canon  qf  Scripture. 
Thofe,  who  contend  for  Mordecai,  have  thefe  Words  to  al- 
ledge  in  his  Behalf :  (fn)  And  Mordecai  wrote  thefe  Things f 

and  fent  Letters  unto  all  the  Jews,  that  were  in  all  the  Pro- 
vinces of  King  Ahafuerus,  and  the  Jews  undertook  to  do,  as 

Mordecai   had  zuritten  to  them :  («)  But  the  Thing  is  evi- 
dent, that  thefe  Words  relate,  not  to  the  Book  itfelf,  but  to 

the  circular  Letters,   which  Mordecai  fent  to  the  "Jews,  in 
all  the  Provinces  of  the  Perfmn   Empire,   fignifying  what  a 

mighty   Deliverance  God  had  vouchfaf'd    them,  and,    in 
Commemoration  of  it,  inftituting  an  annual  Feftival  to  be 

obferv'd  for  ever. 
Its  Genhine.      And  indeed  the  Injlitution  of  this  annual  Fejiival,  and  its

taken  any  Notice  of  this  Piece  of*  Hiftory,    but  the  Reafon  "S"'"/' i^ 

hereof  is  obvious,  vi%.  (0)  becaufe  the  Authors,  who  wrote  ""j'^*'" 
of  the  AfFairs  of  Perfa  at  this  Time,  enter'd  no  farther  into 
them,    than  as  they  were  coincident  with   the  AfFairs   of 

Greece ;  and  tho'  the  fix  laft  Chapters  of  this  Hiftory  are  not 
to  be  found  in  any  Hebrew  Copy,  yet  Origen  is  of  Opinion, 

(p)  that  once  they  were  extant,  tho'  now  loft,  and  that  from 
it  the  Sepiuagint  form'd  their  Tranflation ;  tho'  others  (with 
more  Probability)  think,  that  (as  the  Hiftory  of  this  memo- 

rable Tranfadlion  might  be  recorded  by  divers  Hands)  there 
Were  once  two  Hebrew  Copies  of  it,  one  in  a  larger,  and  the 
-Other  in  a  lefs,  VolumCj  and  that,  as  the  lefs  is  what  we  have 
at  prefint,  from  the  larger  has  proceeded  the  Greek  Copy, 
with  its  fundry  Additions. 

H  A M A  N,  we  read,  was  an  Amalekite^  one  of  that  Na-  ̂ h  ̂o^^- 

tion  (q),  againft  which  God  pronounc'd  aCurfej  and  there- '^'"'  '"'°"''^ 
tore,  upon  this  Conlideration,  Mordecai  might  think  him-  Haman. 

felf  not  oblig'd  to  pay  him  the  Reverence  which  he  expelled, 
and,  if  the  reft  of  the  "Jews  had  the  like  Notion  of  him,  this 
might  be  Reafon  fufficient  for  his  extending  his  Refentment 
againft  the  whole  Nation.  But  there  feems  to  be  fomething 
more  in  the  Reverence  which  the  People  were  commanded 
to  pay  him,  than  what  is  the  EfFedl  of  civil  Refpedf .  The 

King  of  Perjia^  we  know,  expe<Sl:ed  a  Kind  of  Divine  Ado- 

ration from  all  that  approach 'd  his  Prefence ;  (r)  as  we  read 
of  one  Timagoras,  upon  whom  the  People  of  Athens  pafs'd 
Sentence  of  Death,  for  his  worfhipping  of  Darius^  account- 

ing the  Honour  of  their  whole  City  debas'd  by  this  mean  Sub^ 
miflion  of  one  of  their  Citizens^  tho',  at  that  Time,  Darius 
was  one  of  the  greateft  Monarchs  upon  Earth.  And  as  the 

Kings  of  Perfia  did  arrogate  this  to  thcinfelves,  fo  they  fome- 
times  imparted  it  to  their  chief  Friends  and  Favourites,  as  it

The  Condua     Tho'  wc  are  far  from  pretending  to  apologize,  either  for 

rus^Eft'he'r  ̂ ^  Injufticc  of  Ahofuerus  in  abdicating  his  Queen,  or  for 
tind  Morde-the  Condu(Sl  of  Efiher  in  going  to  his  Bed,  yet  a  good  deal 

cai,  in  feme  of  this  might   be  refolv'd   into  the   Cuftom   of  a  Nation, 

T/ltd^  '^•'' where  the  King  was  abfolute,  and  his  Subjects  mere  Vaffals ; where   the  Will  of  the  Prince,  I  fay,  was  a  perfedl  Law, 

and  a  Plurality  of  Wives  and  Concubines  reputed  honoura- 
ble.    This  however   may  be  faid  in  Behalf  of  Ahafueriis, 

that  he  did  not  divorce  his  Wife,  without  fir  ft  confulting  his 
Counfellors,  and  fuch  as  were  beft  acquainted  with  the  Laws 
of  their  Country;  and  therefore,  if  there  was  any  Iniquity  in 

it,  they  were  the  Perfons  chiefly  to  be  blam'd,  who  repre-

To  account  for  the  Humour  of  Princes,  and  their  Ma-  ̂ h  Ahafu- 

nagement  of  publick  Affairs,  is  next  to  a  Thing  impoffible.  ̂ r^ZaU  "*' 
We  fee,  even  among  us,  that  great  Men  are  fometimes  un-  Mordecai 

mindful  of  the  higheft  Services,  that  are  done  them,  and  '^^  •^^* 
take  no  Care  to  reward  them,  efpecially  if  the  Perfon  be  in 
himfelf  obfcure,  and  not  fupported  by  a  proper  Recommen- 

dation.    And  therefore  we  are  not  at  all   to  wonder,  if  a 

Prince,  that  bury'd  himfelf  in  Indolence,  and  made  it  a  Part 
of  his  Grandeur  to  live  unacquainted  and  unconcern'd  with 
what  pafs'd  in  his  Dominions,  (as   this  was  the  Cuftom  of 
moft  Eajiern  Kings) .  fhould  overlook   the   great   Service, 

which  Mordecai  had  done  him,  or  if  he  order'd  him  a  Re- 
ward, that,  by  the  Artifice  of  thofe  at  Court,  who  were  no 

Well-Wifhers  to  the  Jews,  he  might  be  difappointed  of  it. 
There  feems  however  to  have  been  a  particular  Direc- 

tion of  Providence,  in  having  his  Reward  delay'd    till  this 
Time,  when  he  and  all  his  Nation  were  appointed  to  De- 
ftrudion,  when  the  Remembrance  of  his  Services  might  be 

a  Means  to  recommend  them  to  the  King's  Mercy,  and  the 
Honours  conferr'd  on  him  a  deep  Mortification  to  his  Adver- 
fary.

many   antient  Fathers  of  the  Chrifiian   Church,    attribute 
more  to  him,  in  this  Particular,  than  even  the  Jews  them- 
felves ;  for,  they  fuppofe,  that,  in  the  Bahylonijh  Captivity, 

all  the  Scriptures  were  entirely  loft  and  deftroy'd,  but  that 
Ezra,  by  Divine  Revelation,  rcnew'd   and  recover'd  them 
again.     This,  however,  is    carrying  the   Compliment  too 
far,  and  leaving   the   Authority  of  the  Holy  Scriptures  to 
ftand  upon  a  very  precarious  Bottom ;  fince  fome  may   be 
apt  to    infer,    that  he  who    is  faid    thus    wonderfully  to 
have  rejlored  them,  might  much  more  likely   have  forged  the 
whole. 

We  readily  acknowledge  indeed,  that  in  the  Time  ofThat  he  did

rrSafachi."     That  £)W^/ had  a  Copy  of  the  Holy  Scriptures  with 
Ky*>r^\J  him  in  Babyloriy  is  certain,  becaufe  (k)  he  not  only  quotes 

the  Law,  but  makes  mention  likewife  (/)  of  the  Prophecies 
of  the  Prophet   Jeremiah,  which  he  could  not  have  done, 
had  he  not  had  them  by  him.     That,  at    the  finifhing  of 
the  Temple,  (which  was  in  the  fixth  of  Darius,  and  above 
fifty  Years  before  Ezra  came  to   Jerufalem)    Copies  of  the 
Law  were  in  common  Ufe,  no  one  can  doubt,  who  reads, 
how  the  Priejis  and  Levites  were  fettled  in  their  refpedive 
Functions,  {m)    according  as  it  is  written   in  the  Books  of 
Mofes :  And  that,  when  the   People  called   for  the  Scrip- 

ture, to  have  it  read  unto   them,  they  did   not  requeft   of 
Ezra  to   get   it   anew  dictated  to   him,  but  that  he  (n) 
would  bring  forth  the  Book  of  the  Law  of  Mofes,  ivhich 
the  Lord  had  commanded  Krzd  ;  which  plainly  implies,  that  all 
the  People  well  knew,  that  this  Book  was  then  extant,  and 
needed  not  fuch  a  Miraculous  Expedient,  as  th^t   of  9,  Di- 

vine Revelation,  for  its  Recovery. 
But  only  BuT  if  Ezra  did  not  reftore  the  Scripture  in  this  Man-

'  pojitories  ;  that,  by  comparing  thefe  Copies  one  with  ano- 
ther, he  found  out  the  true  Reading,  and  fo  corrected  all 

the  Miftakes,  that  had  crept  into  them,  either  through 
the  Negligence  or  Ignorance  of  Transcribers  ;  that,  having 
thus  made  the  Copies  perfeft,  he  collefted  from  them  all 

the  Books,  of  which  the  Holy  Scriptures  did  then  con- 

fift  (for  fome  Books  that  appear'd  later  were  admitted 
after  this  Time)  difpos'd"  them  in  their  proper  Order, 
3nd  fo  far  fettled  the  Canon  of  Scripture ;  that,  for  the 
Illuftration,  Connexion,  and  Completion  of  thefe  Books,

made  the  Books,    in  all   their  Parts,  perfedl   and    intelli-  Eftb.  Neh. 

gible,  for   the  ftill  greater   Eafe,  and  Convenience  of  the  ̂ ^"  ̂*^^^°J 
Vulgar,    he   caus'd  the  whole  to   be  v/rote   out   in   the  andMaiachi! 
Chaldee  Charadler,  which  (after  the  Babylonijh  Captivity)  u^Y"^ 
was  in   general  Ufe   among   the  People,  fo  that  the  old 
Hebrew  Letters  were,    from  that  Time,  laid  afide  among 

the  JewSf  and  only  retain'd  by  the  Samaritans ;  and  laftly, 
that,  to  afcertain  the  Reading  of  this  introduc'd  Chara«Ster, 
he   added    the    Vowel-Points,    that  are  now  found  in  our 
Hebrew  Bibles  :  But  whether  this  was  of  his  Doing,    or 
the  Work  of  fome  later  Hand,  is  a  Matter  of  much  Debate 
among  the  Learned. 

Those,  who  maintain  that  Ezra  (whom  all  held  to  he  Whether  ht 

a  Prophet)  was  the  Author  of  thefe  Points,  and  that  they,  "ddcdthe 

confequently,  are  of  the  fame  Authority  with  the  Text  itfelf,  p^n^s.'  /fr, 
argue  in  this  Manner.   That,   when  the  Hebrew  gumcnts  on 

Language  ceas'd  to  be  the  Mother  Tongue  of  the  Jezvs,  (as  ̂''^  ̂'*^"' 
all  agree  it  did  after  the  Babyloniflj  Captivity)  it  thence  be- 

came in  a  Manner  impoffible  to  teach  it,  without  the  Affif- 
tance  of  the   Vowel- Points,    and  therefore,  at  leafl:,  they 

muft  have  begun  in  the  Time  of  Ezra,  and  continu'd   in 
Ufe  ever  after  :  That  two  antient  Books,  called  Bahir  and 
Zohar,  which  are  faid  to  have  been  written,  the  one  a  little 

before,  and  the  other  a  little  after,  the  Time  of  our  Saviour, 
make  exprefs  Mention  of  thefe  Points  in  more  Places  than 
one :  That,  whereas  it  is  faid,  on  the  other  Side,  that  the 

Maforites  of  Tiberias  (above  five  hundred  Years  after  Chrift) 
were  the  Inventors  of  thefe  Points ;  this  appears  unlikely, 
becaufe  the  Schools,  which   the  fews  once  had  in  Judea, 

were  at  this  Time  all  fupprefs'd  ;  nor  was  there  any  Num- 
ber of  learned  Men  left  in  the  Nation,  of  fufficient  Ability 

for  fuch  a  Work  :  And,  laftly,  that  if  it  be  allow'd,  that 
the  prefent  Points  are  not  of  the  fame  Authority  with  the 
Letters  themfelves,  but  only  of  a  late  and  human  Invention, 
this  will  weaken  the  Authority  of  the  Scriptures,,  and  leave 
the  facred  Text  to  an  arbitrary  and  uncertain  Reading,  and 
Interpretation. 

Those  who  maintain  the  contrary  Opinion,  viz.  that  ' 
thefe  Vowel-Points  are  of  a  later  Date,  than  Ezra,  fortify 
themfelves  with  fuch  Arguments  as  thsfe  — — —  That  the  fa-

Efth.'  Neh.  Ez.ra  made  of  them)  there  were  no  fuch  Vowel -Points  then 
and  Part  of  in  being :  That,  if  we  compare  the  Tranflation  of  the  5^/>/a- 
^aAM^^c^^' ^Sint,  the  CAfl/^^^  Paraphrafes,  or  the  Latin  Verfion  of  St. 
\j^Fi>f\jJeromy  with  the  prefent  pointed  Hebrew  Bibles,  we  (hall  in 

feveral  Places  find,  that  they  read  the  Text  otherwife,  than 

according  to  the  prefent  Pundluation  j  which  is  an  Argu- 
ment that  thefe  Points  were  either  not  in  being,  or  not  in 

any  great  Authority,  in  thofe  Times :  And  laftly,  that  if  we 

confult  Fhilo  "Judeeus^  or  JofephuSi  who  are  two  of  the 
oldeft  Authors  of  the  Jews,  or  any  of  the  antient  Chriftian 
Writers,  for  feveral  Ages  after  Chrift,  we  fhall  not  find  one 

Word  mention'd  of  thefe  Points,  tho'   they  could  not  but 
have  fundry  Occalions  to  take  Notice  of  them,  if  either  they 
had  been  in  Ufe,  or  of  fuch  great  Credit  and  Authority  with 
the  Jews^  as  is  pretended.  And  therefore  (to  anfwer  the  Ar- 

guments on  the  other  Side)  they  alledge,  that  the  Books  of 
Bahir  and  Zohar  are  not  near  fo  antient  as  they  are  repu- 

ted ;  that,  for  above  a  Thoufand  Years  after  their  pretend- 
ed Compofure,  the  Jews  themfelves  knew  nothing  of  them, 

nor  were  they   once  mention'd  by  any  Author  whatever, 
during  that  Interval ;  and  therefore  there  is  Reafon  to  think, 
that  a  falfe  Date  of  Antiquity  was  fraudulently  put  to  them, 
to  give  them  feme  San6iion^  and  to  recommend  them  to 
the  World  with  a  better  Credit. 

That  the  Mafarites  of  Tiberias  were  certainly  in  being 
a  long  Time  in  Judea,  and,  in  their  Way  of  Learning, 
were  not  a  little  eminent  i  for  St.  Jerom  himfelf  Informs  us, 

that  he  made  ufe  of  them  :  That,  tho'   there  may  be  fome 
Difficulty  in  reading  without  Points ;  yet,  fince  we  find  that 
the  Samaritans ,  who  underfland  Hebrew  no  better  than  the 

Jf^s,  have  no  Points  to  this  Day,  yet  can  read  the  Hebrew 
Text,  in  the  Samaritan  Charafter,  we  need  not  doubt,  but 

that  Cuftom,  good  Senfe,  and  the  Coherence  of  the  Dif- 
courfe,  will  fupply  Rules  for  the  remedying  of  thefe  Incon- 
veniencies.     And,  laflly,  fince  there  is  no  Language  in  the 
World,  wherein  there  are  not  feveral  equivocal  Expreffions, 

which  mav  occafion  an  Ambiguity  in  the  Senfe  j  tho'  Points 
in  this  Cafe  may  be  of  fome  Ufe,  yet  they  cannot  totally  fe- 
cure  us  from  Error,  becaufe  Faults  in  tranfcribing  or  print- 

ing, and  Variations  in  pointing,  are  unavoidable. T*

When  every  Child  learn'd  the  Hebrew  Tongue  from"^"^*^ his  Cradle,  it  was  no  hard  Matter  for  thofe,  who  thus 

underftood  it  by  rote,  to  learn  to  read  it  by  the  Letters 
only,  without  the  Vowels ;  but,  when  it  became  a  dead 

Language,  the  Cafe  was  alter'd :  (p)  For  then,  inftead  of 
underftanding  it  firft,  in  order  to  read  it,  they  were  firfl:  to 
read  it,  in  order  to  underftand  it  j  and  therefore,  having 
not  the  previous  Knowledge  of  the  Language  to  diredt 
them  herein,  they  muft  neceflarily  have  had  fome  other 
Helps,  in  order  to  know,  with  what  Vowel  each  Syllable  was 

to  be  pronounc'd  j  and,  to  give  them  this  Help,  the  Vowels 
Points  feem  certainly  to  have  been  invented  ;  and  therefore 

the  Time  of  this  Invention  cannot  be  plac'd  later,  than  the 
Time,  when  they  became  neceflary,  /.  e.  when  the  Hebrew 
became  a  dead  Language,  and  fo  was  acquirable  no  other 
Way,  than  by  Study  and  Inftruftion. 
From  this  Neceffity  of  Inftrudion,  and  probably,  not 

long  after  Ezra's  Edition  of  the  Holy-Scripture,  there  fprung 
up  a  Set  of  Men  among  the  Jews,  whofc  Profeffion  it  was 
to  write  out  Copies  of  the  Hebrew  Text,  and  to  preferve, 
and  teach,  the  true  Reading  of  it.  What  they  did  of  thi» 
Kind,  is  called  by  the  Jews  the  Maforah,  i.  e.  the  Tradi- 

tion J  becaufe  they  pretend  to  have  the  true  Reading  (as  the 
Talmudijis  pretend  to  have  the  true  Interpretation)  of  the 
Scriptures  handed  down  to  them  from  Generation  to  Gene- 

ration. However,  as  their  whole  Bufmefs  was  to  ftudy  the 
true  Reading  of  the  Hebrew  Text,  to  preferve  it  from  be- 

ing corrupted,  and  to  teach  it  to  others,  it  is  highly  proba- 
ble, that  they  were  the  firft  Inventors  of  Vowel-Points,  be- 

caufe the  whole  Ufe  of  thofe  Points  was  to  be  fubfervient  to 
this  Purpofe.

^^^-^^^r>j'  of  the  Rabbins  :  The  former  taught  only  the  Hebrew  Lan- guage, and  to  read  the  Scriptures  in  it  j  but  the  other  tauo-ht 
their  Pupils  to  underftand  the  Word  of  God,  and  all  the 

Interpretations  of  it.     Thgfe  were  the  great   Doctors    of 
Divinity   among  them,  to  whom  the  Maforites  were  as 

much  inferior  y  as  the  Teachers  of  Grammar -Schools  among 
us  are  to  the  Profeflbrs  of  Divinity  in  our  Univerjities. 

As  long  therefore  as  thefe  Vowel-Points  went  no  higher, 
than  the  Schools  of  the  Maforites.,  they  were  not  much  re- 

garded among  their  learned  Men  ;  and  this  is  the  Reafon, 
why  we  find  no  Mention  made  of  them  either  in  the  Tal- 
mudy  or  in  the  Writings  of  fome  antient  Fathers,  from 

whom  it  might  have  been  expedled.  But,  after  the  Publi- 
cation of  the  lalmud,  the  Jewijh  Dodlors  thought  it  advife- 

able,  in  order  to  preferve  the  right  Reading  of  the  Text  (as 

tlie  Mijhna  and  Demara  were  fuppos'd  to  preferve  its  right 
Interpretation)  to  take  this  Punctuation  of  the  Maforites  in- 

to their  Divinity-Schools,  and,  having  review'd,  and  cor- 
recSled  it  with  great  Care,  they  added  it  to  the  Text,  and  fo 

gave  it  all  the  venerable  Afpe£t,  that  it  now  bears. 

But  tho'  thefe  Vowel-Points  were  added  to  the  Text  by 
fuch  Perfons,  as  underftood  the  Language  perfectly,  and, 

having  fmce  undergone  the  Review  and  CorretSlion  of  ma- 
ny Ages,  may  be  juftly  accounted  a  Work,  as  compleat  in 

its  Kind,  as  can  be  done  by  Human  Art ;  yet,  fmce  it  was 
only  done  by  Human  Art,  it  is  no  authentick  Part  of  the 
Scriptures :  And  therefore  thefe  Points  are  not  fo  unalterably 

fix'd  to  the  Text,  but  that  a  Change  may  be  made  in  them, 
when  the  Nature  of  the  Context,  the  Analogy  of  Grammar, 
or  the  Stile  of  the  Language,  (hall  give  a  fufficient  Reafon 
for  it ;  efpecially  confidering,  that,  notwithftanding  their 
exa6l  Fixation  at  firft,  they  are  ftill  liable  to  the  Miftakes 

of  Tranfcribers  and  Printers,  and,  by  Reafon  of  their  Num- 
ber, the  Smallnefs  of  their  Figures,  and  their  Pofition  under 

the  Letters,  are  more  liable  to  fuffer  by  them,  than  any  o- 
ther  Sort  of  Writing  whatever.

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So  that,  upon  the  Whole,    it  appears,  that  tho'  thefe    A.  m. 

Vowel- Points  were  not  affixed  to  the  Hebrew  Text  by  Ez-j^^^^'^.^^^'^^^ 
ra  himfelf  j  yet  were  they  of  early  Date  after  his  Edition  of  5:9,  &c. 

the  Holy  Scriptures  :  that,  tho'  they  did  not  immediately  ap-f"^""^  ̂"-^""^ 

pear  in  the  World,  nor  are  taken  notice  of  by  any  Writer  £„(/;  ̂all^* 
of  Repute  for  many  Ages  after;  yet  this  was  occafion'd  byEfth.'Neh. 
their  being  confin'd  to  the  Schools  of  the  Maforites^  who  in  ̂ ^  ̂̂ „*  °^ 
all  Probability  were  the  firft  Inventors  of  them  :  And  tho',andM3!achi* 
being  of  human  Invention  only,  they  cannot  be  fuppos'd  of  ̂ ^/VVJ 

equal  Authority  with  the  Text  itfelf ;  yet  are  they  of  excel- i''''M"^t''f 
lent  Ufe  for  the  Prefervation  of  its  right  Reading,  and  for'^'^^"^'' 
the  Prevention  of  innumerable  Perplexities,  and  Ambiguities, 
that  would  otherwife  be  incident  to  it. 

The  Learned  are  not  a  little  divided  concerning  the  RifeTi&ff  Origin 

and  Antiquity  of  the  Jewijh  Synagogues :  For  ferae  contend,  °f^y"<^' 

that  they   were   of  Ufe    under  the  Tabernacle  and    firft ̂ '^""* 
Templet  whilft  others  aflert,  that  they  had  no  Being  until  the 
Times  of  the  Captivity.     The  former,  in   Behalf  of  their 

Opinion,  urge,   {q)  that,  as  in  the  Wildernefs,  the  Court  of 
the  Tabernacle  could  not  contain  the  hundredth  Part  of  the 

Worfliippers  of  the  God  of  Ifrael^  and,   as  in  the  Promised 
Land,  the  Temple  was  too  far  diftant,  for  devout  Perfons 

of  every  Tribe  to  refort  to  it  every  Sabbath -Day  ;  there 
was  a  Neceffity  for  other  Places  to  be  appointed  for  the  Ser- 

vice of  God,   that  the  Senfe  of  Religion  might  not  be  cx- 

tinguifh'd    and   loft.     To  this  Purpofe  they  obferve,   that 
the  Levitts  were  difpers'd  in  feveral  Cities,    and  the  Pro- 

phets and  Sons  of  the  Prophets  fettled  in   their  refpedive 

Colleges,  that  they  might  be  ready  at  hand,  upon  all  Occa^ 
fions,  to  expound  the  Law,  and  inftru^t   the  People  in  their 
Duty,  whenever  they  met  together  for  that  Purpofe.     A.nd 

therefore,  we  find  the  Shunamite's  Huft)and  thus  expoftula- 
ting  with  his  Wife,    (r)  ivherefore  wilt  thou  go  to  the  Man 
of  God   to  Day,   feeing  it   is  neither  New-Moon,  nor  the 
Sabbath  ;  which  plainly  implies,  that,   at  fuch  ftated  Seafons 
as  thefe,  the  Cuftom  was  to  refort  to  fuch  Teachers  for  In- 
ftru6lion  :  And,  if  this  was  the  Cuftom,  there  is  no  Queftion 

to  be  made,  but  that  proper  Places  were  appointed  for  their 
Reception.      It  is  an  unworthy   Imputation    therefore   to 
think,  that  fo  many  Temples  fhould  be  built  for  Idol-Wor- 
Ihip,  aiid  yet  none  fhould  have  Zeal  or  Piety  enough,  to  e-

of  building  fuch  Houfes,  as   were  afterwards  called  Syna- 
goguesy  there  to  be  inftrudled  in  the  Law,  and  to  worfhip 
the  God  of  their  Fathers,    in  the  beft  Manner  they  could, 
on  every  Sabbath- Day  ;  and  that,  upon  their  Return,  find- 

ing the  great  Conveniency  of  fuch  like  Buildings,  they  erect- 
ed the  fame  in  their  own  Country,  as  they  had  done  before 

in  the  Land  of  their  Captivity,   and  herein  were  follow'd  by 
the  Jews  of  the  Difperjiotiy  in  all  Parts  of  the  World  where- 

in they  liv'd. 
After  Ezra  had  fet  forth  a  correal  Edition  of  the  Law, 

the  Prophets,  and  other  facred  Writings,  that  were  extant 
in  his  Time,  his  next  Care  was  to  appoint  proper  Perfons, 
viz.  the  moft  learned  of  the  Levites,  and  other  Scrihes,  that 
were  well  fkilled  in  thefe  Writings,  to  read  and  expound 
them  to  his  People,  (t)  This,  no  Doubt,  they  did  at  firft 
in  the  fame  Manner,  that  himfelf  had  done,  /.  e.  by  gather- 

ing the  People  together  in  fome  wide  Street,  or  open  Place 
of  the  City,  that  was  of  the  fitteft  Capacity  to  receive  them. 
But,  in  the  wet  and  Winter  Seafons  of  the  Year,  the  In- 

convenience of  this  came  to  be  felt  j  fo  that,  in  Procefs  of 
Time,  they  ereiSed  Houfes  and  Tabernacles,  wherein  to 
meet  for  this  Purpofe  :  And  this  was  the  true  Caufe  and 
Original  f  of  fuch  Edifices  in  fudea.

Congregation  at  any  Time,    always   delivers  himfelf.     At 
the  upper  End  of  the  Synagogue,  and  over  agalnft  the  Door, 
which   ever  ftands  to  the  IVeJi,  there  is  a  Cheft,  or  Prefs, 
wherein  the  Book  of  the  Law  is  kept,  wrapt  in  a  fine  em- 

broider'd  Cloth,  and  (what  is  uncommon  in  our  Churches) 
during  the  Time  of  Divine  Service  the  Women  are  feparated 

from  the  Men,  and  feated  in  a  Gallery  enclos'd  with  Lat- tices. 

Every  Town,  wherein  there  were  ten  Batelnim,  i.  Q.Wherethe^ 
ten  Perfons  of  full  Age  and  free  Condition,  always  at  Lei-w^re  buUu fure 

of  them,  and  inftead  of  confining  their  Explications  to  Jerufalem^ 

where  they  found  themfelves  too  much  flighted  and  confin'd, 
they  carry 'd  them  into  every  City,  where  there  were  Oratoriet, 
and  publick  Places  of  Aflembly.  Before  this,  private  Perfons 
made  their  Prayers  to  God  in  their  Houfes,  where  they  had 
a  Place  fet  a  part  for  that  holy  Exercife.  It  was  generally  upon 

the  Top  of  the  Houfe  (for  their  Houfes  were  flat-roof 'd)  that 
the  Family,  and  their  Friends  met  together,  to  read  fome  Por- 

tion of  the  Law  on  the  Sabbath-Day  ;  and,  when  there  was  any 
Prophet  in  the  City,  the  devout  People  afl!embled  at  his  Houfe. 
But  after  that  the  DoSiors  had  added  their  Traditions  and  Com- 

mentaries to  the  Law,  the  Bufinefs  of  Interpreters  became  fo 
much  the  more  neceflTary,  becaufe  thofe  Traditions  were  not 
written  ;  fo  that  the  Number  of  Interpreters  and  Interpretations 

increas'd  daily.  For  this  Reafon  convenient  Places  were  made 
choice  of,  that  the  People  might  the  better  meet  together  to  be 
inftrufted  ;  and  from  hence,  in  all  Probability,  it  is,  that  they 
derive  iheir  Synagogues.

The  Buildings  were  contriv'd  much  after  the  fame  Manner

fifty-four  Se^ions  of  it,  the  Jews  fubftituted  fifty-four  Sec- 

tions of  the  Prophets,  which  were  ever  after  continu'd  ;  in- 
fomuch,  that  when  the  Reading  of  the  Law  was  again  re- 

ftor'd  by  the  Maccabees,  the  Seiiion,  which  was  read  every 
Sabbath  out  of  the  Law,  ferv'd  for  the^r/?  LefTon,  and  the 
Section  out  of  the  Prophets  for  the  fecond ;  for  that  is  the 

Meaning  of  {z)  St.  Paul's  Jianding  up  to  preach,  after  the 
reading  of  the  Law  and  the  Prophets;  i.  e.  after  the  reading 
of  the  firjl  LefTon  out  of  the  Law,  and  the  fecond  Leflbn 
out  of  the  Prophets. 

3.  The  Expofition  of  the  Law  and  the  Prophets  went 
along  with  the  reading  them  :  For,  after  that  the  Hebrczu 

Language  had  ceas'd  to  be  the  Mother-Tongue  of  the  Jews, 
and  the  Chaldee  grew  up  into  Ufe  inftead  of  it,  the  Cuftom 
of  the  Synagogue  was,  that  one  (hould  firft  read  a  Paragraph 
of  the  Scriptures  to  the  People  in  the  Hebrew  Tongue,  and 

then  another  interpreted  it  in  the  Chaldee,  which  they  bet- 
ter underftood.  And  this  feems  to  fuggeft  the  P^eafon,  why 

thefe  Sections  of  Scripture  came  to  be  divided  into  Verfes, 
viz.  that,  by  this  Means,  the  Reader  might  certainly  know 
how  much  he  was  to  read ;  and  the  Interpreter  how  much 
he  was  to  interpret,  at  every  Interval. 

4.  After  that  the  Reading  and  Expounding  were  over, 
any  Perfon  of  Learning,  and  Knowledge  in  the  Scriptures, 

might  addrefs  himfelf  to  the  People,  upon  what  mo'-al  01  di- 
vine Subje£t  he  thought  proper  ;  only  we  may  obferve,  that 

■this  was  a  Compliment  ufually  paid  to  Strangers,  and  tj^ere- 
fore,  when  St.  Paul  and  his  Company  came  to  Antioch  in

Only,  for  the  Pre- 
belonging  to  fervation  of  Order,  there  were  in  every  Synagogue  fome 
'  ""'  fix'd  Officers,  whofe  Bufinefs  it  was  to  take  Care  that  all  re-- 

ligious  Duties  were  therein  decently  perform'd. 
The  firft  of  this  Kind,  are  thoie  whom  the  Scriptures  of 

the  New  Tejiament  call  ' A^^iawdyayoi,  Rulers  of  the  Syna- 
gogue :  But  how  many  of  thefe  belong'd  to  each  Synagogue 

we  cannot  tell,  only  we  may  prefume,  there  were  more 

than  one,  becaufe  they  are  mention'd  in  the  {b)  Plural 
Number  in  Refpeil  of  the  fame  Synagogue.  Next  to  them 

(and  perhaps  one  of  themj  was  the  Minijler  of  the  Syna- 
gogue, whofe  Bufinefs  it  was  to  offer  up  to  God  the  publick 

Prayers  of  the  Congregation ;  and  being  for  this  Purpofe 
delegated  (as  it  were)  hy  them  to  God,  is  therefore,  in  the 
//i?^rrzt»  Language,  called  Sheliach  Zibber,  i.e.  the  Angel  of 
the  Church,  or  Congregation;  from  whence  the  Name  of 

the  Bifliops  of  the  feven  Churches,  mention'd  in  the  Revela^ 
tions,  is  manifeftly  borrow'd.  Next  to  this  Angel  of  the 
Church,  were  the  Deacons,  and  inferior  Miniflers  of  the  Sy- 

nagogue, called  in  Hebrew,  Chazanim,  or  OverfeerSy 
who,  under  the  Rulers  of  the  Synagogue,  had  the  Charge, 
and  Overfight  of  all  Things  in  it,  and  kept  the  Books 
of  the  Holy  Scriptures,  the  Liturgies,  and  Utenfils,  which 

they  brought  forth,  and  carry'd  away  again,  as  there  was 
Occafion:  And  next  to  thefe  Overfeers,  was  the  Interpreter, 

whofe  Office  it  was  to  recite  in  Chaldee  the  Leffons  ('as  they 
were  read  in  Hebrew)  to  the  Congregation  j  and,  becaufe  a 
good  deal  of  Skill  in  both  Languages  was  requifite  for  fuch  an 
Undertaking,  whenever  the  Rulers  of  the  Synagogue  found 

a  Perfon  fit  for  this  Purpofe,  they  retain'd  him  by  a  Salary, 
and  fo  made  him  a  ftanding  Minifler  among  them. 

Times  of  We  have  nothing  more  to  add  concerning  this  Synagogue- 

Wor^ip,  IVorJhip,  but  that  the  Times  appointed  for  it,  were  three 
Days  a  Week,  befides  their  Holidays,  whether  Fajis  or 
Fejlivals,  and  thrice  on  every  one  of  thofe  Days,  2.  e.  in

Before  we  difmifs  this  Subjeft^  there  is  one  common  a"d  Part  of 

Enquiry,  which,  by  this  Time,  we  may  be  able  to  fatisfy,  "SJJ^'jJi;

flition)  after  that  Captivity  was   ended  ?  Which  can  ̂ ^rd\j{°J^°"^^/'j^ 
be  imputed  to   any  other  Caufe,  but  that  they  had  the  Law  a-verfe  to 

and    the  Prophets  every  Week   read  unto    them,  after  that  idolatry ̂ u 

Captivity,  which  they  had  not  before.     Before  the  Captivi**,^!^',' ^  ''^" 
ty,  they  had  no  Synagogues  for  publick  Worfhip  or  Inftruc- 
tion,  nor  any  Places  to   refort   to  for  thefe  Purpofes,  but 

either  the  Temple  at  'Jerufalem,  or  the  Cities  of  the  Levites; 
and  from  hence   great  Ignorance  grew  among  the  People. 

God  was  little  known  among  them,  and  his  Laws  in  a  Man- 

ner wholly  forgotten  :  And   therefore,   as  Occafions  offer 'd, 
they  were  eafily  drawn  into  all  the  Superftitions,  and  idola- 

trous Pradtices,  of  the  i/<?fl/^f« Nations,  that  liv'd  about  them. 
But  now,  when,  after  the  Babylonijh  Captivity,  Synagogues 
were  erected  in  every  City,  to  which  they  conftantly  refortcd 
for  publick  Worfliip,  and   where,  every  Week,  they  had 
the  Law  at  firji^  and,  afterwards  both  the  Law    and  the 

Prophets  read  to  them ;  and  where,  by  Sermons  and  Exhor- 
tations, they  were,  at  leaft  every  Sabbath- Day,  inftrudled 

in  their  Duty,  and  excited  to  the  Performance  of  it ;    this 
kept  them  in  a  thorough  Knowledge  of  God,  and  his  Laws, 
as  the  Comminations  in  the  Prophets  (when  once  they  came 
to  be  read  among  them)  deterred   them  from  tranfgreffing 
againft  them  ;  for  (c)  all  Scripture  (as  the  Apoftle  fpeaks) 

is  given  by  Infpiration    of  God,  and  is  profitable  for  Doc- 
trine., for  Reproof,  for  Correction,  for  lnfiru£iion  in  Righ- 

ieoufnefs,  that   the  Man   of  God,  or  every  Man,  that  re- 
folves  to  be  godly,  may  be  perfect,  wife  unto  Salvation,  and 
thoroughly  furnifhed  unto  all  good  Works. 

One  Thing  we  may  obferve  farther :  That,  OurSa- 

fmce  there  was  a  publick  Liturgy  eftablifli'd  in  the  JewiJh'^J^'",'^^^'" 
Church,  and  Forms  of  Prayer,  tho'   very  empty  and  ]c]\ine gainft  Se^a- 
inComparifon  of  thofe,  that  are  in  Ufe  among  us;  our  blef- ''''"'"»• 
fed  Saviour,  when  upon  Earth,  was  contented  to  join  with

t^^i^y^^j  Will  of  God,  to  ufe  fet  Forms  of  Prayer  in  his  publick  Ser- 

vice, or  had  it  been  difpleafmg  to  him,   to  be  addrefs'd  in 
fuch   mean    Forms,    when  much   better  might  have  been 
made,  we  may  be  fure  he  would  have  told  them  both,  and 

join'd  with  them  in  neither  :  But,  fince  he  never  found  Fault 
with  them  for  ufmg  fet  Forms,  but,  on  the  contrary,  taught 
his  own  Difciples  a  fet  Form  to  pray  by  ;  fince  he  no  where 

exprefs'd  a  Diflike  of  the  Forms  then  in  Ufe,  upon  Account 
of  their  Meannefs,  but,  on   the  contrary,   teftify'd  his  Ap- 

probation of  them,  by  joining  with  them  in  their  Synagogues  ; 
this  fhould  convince  our  Separatifts,  one  would  think,  that 

neither  our  ufing  fet  Forms  of  Prayer  in  our  publick  Wor- 
fhip,  nor  the  ufing  of  fuch,    as    they  think  not  fufficient- 
ly  edifying,  can  be  Objections  fufficient  to  juftify  them  in 
their  Refufal  to  join  with  us  in  them,  becaufe,  in  both  thefe 
Cafes,  they  have  the  Example  of  Chriji   dire£Hy  againft 
them. 

The  Truth  is,  whether  there  be  a  Form  or  no  Form,  or 

•whether  the  Form  be  elegantly  or  meanly  compos'd ;  no- 
thing of  this  availeth  to  the  recommending  of  our  Prayers 

unto  God.  It  is  the  true  and  fincere  Devotion  of  the  Heart 

alone,  that  can  make  them  acceptable  unto  him  :  For  it  is  this 
only,  that  gives  Life  and  Vigour,  and  a  true  Acceptance,  to 
all  our  religious  Addrefies.  Without  this,  how  elegantly, 

how  movingly,  foever  the  Prayer  may  be  compos'd,  and  how 
fervently,  how  zealoufly,  foever  it  may  feem  to  be  pour'd 
out,  yet  all  this  is  dead  Matter,  and  of  no  Validity  in  the 
Prefence  of  our  God.  But,  on  the  contrary,  the  very 

Heathens  can  tell  us,  that,  be  our  Prayers  and  Oblations  ne- 

ver fo  mean,  they  will  be  a  Sacrifice  of  a  fweet-fmeUing 
Savour  unto  him,  if  we  bring  but  along  with  us  to  hisWor- Ihip,
